Wasnmeron, Nov, 28.~The newn of the ap-
volntment of Archblshop Chapoolle of Hanta
Fé, N, M, as Arohtishop of New Orleans, to
sucesed the late Archbishop Janusone, hne been
the cause of much comment In Cathollo clroles,
and was n great surprise to many who had ex-
peotod that Blshop Maes would be the one ap-
pointed. Tho appolntment Is regarded as a
#lgnnl vietory for the conservatlves, and Is dus
entirely to the Iinfluence of the reavtionary or
nationallat party in Rome,

The French priosts of New Orleans feared
that they were not to recelve the appolntmant,
80 thoy drafted o letter to the daughter of M,
Faure, President of France, In which they
begged hor to uso her Influence with her father
tosscure Lhe appolntment of an Archbilahop of
thelr own natlonalily, The daughter did sa,
and the lstter was forwarded to lome, with the
approval of M. Faure, and the appolntment of
Magr. Chappello Is duo to this as much as (o any-
thing.

Asmight ha expeacted, the Calhiollcs who are
stroncly Amerloan do not look on this move
with favor, They are beglaning to drond for
olgn Interlerence. laving just recovered from
the Interforence of the Germans and the Jes-
uits in the case of Mgr, Schroodor, they are
again made to feel the powerful hand of the for-
olgn lobby at Rome by the appolntment of Mgr,
Chappolle, While thoy ure agreed that he lu
waell equipped for the place, they could not over-
look the Interference of M, Faure,

There has been much discussion about the re
portthnt M. de Lome, the Spanish Minlster, had
uent his secretary to Mgr. Martinelll, the Apos-
tolio Delogate, and regquested him to use his in
fluonoo to bhave the leotures of Mr, Hannis Tay-
lor, former Minlster Lo Bpaln, dellvered at the
Coatholio University, discontinued, While this
report hus been denfed and Mgr, Conaty has not
roecolved any word from Mgr.
