Carter falsified his records of work on
the Improvement ot Savannah harbor, that
he directed his clerk to make false

concerning his presenoo at Savannah
while he was absent from his station, that he
way absent from dutv without authority, thathe Ignored the Instructions of the War Uepart-we-

in regard to contract work, and that ho
otherwise neglected his duties, to the pecuniary
loss ot the United States. Embezzlement is not
obargod.

The trial of Capt. Carter will be merely tho
beginning ot tho revelations which aro ex-
pected, and officials of tho War Department
predict that Congress will Institute an Inquiry
Into tho entire system of letting contracts for
carrying out river and harbor Improvements,
and perhaps other engineering projects. It was
said to-d- on good authority that tho present
contract system would be fully exploited at tho
Carter trial, with a view to giving Congress an
opportunity of seeing how easily the Govern
tnont can be mulcted out of enormous sums of
money.

The projcot which Capt. Carter wns directedto carry out involved an expenditure of 81,000,.
000. It was not until two years aftor its com- -

E lotion that tho allegations ware made that It
ad been Improperly exocuted, and this hasgiven rise to tbo suspicion at the War Depart-

ment that other work may also have beenperformed In a manner that would cause
dissatisfaction It its true condition were
known. Tho high character and profes-
sional standing of the officers of thoEngineer Corps precludes. In tho minds of those
interested in tbo Carter case, the bullet that theIntegrity of any of thorn will be brought Into
question, but there Is a feeling that the prelim-
inary Inquiry Into Capt. Carter's operations at
Bavannah bns shown that much money may
bavo been wasted through sharp practices of
which engineer officers havo been Ignorant.
The court martial will bo composed of olilccrs ofhigh rank. Its President will probably be a
Brigadier-Genera- l. When and where it will
meet has not been determined.

KANSAS PAOIPIO 8AZJS.

Mr. Caambs Thinks the Government TV 111 Cet
the lnll Anoual or He Claim.

Washington, Nov. 20. Tho Hon. W. J.
Coombs of Brooklyn, a Government director of
the Union Paclflo Railroad, was In consulta-
tion with Attorney-Gener- McKenna' y

regarding tho sale of the Kansas Pacific Rail-
road on Doc. 17. Mr. Coombs is of opinion that
the Government will get nearly If not quite
the full amount of Its indebtedness against
the company at the forthcoming sale Ho
furnished the Attorney-Gener- a calculation
based upon the receipts ot tho road during the
four years endod June SO last, showing that it
was capable of earning ! per cent, per an-
num on $10,000,000. This included tho
worat period ot the depression through which
tho railroads have been called upon to pass, and
tho amount of stock upon which the calcula-
tion was based is two millions in excess of thesum necessary to meet tho Government debt.
Mr. Coombs Bald that the earnings y arofully 80 nor cent, greater than they wero in
tho period named. It was upon this calcula-
tion that tho Attorney-Genera- l decided definite-
ly to qualify as a bidder, so as to bo able toprotect the Interests of the Government to theutmost.

Tho expectation that the reorganization
committee, representing the bondholders of thofirst mortgage, will buy In the road'at the fore-
closure sale has been strengthened by the dis-
covery that the bond-aide- portion of tho
road, extending 804 miles west of KansasCity, which U nil that will bo conveyed by the
transfcr'undor tho sole, possesses rights supe-
rior not only to those of the 21U miles between
tho 100th meridian and Denver, but to those
of the main line west of Cheyenne. This, it is
believed, makes it absolutely certain thatthe reorganization committee will buy theKansas Paclflo or retire In favor of some or-
ganization that can utilize the whole line, and
be willing to pay for it the full sum demandedby the Government. The bond-aide- d portion
of tho road, according to Mr. Coombs's figures,
earns all but 12 per cent, of tho entire netearnings ot the Uno from Kansas City to Den-
ver.

trniiE house receptions.
Wires or Cabinet Officers Object te the

rar the Session's Funotleoa.
Washington, Nov, 20. Tho wives of the

members of the Cabinet are very mnch per-
turbed over the changes announced by Secre-
tary Porter and Col. Bingham, Superintendent
of Publlo Buildings and Grounds, in the pro-
gramme for tho season's official functions at tho
White House. Under tho new programme the
series of card roceptlons will bo held on 'Wednes-
day evenings. Instead of on Thursday as hereto-
fore, and it is this particular change that has
aroused the criticism of the social leaders of the
Administration. The change from Thursday toWednesday was made at the euggestion ot Pres-
ident and Mrs. McKInley, who desired to haveThursday an open date, for the reason ttmt it isprayer meeting night in nearly all of tho Prot-
estant churches, including the Metropolitan
Methodist Church, at which they both are regu-
lar attendants. The President and Mrs. McKIn-
ley are fortified in their determination by thoprecedent by Mr. and Mrs. Hayes, whose official
receptions were held on Wednesday nights forthe same reason that has led to a change in theprogramme followed for almost twenty years,
with the exception of one year In the Harrison
Administration.

