The drain o! Treasury gold in 1804 and
1 805 was not occasioned by any distrust of
tho solvency of the Government. It

primarily, from tho agitation in
favor of freo silver, which lod many people
to fear that depreciated stiver would tako
tho place of gold as a standard, and, second-
arily, by an adverse balance of foreign
trado which had to be paid in gold. Had
tho notes, by which tho gold was drawn
from tho Treasury thep, been locked up and
not paid out again, tho stringency in tho
money markot which would have ensued
would speedily havo stopped thooxportof
gold and caused its return to this coun-
try. Unfortunately, just at that juncture
the Treasury receipt)! were running rapidly
behind Its expenditures, and tho Govern-
ment notes redeemed had to bo paid ont
again as fast as they came in. This estab-
lished tho " endless chain " so much talked
of, and compelled an Issue of bondn to pre-
vent Treasury bankruptcy. In form, the
bonds wcro issued to provide for the re-

demption of Government notes, but In ef-

fect to provldo for Government expenses.
Let us havo a Government rovenuo ade-

quate to tho Government expenditures, and
tho currency will tako care of Itsolf.

TVlint tbe Tuture Had in Store for
Horaco Grcoloy.

The father of the United States Senate,
the Hon. Justin S. Mommll of Vermont,
Is printing in the Fontm some private
letters from political a'nd personal friends
of his in post days. Tho collection is Inter-
esting, as might bo expected.

For example: Mr. Morrill wrote to
Horace Grbelet in March, 1872, com-

plaining of the course of tho New York
Tribunt in attacking tho Republican party
and opposing the reelection of Gen. Grant.

" your blows, aimed at Individuals,
hit the party; and ere long It is evident
you will not be a recognized leader of the
party." Horace Greeley replied, prompt-
ly on the next day :

" Ut Sua Bra: Can you rell j bailers tbat the

maker of the first Orant Cabinet (or any one
to that) U fit to be President ? I cannot.

I forglTe the Irnorant, who talk as yoa do; I hold
such as you responsible for misleading them. The
man who could make inch Cabinets as QnAirrbas had.
Is hardly fit fora justlee of the peace. And the Cab-

inets are symbolical of tbe whole concern.
" Oen. has seen fit to make special war on

my friends In this State. He did this repeatedly, and
without excuse. Be made a rery fair distribution of
bis patronage in this State. There was no complaint,
and no esuse for any. The next year he undid all his
own work and proscribed all who were formerly
known as Radloals, lately as Fenton ' men. No true
reason for this can be gtren that does not discredit
his ssgaclty or his Integrity.

Would he ever havo written that he could
bear whatever the future had In store for
htm, had ho known In March what the
futuro and Wuitela.w Beid had In store
for him In November?

In six monthB Greelbt was running for
President against Grant. Just woven
months to a day after tbe date of tho letter
to Mr. Morrill, Greeley visited tho
Tribune office for tho last time, a hope-
lessly broken man because his hand had
been torn from tho lever of tho press by
tho cold clutch of a pitiless beneficiary and
subordinate of his own.

In less than thrco weeks thereafter, on
Nov. 20, 1872, twenty-flv- e years ago yester-
day, Horace Greeley was dying In a pri-
vate mad house ; broken In mind and in
spirit by a blow heavier than the mere po-
litical disaster which had not been able to
shatter either his courage or his hopeful-
ness for the future.

The Ariel and the McGowan.
A strange Incident Is recalled by tho an-

nouncement that the owners of the sealing
Hchoouers Willie McGowan and Ariel,
which were seized by the cruiser Zablaka
off Copper Island, havo just received from
tho Russian Government an offer of $40,000
as compensation.

The seizure occurred half a dozen years
ago, and these two Victoria schooners were
not the only ones that Buffered, for the
Rosle Olsen of Victoria and the American
schooner C. II, White of San Francisco
were captured at the same time. During
tbat season tho Russians also seized, If wo
do uot mistake, tho scalers Enterprise and
Carlotta of Victoria, the Vancouver Bello
of Vancouver, and the Kate and Anne of
San Francisco, all on tho chargo of poach-
ing in Russian waters.

