The dealings and fluctuations in stocks to-day
reofl d diff of opinion and also a de-
wroe of hesitation on both sides of the market.
Thoe speculation, briefly desogibed, was irregu-
lar, and it was also a good deal narrower than
yesterday. The falling off in trading was s little
more pronbunced in the bond department than
in the stock liat. In spite of a good deal of
reassuring evidence to the contrary, the Street
siill entertains fears that Congress may do
something to disturb the business of the country
or impair confldence to an extent that will hold
business in check. Until the Prealdent's mes-
sage has been made public and the temper of
Congress has been shown, the market for
socurities is likely to be nervous. At the
same time, some of the larger interests appear
to be confidont of the outcome, for they
buy stocks whenever the market recedes a point
or two, They are also influenced by the unusual
demand for investment securities and the pub-
lication of traffic returns, like those mada public
to-day, which include for November an increase
in the gross earnings of Lhe Chlcago Groat West~
ern Company of $150,500, an increans of $188,-
000 by the Denver and Rio Grande Company, an’
incronse of §443,000 for Rock Island, and of
$165,980 for Wabash,

The dealings did not disclose any special
movement until the last hour, when Manhat-
tan Rallway jumped up more than 3 polats on
reports that the Appellate Division of the Su-
preme Court had decided against the legality of
the underground raliroad scheme, It was also
rumored Lhat the company has established ami-
cablo relations with the new clty government.,
Proapects that the underground scheme wiil
fall, togelbher with unexvectedly large traffic
receipts, caused s further advance of nearly 2
points in Metropolitan Street Rallway, Other
stocks that weroexceptionally strong were Rock
Ialand, 8t. Paul, Northern Pacifio preferred, Chi.
cago (roat Western, Busquehanna and Western
preferred, and Unlon Pacifle, The fluctuations
in Sugar Refining were comparatively wide,
owing largely to sales to realize profits on
the decinion of the Treasury Department
relative to the imposing of countervailing duties
upon sugars imported from the Netherlands,
