Dr, nichard E. Yahr, n German physlolan, who
arrlied her recently from Iiayll, is an lntl-mst- e

friend of Hrr Luodcrs, who was im-

prisoned by thellaytlnu Government. Dr. Yahr
was In Port au Prlnco when tho trouble which
led to liiieders's Imprisonment and oxpulslon
from Haytl occurred. Ho said yeslcrday that
msny of tho articles which had appeared In tho
American newspapers In reference to this mat
tcr were

"Among oilier things." said be, "It was stated
In these articles that Lucilcn had married a
native woman, l.ucdcrs has nevor been mar-
ried and Is n bachelor. Furthermore, it was said
that Lueders was nrlllzonot Hnytland changed
his nationality only because he had become in-

volved In n. number of duels. Lucdcrs nrcr
was a citizen of Haytl. Ills father was n (lor-
man merchant, who Ilvod for many years nt
Port nit Prince and married anathn Haytl 111

woman. When young I,urdcrs was 18 months
old howns taken to Oennsny to bo educate I.
At "JO he entered tho army to perform his mili-
tary duties. Two years later ho returned to
Haytl and entero.1 his father's bushier. From
1H(I3 to 1HII7 he lived at Port au Prince, hut
never became a clttron." Lueders was arrested nnd sentenced to one
month's ImtirlsonmontnnSept. 21 by the police,
of Port an Prlnco for nn alleged assault on n
cabman. He appealed from tho derision and
expected Hint In the meantlmn he would bo al-
lowed tu Icmvcithu urison. Tho Hnvtlan Gov-
ernment, however, paid no attention to his re-
quest for liberation, and ho therefore, apmnlcd
to tho Gurman Minister, Count Hcliwcln, for
redress. Count Schwcrln sent a note to the
Minister of Foreign Affairs, H. Menros. demand-
ing Luodera's Immediate release. Tho llayttan
Government docllned to comply with tho Ger-
man Minister's request, and Lueders was com-
pelled to remain In prixon.

"On Sept. 28 Lueders was brought up for trial.
The lending foreign citizens ot Havtlwcro In
tho courtroom and followod the proceedings
with Intense Interest. Lueders was defended
br Maitro Kdward Lospinassp, a naturnlirod
Haytlan. although n Frenchman by blrtb, tho
ableat nnd moat brilliant lawyer In the Haytlan
republic, and at one. time, thu Minister of Jus-
tice Eleven reputable witnesses testified that
on Sept, 21 they had been attracted by a loud
nolso which came from tho stables belonging
to Lueders. They said tbat they saw a number
of policemen on tbe sceno endeavoring to arrest
Lueders' coachman, wbu was clinging to a car-
riage Near by stood Lueders, who war greatly
excited and was gesticulating wllrilv. Luedors
commanded tho policemen to Irate hlo premises,
which they refused to do. Every witness was
asked by the presiding Judge, 'Did you see the
defendant assault the policemen I' Allot them
testified positively that Lueders did not put his
hands on tbe men.

"The Stato's attorney, in asking for Lueders's
conviction, said that the defendant was an

character who had not only assaulted
officers ot the republic, but had also created
open rebellion against the State. He therefore
aakod the court to imposo upon Lueders n heavy
fine and imprisonment for two years. Maitro
Lesplnasso. Luedors's lawvcr.sald. in rcpll . that
the most reputable and respectable witnesses
bad testified tbat his client had com-
mitted no overt act and that tho pollco
had entered the bouse of tho defendant with-
out authority and contrary to tho Haytlan law.
On Oct. 14 the Court finally rendered Its de-
cision. To tho aurprlso of tho foreign residents.
Lueoers was sentenced to one yetr's Imprison-
ment nnd to pay a flno of 9300 and costs. Soon
after the German Minister mado his demand for
Lueders's release and obtained 11."

Dr. Yahr also said that tlio treatment received
by Luedors was merely nn outburst of the bitter
hatred which tbe Hay t Inns feel for all tbe for-
eign residents nf the island of every nationality.

