a punching machine and was mutilating let-
ters, lie asked for on Investigation. Evidently
ho had not heard of the epidemic.

Postmaster-Genera- l Gary received a letter
from a tolograph operator In Mashonaland,
South Africa, who said that tho climate did not
agree with him thero and asked for a placo In
he postal telegraph service here.
A man In California has taken time by the

forelock and has applied to Secretary Bliss tor
the place of Survc)or-Gencr- of Hawaii. A
Mississippi Postmaster has notified tho Postma-

ster-General that be is going to glvo up his
offlce and go to New Orleans, whero ho expocts
to get a placo In a "bolnsalo" house. Ho has
served a Postmaster for nearly four years, and
asked for a recommendation from the Postma-

Another letter was from the Secretary of the
Fort Wrangcl, Glcnora and Iito Tesllu Trans-
portation Company of Tacorna, Wnsb.

A2f U1TOIEXT MAP OP PAZESTIXE.

The Hosale DlaeoTored l7 Workmen la tha
Elulna or an Anoltnl Cbureb.

WABnisoTOX, Dec. 0. Tbo Rev. Dr. Hyvernat
of tho Catholic University has called attention
to the recent discovery of on ancient map at
Madaba, a hamlet In Palostlno beyond the
Jordan. In clearing away the ruins of a very
ancient church to mako room for a now struc-
ture the workmen discovered a mosaic pave-
ment In which was reproduced a map of Pales-
tine. Some parts of tho mosato are wanting,
but tho northern and southern extremities are
Intact, and show that the map Included that
part of Palestine which lies between Zebulon to
tho north and tho delta ot tho Nile to the south.
It is Impossible to say what were tho limits of
tho map from east to west; very likely It ex-

tended from the dosert lo tbo sea.
At first Bight ono might bo temptod to view

this mosaic map as an artistic execution of tho
Ohomastlcon of Eusobius. It seems almost cer-

tain that thero Is somo literary relationship be
twcim them: yet they are quite independent.
The tuosalo was conceived on a much larger
scale than tbe Onomastlcon. Though its Bib-
lical character appears ovldcnt from the many
Scriptural citations relativo to the twelvo tribes,
nevertheless It exceeds the Biblical framework,
at least as conceived by Euceblus; thus, in
Egypt. It reproduces localities that do not fig-ur- o

in the Bible.
It Is a map of contemporaneous geography,

such as might have boon executed according to
tho methods ot tho time. Tho Identifications
mado by tho author of tbo mosaic may ba falso,
but there is no reason to suspect that he put
anything on his map which did not exist In his
tlino. Tills U evident from the oxlrcmo euro
which hu seems to have taken to bo faithful to
tho facts. The undent naino of a place is never
given without the contemporary name attached.
Often only tho contemporary nanio appears,
without any attempt to identify It by
an ancient nanio. Tho map Is devoid
of any pious character which might have
been eivou it, for instance, by placing n cross on
Calvary, or by depleting the baptism of our
Saviour, or the Deid Sea surrounded by flames.
On tbo contrary, tbo map Is quite roallsllc. One

boats on tho Dead Sea, because, In
net, thero wero boats there; but there aro no

fish In Its waters, bccausoflsh could not Uvo In
thnm. tn the waters of the Jordan, howevor,
ono sees tlsb. Every cltv hu its own character.
and nature Is reproduced as faithfully as pos-
sible.

Whntever may be said concerning some slight
details, the objective valuo of tho map is con-
siderable. Its maker endeatorod sincerely to
represent things as they uxitlcdln his day. But
tint ditto it Is dlllli'iilt to determine exactly.
Father Cleophas, librarian of the Greek eon.
vent at Jerusalem, who examined It, thinks that
it dates hack to the beginning of tho fifth cen-
tury. IIo reported Its discovery to the Academy
of Inscriptions and Belles-Lcttrc- s at Paris at Its
last meeting. Its discovery will prove of groat
Interest to Invors of tho ItolyUind aud tu stu-
dents of ancient geography.

It is said
the questions of engineering have boon solved
satisfactorily, aud that fioiu 40,00l o $50,000
will move the stone to Ihu water and Moat It
down tho lakes to .Milwaukee. This monolith Is
lOfeet squarunt tho base, 115 feet high, and
tuptrs to a square of 4 feet at tho top. It is 10
feet longer than any single stone ever quarried
so far us records show.

All the om.ee bnt Mrooklrn, Jamaica aad
rtlrtamond tn nn Brought Into On at
Once, and They Will Voltan Better and
quicker Facilities Rome Urent Contrast.

