Joutish fellow, of whom tho father expected
molbing, and who remalned on the farm. The
farco bogan on tho daythat the two yoars expired,
The three absentecs had taken wives and were
prosporous, but returned in pretonded povarty,so
as not to seotn oligible to marry the helrows, Bhe
bad secrotly becomoe s wite, too, and even the
lout had beocome a hushand, The four couples
ware assombled undor the same rool ostensibly
ms bacholors and maids, Out of that complica-

PERSONNEL EBILL APFPROFED.

The Nawval Bonrd Fiually Agrees to It by &
Vote of © 10 B.

Wannminarox, Dec. 0.—Hy u vote of Bto 8 the
membera of the Naval Personnel Board todny
approved the bill of the majority for amalga-
muting the engineer offlcors with the llne, The
roport, which will go to Congress with the draft
of the hill, waa also aporoved, Capt. Crownin-
ghield, Capt. MeCormlck, and Chief Englueer
Kenrnoy voted in the negative. They objooted
to the plan provided for in the bill of retiring
ofllcers by selection to allow a frecr flow of pro-
motion, They wauted the retlrements to be
made by obance, which tho other members of
the board thought so obrlously unfair to men of
merit and abllity in the naval service that they
very emphatically opposed it in debate and by
thelr votes.

Moat of the details of tho bill have been pub-
lished in Tue SvN. It provides primariiy for
meorging the englneers into the line and gradu-
ally abollahing the Engineer Corps. Engineers
who entered the mervice prior to the ending of
tho late war will continue to rn‘form onglneors
fng duty entirely while heving line oractual
rank. 'F}lonn angineera who were commissioned
botween the ending of the war and A, O, 1552,
whon the angineor divislon of the NavalJ .
omy was ubolished will have tho option of por-
forming engineerine duty solely or nlnr them-
selves Lo do the duty now porforined exclusively
by Hoe oMcers. Whether they remain as engi-
neors or not, they will have netual rank. All
officers who entorod the service after Auy. b,
1882, both line and engincers, will have two
yours to flt themselves for the duties with
which thoy are not familiar,

The_ blll provides for voluntiary retlrement
of officers with the next highest grade aftor
thirty years' rervioe. A board of lear Admirnls
fs to determine what officars shall be obliged ta

on the retired llat to allow the prumotijon of

oso bettor entitled to advancement, All ofl-
cors retired under the indings of this board will
recelva the next highest grade on the retired
list.

THEE CASE OF CAPT. LOVERING,
Socretnry Alger's Order of Heprimand —-Hebuke

te the Court That Triea Mim.

WasnivoToX, Dec, U,—Secretary Alger to-day
promulgated the order of reprimund In the case
of Capt. Leonnard A, Lovering of the army, con-
victed by court-martial of eruel treatment to
Private Thomas Hammond, at Fort Sheridan,
11l. In the order Lhe Seccretary ndministers a
rebuke to the oMeera comprising the court for
Imposing such a light sentence. The action of
the Secretary follows:

“ By order of the President the proceedings,
findings, and sentence in the case of Qapt.
Leonard A. Lovering, Fourth lnfantry, are ap-
proved. 1t Is, however, disappointing that an
offence so grave nnd an exanple vo far-renching
as this should have boen vislted with so light s
ponalty. Thero is no quostion but that Private
Hammond deserved punishment for his con-
duct, bt he should have recelved it in n lawlal
wny, The military laws verning the army
are oxplicit. They prescribe the duties of officers
and enlisted men, with the gannmu for thelr
violation. Under them both have rights and
obligations, When, thersfore, an officer, with the
intelligence nnd experlence with which Capl.

vering is {ted not unly violates these Inwa
but exhiblts such u Inck of humanity as s
shown in this case he shiould recelve & more se-
veore sentonce than w mers roprimand. Com-
mittd such wcts degrades the oMcer more
than the soldler he punishes and shows uniit-
nens for the care and command of men, Under
oxcltemont men rrnquaml[v do things which in
cooler momenta they recall with sorrow and re-
gret, but this caso is aggravated by the fact that
after weeke of deliberation this oMcer evincen
uo regrot for his wrongful acts."”
