The general market presented evidences
ot more irregularity than has been noted
luce the first ot the month, and while Specu-

lative Interest wo again widely dis-
tributed, a few stocks assumed conspicuous
positions In the market by reason of the range
of their movements. The trading- - presented the
general characteristics which have been noted
of late. Including an Increased business on tho
part of commission houses, more or less manip-
ulation In certain Instances, and moderate
Durchases for tho short Interest, which
has become disconcerted on account ot
the persistent strength ot the market.
Notwithstanding a moderate contraction
In the dealings In the bond division,
the very firm tone evident thereof late was
well maintained, and sharp advances were re-

corded In Missouri Pacific, Mobile and Ohio
and Brooklyn Rapid Transit issues. Tho ad-
vance In the last named was attended by a rise
In the stock also, the strength ot these securi-
ties being due to the renewal ot the suspended
negotiations looking to the control of the Brook-
lyn Elevated road by the Rapid Transit Com-
pany.

Foreign arbitrage houses were fairly heavy
sellers of stocks in tbe forenoon, which, to-

gether with the local realizing of profits, was
effective in itaylng the buoyancy of the early
market. Apart from the approach of the divi-
dend periods on various stocks, there was no
actual news bearing on the general market or
upon particular securities. The Chicago corner
In the December wheat option was roflccted
In a sharp advanco In tho grain market,
but this circumstance was without perceptible
effect In the stock markot. Expectations ot
favorable traffic returns for the first week
of December favorably affected tho trading, and
they were to some extent borne out by the re-
port of the St. Paul Company, which was pub-
lished after the cloao of business, und wnlch
showed an Increase In excess of 17 V cent.
Sugar Refining was the leader of the market in
respect ot activity, and was followed in the
order named by Louisville and Nashville, Man-
hattan and St. Paul. Tbe only considerable de-

cline in the active Hit was In Union Pacific,
where the selling was dlroctly referablo to the
complications which may follow the position
assumed by the Administration In the pending
