AUTOPSY ON SANOLI'SA FOURTH WIFE
BAHOWS NO 516N OF T¥YPHOILD,

That Was the Certified Canse of Death—It Wil
Take Threeo Wesks to Perfect the Examinn-
tiom for Polsons — Rancll Accustomed to
Prepare His Wife's Coffes for Mor Himself,

The body of Jennle Bchlessinger, fourth wife
of Charles Zanoll, who has buried all four be-
sldes thres other persons and collected In-
surance om thelr lives, waa taken from
{4 grave In Bt. Michaol's Cemelery, Astorls,
yostarday, In the presence of Deputy Arsistant
Dintriot Attorney Van Wyek; Prof, Rudolph A,
Witthaus, who will make achemioal analysis
to determine, if possible, if the woman was
poisoned; George P. Bigge, pathological ex-
pert for the State; Dr. George F. Bbra-
dy, the State's medical expert; Deputy
Coroner O’Hanlon, representing the Cor-
oner's office; Dr. Charles E. Nammack and
Detectives Evanhoe and Thomas, representing
the Police Department; Dr, Evarts M, Morrell,
representing the Metropolitan Life Insurance
Company, sund Dr. William T, Jenkins, Dr,
Farquhar Ferguson, and Thomas Dinnean, rep-

The cofMin, the plate af which waa Insoribed
* Jennie Submer, died Aug. B, 1897, was
fdentified by the undertaker and his men,
and was then taken to the Morgue un-
opened, There C. 8, Dewey, who embalined the
body, recognized it as that of Jennle Suhmer.
He identitied it, ho sald, by the black halr, high
forehead, prominent ehin, and by the black satin
dreas which had been furnished by Zancll. Dr,
James E. Harria, who had attended the woman,
thought it was her body, but could not swear,
The embalmer was positive, Embalmers asa
rule, he sald, injected the embdalming fluld
through the right brachinl artery. He, being
left-handed, always injocted the fluid in the left
brachial artery. He polnted toa mark on the
left arm to show where the embalming fluld had
beon Injected. John Callaway, the janitor of
the house at 249 East 125th street, where Jen-
nle Subhmer died, said that the woman's appear-
ance had changed greatly, but that he could
“almost swear " that It was heor body.

AL 3:15 o'clock the autopsy began, Dr. Briggs
performing it, nsslsted by Dr. O'Hanlon, While
they wera at work Dr. Barton, the other physl.
cian who attended the woman {n ber last llness,
came in, Hosald that the features resembled
those of the woman he had known as Jennle
Bubmer, but that he would not swear that the
body was hers. The autopsy was not completed
until after 8 o'clock last night. The necessary
parts were taken away for analysis. Dr. Shrady
sald afterward:

*Tho body was in a fair state of preservation.
The internal organs ware perfoctly preserved.
1f the woman died of polsonlng 1 have notthe
plightest doubt that the fact can be determined,
and that sufficlent traces of the polson will be
found to determine what it was."
