Bank Credit and Government Oredit,

Speaking of paper money, Secretary
GAGE, In his report to Congress, very truly
says: ' Credit is the base upon which it
reats." With great inconsistency, however,
he thercupon proceeds to argue that a bank
currency which Is secured by Govern-
ment bonds, and thus backed by the Gov-
emment, is less useful to the community
than a bank currency secured only by the
amota of the banks Issuing it,

Nevertheless, the Secrotary concedes that
the people have a preference for a currency
resting upon the eredit of the Governmont,
and he therefore proposes that, although
there is but little risk in a bank currency
secured by a safety fund of 2 per cent.,
atill, to satisfy the people, the Govern-
ment should assume that risk !

This, it seems to us, Is giving away tha
whole argument in favor of hank currency
a8 against Government notes, If the con-

“wictlon, that the Government's eredlt is bet-

ter than the credit of the banks, is #so
deeply rooted in the public mind that the
notes Issued by the hanks must be guaran-
teed by the Government, In order to make
them generally acceptable, it is Impossible
to reaist the conclusion that the Govern-
ment may as well itself issue the notes in
the first fnstance,and enjoy the profits of
the business instead of turning it over to
the banks and paying them for doing It.

Between Government credit and bank
credit, Government notes and bank notes,
the people chooss the Government credit
and the Government notes.

The Kingston Rallrond Case.

The Court of Appeals sticks to its orig
Inal decision In the Kingston Railroad
case, and has denled & motion for a re-
argument. At the same time the court
points out that the decision affects only
the right of one atreet railroad company
to compel another to allow it to wse fts
tracks under the General Rallroad act, and
does not involve the legality of that use
where It has been grranted voluntarily,

The court rests its decision upon section
81 of the Railroad nct, which says: that
atreet asurface railvonds. or “ swtensions or
branches thereof,” shull pot be built, ex.
tended or operafed unless the consent in
writing of a majority of the abutting own-
e, or that of the municipal aunthorities,
shall have heen first obtained. Upon this
provision the court decides that without
having obtained the consent required, o
street railroad company cannot, under see-
tion 102 of the act, compel anothercompany
to grant it the useof its tracks, What n
company can do when that use Is voluntari-
1y granted, Is left for future consideration.

Cuba's Tobacco Exports.

The releass by Gen, BLaxco, under orders
from Madrid, of 1,045 bales of tobacco
owned by n New York firm, isa Yery note-
worthy example of the cases of this kind,
and nearly the last of them, too, a New
Orleanx firm, we believe, heing the only
remaining one whose seized tobacco Is still
under embargo,

Gen. WevLer's edict prohibiting the ex-
portation of leaf tobnceo was dated May
T4, 1886, Our Department of Sinte, on
Jhearing  that eertain Ameorlean eltixens
owned tobneco which was detalned, al-
though bovght for shipment before the
date of this order, protested through Min-
Biter Tavior, and several of them were
nllowed to bring ont their property, The
needed evidence as to the time of purchase
In the late case was not, it Issaid, until
mnre recently furnished,

Hut the malo interest In the matter
arises from Indications that hefors long
the ediet itsell may be revokod, at least as
toonr eitlzens., Tt was originally impomd
on the ground that the insurgenta had do.
Blrurea so rmany vuaoan plantations that no
niore tobacco was ralsed than would keep
the Cuban manufacturers supplied with
Fow material. It wos said that, without
restricting exports, 15,000 clgnrmakers in
Havana would be thrown out of work, with
their families wuffering in consequence,
The Government might, In fuet, have to
support them.

[v was surmised In this country that
suother alm wan to take vengeancs on the
Cuban cigarmnakers here who contribute
to the patriot cause. To cut off thelr raw
material would be to lnjure their power of
contribution, Hut f that reslly was the
object, the fallure, ns has been Buggested,
to get the fine tobaceo of Huvana and Pinar
del Rio provinces, covered by the ediot, did
not prevent the procuring of other tabacen,
and the American factories still kept Lusy,
Meanwhile Spanish exporters in Cabs and
Bpanish Importers in this country, whom
the Spanish authorities did not desiro to
io jure, petitioned for the revocation of the
edlct as Injurious to themselves,

It Is now suggested that Spain may con.
“sut to revoke the edict, although perhaps

