This memorial Is soon to bo presented to the

Park Board: .
The services which William A. 8llles ren-

dered to the people of this city did not begin
with his appointment by Mayor Htrong to the
onlco of Commissioner of Publlo Parks. For
moro than twenty years before ho had been
suiting to lead tho publlo mind to understand
the legitimate purposes for which our porks
were created, and to prevent their misuse
through unwise legislation or the mistaken
views of their temporary custodians. His con-
tributions to the press on this subject would
make, as ho onco humorously said, "a book as
big as tho family Bible." Central Pork In par-
ticular engaged his Interest, and It Is not too
much to say that, next to Frederick Law Olm-
sted and CnlvortVnux, this glory of our city
owes Its present usefulness and beauty largely
to tho offorts of Mr. Stiles. And yet the publlo
never know that the interesting and convincing
editorials that they read were the product of
his pen.

His knowledge of botany and of forestry, and
bis Intimate acquaintance with tho views of
Olmsted nnd Vnux. admirably fitted him for the
office hlcb, toward the close of his life, he was
called upon to fill.

Inasmuch as be freely gave, for so many years,
his best scr Ices for the preservation and adorn-
ment of our publlo parks, it seems to us that It
would ben graceful recognition of his work If
his late associates In thu Park Board should
perpetuate his memory by clvlng toonoof the
newly projected parks tho name of Stiles.

used for the slaughter of sheep.

PoccnEEKrsic Dec 14. Ruby Livingston
