The next wltnoss was Policeman John T. Mc-
Carthy of the Yorltville Court iuod. no told
how Mrs. Balcllffo had visited tho court a few
days after the assault to get n warrant for her
husband's nrrost He said that tho woman's
face was badly Bwollen, and that there was a
discoloration of the flesh beneath one of her
eyes. He received a warrant for Ratcllffe's ar-
rest, but was unable to eorve it, as the actor hadgone to Chicago.

Dr. Frederick A. Lyon of 88 East Sixty-thir-

stroetthe nhyslclan who attended Mrs. Ratcllffe,
was tho last witness for the prosecution. He
paid ho had been summoned oy telegraph on
June 15 to treat Mrs. Ratcllffe, who was then
stopping nt a boarding house at 101 West Sevent-

y-seventh Btreet He found Mrs. Ratcllffo
laboring under strong mental excitement. She
complained of pains in the back, pains In the
side and in the head." I found ten or twelve contusions on various
parts of her body." said tho doctor, " and some
of them wore six inches long. The most severe
was on tho hips. There was also an abrasion on
the left side of thenosoand arontnstonon the
face. I told her that her condition was serious,
and fearod that she would have hvsterlcs. At
that time I was afraid that her inlurios might
result fatally. I prescribed for her and at-
tended her until she got well. The wounds were
such as would resnlt from blows and kicks."

Dr. Lyon was suhlected to a severe cross-e- x

amlnation by Mr. Towns, but his testimony was
not shaken. In answer to questions by Mr.
Towns he said that he had accompanied Mrs.
Ratcllffe to court to have her husband arrested,
taking her in a hansom cab. The doctor added
that he had also gone before tho Grand Jurv,
giving testimony relating to Mrs. Ratcllffe's
lninrles.

This closed the case for the prosecution, and
court then adjourned. Tho trial will bo con-
tinued

Mrs. Elizabeth S. Osborn Comes died recently
at New Milford, N. J., at an advanced age. She
was the widow of William D. Comes, and for
many years she rcstdod In this city. She was of
old colonial descent, her ancestors on both sides
having been among the earliest settlers of the
town of New Haven, Conn. One ancestress was
Miss Lydla Atwater, a descendant of that Joshua
Atwater under whose direction six men were
"encamped in a rude hut " early in the wlntor
of 1637, to hold the selected lands for tha ar-
rival of the body of colonists in 1638. One great-
grandfather, Joremiah Osborn, served as a
gunner throughout the Revolutionary war, and
her two grandfathers, David Osborn and Hezo-kla-h

Augur, promptly responded after the
Lexington alarm, and saw service through
Bunker Hill day. The name of "nez. Augur"
Is among the signatures of those who applied
to the Colonial Assembly of Connecticut on
March 2, 1770, for the formation of the " Gov-
ernor's Second Company of Life Guards," of
which Benedlot Arnold was made Captain, and
Mr. Augur, who was of a Huguenot family,
afterward participated In the secret march of
seventy-fiv- e young men from Now Haven, un-
der the leadership of "King Scire," todostroy

Ho got employment on the Express under
Erastus Brooks. Subsequently he reported
the border troubles in Kansas for the New
Y'ork Times. He was in Washington as a cor-
respondent for the JSmen and other nowBpapura
in tho stormy days preceding the outbreak of
tho rebellion. He reported the famous Sickles
murder trial. Alter tue iinnpr on aurater no re-
turned to New Y'ork. where heaecured appoint-
ment as stenographer In the Court of Common
Pleas. Ho ranked so high as a shorthand expert
that James T. Brady callod him "tho
Itccording Angel of tho Courts." Mr.
Brady was godfathor to bis only child,
who waa named after tho famous pleader. Ho
had saved enonch money when he left the
Common Pleas Court in 1870 to live at caso
among his books. He collected a large general
library, and was the possessor of what has been
called the he.it collection of works on shorthund
In the country. He also had a largo collection
of manuscript notes of celebrated cases. Ills
wife and sou dlod many years ago. Funeral
services will be held at the house.

