Tho other
pictures purchased from iho exhibition this year
woro " Prince's Bay, Btaten Island," by Freder-
ick W.Kost; "December Grey," by W. Merrltt
PoBt; "Tho Edgo of the Woods," by W. L.
Lathrop, and " Green and Oold," by Irving B,
Wllos. Tho exhibition of " Portrait No. 44," by
Charles F. Nacgele, brought; the artist a commis-
sion to paint another portrait of a lady, and two
or three po'silblo purchasers aro reported to be
considering other pictures which figured In tho
collodion,. This is tho sort of a record which
makes a club exhibition popular with tho ar-

tists.
At tho annual meeting of the club last weak

an amendment to tho constitution was adopted
by which members ot tho fraternity who ore
professional artists may become llfo members
of tho club by presenting it with ono pr more
original works of a total value of $500 In lieu ot
a cash payment. The list ot New York painters
who are ellglblo under this provision Includes
Daniel Huntington, tho National
Academy of Design; Edgar M.Ward, Reginald
Cleveland Coxe. Chester Loomts. and Stephen

Ten burnt wood panels havo been finished by
the artist, J. W. Fosdlck, and taken to Lake-woo- d

lo be placed In George Gould's new house,
whero tboy will form a frlczo over the book-caso- s

In tho library. Tbo top ot tha bookcases Is
about five and n half feet from tho floor, and the
panels, with two oxcoptions, are about threo
feet square. Ono of tho series placed ovor the
fireplace, forming tho central point In tho deco-
ration, Is five feet squaro, and shows an Idoal
portrait of a lady ot Queen Elizabeth's time, nnd
another containing the coat of arms commonly
credited to Shakespeare is 3x5 feot. Two other
panols bear heads of women with Elizabethan
ruffs, nnd tho remaining six are ornamented
with the crests and bookplates of famous men,
sucli as Washington, Lord Tennyson, Holmes,
Dickons, John Adams, nnd Daniel Wobstor.
Tho library Is finished In brown ebony, a
product ot Africa, closo gralnod and of
a grccnlsh-brow- tint, which makes a
fitting contrast to the tints ot tho burnt wood
panols. Theso aro executed In basswood, which
Is naturally white, close grained, and soft, all
necessary qualltlos In tho material used by tbo
"poker etcher," mid their general tone is brow n.
Tho tints range from cream Ivory whero the
wood Is but slightly singed to dark brown
where It Is deeply burnt. This form of wall
decoration Is In considerable favor In England,
nnd was Introduced here soma years ago by
Mr. Fosdlck. It is exceedingly pleasing In
effect when well executed, and it is durable.
Mr. Fosdlck has pushed bis art to a high state
of perfection, and obtains In theso latest works
some novol and attractive results. Tbo draw-
ing in tho figure panels Is competent, and the
decorative quality is well sustained throughout
tho series.

The exhibition ot pictures by American ar-

tists now open in tbo gallory of tho Lotos Club
to visitors n ho have cards ot admission Is inter-
esting in tho now works lont for the occasion,
and good in the average of those whloh have
been seen before. The selections have been
mado with a gratifying catholicity of taste, and
tho list of painters represented includes men
who differ widely in artistic point ofviowand
method. It is a far cry. for Instance, from Mr.
Chase with his " Spanish Women in White," No.
5, to Mr. Ryder with his "Christ Appearing
Unto Mary." No. 31. Equally great is the dif-
ference between Mr. Guy's closely observed and
truthfully rendered lamp-lig- effect, " Prepar-
ing for No. 10, and the Ialo George
Fuller's loosely constructed and uninspiring
"Hannah," No. 18. Mr. Weir's delicately col-

ored "Tho Open Book," Mr. Dewlng'a "Even-
ing," with its throe female figures In blue, roso
and gray; Mr. Church's " St. , Cecilia," Mr.
Mow bra) 's "Tho Calenders," Mr. Donman's
"Psyche." and Mr. Dolph's page and
dogs, "Tho Reprimand," aropmongtho familiar
but welcome works in the collection. Othor
notublo canvases aro Blgnod by Waftcr Shirlaw,
Wyatt Eaton, whoso " La Clgale" Is of sterling
quality and recalls the beauty that belongs to
the small nude figures of Jean Francois Millet
in his earlier period; Charles C. Curran, J. G.
Brown, Francis C. Jones, Louis Moeller, Henry
O. Walker. Will 11. Low. Douglas Yolk and
Irving R. Wiles. "Lcda nnd the Swan," No. 11,
by Elliott Dalngerfleld, Is charming in color and
completo in onsomble, and shows more subtlety
in picture making than does the moro common-
place effect of concentrated light and hot color
In "My Lady Rhododendron," No. 10, by the
same artist. "Two Step," No'. 12, by Arthur
Davles, attracts attention by reason of its con-
sistently tempered tono, llko that of an old pic-
ture, and a certain grace of movement In the
figures of two chlldron In white. 'Iho ploturos
were brought togother by the Chairman of tho
Art Commlttco, Mr. William T. Evans, who
lends a number ot tho thirty-eigh- t works In the
collection.

At tho Fifth Avenue Art Galleries tbero is a
freo exhibition ot seventeen pictures by An-
tonio Manclni, an Italian OTtlst, and of water
colors of tbo modern Dutch school, which will
bo opon until Jun, 4. Tha Manclni cataloguo is
profacod with a fulsomo notlco of thspalntor,
signed by tho agent, from whom "Information"
about tho works may be obtained, and compli-
mentary extracts from opinions pf Manclnl's
paintings by tho Dutch painters, Mesdag and
Israels. Tbey bavo looked with very friendly
eyes If they refer to any ot the works In tho
present exhibition. Wo havo seen In Now York
a good many eccentricities of nrt, both In sub-
ject nnd in mothod, but fow "originals" havo
surpassed Mr. Manclni. The work shown
hero Is only comparatively sane In ono or two
instances, such es a pastel, "Woman with
Flowers," Nn. 17, nnd "Girl with Green Vnso,"
No. 11, Tho others are astonishing produc-
tions looked at either closo to or at a distance.
They abound In huge lumps of paint, bits
ot glass, sticks, aud strings, and what seem to
bo pieces of wire. In oomo of tho compositions
a curious process Is employed which seems to
consist in marking ridges ot paint In cross-barre- d

pattern, with squaro spaces between of
soveral inches. There Is somu sense ot color,
but It is coarse, Tboro is very llttlo drawing,
as may bo seen In tho extremely unattractive
" Nudo Model," No. 14. 1 1 Is a relief to run Into
tho adjoining gallory, vt hero tho Dutch wator
colors are bung. Theso uro thirty-seve- n In
number and are shown In unframed white mats.
Some of them aro cry good, such as " Forest in
Gelderland," No. 5, by Mine, Bildors van Bosse;
Willy Martene's peasant pictures, " Mother and
Child," No. 20, and "In the Garden," No. 27;
Kover's "Autumn in Laron,'' No, 31; Van der
Woele'a "Behind the Plow," No. 10, and
B&uffe's "Dutch Landscape," No, 33. Butnono
is in any way extraordinary and most of them
are modiocro.
