The Injunction granted by Justice Van Wyck,

Pending the decision of
tho Appellate Division tho Aldermen cannot
take any action In the matter. James C. Church,
who appeared for the rallioad company, said
that the charter of tho Greater New York did
not prohibit the Aldermen from granting fran-
chises for a period of twenty-fiv-e years.
