, ancient tradition tbat a Main bear was for
merly a kindly disposed and gentle animal, who
came out of tho woods on warm winter days
and went coasting with tho halt-grow- n papooses
ot the settlement, hauling the younn folks up-

hill on his shaggy back and sliding; down tho
ley banks nmong tho laughing children for halt
a day at a tlmo without raising his fur or show-

ing his tcoth to anybody. In this Innocent
manner ho nnd his wires and children
disported themselves among ths tribes ot rod
men for many moons and many winters.
As tho bear ts naturally a vegetarian,
preferring ripe borrlos to all other foods, and, as
thero wero borrles to giro away on all the hills,
tbo Indians rather encouraged tho friendly rela-

tions that had grown up betwoen the members
of tbo trlbo and tholr animal allies. The Indians
hated tho wolves, and had good reason to do so,
because wbenorer a pack camo across a party of
children or a stray squaw In the woods thero
was nothing left after tho mooting but a few
polished bonos and great splashes of humau
blood. As tho boars drove the wolves away and
occasionally killod a fow when they got too bold,
the Indians rowardod tho good work by feeding
their protectors on fish offal and providing them
with warm dens, in which they slept all winter.

Tho arrival of tho palo-faco- Europeans at
onco wrought a great chango in the conduct ot
tho bears. Though the Indians wero quick in
learning bow to drink rum and fairly indus-
trious In acquiring most of the imported vices
it was a long time before theybocamo treach-
erous or cruel. Believing that a good friend
should receive good treatment they refused to
kill bears or cat boar's meat or wear bearskin
garments for many years, watting until most of
the bears had been killed oft by the whlto men
before thoy could bo Induced to take unarms
against their old allies. About tho tlmo Louis-bur- g

was captured by the British troops and
French and English soldiers wore raiding tho
Eastern country, right and left, most ot tho
Maine and New Brunswick tribes fared badly
and wero glad enough to eat boar's meat or any
kind of meat they could get. but during all those
evil days the Passamaouoddles held fast to
their ancient faith, and could not bo starved or
bullied Into preying upon an animal which
stood for tho totem sign ot tholr race. In theso
later times of peace, whon sosd and civilization
are continuing tho work of tho rifle and toma-
hawk, they refuse to sit nt a table where bear's
meat Is served, saying that ths bear was their
brother in war, and Is now entitled to brotherly
protection.

Though the faith ot the Passamaquoddy bravo
is deep rooted, ho sometimes has an experience
with his four-foote- d brethren which strains
brotherly lovo until It Is ready to break. Nick
Low! ot Peter Dana's point, a famous hunter
and a brave who has slain and oaten a great
many angry loups-cervU- in his day, met a
bear under peculiar clrcumstanoes last week
and is sorry that he didn't regulate his
conduct with mors caution. Sinco the
Stats put a $2 bounty on wildcats Lewi
has been earning good wages trapping
bobcats and foups-cerrfcr- getting $2 for
every scalp. Belling tho Bkins at from SO
cents to $2.30 each, according to tho
thickness of tho fur, and having tho skinned
carcasses left to take homo and make into hot
stews for the children. Lata In tho fall a bear
began to get into his traps ana carry them off.
By tbe time the bear had a half dozen traps at-
tached to his person and made as much no'se as
a tin peddler's cart when ho strolled through
the woods. Lewi was beginning to get angry,
saying that any bear was a hoar to want so
many samples of hardware for which he could
have no use. It was all right to have a passion
for collecting traps so long as the collector was
able to pay for them, but no creature, ho de-

clared, should have a monopoly of the trap busi-
ness while ho was able to carry a gun and knew
how to Bhoot It.

With, every blow, the Indian had got
within rive feet of ths door, when the
bear broke down his guard and wound him
about in strong, hairy arms that nipped Hko o
Vise. After ono good squeeze that nearly
crushed In Lewi's ribs, the bear lifted Lewi's
limp body aloft nnd hurled him to tho floor with
a slam, The boards snapped and tho camp rat
tied as it an earthquake was passing that way.
In the midst of tho din tho rifle fell down and
explodod with a loud report. At this tho boar
let go his hold to find his newenomy, and Lowl,
finding bis, strength again, burled his knlfs in
tho animal's heart, and rnn out of the camp as
ft all tho fiends nf tradition were after htm.

