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MORE FIRES .IN CHICAGO.

THE QUADRANGLE CLUR AT THE
VNirEBSITY DESTRUTEIK

Another Dawntewn Dlaso Where Revaral Fire-
men Mere Injured Itobbers mart a fire
Panic la a Department Htore One Man Was
nnraed to Death In the Coliseum nlaie.

Ciiioauo, Dec. 25. The hnndsnmo building ot
tho Quadranglo Club, at Lexington avenue nnd
Fifty-eight- h street, with Its valuable collection
ot paintings and works ot art, was destroyed by
tiro early this morning. Tho loss 1b estimated
at $15,000.

Tho club was practically an adjunct
of the University ot Chicago, Its mem-
bership bolng composed ot university pro-

fessors. It was ono of tbo most select and
oxcluslro clubs in tho city. The treasures of art
It contnlnod woro famous, and included rnre
and valuable paintings, sculpture, antiques, and
curiosities, gatborcd In many lands by tbo men
ot culture and taslo w ho dlrcctod its affairs.

The flro did Its work so quickly and thor-
oughly that in llttlo moro than an hour after
thoblarowas discovered oven thing wns con-

sumed hut tho tour walls standing
to mark the spot.

Six employees who slept on tho promises had
narrow oscapes from donth, and had It not boon
for tho bravery and presence ot mind of F. II.
Wheeler, tho steward of tho club, thoy would
probably all have perished.

Tho porsons who escaped so narrowly wero:
F. II. Wheeler, stoward, aud his wlfo who slept
on tho third floor: Joseph Condon nnd Edward
Woodruff, colored porters w ho slept In the base-
ment: Thomas Morgan, tho colored cook, and his
wife, w ho slept In the basement.

Wheolor was awakened from sleep by falling
china unci glass ware In tho burning pantry. Ho
awakened tho others and tbey got out in tbelr
bare foot,

Tho Flro Department wns slow In getting to
the bhi70 on account of tho Coliseum lire, nnd
failed to save an) thing. Thn loss was total.
Pome of tlio paintings wero vory vnlunblc,
among them being ono by Lnwronec Earlo. Tho
furnishings. nsida from Iho art treasures, wero
valued nt $7,000.

Prof. Harper. President of tho Club, said the
building would at once bo replacod with ono
similar to the old clubhouse.

Tho brick building 183 to 187 Fifth
nve-nu- was entirely destroyed by tiro at 2
o'clock this morning. Ihn blnze startod on the
fourth floor ot tho building, occupied by the
Knickerbocker Shirt Company. Tho cause ot
the lire Is unknown. Three firemen. John Ken-no-

Truck 1: James Mct'ambrldgc, plpcmnn;
Capt, Dennis McSwoonoy, Engine 31. woro hurt
by falling glass and ilCbrls. Capt. McSwccney
cannot rccovor. Ho had a dozen broken bones.
Tho dense Binoko hampered the firemen In their
work for an hour nnd they wero unnblo to toll
just whero tho flro wns. Finally they entered
Iho building nnd broke out tho windows. As
thoy did so. llamcs hurst from tho third and
fourth floors.

Second and third alarms wero sounded nnd
thirty engines were soon nt work. The building
was occupied an follows: Iho basement and first
floor bv J. tc P. Coats: second floor.

& Co.. babies' shoes; third floor, F. A. Foster &
C dry goods; fourth floor, Knickerbocker Shirt
Company; tlfth floor, 11, J. Franks, tailors' sup-
plies; sixth floor, Blourock & Smith, hats and
caps.

By the ruso of starting n tire mid cnuslng a
panic in tho crowded storo of M. Itothschlld 8:
Co. yesterday afternoon two men tried to exe-
cute a plan for robbing tho storo bank, which
contained $70,000 nt the time. Tho plot was
frustrated only by the timely action ot Miss
Amelia Grodzlnsky, ono ot tho omployecs, who
put out tho tire, receiving sovcro burns, bbe
alarmed the clerks in tho bnnk.

Johnson a death cannot be accouutcd for, ns
ho was not oven known to bo missing, but Ills
supposed that he was attending to soma work,
or that hn went Into tbe blazing building to
eavo his tools nnd wiia cnuglit by tho falling
roof and burled. None of tho othor: who wero
reported missing w as burned, nnd all w ere found
to havo mado their way in safety out, of the
building.

Nearly all tho Chicago papers grossly exag-
gerated the financial losses. One estimated tho
total loss at700.000, which is fully three times
the actual loss. At nn outsldo figure $100,000
would cover every dollar of losses sustained by
oxhlblturs and occupants uf the building, which
wero placed by one papor hero at $450,000. lis
figures wore based on estimates given by exhib-
itors themseh cs.

