New Havex, Conn., Deo, 25— *Johnnis"
Powers 18 staggered. Evorybody who drivos
ever the old Providence plke for any longth of
time knows and llkes Johnnle Powers, the ordl-
narily phllosophloal tender of the big slectrio
swing draw at busy Tomlinson’s Uridge on the
Quinniplae River, Mr, Powers, although oole-
brated as a LUfe-saver at tho river side, and faith-
ful servant of the publio without an acecldent
these many yoars, b belng snowed under by
remonstrances both wverbal and eplatolary in
sonssquence of an impatlent utrverance made
fn the line of his work when he de
eolared that “birds are fools. Ho made this
remark one day last summer after he had swung
the draw for the fourteonth time that day to
otop a free fight between the large colonies of
English sparrows and parple martine which
tonanted tho bridge. The birds neat in the orna-
mental lron posts which tower abore the
tondor's lover room on the draw. Tolis room s
suapended over the narrow rondway.

Now, Mr, Powaers Is just a little sorry that he
made the remark. There wera several per-
sons about at the time, Including a magnzine
artist, and a mouth or so later Mr. Powors was
surprised to ind himsell guoted as above inan
arilale In that maguzine upon the birds, and the
artist had made him still further famous by
portraying him (n the nct of swinging the big
draw In order to stop the battlo. But that was
only tho beginning of his troubles In the mat-
ter, for over since ho haa been s shining mark
for lovera of birds, who feel indignant because
of his sweening declaration.

“Of all the places to got into hot water, this
Bore draw {s the star,"” sald Johnnie yesterday,
*and of all the troubles tuat I've ever had on it,
boy and man, this battle of the birds, and the at-
tacks upon me which have followed, have been
the worst by a long shot. Who's a-golng to run
this daraw, them birds or me? When you get n
lot of highly educated folks after you, like I
have in this matter, it makes you fes] as though
bridge tending atn't what it waas once. They've
got ma so mixed up on it that sometimes I'm in
doubt as to which [aright, them people or me.

“ Why, ite worss," sald Mr. Fowers, ns he took
o fow whiffs at his pipe and then reflocted, *{t'a
worso, I say, than bearing up under Lthe nbuse of
the river hogs that pass up down and through this
heredraw. Did you ever notice that pedestrians
and teamsters will mostly give way quietly to
the passage of traffio throngh ndrawbridge and
walt patiently, even In m driving raiostorm, but
a river hog don't do nothing but kick and swear
it ho bhaas to wait for one team to drive off the
draw. He'll blow his whistla at three miles

LIKED TO CHANGE GHOSTS.

THAT, MR. ALLEFE BAID, WAS WHY
HE KILLED S0 MANY MEN.,

A Texns Desparado wi Menne of Hamar and
n Beady Plstol<Eight Ghosta In His Traln
~The Bast an Editer Who Waa Rloguent
When Drank and Mepentant When Rober,

Onee upon & timo when Alfred Alles was half
drunk and wholly good-natured a Ban Antonio
man asked him why he had killed so many per-
pons, Loaning with his back agalnst the bar
counter, with his hands thrust deep into his
pockeots and a queer lookon hisugly face, he
mnde anawer:

* Booaune I like to change ghosta."

He {8 n ghost himself now. A yoar ago, In
Laredo, threo Mexionns who hated him found
him in his shirt slesves, weaponless and in-
toxfoated, They set to work on him with
kuilven, Mo was Incapable of realstance, and
sald nothing more thant

“Don't do that! You don't know what you
are dolng. Don't do that "

Ho had elght wounds on hilm when ploked up,
and every one of them went to the hollow. He
was a thoroughly butchered man, Each of the
knifeo stnbs reprosented s life that he had taken,
Allee wns an wecurate shot, remarkably
awift with his pistol, and one of the
wost coolly desperate men the Hio Grande
frontler his known, The pnsslon for slaughter
voemod to grow on him, and in the Inst decade
of his lfe he killed four men in aftrays, For
vach of these kiilings he stood trinl In thecourls
and was acquitted, sometimes on the plea of
self-defence nnd somnctimes for no renson at all
that any one could me Oconslonally ho was
drunk when making his record, but not nlwaya,
He was a nierelless inan at all throes, nnd whis-
key did nol make him any more or any less
murderous,

Alfred Alleo was born In sonthwestern Texns,
and followed the tusiness of all natives. That
Is to hay, he was a ranchman. He hod only a
commuon school education, and early developed
tralts of wildness, Ho consorted habituslly
with the rustler part of thoe populution and wan
n frequent Hgure ab dances, horse races, and
cockfights, Ho was a deaperate ghmbler when
onoe engegod, annd those who dealt for bim were
carcful todeal “asquare,” More than once he
was accused of standlog In with thy many gangs
of cattle thieves with which the country was in-
fested, bul this wans never proved, It iscertain
that he was a rigidly upright man in business,
and his word was as good as his bona,

