20.—The dctectives of the
Incal Police Department have beon at work aince
yoaterday morning, hoping to solve Lhe attempt
at arson on the Tontine Hotel, where a hundred
lves were In Jeapardy un Christmas morning,

Today's developmenta have been ao satisfac.
tory that the doteotives say they know the
nams of the man and that they will have him
undar arreat befors morning. The story glven
out t-nlght tends to prove that thers s a con-
spiracy, and that the man whom the polloe are

inspired the attempt to fire the Tontine. Thin
is the third attempt to burn the buliding,

The Tontine went Into new handas In June last,
and the new proprietor, George T. White, was
for several years with Heublein Broa, of Hart-
ford, and later with their branch house In Now
Haven. He bas managed the houss with suo-
cesa nnd also In such & way as to secure the en-
mity of certaln persons, The fire wan discov-
ered abiout H:20 o'clock by the night watchman,
John Burton, N

The Incendiary jstered ss R. Ioocke of
Nownrk, N. J.. ahort f. before midnight on Fri-
day. Locke pald his bill {u adyancs and was
shown to the room by Purton, The stranger
carried a tel o valise, and did not once al-
low It to leave his hands until the room was
reached, declining a1l offers of assistance from
Burton. This incldent aronsed Burton’s curlos-
ll?'.u.ml. when he returned to the office he said to
Mr. 1'oole:

That Burton was correct In his dednetions
waa ahown by Intor developments, From that
time the hours passed without Incldent until §
o'clock.