The objection of the Cabinet ladies grows out
of the fact that their regular weekly "athomes are on Wednesday, and they fear thatafter recelvlngguests at their own homes during
the entire afternoon tbey will be too greatly'
fatigued to do the work all over again at tbo
White House in tho ovening. It is possible thatWednesday will be discarded ns Cublnet day
and that some other afternoon of tho week will
be selected by the uives of tbo Cabinet officers
for receiving the public. It Is hoped by the
officials in charge of tho White House recep-
tions that the new ordor, which admits only aportion of Congress and other classes to eachreception in the series, will result In so restrict-ing tho crowds that lliose present will bo at
least comparatively comfortable. It Is not the
Intention at present to demand cards of Invi-
tation at tho door, but this will bo resorted to It
It Is found necessary In ordor to keep out tho
uninvited, who heretofore have heen chiefly re-
sponsible for overcrowding the White House on
reception nights.

PBNBIOIT ATTOBNBTS' TEES.

A Decision That Will Affect Every Pension
Attorney la the United Slates.

Washington, Nov. 20. Assistant Secretary
of the Interior Wobster Davis y rendered
& decision in an attorney's appeal claim for fee,
which will affoct every pension attorney in tho
United States. It was in the case of n. S. Ber-
lin of Washington, attorney for Jacob Young,
late of Troop B, Tenth Cavalry. Tho facts are:

"Tbo claimant was pensioned under the gen-
eral law at the rate of $8 per month. On July
14, 18(10, he applied for pension under the act
ot Juno 27, 1800. Certificate Issued March 3,
1802, to allow pension under said act at the
rote of 812 per month from date of application
and claimant's namo dropped from tho rolls un-
der the gcnerul law. The appolnlnt, In claim-
ant's behalf, on Sept. Ill, 18110, filed under thegeneral law u claim for restoration and Increase.
Certltlcnto issued July 14, 1H07, to rcutorotho
claimant's niiino to the rolls under tho genernl
lu., and to ullow straight thereabout tho ruto
of $14 per month from Fob. 10, 1H07. On this
issue Mr. Berlin was certified a fen of $2. Upon
appeal ho contended that ho should have been
allonod n feo of iH in addition for securing an
increase of the lorinor rate allowed under the
general law, an Ilia lialmunt's namo was

Argentine Sugar Must Pay the Kstra Duly,
WASiH.NproN, Nov, 20.

E. 6. THPRBER IS VIOLENT.

HE ATTACKS BIB ATTENDANT TTITlt
AX AXB AT PATOHOaVja.

With Rla Wire He Was at a rrlsad'a Renae
Waaa Be Sadealy Became Insane Hla
Wire aad Helshkera overcame Him She
Was Formerly Mrs, Fanny Clare Trne.

PATcnoauK, U'l., Nov. Op. Edmund'.G. Thur-be- r

ot Providence, It. L,whoso differences
with bis family on the quottlon of his sanity
gave him some notoriety in New York In tho
spring of 1800, attacked his attendant,
Charles MoGee of 148 East Thirty-secon-

street. New York, with an axe. Medical aid
saved MoGee from bleeding to death. Mrs.
Thurber, who as Mrs. Fanny Clare True was
also a participant in the troubles of Thurber
last year, was present at the time ot tho as-

sault.
The Thurbors came to this town to live somo

time after their morrlago. Last January a
son was born to them. Soon after the birth
ot the child Mrs. Thurber went away. Mr.
Thurber advortlsod in the papers here that she
had loft his bed and board. He thon.wcnt
away to llnd her, he said. Two months Inter
they reappeared, apparently on tho best possi-
ble terms with each other. Tho child is
said to bo in tbo caro of Mrs. Thurber's friends
in Brooklyn.