But tho cases of the McGowan, Ariel,
Olsen and White, as tho first reported, ere-ate- d

a great doal of Indignation, because they
had been captured a long distance from
Copper Island, which forms, with Behrlng
Island, the Komandorskl or Commander
couplet or group. British accounts repre-
sented this distance as forty or fifty miles,
and even Russian reports conceded eighteen
or twenty, with the assertion that the ves-

sels had gono nearer and bad been chased
and overhauled.

Tho first Impression created was that Rus-
sia had determined to claim full Jurisdiction
over the western part of Behrlng Sea up to
tbe water boundary line drawn in the cession
of Alaska. This impression was strength-
ened by tho statement attributed to Copt.
Daly, of tho McGowan, that, when he pro-

tested, Capt. Deleveron of the Russian war
vessel had answered that " Russia exercises
jurisdiction over water 1,000 miles from
her shore," But the true explanation seems
to be that which Capt. Freeman of the C.
II. White shortly afterward received from
the Governor of Behrlng Island, namely,

that Deleveron was found to be Insane
and had already been removed from the
command of his ship. That explanation, at
all events, Is again reported now as tho
ground of tho award of damages.

It may seem extraordinary that, In a caso
so plain, bIdco Russia, In 1801, had no
agreement with Great Britain for a prohib-
itory zono around tho Commander Islands
beyond tho ordinary marine league, com-

pensation for a crazy act should havo been
so long delayed. Perhaps one dlfllcdlty
may have been that of determining tho
values of tho ships nnd cargoes and tho
losses probably incurred. It la not quite
clear from tho despatches how many ves-sol- s

Russia has decided to compensate, or
how much cash each vessel Is to receive.
But to our neighbors of tho Dominion this
case should suggest that tho far shorter
delay experienced In settling our own
Behrlng Sea damages Is not tho result of
bad faith. Tho liability in theso last only
brcamo evident years after tho Russian
seizures, and In fact tho ascertainment of
exactly what was duo required tho appoint-
ment of a Joint commission, which has not
even yet mado its report.

Sir Robert Glflon on Bimetallism.
The most Important articlo contributed

to the November numbor of tho Nineteenth
Century Is a discussion of the "monotary
chaos" by Sir Robert Girrnir, tho well-know- n

British authority on economics and
finance. What gives bis paper a special
Interest for Americans Is tho fact that, In
tho courso of It, ho has a good deal to Bay
about tho proposals regarding international
bimetallism which wcro submitted to tho
Salisbury Government by tho Wolcott
Commission.

Tho rejection of the proposalsby tho Brit-
ish Government Is applauded by Sir

of course, but ho docs not think
it was sufficiently prompt and unqualified.
Ho finds in the official correspondence
much that Is not reassuring. Tho proposals
were much worse, he said, than the city of
London had any expectation of, and thoy
were dealt with In a dilatory fashion, in-

stead of being summarily dismissed. To
him It seems, amazing that British Min-
isters should listen gravely o requests that
they should not only reopen tho Indian
mints to tho coinage of silver, and arrange
for tho Bank of England to keep a fifth
of Its reserve In that metal, but should
also withdraw half sovereigns from circu-
lation and Issue small notes Instead, and
should purchase $50,000,000 worth of
silver annually, In order to rehabili-
tate It. Ho thinks that England's pub-
lic men should keep In mind what thoEng-lls- h

monetary system Is and on what prin-
ciples It is founded, and that they should
think twlco nnd thrice before throwing
discredit upon it, nnd listening to tho
monotary vagaries of public men in other
countries which havo not had the advan-
tage of a sound and settled system.

What aro the principles on which tho
English monetary system Is founded?
Theso principles, according to Sir TlonERT
Giffen are, first, that the standard which
Is to be the solo measure of valuo and un-
limited legal tender In a given" country
should consist of one metal only, because
there cannot and ought not to be two or
more. Secondly, the coinage of this ono
metal should be automatic, that is to say,
tho coinage should expand or contract at
tho pleasure of thoso who bring the metal
to tho mint, the Government meddling no
further with tho business than by stamp-
ing the metal so as to Indicate its weight
and fineness. Thirdly, a Government
should refrain from any measures directly
Intended to alter or nffect the value of tho
standard, or to make money abundant or
the reverse, or to attain a stable par of
exchange with other montejs, or between
gold and silver themselves ; because
this Is to embark on a course where there
Is no goal, and which will create endless
monetary discussion, and so produce dis-