A Hatlan high In the coufldeuco of tbellty-tla- n

Government, whon ho mart this statement
yesterday, reiterated what hud been printed In
TneSCK relating to tho Lueders case. Lueders's
mother, he snld. was n Haytlan, and he hlmsolf
was born In Haytl. If be bad pent twenty years
In Oenuany, and considered himself a (lorman
cltlrcn.it wbr not generally known, and Lueders
was considered a Hnytlan uy ill his neighbors.

"But I do not think." snl-- i tbls gentleman,
"that Dr. Yahr is so well Informed as he pro-
fesses to be. Kvirvbody who lies In Ilsyti
knows that Maltre Kdward L?splnase, the man
who dofemlod Lueders, is 11 native-bor- Hay-
tlan. Lesplnnsso has a brother who Is a natu-
ralized Frenchman. People who know Haytl
do not confound them. Further, I can say tbat
I msclf have rend nn iuterview Lueders
granted to tho most famous newspaper man In
the republic, and In that Intorvlew Lueders ad-
mitted that ho had hern very harsh Indeed with
the police. So far as the Inst statement of Dr.
Yahr Is concerned, nny one who has been In
Haytl knows that there Is nn feeling there
against any foreign resident. Foreign residents
are welcome, and wbnn they settle In tbe coun-
try and engage earnestly in business they aro
usually successful."

JiKIDE OF TITO MONTHS A SUICIDE.

Iter Husband Was Oi'it ar VTorU and Tkay
IVera Dlspoaaeavad.

Mrs. Johanna Wllkcns of 109 Greenwich
street commuted euiciao oy innating gas ana
drinking carbolic acid at the Oriental Hotel,
Fifty-nint- h street and Broadway, early yester-
day morning. She died within an hour
after an ambulance from Roosevelt Hospital
had arrived. On the table in the room
were a sealed letter addressed to Mrs. Mary
Dries, 37 South Bleccker street. Mount Vernon,
and an open note reading, "Please send for Mr.
H. Von Heyn, corner Ninth avenue and Fifty-secon- d

street, and my brother, Mr. Fred Grles.
112 Clinton place, city." The woman's effects
were sent to tho Coroner's office and tbo body
was removed to an undertaker's.

H. Von Heyn, a saloon keeper at 775 Ninth
avenue, is the young woman s uncle, and he
undertook her funeral arrangements. She was
married only two months ago. her maiden name
having been Grles. Shu waa 23 years old and
was born in Hanover. She came to this country
soven years ago. Her husband was found In a
saloon near their home. Ho Is Chris Wilkens.
27 years old. a bartender. He mat ths girl two
years ago at a German bad. She was at that
time a servant employed nt :ti! East 137th
street, and she nflerarard worked at 193 West
Ninety-thir- d stroot. Tbey fell deeply In love,
and, against tbe wishes of the girl's relatives,
were married on Oct. 3. Wilkens lost his place
the day after the wedding and has been out of
work ever since. They were dispossessed on
Thursday.

Wilkens became unconscious in tho barroom
at tbo Oriental Hotel after seeing his wife's
body. and it wos thought for a time that be bad
taken poison. He was sent to Roosevelt Hospi-
tal, but refused to remain.

TITO irOUKX-MVItDEItE- lta TO DIE.

One Killed His Own Wire, the Other Ike Wire
or Ills Kaaplerer.

Toronto, Ont,, Dec 3. Two murderers were
sentenced this evening to be hanged for taking
tho lives of women nt Berlin. James Allison, a
farm laborer, a boy of It), was sentenced to be
hanged on Feb. I, for tho murder of Mrs. An-
thony Orr, tho wlfo of the farmer for whom ho
worked. It is supposed Mrs. Orr repulsed blm
nnd that ho clubbed her to death with a gun.
Ho burled the body In tho woods, where It was
found a few months ago. The prisoner heard the
sentence apparently unmoved, but bis father,
who wns present, went into convulsions and
bad to ho tarried from tho court.