Washington, Deo. 5. It ha been decided
finally by the Post Orrico Department to proceed
with tbe consolidation ot tho Post Office ot
Greator Now York along tho lines previously
laid down In The Sun, and George W, Beaver,
chief of the division of salarlos and allowances,
has charge ot the work of arranging tho details
ot the schomo. It was determined originally to
have a commission go to Now York and make
an exhaustlvo examination of tho condition
ot tho Post Offices whloh will ba Included In
tho consolidation, but It has been deter-
mined to placo the wholo mattor In tho
hands of Mr. Beavers, who, In addition to being
supplied with all tho data nocessary from tho
files of his division, is further equipped by rea-
son of his eeventoen years' experience as a Post
Omco Inspector In New York, and Brooklyn.
Ho has been In closo touch with Postmasters
Dayton and Wilson, and Is now engaged on tho
compilation of tho statistics and tho arrange-
ment ot tho minor details. A this consolida-
tion Is tho largest ot all In tbo country and con-cor-

every branch of tho Post Office Depart-
ment, all the officials, from tho Postmaster
don n, are taklnar an active Interest in 1L

It was Intended originally by tho department
to wait tor the action of Congress bctoro taking
any stop In tho matter, as tho consolidation
could not be effected wholly without the repeal
of tho Gorman-Paso- o amendment that county
sea's should not be affected by tho consolidation
of Post Ollloes. But the department has sounded
the people ot New York and the officials of the
Post OlUces and found that they aro to a largo
xtent heartily In favor of tho proposed con-

solidation, and it ha been agreed that It should
be carried Into effect as far as possible without
waiting for tba action of tba coming Congress,
and after such action tho remainder of the plan
will be completed. The department expects to
have everything arranged by tbe 1st nt Jan-
uary, and tho consolidation will go Into effect at
that dato or as near then as possible.

The consolidation of the Post Offices Is dons on
the samo theory that a railroad, the adminis-
tration of which la closely slmllarto that of tbs
PostOfllco Department. has divisions and sub-
divisions. Instead of all tbe officials reporting
to the President, each division has Its own
head, and the executive head of tho road has
but to examine the reports of tbo division su-
perintendents to know lust what Is being done
on tbe whole length of his lines. The depart-
ment acta on the theory that if It can handle the
reports of 10.000 Postmasters instead ot 70,000,
It will bo able to expedite business, and
make a much better showing. Tho people
ot New York, however, are not concerned
with tho national aspect of tho situ-
ation as much a with tho local outlook. Tho
consolidation means much to them. Malls will
be expedited, deliveries hastened, special deliv-
ery accelerated and made possible where It does
not now exist. The reason for all this will bo
that Instead of seventy separata Post Offices
scattered over Greater New York thero will bo
but four. There cannot at present bo but one,
tor tho amendment referred to prevents the con-
solidation of the offices at the county seats.
Tbe offices which will be left out are Brooklyn,
Jamaica, and lllohmond.

Within tho torritory offearGreater Now York aro found first, second,
third, and fourth class offices, and almost every
condition of postal affairs to bo found in the
country. So the consolidation of these offices
moans sometning more man a mere local appli-
cation of tho theory; It means an experiment
along broader lines than hitherto attempted
by the department. It. means that tho depart-
ment will have beforo it an cxamplo for con-
stant study, from tho results of which It can
draw deductions which will be of great valuo to
the country at large.

So far the idea has been applied on a small
sola and has had merely a local application. In
Boston, Chicago and Baltimore, whero It has i
beon carried further than anyu here else, it bos
been found to be of great benefit to both depart-
ment and people; It now remains for New York
to demonstrato that it will be of value to the
country at large. In Oreater Now York are to
be found all the elements essential to such an
experiment. There aro the best paying and one
ot tbo poorest paying offices: the best paid and
ono of tho poorest paid Postmasters; many
postal stations and offices with
many clerks and carriers, offices with no clerks
or carriers; offices where under tho terms of tbe
consolidation the salaries of the Postmasters
will be Increased and offices whero it will bo

offices with free delivery and others with-
out; places nhoro free delivery would never bo a
possibility except under consolidation: resorts
which have largo patron.igt- - in tho summer and
are practically deserted in tho winter, and ton ns
whero special dollvery Is unknown. In addi-
tion, thero are tbo railway mail service, with
Its special mall cars and sometimes trains; the
pouch mall, thrown into tho baggage car: tho
street-ca- r mall service, with similar conditions;
star-rout- e service, and pneumatic-tub- o serviceFinally, there is tho largest torritory to be
served from any ono office, the largest business
and social mall to bo bundled and tho rcalmass of tho foreign mall lo further complicate
matters. No plate In the United States presents
theso conditions, and if tho test Is tho success
that It is agreed it will bo, there will no longer
be any doubt of Its application to tho country atlarge.