Imposing Instend a heavy export duty on
the tobaceo, The poaltion of Bpaln hias been
that, instend of a violation of the treaty of
1705, guarantecing certain trade priviloges
aven in case of hostillties, the tobaceo edlot
In really like the prohibition of exporting
ceroals in a time of famine, or of cavalry
horses with a need of them impending,
But It seems to be the aim of the Sagusta
administration to build up the agricultural
Indunstries of Cuba, and also to give our
country as little renson as possible for in-
terfering on the ground of ita injured com.
merce, The accumulated stock of Cuban
tobacoo In this country at the time
of the edlct of May 16 wan a help to manu.
facturers for some time thereafter, but the
queation in of continued nupplies, It would
bo possible to retalinte for the prolonged
enforcement of the ediet by prohibiting the
Importation of cigars made In Cuaba; hut
apart from that, the revoecation of Wer-
LER'S order and the reasumption of the ex-
part trade in the best grades of leaf toliacco
would show further concessions ta the
United States, If not greater control of
Havana nnd Pinar del Rio provinces,

Thus hope is felt by thoss interested In
thin trade that before long tobacco will
come In freely; but the cigarmakers of
Havana are naturally against the revooa-
tion of the edict, and momething may de-
pend on the available supply,

The Hawallan Treaty Not Unconstitn-
tional.

The Hon. DaNIEL AeNEWw, who, many
yoars ago, was Chief Justice of the Suprems
Court of Pennsylvania, appears again In
print, at the age of 88, to oppose the an-
nexation of Hawali, either by treaty or by
Joint resolution of Congress, ITis objec-
tlona to the MeKinley treaty, which are net
forth in the December Forum, are sub-
stantially the same as those which he
urged agalnst the ITarrison treaty, and
they can be, therefore, as ensily refuted,

Annexation, Judge AGNEW says, is un-
constitutional, for the reason that there is
no express power in the Constitution to ae-
quire and Incorporate a foreign territory
and people Into the Union, That was the
assertion made hy the Federalist opponents
of the purchase of Lonisiana, and It is well
known that Jrrrersox, who, up to that
time, had been a strict conatructionist, ex-
pressed some doubt concerning his own
authority and that of the Senate in the
premises. The common mense of the coun-
try, however, held at the time, and has
held ever since, that an Implied power to
safegnard itself against exterior dangers
by annexation must be presumed to he
vested In our Federal Government, as in
every other Gavernment to which the right
of self-preservation  Is  conceded.  The
power exercised for the first time by Jrr-
FERSOX In the case of the Louislana
territory bas hbeen five times exer-
cised sinee his day. We refer, of course,
to the ecase of Florida in 1821, to that
of Texaa In 18405, to that of the ter-
ritories galned from Mexico hy treaty In
1848, that of the so-cnlled Gadsden Pur-
chase, a little later, and finally that of
Alaska In 1867, If those six successive
annexations were Invalid for the reason
that the implied powers exercised by the
Lixecutive and Senate or by Congress coulil
not be properly deduced from the Con-
stitution, the fuet wonld have been long
since proclaimed by the United States
Supreme Court. Innumerable have been
the cases Wrought before that tribunal in
which the fundamental question whether
the six territories in question had been
properly incorporated with the United
States has been urged, but never has it
been urged successfully. The question of
the constitutionallty of annexation, there-
fore, must he pronounced res adjidicatn,
and it is too late even for the venerable ex-
Chief Justice of Pennsylvania to raise it,
Judge Aaxew, indeed, admits that there
are precedents for annexation, and men-
tions nll of them, except the Gadsden Pur-
chuso, but be contends that they are not
to the point, The purchases of Louisianas,
Floridn, and Alaska, he suys, were justi-
fled “ by an overraling necessity for the
nationnl safery.”™ He does not allege that
the nacquisition of Texas, of California,
and New Mexico, and of the Gadsden Pur-
chase were 80 Justitled, Let us take up,
timt, tho three precedents to which he
gives particular attention, Tt is certuinly
true, as he says, that the purchase of Toujs-
innn was “an overwhelming necessity to

! free the United States from an intelerable

burden,” What was that burden? 1L was
the breach by Spain of the treaty of 1700,
whereby she had granted to eltizens of the
United States n right of navigating the
Mississippi and of depositing  merchan-

dise  at Noew Orleans, With respect
to this matter, however, the Foderal-
ists  pointed  out that, In 1803, the

vear in which the purchase was made,
Louisiana was the property of Franee, and
that we had no right to assume that n
treaty giving us adequate privileges coulid
not be negotinted with France and wonld
ot be duly observed by that power, That
is procisely what the opponents of the an-
nexation of Hawail sny. They tell us that
we can get by treaty with the Honolulu
Government all the coaling and repoir.
ing facllities we need in the Inwallan
Talands.  The rejoinder made to the
Federalists in 1503 Js as pertinent now
ns it was then, No doubt, replied the
friends of JEVrERsoN, a trenty could be
munde with Frauce, and, presumasbly, it
would be observed, sn long as France con-
trolled Loulsfana, But how long would
ahe be able to control It in the event of a
witr with England, which would be domi-
nant at send So with our coallng and re-
pairing station in Hawall. No donbt |t
would be serviceable so long as the Hono-