BONAI'S LIST OF CRIMES.

th6 accused murderer of George Marcus
Nichols, and confessed robber, was undor

by Btato's Attorney Fessendcn all
of Bonal was cool when tho examina-
tion began, but as question after question was
put to him his wit and memory began to o

him, and ho weakenod considerably. Mr.
Fcsscnden started In this morning to expose
Bonal's career and brought out the fact that
Bona! had committed twelve robberies or bur-
glaries, ovcral of them of tho character often
doscrlbod as desperate But tho prisoner
stuck to his statement that he nover used a re-
volver, excopt to frlghtoo his victims, and that
he nover was violent.

The robbory of a man named Bnlt In North
East, Pa., was a daring holdup In which two
men held revolvers, but Bonal denlod using
ono. He denlod that ho fired a revolver in

Lamorce'a house and in Mr. Fulton's
houso at Pine Plains, N. Y. During the exam-
ination not ono word of bitterness toward his
wlfo passed his lips. His only allegation
against tho woman who betrayed him was'that
sho, her mother, and her two brothers were
cognizant of tho crimes which he oommlttcd
and spurrod him on for tho love of the money
whlchlho was obtaining.

Of his mother-in-la- and David and John
Weeks tho prisoner had nothing good to;say.
To them, he said, his downfall, after he had
determined to lead nn upright life, was due.
Yielding to their persuasions and temptations
he said he rcturnod to tho life of "grafting" or
"poaching." Ills wifo aided him after his s.

Hls?irother-ln-law- , ivhen his money wt
gone, wrote to him to Join him that night to
mnko another haul, as his inotbor-ln-la- was
grasping for money.

"Of tho nineteen years following your first
conviction you wore in different State prisons
for eleven years'" Mr. Fossendon; asked.

They
ransacked tho houbo and took nothing but
money. Ho didn't put a revolvor to Lamoreo's
head nor threaten to kill him If ho made a noise.

Miss Nichols!"

"Did you flro tho shot at Miss Nloholsr
"No, sir."
"That was a lie!"
" Yos. sir. I first told her we fired; afterward,

when.my wlfo and I were alone, I told her I shot
Miss Nichols and Dave shot Mr. Nichols."

"What did you tell that lie for!"
"It was bocauso Dave and 1 made up the

story. I wanted to shield Davo all I could. I
did not w.i.'it tu take the blamo of Mr. Nichols's
death, and later I told my wlfo about shootlns
Miss Nichols."

The Hobokon Board of Health Commissioners

has discovered seven cases of diphtheria and
fhoof typhoid fever in tho four five-stor- y tene-

ment houses 09, 01, 03, and 67 BloomQold street.
In 63 six cases of sickness were found, and In
each of tho other houses two cases. Although
the Commissioners have no fears of nn Imme-

diate epldcmlo In tho city, they adopted strin-
gent measures to prevent the contagion from
spreading, and instructed tho Health Warden
to quarantine tho families tn each house.

Within tho last month, from Nov. 15 to the
present, 109 cases of typhoid fover havo been
reported In Patcrson. At the meeting of tho
Patorson Board of Health, held on Tuesday
evening. Health Inspector Leal made a report
In which ho stated that. In his opinion, the out-
break Is due to tho use of milk from a dairy in
Branchvllle, Sussex county. N. J. Seventy of
the fever cases were in fnmiltos which had usod
milk from tho Branchvllle dairy, and, after
tracing tho milk. Inspector Leal mado nn exam-
ination of the dairy premises, and found them
to be in a highly insanitary condition. In the
case of the Stamford epidemic of typhoid, whero
the dlseaso was spread by milk diluted with
polluted water, tho dairyman was arrested and
prosecuted. There is talk of similar action In
the Paterson case.