Tho Judge seated beneath
a cruclflx, soys, "You swear to toll tbe truth,
the wholo truth, and nothing but the truth,"
and tho witness, lifting up hi right hand,
answers, "I swear it." In Austria a Christian
witness Is sworn before a crucifix between two
lighted candles, and, holding up bis right band,
says: "I swear by God tho Almighty and All
Wiso that I will speak tho puro and full truth,
and nothing but tho truth, In answer to any-
thing I may bo askod by tho court." Jewish
witnesses, while using tho somo words, add to
their solemnity by placing their hands on the
pago of n lllblo on which Is printed tho third
commandment, A Belgian witness swears to
be voracious in theso words: "I will speak tho
truth, tho whole truth, and nothing but tho
truth, so holp mo Qod and all tho saints."

In Italy tho form Is much the same, but the
uso ot tho Bible imparts a greater degree of seri-
ousness to it. "I will swear to toll the truth,
the wholo truth, and nothing but tho truth,'
exclaims tho Italian witness, resting his hand
upon an opon lllblo. Tho Spanish oath is mora
elaborate Tho wltnoss, kneeling on his right
kneo, places his hand on tho sacred book, and
being asked by the Judge. "Will you swoar by
Uod and by thoso holy Gospels to speak ths
truth to nil you may bo askcdl" answors, "Yes,
I swear." Thereupon tho Judgo says: "Then
if thus you do, Qod will reward you, and If not,
will require it of you." In somo parts of the
country tho ceremony Is different. Tho wit-
ness forms a cross by placing tho middle of his
thumb on'tho middle of his forcllnger, and kiss-
ing his thumb a practlcu which would prob-
ably bo very familiar to somo English witnesses

t claims: "By this cross I swear."
.' Tbo most curious European oath Is adminis-
tered in Norway. Tho wltnoss raises his
uiumu, nts loronngor, ana nis miaaie nngor.
Theso signify Iho Trinity, while tho largor of
tho uplittod finger Is supposed to reprcsont tho
soul of tho witness, and tho smaller to indicate
his body. Before tho oath Is taken a long ex-
hortation is delivered, tho most material parts
of which are as follows: "Whatever person Is
bo ungodly, corrupt, or hostllo to himself as to
twour a false oath,or not to keep tho oath sworn,
sins In such a manner as it he were to say: 'If
I swenr falsely, then may God tho Father, God
tho Sou, aud Uod tho Holy Ghost, punish mo,
so tbat God tho Father, who created mo and all
mankind In His Image, and His fatherly good-
ness, graco and mcr.y, may not profit mo, but
that 1, as a perverse and obstinate transgres-
sor and sinner, may bo punished eternally In
hell, If 1 swear falsely, then may all
I have and own in this world bo cursed: cursed
bo my land, field, nnd meadow, bo that I may
never enjoy any fruit or yield from them; cursed
bu my catilo, my beasts, my sheep, so that after
this day they may nover thrive or beneflt me:

ca, cursed may I bo and everything I possess,J f tho law's delay Is among the ot
tho Norwegians, it would not be difficult to
trace it to U10 'good mouth-fillin- oathe," that
precedo tho real business of their courts.

For real plcturcsquencss in oath-takin- the
courts ot less civilized countries must be vis-
ited. Like tho soldier In Jacques's familiar
speech, they are "full of strango oaths." Tho
peoplo who have shown tbcmsclvos to bo most
resourceful in tho making of oaths ore tho Chi-
nese. Slicing off a cock's head is one mode of
Impressing a Chinaman with tho importance ot
tolling tho truth: breaking n saucer is another;
blowing out a lighted candlo is a third. Tho
beheading of tho cock is supposed to represent
tho fate of tho liar; tho cracking ot tho saucer
and tho extinguishing ot tbo candle Indicate
what will happen to tho soul of the witness who
does not tell tho truth. In Mohammedan coun-
tries every witness holds tho Koran in front ot
him, and bonds down until his forehead touches
tbe sacred volume. Tho position of the bodv is
ot tbe utmost lmportanco in most countries, but
in nono baa superstition left the supreme con-
scientiousness that distinguished tho Irish wit-
ness in the days of tho Brehons. He took three
soparato oaths, the first standing, tho socond
Bitting, and the third lying, as thoso wore tho
positions in which his llfo was spent.

Many Indians are sworn on tigers' skins, in
tho belief that if thoy delilo their lips with lies
tbelr bodies will become food for tigers, while
others stand upon a lizard's skin, and ask that
their bodies shall bo covered with the scales of
the reptiles If they forswear themselves. Tbe
Burmcso witness, who requests to be destroyed
In no tower than flvo different ways If be is
guilty of perjury. Is not content tht the pun-
ishment should fall upon himself alone. Ho
Includes his relations. "Let us bo subject,"
he prays, "to all the calamities that are
within the body and all that are without tho
body. May we be seized with madnessMdumb-nes- s,