ABun Instance, Frank Bostock, tho Zoo man,
placed his loss an a couplo of carrousels, or
" at $100,000. They proba-
bly did not cost him $5,000. Other estimate
were in like proportion. President Dickinson
of thn Coliseum Company said tho Coliseum
would not be rebuilt.

Just tho smallest kind of a flro In Iho lop floor
of tho tenement nt 554 Tenth avenue cost the
llfo of Fireman James F. Calnan jesterday
morning. Calnan was tho driver on Engine 31,
and was considered a caroful and skilful horse-
man. Tho overturning of tho engine which was
tbo cause of tbo driver's death also Injured En
gineer Patrick F. Lcnlhan, but not seriously.

It was about t) o'clock when nu alarm came In
at tho engine houso nt 110 West Thlrt third
street from the box nt Tenth avenuo and Forty-fir-

Btrcot. Tho cnglno turned out immedi-
ately, us n first alarm from that box calls for
Englno 34. Calnan wns on tbo driver's seat,
and, as is usual with tho Ilremon who handle
horses, wob at rapped into his seat, tho strap go-

ing across bis hips. This is dono so that the
driver may not be joltod from his perch. Ho
needs both bis hands and all his attention for
tbo driving. Tho ongino swung around into
Tenth avenuo and up tho avenue between tho
car tracks nt full speed, tho horses galloping
and Calnan urging them on.

At Thirty-nint- street a surfneo car was com-
ing down. Calnan pulloil his horses toward tho
curb, and ns they turned u woman mid llttlo
girl stepped out from behind tho car, almost In
front of tho horses.

"Lookoutl Get hack!" shouted tho driver at
the top of his voice,

Tho llttlo girl screamed nnd clutched nt tho
knees of tho woman, who stood still, unnnicntly
helpless from terror. It wns porf cctl vov ldcnt that
they could not save themselves. Calnan, exurt-In- g

all bis strength, pulled his horsesstlll fur-
ther In townrd tho curb, nnd the ponderous en-
gine, already swaying from tho turn out of tho
street tar true ks, lui ched perilously as It passed
by tho terrified woman ami child, clearing them
by n scant yard, and swung tow ard tho sidewalk.

Tbo driver turned his horses again, nnd,
though the engine seemed running on two
wheels for u Becond, it settled back, aud the in-
cident would have ended 'iicrely as n narrow
escape but for tho fact that there is a hydrant
on that corner. Tho hub of ono of tno wheels
caught on tbo water plug and throw tho englno
so violently lo tho side thai It rocked be) nnd tho
point of equilibrium. Seeing his porll. Calnan
snatched al the strap thnt held him, meaning to
leap out from the m uhlne. For tho fraction of
nsocond it roslsted his efforts. When ho got
fluo tho machine wns toppling, and, though ho
tried to jump, it was too lute, for ho fell upon

the eurh and tho englno camo over trpon him.
Engineer lcnlban, whoHvns on behind, was
thrown several yards. Injuring his right knoo
leverclv.

The sound of tho falling ongino toon brought
a crowd, nnd In a fow minutes tho englno wns
raised sulllclcntly to admit of Calnun's romovnl.
Ho wns carried Into Stevenson's brewery. Mean-tlm- o

nn ambulance had bocn summoned from
ltoosovc.lt Hospital, but tho surgeon only needed
ono look at the crushed tl reman to mako his de-
cision,

"There s nothing to bo dono," hesaid, "thq
man' clu m is nil gono."

Ho had hit diy flnlshod speaking when Calnan
dlod. The doctor said Iho mlnuto tho englno
struck him he must havo been rendered uncon-
scious. Unlhan's kneo was oxnmlnivi nnd
bandaged Tho Injury Is not sorlous. Tho flro
cnglno vv is wrecked. Moantlmo men from tho
other companies had pill oul Iho flro In tho tono-nion- t,

wliii h was cnusod by n ChrlslmaB tree
Igniting iho dn nngo was about 50. Tho
woman mul tho llttlo girl who wero tho innocent
oaiiso of (' ilnan's death dlsnppcarod.

Calnan was 'JH years old, married, nnd had
four rliililrun. Ho lived nt 71 Barrow stroet,
Mrs. Cain in was nt Christmas service when tho
now s of her husband's dent h w as brought to hor.
Bho Is prostrated from the shock. Tho I'oad
driver s ninradcs snenk lu tho highest terms of
his ofllclcncy and courage.