The frst four murderas with which ho wos
charged were ordinary affairs of the ranch, the
cow camp, and tho estile trall. The wvictime
were Mexicans or cowboys of no prominence,
and they brought thelr slayer no grest amount
of reputation. He was known as s man who
would shoot quickly and well, and one upon
whom It was hard to get the drop, but he was
not classed with the glit-edged killers, of whom
something llke a dogen owned the Rio Grande
country. Alles was not brought into immediste
contact with any one of them, which was per-
haps n good thing for them, snd he went along
the aven tenor of his way, kliling an obscurs
person now und thep, but exciting no specinl
cotment or remark,

About this time he mwoved to Pearsall, the
county seat of Frio county, and Ollt’llﬂéd in
shipping cottle. 1t was at the height of the
“ nester " excltemment. Pasture fonces were cub
nightly, eattle wore siolen by the hundred hend,
anil the rough element was {n the asceadant,
The ranchmuen of Frio county formed the Cat-
tlemen's Protective Assoclation, and mnde a
lusiness of running dowu Lhe thleves. Sowe of
them were tried and sent to the puu!lanﬂnr{.
buta good many monqulet’i; dissppoared. ;
waus glvenout that they bhad led Lhe country,an
noone made particular Inquiry for thelu, All
through the monthaof October and November,
188D, however, it was poticed that the Mexloan
vuliures wore plentiful aboul the mesquite
grown pastures of Frio manl{. Now and Lhen
A corpss with a good many bullet holes In {v
floated down the Frio River. Himultaneousl
the cattle business began to pay larger divl-
dends, 1t was not known then but it subse-
quently developed thiut Alles was one of the
most trusted mnd effoctive ngonts of the Cattle-
wen's Protective Assoclation, His former inti-
micy with the rustler slemout T"W Lim exoep-
ticnal advantages, and he utllized them. A
choice was offered to him, and he wisely do-
uvided to reuge himself oo the slde of law and

order.

Re-established In the good !zuces of the
wealtny men of that section and well pald by
them. hils desire to kill llmuobmlr nol o runtler
sot the bolter of him, The atfalr brought Lim
nto State prominence, The vivtim was named

odus. He was shot on_ the public sguare of
Poarnall. He reavhed for his pistol, but Allco
hiid him covered Lefore his fingers tonched the
butt and he went dend in his tracke. 1thodes
wan well connectod in the lower countfes and
his player was bitterly prosecutod,
was the plea nnd Justilubbe howleide the ver
digt. This affair cast Allee all the money he
had made from the cattlemen and he went to
deinking.

Hoarding an International and Groat North-
ern pnsacngor train at Colulla, La Salle county,
one nlght, be quarrellovd wilh 4 negro ear porior,
NolLknowing his man, tho noegro attemptid Lo
put bim off the train. Alles killed him, or

A Novel Exposiiion to He Held Here in the
Bpring.

There's golng to be a now kind of exposition In
New York early nextspring. It is a blg intere
patlanal health exposition and will open In the
Industrial bullding (Grand Ceutral "alace) on
April 25, The promotern of the exposition are
working In coOperation with the New York
Houschold Economie Association and a large
number of kindred organizations, and they pro-
poso to make thelr ahow practiesl, sclentifio,
and educitional, covering everything that re-
Intes Lo health, Indoors and outdoors, and show-
fng the snnitary and hyglenle progress of the
century.

Clnrles F, Wingate, the sanitary engineer, |8
the supervising director of the cxposition; K. B,
Greone s the Secrotary, and Montgomery Maze
the Tremsurer. Mr., Wingate says that the
schemo has grown boyond all his expectations,
and that it gols bigger and blgger every day.

“The thoe I8 ripe for just such an undertak-
ing," he soid to a SoN reporter, * No attempt
hns heretofore been made to gather together
under one roof the wonderful varlety of ohjects
which iHustrate the limmensely wide and lmpor-
want fleld of sanitary science and the marvel
lous progress which bas been made in that re-
spect of lnte years, An extruordinary revival
of interest In sanltary matters Is belng shown
these daye, partly because of recent epldemics
fnone city or another, und aldo as n reault of
the recent munleipal reform movements which
hisve led to an active discusslon of street cloan-
fng methods, public baths and playgrounds,
water gupply, sl other sunitary problems,

“At this exposition will be shown ull the
modern systems of house heating, ventlation,
plumbing, und so on, and slso comparative ex-
Hibits of new and primitive hospital arrange-
ments, systems of sewernge for oitivs and vil-
lng=s, u modern schoolroom und the other kiod,
madel tenements, hoalth fgod, and many other
thing#. In short, wa will cover the departuienis