Tho Thurbers went to Amltyvllle for the
summer, returning Co Patchoguo about Nov. 1.
They took up their abode at Itoe's Hotel. Sat-
urday night Proprietor Kleeman ot Koo's
Hotel Informed Mrs. Thurber that thoy would
have to leave, as be was afraid Mr. Thurber
might do some harm. After a heated argu-
ment. In which Mrs. Thurber brought her
lnwyor in an effort to compel Kleeman to
allow them to stay, they went to tho Central
Hotel.

To-da-y Thurbor was with his wlfo at the resi-
dence of Frank W. MUlor on Baker avenue,
arranging for tbe removal ot their furniture,
which had been stored with tho Millers. Ho
slipped away from McGce and suddenly came up
behind htm and with the axe struck him sovernl
blows on the head botoro be was ovorpowercd
by his wife and several neighbors who had
rushed to tho house attraotcd by tho screams of
tho woman. McGee fell unconscious to the
floor. A doctor was quickly summoned. Po-
liceman Davis was callod in and ho arrested
Thurber, who did not fully realize what ho had
done. Thurber wns taken beforo Justlco of tho
Peace Smith W. Conklln. Mclleo refusod to

the complaint and Ihurbor was paroled
n the custody ot a friend pending thu result of

McGee's injuries.
Thurber's friends hero say that he has boon

worrying over business affairs a grcnt deal
lately and has regarded tho restraint which his
wlfo has oxcrclsod over him with simpleton and
annoyance. They say that they will apply to
the Supreme Court for an order committing him
to an Institution. Mrs. Thurber has asserted
her determination to fight any such proceed-
ings.

Thurber is tho son of Mrs. Gorham Thurber
of Providence. Ho is 30 years old and is sold
to hold a large amount ot property in his own
namo. According to his testimony at his ex-
amination here in April, 1800, his family had
him confined In the Butler Hospital for the In-
sane at Prottdence soon after ho attained bis
majority and only allowed him to bo released on
condlt'on that ho go to Australia.

His brother, W. H. Thurber, initiated pro-
ceedings undor which ha was committed to
Bloomlngdale. After a Sheriff's Jury had de-
clared him snne he was released on a writ issued
by Justice Smyth.

Ho enmo hero and met Mrs. True, who had
Just been divorced from her husband, and who
was one of the principal witnesses in Ills ex-
amination. Though both bad tontltled that
they intended to bo married immediately. Mrs.
Truo declined to marry him. Sho said sho
couldn't stand tho scandal ot his quarrels with
hie family. Four days later they wore mar-
ried In Philadelphia. This was on April 14.
On May 20 Thurber appoarod in Yorkvllle
Police Court and churned W. J, It, Johnston,
who had been his friend, with mlKapproprint-in- g

money put In his hands while Thurber
was in n sanitarium at Stamford, Conn., in
tho preceding February. Thurber, with his
wlfo, hung around tbe court for thrco hours in
order to see Johnston locked up In default ot
ball. Johnston had opposed Thurber's marriage
to Mrs. Truo.

Dr. Von Hetleben Preaenfa Ilia Credentials te
President McKInley.

Washington, Nov. 20. Dr. Yon Holleben,
the new German Ambassador, presontod his
credentials to President McKInley at tho White
House this morning. Tbe new Ambassador,
who. beforo leaving Germany, expressed him-
self in publlo regarding the desirability of closer
commercial relations between the two coun-
tries, Is expected to make known tbe views of
the Imperial Government upon reciprocity to
Mr. Kasson, the special Commissioner In charge
of that subject, nltbln tho next fortnight.

In presenting his credentials and his prede-
cessor's letter of recall to the President, Dr. Von
Holleben said:

I place tbla letter ot credence In your hands with
the assuranoo that It ahall be my most earnest en-
deavor to develop the relations of friendship which
haTesolonc existed unimpaired botween Oermany
and ths United states. I shall deroto myself to the
performanoo of thta honorable task with all the more
(eal. Inasmuch as I learnod, not many years ago, na
thereprenentatlreof Germany In the United States,
to appreciate thta country and Its people. 1 hope.
Mr. President, that you, lKo your predecessor In
oRloe. will kindly seoond my efforts and thus facili-
tate the fulfilment of my high mission.