credit and unrest Sir Robert holds that
England would have escaped much trouble
nnd discredit if her public men had de-

clared In 1878, when they were first In-

vited to a bimetallic conference, that their
national system of money was based, in
their judgment, on absolutely sound prin-
ciples, which they could not, and would
not, suffer to bo questioned. By taking a
lower line they havo suffered public opinion
throughout tho world to bo misled, and
havo encouraged a bimetallic agitation in
England Itself, which, but for their apathy,
would never have acquired momentum.

Tho next point mado Is a corollary from
that Just mentioned. The whole brunt of
throwing over tho Wolcott proposals
should not have been cast upon the Indian
Government; on tho contrary, they should
not have been considered for a moment.
Neither should tho Salisbury Ministry
havo Intimated in their reply that they
were prepared to discuss other proposals,
apart from tho opening of the Indian mints
to the coinage of silver. This may havo
been, and doubtless was, diplomatic polite-
ness only; but Sir Rodert submits that
politeness would havo taken a different
form had tho Ministry been truo to tho Eng-
lish system of money. Ho belieics, how-
ever, that tho recent protest of the city
of London, a protest v, hlch might al-
most bo described na a revolt, will help to
clear tho mind of England's public men on
the subject, and bIiow them tho necessity of
cordially adopting the English theory of
money, If they are to maintain tho English
system Itsolf. Ho Insists that, hereafter,
there must bo no playing with bimetallism
in England's communications with foreign
nations, and that, therefore, there must be
an end, bo far as iiho is concerned, to tho
futile international conferences that have
taken placo during tho past twenty years.

England has joined these conferences from
time to time, sometimes on the understand-
ing that her delegates should be spectators
only ; at other times she has sent represent-
atives holding diverse, and even opposing
views, as if the sumo power could grow hot
and cold at onco ; at still other times, there
was some attempt at negotiation, as In tho
1881 conference. All havo failed, because
conferences between powers that differed
toto calo as to what monoy la, whoso
alms and Ideas wcro altogether contradic-
tory, wcro hound to full. How, asks Sir
Roiu.rt Gifken, could bobcr Englishmen,
with their belief that the monetary unit Is

Tho Iilttlo Iost Offices of tho Great--
cr Now York.

Tho proposed consolidation of tho Now
Tork and Brooklyn Post Ofllcos, under a
plan to bo submitted to Congress with tho
approval of Postmaster-Genera- l Gary, has
many obvious advantages on the grounds of
publlo exigency and utility. The proposed
effaccment, howovcr, of tho Long Island
City Post Office, It appears, Is not univer-
sally approved.

If tho Long Island City Post Office, an
offlco of which the receipts In a year aro
nearly as largo as tho receipts of tho Now
York Post Office in a day, is to ho wiped off
tho map, what security of postal autonomy,
so to speak, will there bo for the other
offices within tho territory of tho Greater
Now York, equipped each with a letter
box, a stamp package, and a s to vol

Tho Wlllets Point Post Office, for In-

stance, tho averago receipts of which are
nearly $2 a day, costs tho Federal Govern-
ment in outlays and disbursements less
than $500 a year, tho salary of the Post-
master Included. Upon tho transactions
of this Post Office there Is on annual profit
of $280, a balance small but sure, and a
balanco on tho right side of tho account.
If tho Long Island City Post Office Is to bo
obliterated, how long can tho Wlllets Point
Post Ofllco withstand tho Federal pressure
for consolidation?

Again, there is tho Linoleumvillo Post
Office, Included within tho corporate
boundaries of tho enlarged New York.
Tho running expensosot this office, Post-
master included, aro 82 cents a day. What
Is to become of it? What Is to become of
tho Rosebank Post Office, also In tho
Greater New York I Is that lively centre of
enlightenment, the Castlcton Corners Post
Office, with total receipts last year, by
sworn official record, of $333.73, to be
maintained or abolished?