Tho other case was that ot Willin Hammond
at Bracrhrldgo. who was found guilty of tbo
mmder of IiU girl wife, whonrho married about
two years ago. He insured hor life at Buffalo
nnd then took her to New York, where they
lived a short '.line. Ho poisoned her at bis
father's house under pretence of administering
to her somo harmless medicine, lie Is to bo
'janged on Feb. 18.

tion of the Now York, New Haven and Hartford
Railroad nearest Westport.

Allen concoalrd himself near tho brldgo cross-
ing tho Saugatuck River, with tho Ides that the
burglars would go to Saugatuck and thero try to
Jump on a freight train. He had been In hiding
only n few minutes when be heard olcos, and
then h" saw four men coming ncruss the long
brldgo toward the place where ho lay concealed.
When tho men wore near him Allen Jumped up,
and, with draw n revolver, ordered them to hnlt.

It was a complete surpriso for the burglars,
nnd for n moment the men stood still. Allen,
somewhat dazed nt his audacity In attempting
to capture four men slnglehundcd, did not
make another movo tor a moment or so. Be-

fore ho had mado up his mind what to do next
the burglars bad recovered from their surprise,
and Constable Allen was cotcred by tbo re-

volvers of the four men. Ho was kept cororcd
until a frolght train tame along. Then, with a
parting threat to IIU htm full ot bullets If he
mado an outcry before the train started from
tbe station, they Jumped aboard tho train,

Notice of tho burglary was received In this
city, and officers wore tent out In nil directions.
Officers Sanger nnd Byrnes were dispatched to
the west end. At the railroad signal tower
thero they learned that a freight train was
about duo. When the train arrived tbey found
two men hi Hug between freight cars. Tho men
wero placed under arrest. Too two other men
who hail boarded the train at Saugatuck wero
not seen.

XAIXE'S COPPER MIXES.

A Yen Uoora About to no Started by a
Klondike Miner.

SaHOKSTViu.il, Me., Doc. 3. A native of
this place who went up tho Yukon River threo
years ago with an exploring party and left It at
Circlo City in the hope of making his fortune In
the gold diggings, has Just returned to bis old
home and Is promoting a big company which
hopes to reopen the old copper mines In this
town nnd Bluehlll. He has secured the aid of
ih.,n r fnnr rnnltnllsta In Boston, who have
orgmlred n stock company which proposes to
begin operating early in tho soring.

The famous copper-minin- crazo which affect-

ed everybody In eastern Maine In 1878-- 9 is well
remembered by nil ihe older citizens. Owing to
sharp competition from the copper mines on tbo
shores ot Lake Superior, tho venturo did not
pay; but aoout .1 million dollars' worth of good
copper ore was taken out while tho mines wero
operated, and metallurgists declared that tho
works wore capable of earning good dividends
under proper management. The granite bills
from which so many United Slates buildings
have been quarried In Maine reach from be-

low Bangor to the mouth of the Penobscot
River, and croD out in islands far down
in Penobscot Bay. East of tbe grantto forma-

tions are black ledges of schist, which gradually
shade off Into wrinkled clay slate or else becomo
crystallized Into gneiss or flint stones. Wherever
tho granite comes In contact with tho overlying
formations are wide stones of quartz or flint
rock, which are heavily laden with lead and
enpper. They also contain a good quantity of
silver, and In somo cases pockets of gold have
been found, though these are rare.