The patrons of tbe service will bo benefited
by receiving free delivery where there Is nono
now; they will have moro frequent deliveries
aud despatches ot malls, bath In the city and to
other points; tho ofilco will receive larger ap-
propriations, which means better service; the
streot-ca-r mall system will bo oxtended; tbe

tube service will be extended, andfnenmatlo will be Improved in ever) respect.
At present there aro but six offloeson tho list
that havo free delivery, only thirteen where
there is an allowunco fur clerk hire.

In sumo cases tho Postmaster will find his
snlury reduced to a much smaller sum than he
Is now retelvlug, yet ho will be compensated by
being placed under tho civil service, and will
then bo eligible for promotion to tho highest
place in the great ortlro, Tbe Postmasters at
the smaller offices will Uud tbilr salaries raised
and will also bo eligible to promotion. H will
givo tho I'otm ister ut Now 1 ork much greater
responsibilities. Ho is now one of the best paid
officials of the Got eminent, rotolvingiiH much us
tboVIco-Presldon- t of tbo United States or a Cabi-
net officer, Hi' v. Ill thou control, under the depart-
ment regulations and tho Civil hcrvico law. the
appointment of several thousand Post Office
employees, the arrangement of hundreds ot
miles of "railway mall rcrvlce, street-ca- r mall
service, and tho stnr-rnut- e service. Ho will
havo chargo ot n business of $8,000,000 a
year, and bn ovpccled to rlrnr u profit of
$1,500,000.

Onrtsen. General Wrraan Urges tbe KatabllsB
went of On.

WAiniNOTON. Doc 0. During the fiscal year
ended June 80, 1807, say Surgeon-Genera- l

Wyraan of the Marino Hospital service. In hi
annual report to Secretary Gage, there wer
04,477 patients troatsd at tbe hospitals and

under hi charge. This was 073 In
xceas of th number treated thero the previous

yoar; but tho total expenditures from tho Ma-

rino Hospital fund (338,350) wero $21,000 less
than those of last year.

To meet tho growing demands ot theiervloo
new regulation have been prepared and will be
shortly Issued.

Medical and surgical statistics and contrib-

uted articles by officers ot the corps on topics
related to their professional work aro contained
in the report.

The report contains a brief history tor the
year ot cholera, smallpox, tho buboulo plague,

Ihe
causo of tho disease Isdoclared to be tho bacillus
lepno, which is contagious, but not hereditary,
and the conforenco rocommendod isolation as
the best moani of preventing its spread.

says that thero is little doubt that the
work which was dono by tbo Marino Hospital
experts had n mnrkeil offect In controlling
tbo spread, of the dlseaso and preventing
a much more cxtonsl vo epidemic. Ocean Springs,
Miss., whero tho dlseaso whs first discovered In
tbo United States, Is not a seaport nnd tho place
ot Its entrance Into the United States is not yet
determined. Two skilled bacteriologists of tbo
bureau aro now making an investigation in Ha-
vana of the nature nnd origin of tho disease.

Sanitary Inspectors of tho hospital service
were maintained during tho yfcar at ltio, Ha-
vana, Santiago do Cuba, Colon, Asplnwall, and
Yokohama.

WisniNOTOK, Deo. Henry Cabot

tome Blmple proposition, which there I a chano
of passing, than to present nn elaborate plan.
II Is ready to consider Important changes,
however, If they appoar to be supported by th
buslnos community. He said

" I certainly bellovo that the effort should b
made to pass a currency measure at tho coming
session. I do not tee why tho situation Is not
sufficiently favorablo to warrant an aggressive
fight for somo elmplo moasure for tbe protection
of the Treasury. It Is certainly much brighter
than It was for the repeal of the Sherman law
in 1803, when the 8onato met with an absolute
majority In favor of silver. Publlo oplnon at
that time converted that hostile majority Into a
majority ot eloven votes tho other way, and If
tho business men of tho country aro In earnest
In desiring curroncy roforui they ought to bo able
to accomplish the same result again. Tho point
of tho whole matter Is that a manly fight for
sound ourrency will dlscloBo our position, oven
If It does not rosult In victory. The Republican
party Is not in tbo habit of going Into a fight
admitting that it is whipped, and I sco no roa-so- n

for doing so in this case. It tho sound
money men show some ot tho spirit nnd aggrns-slvonc- ss

which tho silver men havo shown In
coming hero and demanding free coinage, ther
can wm. 1 see no reason wbv we should not
put the samo energy Into this fight as into tho
fight for a proper tariff.