Wo pass to the three precedents afforded
by Texns, California and the Gadsden Pur-
chnse, to only one of which does Judgo
Aaxew refer at any length.  The joint res-
olution of Congress, by which Texas was
admitted to the Unlon, is declared by him
to have been unconstitutional, and he
holds, moreover, that It was not justifled
by any overruling political necessity.
“Texasn wan ncquired,” he said, * to pre-
serve Bouthern equality In the Senate.”
That may have been the motive of many
Bouthern members of Congreas, but it
waa by no means the motive acinating all
the supporters of the joint resolution. It
waa feared, and justly feared, that Texns,
If not admitted to the Unlon, would fall
under the protectorship of England, by
which power measures had been already
taken to thatend, Texas, In other words,
In 1845, was In a position similar
to that oceupled by Hawall at the
present  time. If  we did wnot  take
It some non-American power wonld,
Fven Judge Aaxew admita that the sub-
sequent acquisition of California and New
Mexico In 1848 made the control of Texan
an abisolute necessity to us. With regard
to Californla and New Mexico he seems to
think, though his allusion to the matter
is contained Ina single line, that we ac-
quired those territories through the
exercise of the war powers vested In
the Federal Government, That, of course,
Is one way of looking at tho mat-
ter, tmt, as a matter of fact, we pnid
F15,000,000 in  cash, and assumed
§3,000,000 worth of debts due from Mexico
to American citizens, this being the prien
agreed upon for the ceded territories in the
treaty of Guadalupe Hidalgo, 1t eanscarce-
1y be pretended that Onlifornia was neces-
Bary to our nationnl safety, at a time when
it eould only be reached Ly a voyage round
Cape Horn, or by the route across the Isth-
mus.  We bought California and New Mex-
feo because we wanted them, and those wha
questioned our right to do 8o were unable
to impeach the transaction suceessfully,
either before the United States Supreme
Court or before the tribunal of the popular
common sense. The sanme thing may be
suid of the Gadsden Parchase, mude shortly
afterward, This had behind It no plea of
overwhelming necessity, for it merely
rounded out convenlently, from n strategic
and eommercial point of view, the southern
boundary of our newly acquired possessions,

Judge AGNEW, apparently, has never seen
the imposing array of testimony from mili-
tary and naval experts ns to the strategio
fmportance of Hawali to the defence of our
Pacific coast, If he had, he conld not but
admit that a much stronger ease can bo
made out for the annexation of the Ila-
wailan Islands at this juncture than wos
made for the acquisition of Aluska or of the
Gadsden Purchnse, and that, so far as the
natlonal safety is concerned, those (slands
are more needful to us now than California
was In 1848, But, as we have said, the
wheole gquestion of our rijizht to annex terri-
tory, whether contignous as In the ecase of
Florida, or non-contiguous as in the case of
Aluska, I8 ves adjudicata,

LIMRLESS COTTON.

AFRICAN

fipecimens of the Now Grads Shown at tha
Colton Growers' Convention.

ATLANTA, Gn,, Dee. 14.—0Oneof the faatures
of the Cotton Growers” Conveotlon to-day wan
the exhibitlon of a now varlety of cotton, known
An the “Afriean Hmbless,” In 1503 Adolph
Kyle, while wandering over Contral Afriea,
onme neross o new specles of glant eotton in the
valley of the upper Congo Itiver. The plnut waa
not under cultivation, but appeared to grow
wild on the morsh lands, 1t differod from other
colton in that many of the stalks were aa high
as twenty feet; and the bolls were connected

directly to the stalk withont any intervening
limh, Kyle cut off a plo e eighiteen inches long,
Ho pincod it in his trunk and Anally canie Lore,

Talking to a group in a hotol Kyl relnter thy
nhove ineldent and 8o interested Mr. F. W,
dnckson, a planter of this Sinto, that the lnttor
nskod to seo the specimen, Kyle gave it to him,
and In the spring of 1804 Jiackson plantod o
lnrge numbor of sced, obtalning only Aftv-seven
perfoct sinlks in bis crop. The soil in which be
experimentod was very poor, and the stalks
only avernpoed elght feer, with an pcessjonnl ex-
ceptlon mensuring fourleen feet, The ”mnxi-
mum number of bolls on one stalk was 187, and
tho ordinary run averaged fifty-soven holls,
The American cotton averages only elght to
eloven balls to tho stalle.

The quality of the new species was found to
excel theold greatly. The next year the amount
of produet wis inereased slight!y, and in 184
fivencres yieldod threo and alalf bales to the
nere. The average Georgia pianter considors
himsell foriunato if he gnthérs lhron-qunrturu af
o bide to tne aere.  From the crop of 1806 thore
ig enopgh seed to plant 2,800 ncres. It Is ox-
pecied that with proper fertilization the seed
will produce five bales to the nerp.