In reply President McKInley said:
Mr. Ambassador, it glres me great pleasure to

the letter of his Imperial Majesty accrediting
you aa the Ambassador Extraordluary and Plenipo-
tentiary of aertnany to this Ooreminent. I cordially
welcome you. Mr. Ambsssador, baok to this city, and
trust that the former agrresMo reoolleotlon of your
sojourn here may be Intensified and strengthened If
Eosslblo during your present official residence. X

reciprocate the friendly sentiments you
for the Oorernmeut and the people of the
States and shall contribute In prery way In

my power toward tho promotion and extension of
the friendly relations that hare so lone and so hap-
pily existed between this country and Oermany.

THE CASE OP ZIEUT. JJOUaHEBTT.
Secretary tng Assreves the Court's Findings

with Noma Ilealtanry.
Washington, Nov, 20. Secretary Long to-

day approved tho findings of tho Court of In-
quiry in tho caso of Lieut. John A. Dougherty
of tho nary, but acknowledged that be did so
somowhst reluctantly. Lieut. Dougherty was
in command of the Government tug Nina when
she grounded with her tow, tho brig Itobort
Dillcn.on Egg Island Shoal, off Wolf Island,
Georgia coast, on Oct. 1(1 Inst. In Its report the
court said that " Lieut. Dougherty did, however,
show lack of Judgment and committed a gravo
error In not having frequont soundings taken in
ordor to know that the Nina and her low were
In safe water," and that "thero wero difficul-
ties In tlio way of obtaining correct soundings
from the Nina, but tbe attempt should have
been made." Commenting on these findings.
Secretary Long snys:

"This distinction, drawn by tho court bo-
tween negligence and lack of Judgment, or grnvo
errors, on the part ot Lieut, Dougherty, Ts not
recognlred by the department, und that officer
Is deemed to nave been negligent and Inefficient
in this particular, as well ns In not Improvising
a rode of signals, day and night, for communi-
cating with tbe brig In case of necessity, such
as actually arose, and in not using the steam
whistle of the tug to indicate, when, on tbe morn-
ing of Oct 1U, after tbe two vessels had struck
and tho Dillon still remalnod aground, thnttbo
Nina was endeavoring to communicate with her.
The opinion of the court, 'that no further pro-
ceedings aro necessary,' is with some hesitancy
approved."

He Tbua Eacapea a Court-Martl- en a Charge

or Drunkenness.
Washington, Nov. 20. Tho Itev. Mont-

gomery M, Goodwin, a chaplain in the Unltod
States Navy, haw found a way out of a serious
difficulty by resigning his office. The Presi-
dent y accepted tho resignation, to take
effoct Chaplain Goodwin wns re-

ported to tho Navy Department last week by
('apt. II. F. Pli king for drunkenness. Capt.
Picking commands the receiving bhlp Wabash
at Uuston. to which thu chaplain was attached.
In answer lo a letter from tho department, call-
ing for an explanation of his alleged inUeuiiduct,
the Itov, Mr, Uonduin said ho liud onn out
with a party of oltkers and, buying n heuditehe,
took some spirits in tho hopo of curing it. Thero
wore other circumstances counoetod with tho
caso, however, that would have compelled tho
department to order a court-mnrtlu- l, hut It wns
derided that tho best course to pursue to avoid
u scandal nan to lu'ceia thot'linplaln'x ronlguu-- t
ion. whlcli ho forwarded with his explanation.

The Netherlands lliport Bounty on Sugar.
Washington, Nov. 20. Mr. Oxnard of Ne-

erlands export bounty on sugar, which Is under
consideration by that official. It was arranged
that Mr. Oxnard, either this week or next,
should make a formal statement to the Assist-
ant Secretary, setting forth tbe reasons why,
in the opinion of tbe Deet sugar producers, tbo
department should hold that tbe remission of
the exclao tax on sugars exported from the
Netherlands was in effect aa export bounty.

Two Ceart t Claims Case Decided In raver

ertke dovrrnmaat-- A Lattery Case.
WABniNQTON, Nov. 20. The 8uprcme Court

reassembled after the Thanksgiving re-
cess and disposed of about a score ot casos, some
ot them among the oldest on tho docket, but
only a few were of importanco or interest out-sld- o

tho localities whoro thoy originated.
Edgnr M. Wilson, administrator of the cstato

of Von Duron, Consul-Gonora- l at Yokohama
from 1874 to 1885, sued tho United States in
tho Court ot Claims to recovor $1,000 of fees
collected by Van Buren for certifying lnvolcos
of shipments originating In or passing through
Yokohama for tho United States. No protest
was over made by Van Buron against paying
these foes into the Treasury, and suit to reoivor
was not begun until three years attor ho had re-

tired from tho post. Irrctpeotivo ot tho ques-

tion whether or not tbo Oonsul-Gcncra- l would
hnvo boon entitled to retain tho foos had ho
raised tbe point boforo paying them ovor, tho
Court said tholr payment was entirely volun-
tary and tho money could not bo recovered.