Who is there that proposes seriously and
sedately tho hauling down of the flag, tho
taking in of tho advertised letter signs, tbe
surrender of tho stamps and postal cards,
and tho withdrawal from active public life
of tho Postmaster of Foster's Meadow?
Hero Is a Greater Now York Post Office
managed with such dexterity, frugality,
vigor and sagacity that upon total receipts
of $341 last year tho Government made a
profit of $10.00. How many Post Offices In
the far West or in tho sunny Southwest can
duplicate such a showing?

If tho Foster's Meadow Post Office is to
be abolished or its operations consolidated
with thoso of another ofllco, what Is to be-
come of tho Post Offlco of Clarencovllle, or
that of Occanus, or Maspeth, or Crcedmoor?
Tho last mentioned ofllco took In $73.03 last
year, the three odd cents being for postage
on a package. All of theso offices are In-

cluded within tho territory of the enlarged
New York on and after Jan. 1, 1808.

What is to become of tho Post Office of
Great Kills or that of Krelschervllle, or
that of Rossville, or that of Prince's Bay,
or that of Dongan Hills? Theso are seri-
ous and weighty questions which, If Postma-

ster-General Gary is to establish an en-
during fame among the Inhabitants of
theso towns, ho had better ponder.

There aro probably few citizens outside
of Its immediate neighborhood who vlow
with nny great trepidation or anguish tho
proposed obliteration, by consolidation, of
the Long Island City Post Office; but when
tho residents of other towns which are
about to honor the Greater New York by
becoming part of It, realise, as they must,
that tho assault upon Long Island City's
rights to independent postal facilities by
Federal authority is only tho entering
wedge to a wholesale scheme of consolida-
tion, It is clear that It will bo stoutly, If
unsuccessfully, resisted.

Thought at St. Louis.
Tho Middle Populists who

met at St. Louis last week aro a set of
thinkers of whom any country or asylum
might bo proud. They want " absolute pa-
per monoy, based upon every commodity
and resource of the nation, a full legal ten-
der and receivable for dues to tho United
States." Absolute paper money is good
enough for them now, but when they hold
their National Convention they may be In
favor of sign money. Why Insist upon
paper? Will not paper money be obsolete
as well as absolute ? If a man wants money
ho ought to make signs for It, three fingers
for $300, and so on, each thumb to count
as a million. It costs too much to trans-
port even absoluto paper money.

Tho St. Louis thinkers want the Govern
ment to pay absolute money out to the
people "for services rendered" or to lend
It at a low rate of Interest, but they show a
too timid spirit In wishing to restrict tho
volumo of absolute currency to "$00 per
capita." Tut I When tho

Some little trouble was caused at tho subway
stations by tho condensation of moisture
there, caused by the sudden change in the tem-
perature in the last forty-clit- hours.

In tho recent cold snap the subway became
completely filled with cold air, and all tho steel
beams and supports of tho structuro wore
thoroughly chilled through. Yesterday the tem-
perature w ent up suddenly, and all through last
night there was rain at intervals, and melting
snow all the time, causing a great deal of
moisture. Dy this morning the earth above
tho subway had bcromo pretty well warmedthrough, but tho air limido of Hand tho struc-
ture itsolf wore still cold, and this dltferonco Intemperature caused a large amount of theltlOfstUrn With vht.h ttiA nil- - ,nn .hannil n
condense on tbo root of tbo tubway, especiallyat the stations, whoro the light wells made tho
difference in temperature between the outsidennd the Inside still more marked, and offeredlino places for tho moisture to collect.

The principal trouble was this morning, when
the greatest amount of water was condensed.In tho vicinity of tho light wells, and. In fact, toa certain extent all over tho station platforms,t crow as so much of it that it collected on tho
under sldo of the beams and stringers, anil thendropped on the heads of the passengers in con-
siderable quantity. In order to prevent thisIt becamo necossary to hang pieces of ab-
sorbent papor around tho sides of tholight wells to catch tho water, nnd to sot aman at work on encb of ttie station plat-
forms, swabbing off tho roof. To do this an ar-
rangement something like the rubber scraper
used for scrubbing Moors has boon placed on the
end of a long polo, nnd from tho crossplece astrip of cloth has been brought down and tiedaround tho Dolo. The scraper in run along thebeam, on n hlch tbo u atcr has collected, and tbolatter falls Into the cloth and is conducted by Itdown to the polo and so along that to the floor.