Too mining excitement which started in 1878
and lasted for nearly two years orlginnted In
the dlscoverv of n wide seam of ronper oro In
tbe town of Bluehlll. average samples of which
nssaved as high as 80 per cent, of pure copper,
the remainder belmr galena nnd silver. Kxecnt
nllttlosulphtir. whlchwas driven off bv melt-
ing, there wero no wnsto products. Assured
that they had discovered one of the best copper
mines In the world, tho rltlrens had no trouble
In getting money nnd stnrllnt: tho work. For
more than n year the Douglas mlnewssoperst-e- d

day and night, tbe average dally output
being nbout thlrtv tons of copper ore.
Soon after this tho Atlantic rolno wns
opened and paid equally well. Then en mo
thn flood. Notcontonted.wllh working tho wldo
veins, speculators began tn blast holes In 'ho
ledges nil the wny from Bucksport to Mount
Desert. Moro than a score of shafts wero sunk
along the narrow neck connecting this town
with Brooksvllle. Poor farmers; bonded thoir
rocky pastures forfahnlous prices nnd tho value
nflnndwent up a hundred fold Inside of six
month. Kvervbnynnd Inlet along this coast
were filled with salllngnud Mesmrrsft that had
como down to carry away the ore. Men who had
been poor all thoir Uvea made contracts that
Involved millions of dolhrs.

Tlio ecillnpso was ns sudden as thn rise. Per-
haps It w is hnstonrd somewhnt by tho reckless
cHlmsof the promoters, but tin real reason for
tho downfall was tho groat Cilumer and Hnrla
coppor mines of Michigan. When the Douglnss
Mine started conper was selling for 1H cents a
pound In tho New York market. Six months
later It could bo bought by tbo cargo for 11
cents a pound, nnd thn seller was willing to wait
u yenr for bis pvv. Theirrent decline In price
which tho Calumet and Herla people, effected,
combined with mismanagement nnd extrava-
gant mnthodsof reducing the ore, brought about
tho ruin of the Maine copper mines. After
spending moro than n million dollars In labor
nnd ns much moro In material. Urn rommnv
started for tho Insolvcney courts, nnd did not
stop until tho lastnno had shutdown. After
that tho farmers went bark to tbo land and he-g-

topssture sheep nnd cattle on "round that
had been worth rSlO.OOO an aero. Thov had re-
ceived good rentals for two rears, and ns soon
ns tha abandoned mines had filled nnwllliwator
ovcry farmer rmild congratulate himself upon
having a woll that would never godry.

Tho present promoter of tho g In-

vestments got his start in life from selling n
worthless back pasture lot to a New York syn-
dicate, receiving C7S.O0O nyenr for two rears,
nnd then ectllng his farm hick. His money
lasted until throe roars ago. when ho went to
Ban Frnprlsrn and hired out with an expedition
going up the Yukon. Le nvlntr his party at Circle
Citv. ho went tin thePellyRlverand was among
the first tn strlkn gold In Ihe Klondike region.
In thn fall of 1800 he bad cleared un S'JI.000 In
gold dust, and was ready to go home. During
the winter he played cards and lost 98.000
or f0.000, and when he started away
this spring lie still owned mora than
VIS.OOO worth of gold, On the way nut
on boird tho steamer ho again played
cards with disastrous rosults. an when be
reached .tiinesti be didn't havo flOO.to his
name. With this ho purchased' a camping out-
fit and began to carry tbo baggacenf Inirnlng
minors up the steep ascents of Chllkoot Pass,
frcquentlv earning nsmurh as 25 (or a single
ilay work. When he had saved up about
P3.0O0 he started for home, reaching horo In

The swift punlshraonttlwtwaa meted to tha
four ringleaders of a parly of Czechs who at-

tacked tho troops last night quenched tha ardor
of tho mob. The four men were handed over to
the at anoTrrcnt, which tried and sentenced them
to twenty years' penal servitude.

The condemned men began to serve their sen-

tences within throe hours of thp time Judgment
was pronounced against thorn.

The city, Judging from Its appearance, might
almost be supposed to have undergonobombsrd-nien- t

and capture. Tho publlo buildings are oc-

cupied by troops, nnd bodies ot soldiers con-

stantly parade tho streets in strong force.
Tho regulations of the ttandrtcht are very se-

vere. Houso doors must be shut at 7 o'clock In
the evening. Shop windows must bo cleared ot
their contents at 5, nnd 'cafes and brandy shops
must havo their lights out and doors fastened
atO.