"A mcasuro which provides that tho green-
backs shall not be roisaucd after redemption in
gold, excoot for gold, socms to mo not only tho
most fcnslble proposition, but a thoroughly rea-
sonable and effective ono. It Is simply and
caidly comprehensible, and would havo support
which would not bo given for n moro compli-
cated proposition. A largo bond lssuo for tho
purpose of retiring the greenbacks obviously 1

out of tho question and Bhould he avoided, for
reasons into which 1 need not enter. Ono or tbe
difficulties of a more comprohcnelvo plan
than is involved In stopping tbe roissuo
ot redoemed greenbacks, except for gold.
Is tbat tbnro is such a multiplicity of plans that

bile opinion Is confused and uncertain regard
ng tbem. If tbo monetary commission, which

meets tor Its final session noxt week, should re-
port u carefully matured plan and tho business
sentiment of the country should heartily unite
in demanding Its enactment, something moro
might be accomplished than I havo indicated.

"It will require, huwover, a good deal of dis-
cussion in tho press nnd In Conirresa to clailty
the Issuo if moro is undertaken than I havo sug-
gested, and to convinco tho pcoplo of the merits
of any comploto plan which might finally bo
mad tbo basis for legislation. I think the Pres-
ent is a good tluio for the Bcrlous consldi ration
of tho subject, and that wo might as woll meot
our opponents on Its discussion as to permit thorn
to contlnuo tho propaganda lor free silver with-
out offering any alternative for tho admitted
dofectsof tho existing financial system. Some
simple amendments to tho Bank act might alio
be made, if a complete rovlslon is, as I supposo,
Impossiblo at this time. I mean by this that
permission ought to bo given to tho banks to
issuo notes up to tbo face valuo of their bonds
nnd to organize with n small capital, say
$20,000. Theso amendments would increase
the currency, glvo It greater elasticity, and tend
to furnish currency nnd banking facilities to
parts of tho country which greatly need them."

CATHOLIC VNIVERSITT GIFTS.

Copies or Old Meilcnn Picture Writings and
Autogmpbs or St. Tborana Aauluns.

Washington, Dec 6. Tbo Catholic Univer-
sity has roceived a gift from Dr. Edward Solor of
Berlin. It is a copy of tho fourteen
fragments of old Moxlcan picture writings in the
possession of the Royal Library at Berlin, and Is
somewhat similar in workmanship and execu-
tion to tho colobrated Codex Vatlcanus, a copy
of which has been presented to the university.
Theso fragments wcro purchased by Alexandor
von Humboldt early In tho century In Mexico.
They probably belonged onco to Bo turn I, an
antiquary of Milan. They are of considerable
Importance for the study of tho Mexican hiero-
glyphs. Most of them belong to tho early part
of the sixteenth century and nro of Christian
origin. Three bolomr to tbe period
of Mexican life. All nro valuable to the historian
of life nnd manners, the archaeologist and tho
geographer.

Another gift of much Importance to tho relig-
ious w orld comes from W. J. I). Croko of Rome.
Mr. Crokc sent ten copies of an album contain-
ing facsimiles ot tho autographs of St. Thomas
Aquinas, whoso teachings nro at present re-
garded as tbo fountain head of Catholic phlloso-ph- ).

Two uro taken from tho Bible of Vltcrl.o
aim seventeen from the Sublaco Codices. Tbo
history of tho autographs of St. Thomas Aqui-
nas is very Interesting, notably that of the auto-
graph copy of tho "Humniu Contra Gentilos,"
whloh Is now In tho Vatican Library, and is re-
garded as one of Its most cherished treas-
ures. For a century aflor the publication of
this work the manuscript was preserved nt
Naples, whence It was taken to Bergamo, whero
the Dominicans kept close guard over it-- In tho
seventeenth century they prcsentod ten pagos
of it to Cardinal Frodcrlc llorronioo. Otherwise
it remained Intact until the French Revolution,
when It disappeared. It was next discov-
ered in tho possession of an Italian priest
who bequeathed It to his three nephews.
Hoping to profit bv its division they broko It
Into three parts. Eventually It was acquired by
a physician, who presented it to tho clergy of
Bergamo, and iu 1870 tlioy gavo it to I'opo
Pius IX. Tho samo manuscript contains also
autogr.tph fragments of St. Thonina Aqulnnss
commentaries on Isaiah and Boethlus. It has
been edited tulco by Ucelli.onco furlhoMlgno
collection and a second tlino nt Rome in 1880
for Popo Loo XIII. A manuscript Biblo nt
Vllerho wnalong known to contain autographs
of SuThnmaa Aqulnisln the sbupunf marginal
comments, Another autograph of St. Thomas
Aquinas from his fourth book of thoscntentcaof
Peter Lombard was known lo exist nt Barce-
lona, but' since 1835 it bnabcen loht to view.
Tho latest autograph of the tlnt known In
scholars Is his letter to Abbot Bernard of Mnnto
Cassino on u passage of St. Gregory tho Groat
concerning predestination.