Mrs. Elizabeth Nobles, the colored woman
sentenced to bo hanged in Georgia for the mur-
der of her husband, will havo to suffer tho pen-
alty imposed by tho Stnto courts. Appeal was
made to tho Supremo Court on tho ground that
tho Stnto court refused to cxnmlno Mrs. Noblos
ns to tbo question of her sanity, after convic-
tion. In tho mnnnor deslrod by her attorneys.
Mr. Justlco Whlto said that if tbo position of
her counsol was tenable, no person could over in)
hanged In that Stato it the lawyers sot up tho
plo t that tholr ollonts wero insano.

Another Court ot Claims case was decided in
favor ot tbe Government. O. M. Ilennleon,
Chief Supervisor of Elections for the Northern
District of New York, presontod a bill ot fees
in connection with tho elections of 1800 nnd
1802, amounting to about $20,000. All but
$5,300 of thin was allowod by tho accounting
ofllcen of tho Treasury.rand he sued for Iho
amount cut off. Tho Court ot Claims gnvo him
Judgmont for $078, and he applied to tho Su-
preme Court. Disposing of tho case. Justice
Brown said tho dlfllculty lay In the assumption
by the Supervisor that every paper ho issued,
however temliorary its nature, constituted nn
official record to be coplod and placed on flic.
Many of these wero utterly useless and unneces-
sary, and the Government was not to ho charged
with the oxponso of reproducing thcin. Tho
Judgment ot tho Court of Claims was afllrmod.

Tho last vostigo of lottery in Kentucky dis-
appeared under tbo decision of the court In tho
caso of J, J. Douglass vs. the Commonwealth
of Kentucky, nnnounccd by Mr. Justice Har-
lan. Tho Constitution of tbe State, adopted in
1801, forbsdo Jlotlorlce, but Douglass nssorted
his right to continue tho operation of one au-
thorized by n previous Constitution In aid of
tho publlo schools of Prnnkfort. Ho based his
claim on tho ground that the new Constitution
was obnoxious to the provision of tho Federal
Constitution, forbidding legislation by any
Stato that would Impair tho obligation of a con-
tract.

Justice Harlan said that tho constitutional
protection to contracts did not extend tnlhoso
Inimical to nubile hcnlth or morals. The Con-
stitution of Kentucky, prohibiting lotteries,
was not In rnutllet with tho Constitution of tho
United States.

Chief Justlco Fuller threw an international
litigation out of court. During a revolution In
Venezuela In 1802 George F. Underbill, who
hnd the contract for supplying water to the rlty
of Bnllrar, applied to Uon. Joso Manuel Her-
nandez, ln'command of the city, for his pass-for- t,

which wns donlcd him for some duyn.
ho securod It and came to tho United

Statos, of which ho was a citizen. Ho sued
Hernandez for damages by his unlawful deten-
tion, but all along tho lino ho has been unsuc-
cessful, tho courts uniformly holding that al-
though Hernandez bolongod to tho revolution-
ary and unsuccessful party, tho net com,ilnined
of was in effect the act of Venezuola and not
subject to review in tho courts of any other
country. Mr. Underbill's only method of relief,
tho Chief Justlco pointed out, was through
diplomatic channels.

P1TX TEABS XN THE PEN1TENTIABY.

Former Treasurer of Columbian University
Pleads tiullty to Bmbrulament.

Washington, Nov. 20. Itobort II. Martin,
formerly thoTrcasurer ot Columbian University,
was y sentenced to servo five years In the
penitentiary for embezzlement. Martin, as
Treasurer, had chargo of all tho largo funds of
tho university. It was discovered last spring
that $14,000 of these funds had disappeared,
and that his embezzlements had continued for
nearly thrco years. Martin at the time pleadod
not guilty, but last week bo chaged his plea to
guilty.

An Old Woman's Good Treaanras and Cad
Money.

An old woman named Josephine De Gardo
was held for examination by Commissioner
Shields yesterday on a chargo ot having passed
counterfeit dimes and quarters upon fruit deal-
ers and grocers.