The theatres are open, but nobody attends the
performances. All the schools aro closed. AU
tho German and most of the Czech hotels are
empty.

The newspapers have reduced the size ot tbslr
sheets, as all advertisements havo been with
drawn. Tho Christmas trado Is killed, and com-

mercial failures aro expected to be numerous,
due partly to the damaging and plundering of
tradesmen's stockB and houses and partly to the
general stagnation. Tho hospitals and prisons
alono aro busy. There aro all crowded.

Many instances of the brutality of the mob
are cited. Iu one case a woman who was over-
heard speaking German was badly beaten.
Neither ago, sex, nor condition prevented tbe
rioters from venting their rage In any direction
the whim prompted.

The windows ot the Children's Hospital were
smashed and the inmates were exposed for
hours to tbo bitter cold. The same thing hap-
pened at the Men's Hospital. Theao and kin-

dred outrages occurred after the rioters were
Inflamed with their plunder from liquor stores.

Riots and looting aro reported In Bodenbacb,
Tetschen, Gablonr, Asch, Pllsen, KOnlggratz,
Kralup, Kladno, Beraun, Melnlk, and Neu
BIdschotr.

The Germans were no better than the Czechs
where they formed the majority. But for the
troops and the example of the ttandrteht In
Prague there would have been civil wur
throughout Bohemia.

Matters seem now to be generally becoming
quiet.

EXOIXEERS' STRIKE XOT SETTLED.

Tko Canrerenea Adjourns Tor tbe Man to Voto
on the Rmaloyera Proposition.
rpeciat CabU DtipateK to Tbe Sen.

London, Dec. 3. At tho end of sitting
ot tho conference between the representatives of
the Federated Employers and tho Amalgamated
Society of Engineers the sossion was adjourned
until Dec. 14. The situation may now bo
summed up In tbe words nf one of the represen-
tatives of the engineers, who said to a reporter
after the adjournment of tho conference:

"No concessions hao been made, nor have
any been Intended. Tho concessions that have
been offered have been met with a blank refusal,
and practically there has been no reduction
whatever ot any 0110 point in dispute."

This loaves the differences between tbe em-
ployers and employees precisely as far from set
tlcinent as they were at the beginning of tbe
conterencc.

Tho masters claim the right to decide the mat-
ter ot wages lu Individual cases nnd nlso the
right to exact forty hours' ocrtimo pcrnonth
whenotcr it shall seem necessary. Tho em-
ployees offer to perform eighteen hours' work
ier month overtime, but the employers hold out
or forty. The masters, after advancing other

reasons for adhering to their contention, finally
declare that foreign competition Is such that it
will not permit a reduction ot hours.

rats leave a sinking ship was paralleled in a
striking manner when a cave-I- n occurred In
mine near hero lately. The men had been work-
ing In the slope for some hours after the night-shi- ft

had gono In without apprehension ot nny
Impending disaster, when suddenly a swarm ot
rats como pouring up the slope, whined past
thesurprlscd men, and disappeared in the gloom
leading to the mouth of tho slope.

"Ilunforour lives, boys!" shouted tho fore-
men who at once knew what this meant, and
dropping their tools the men rushed out of the
mine. It was well Ihoy did so, for a few min-
utes after they had gained the open air a
crunching and crushing nolle was heard, and
the place where the men had been working was
filled with tons of coal and stone and dirt, Tho
alien mass would havo crushed thollfooutof
every one of thcln had they been there when It
came down.

Tho rats had given the warning of the Impend-
ing disaster ns they havo done In many In-

stances before, and that Is why a friendship ex-

ists between ihe miners and tho rats.
" Tho nilno rats seom to be of a species entirely

different frntn oilier rats," said an old miner,
"'for they seem to havo an affection for the men
working In the mines and are not at all afraid of
them. Thero are rats that never saw the light
of day, and they seem to havo eyes like a cat or
an owl. for they can ace perfectly In the dark.
They aro very smart, too, and scont danger
ntar of. They aro never found in a dangerous
spot, and miners have found bv exDcrionce over

in a breast or along n gang-way- , It is unsafe for
n man to work or linger there. Assoonastho
timbers crack, or n crunching noise Is heard, the
rata get out and seek n place of safety.

"That's why the fellows In No. 4 slope got out
in a hurry tho other day. when ther saw the
rats skip past, for thentnoned that something
was soon goln to happen. And it did.

"But besides warning a miner of Impending
dangor, they got friendly with him In other
ways. Wo had some rats In the mines that were
ronl polk. When I worked In tbo stables, two
llttlo fellow 1 camo dally to the trough wherol
fed tho mulos, and a friendship sprang up

us. When you ore all alone In the mines
and have nothing to talk to but a pair of stub-
born, long-earo- Jackasses, eron a rut Is better
company, Ho I rook a shine to tho llttlo fellows
nnd fed them for months, and got them so bold
that they would almost feed out of my hand,

"Thoy would sit In front of me like a cat,
waiting for a crust of bread. I tried to catch
ono or the other soveral times, but ns soon as I
made n raoo they would skip out. Katsuro
not so plentiful now as they used to bo. ns rats
arokept In tho mines by the coal companies to
exterminate them. But I believe that rats are
good to havo in a slope. They know when
there is danger, and many n man s life has been
saved by thoso despised rats.

"On the other hand, the rats sometimes get to
be a nuisance in the mines. When I worked in
tho stables In tbe Drifter mine, they were
always on hand when there wns something to
car. They llko corn and feed, and 1 often had
trouble to keep tbcm out ot the troughs whllo
the mnles were belngfed. They wero not afraid of
mo nor of half adozsn men. They were too fresh
entirely. Thoy would Jump right Into the
trough ns soon as we put tho corn or feed In for
the mules to eat. 'Ihey would Jump In before
the Jacks could get a mouthful, and would
gobble up every grain. Thoy got to be such a
nuslanco after awhile that we determined to get
rid of them. Wo got poison and scattered It
along tho troughs where tbe rats could get at It
easily. Tho next day we picked uo several
bushel of rats that had died during the nleht
from tbo eflects of tbe poison. Another tlmo
no had nn order from a saloon keeper for til ty
rats. He wanted them for hlsdogs to have sumo
fun wltb. and we caught tho required number
In a few hours. When we got them to tbe sur-
face thoy lookod a little surprised, for they bail
never seen daylight before. But they put up n
great tight with the dogs when thoy were in the
pit wltb them."

AFTER HOXTREAI.'S TRADE.

Tba Quobse Hoard or Trado Advertising lha
Advantages or Ita City.

Ottawa, Dec. 3. Quebec Is nctiveiy promoting
her claims as a shipping port, and her advan-
tages in thtt respect over tho port of Montreal
aro set forth In a circular letter issued by tbe
Quebec Board of Trade, a copy ot which has
been received by tho Board of Trade here. Tho
letter refers to the numerous and serious acci-

dents to shipping on tho upper Ht. Lawrence be-
tween Quebec nnd Montreal, from fifteen to
twenty steamers having groundoJ there this
year. It is polntod out that the part of tho at.
Lawrence which is so dangerous to navigation
lies between 11 point fifteen wiles abovo Quebec
and Montreal.

Tho advantages claimed for Quebec aro: That
navigation up to Quebec Is perfectly safo at any
tlmo; that Quohcc has a circuit of fully tweutv
miles of sale and easy anchorage; that It can
aecommodato the largest fleet of vessels afloat:
that It is equipped with wharves, piers, and
docks; that at thn lowest tldeleiei a depth
varying from thirty to sixty feet can bo found
nlnns-sld- tbe wharves, and that tho facilities
for handling and forwarding freight of any de-
scription cannot bo excelled. It is pointed out
that steamers can reach Quebec about one
month before the opening of navigation to Mont-
real, nnd lould leavo Quebec in the fall nearly
threo weeks later than from the port of Mont-
real.
