Slat Bnainrrr Adams Beport to the Canal
Cemmlttre Tbe Indented Ct Due t the
Fact That as the Work Frorr rased the
Caaal Wall Teppled Over Inta (he Cannl.

20.-- AS staled In Tint Son
la tweck nn oddltlonnl 7,000,000 will lio

neoded to comploto tho genoral Improvements
to tho Eric, Oswego, nnd Chamnlaln canals,
which were commenced over two years ago.
This is shown conclusively In ft roport mado by
State Englnoer Campbell W. Adams nnd Stato
Superintendent of Publlo Works Georgo W.
Aldrldge to tho Exeoutlvo Canal Committee,
This committee had much to do with tho Inau-

guration and prosecution of theso canal Im-

provements nnd represent In Its membership
the canal and commercial Interests of Iho Stnto.
It. R, Hefford of Buffalo Is tho Chairman of. tho
committee, and tho rcpozt Just made to him de-

tails tho work already finished nnd thnt wh'lch
remains to bo completed. In this Improve-
ment Is Involved 451 miles of cannl, the Rrlo
nnd Oswego being deepened from seven to nine
feet and tho locks lengthened to doublo boat
length, whllo tho Chnmplaln Canal is to bo
deepened from six to seven feot.

At tho commencement ot tho work Stato En-
gineer Adams estimated lta cost at 911,573,-00-

or $2,073,000 more than was appropriat-
ed for the work. In this estimate ho figured
that tho materials excavated from tho canal
bottom could be used in raising tho embank-
ments. It has been found that tho excavated
material Is unfit for uso except to strengthen
embankmonls, and that new material must
be used In raising tho embankments. This en-

tails n double quantity of excavation, nnd If this
foaturo could have been foreseen and the cost
thereof addod to tho Stato Engineer's esti-

mates. It would alono havo covered all other
discrepancies and brought tho total appropria-
tions needed to complete tho work up to

tho amount which It Is now known
will bo required. As tho work hns progressed
many unforeseen difficulties have arisen, pre-
cluding tho carrying out of tho Improvements
within tho estimates. As the excavation of
the canal bottom proceeded the canal wall, al-

ready dilapidated and weak, toppled over In
hundreds ot places, and In other Instances tho
foundations of bridge abutments wcro weak-

ened by tho excavations and fell in. New canal
wallsund bridges havo had to bo construct-
ed at a cost of hundreds of thousands of dollars,
which expenditures had not been anticipated.
The original estimates woro prepared in almost
total ignorance of tho physical condition ot the
structures and walls along the canal and of the
character of the materials to be excavated.
Between Buffalo and Tonawanda an extra
9130,000 had to be spont in protecting the canal
bank, for as the excavation proceeded the old
alopos began to slide Into the canal, which de-

veloped a crack In tho towpath fc mile and a
quarter long.

Another section ot the work that has been
prollflu of Increased cost over the estimates
and of difficulties to bo encountered is the
"Jordan lore," on the mlddlo division, extend-
ing between locks 50 nnd 31. Bridge abutments
along this section slid into the canal, simply
from bolng rellovcd of the counterbalanclnr;
weight of tho superstructure while attempting
to raise tho latter to tho now required height.
Thcsehave had lobe rebuilt at considerable cost.

Sinco tho wotor bus boon withdrawn from
tho Champlaln Canal n piece ot tho towpath
about 1,000 feet In length, but near which no
work has yet been done, has broken away of its
own weight, and about hnlf tho towing path
and the walls for tbo distance stated have
slipped iuto tho canal. The prct-cn- t condition of
affairs Is simply due to old ago and forces be-
yond tho control of any one. Tho fentures of
tho work Involvlngadditionnlquuutltics or extra
Items prevail to a greater or less degreo
throughout the lcnpth of tho cnnnls.

Tho major portion of tho cost of tho Improve-
ment work Is not Involved In tho necessary ex-
cavations, hut in the repairing and rebuilding
of walls and structures in order tn mako them
conform to the new conditions. 1'or instance,
if the nddltionnl dcpth;be attained by lowering
the canal bottom two feet. It then becomes
necessary to extend the walls down to the same
depth and prepare a now foundation therefor.
Otherwise they will surely topplo over into tho
canal.

A fair idea of the great cost of thn vertical
walls can bo obtained when it in known that
twenty miles, ono sldo only, will consumo a
million dollars, and that tno whole work in-
volved is 4D4 miles long. The old slopo walls
constltuto another pt the important features
involving additional cost.ua theso walls must be
rebuilt in many places. New culverts havo
had to bo constructed, nnd the old aqueducts
wcro found to ho in bad condition phyblcally.
Tbo Crano Brook aqueduct on the middlo di-
vision will havo to bo rebuilt before thn
opening ot navigation next spring. Tiiero will
be quite a number of places where tbero will ho
but eight feet of wntor after tho improvements
aro completed. These occur at thn aqueducts,
where It 1 not absolutely necessary to do any
work to obtain eight feet of water, nnd they
aro thereforo plannod to bo left in their present
shape for a few years more, until tbo necessity
for rebuilding them will offer tho opportunity
ot making them conform to tho nine-foo- t stand-
ard.

On tho Erie twenty-eigh- t locks remain to bo
lengthened. Of these, sixteen are at f'ohocs,
close together, and five nt Lockport. Each of
theso two sots nf locks is to bo replaced with
a stnglo steel lifting lock. The locus nt Cohoos
aro scattered along n distance of over thrco
miles nnd follow a tortuous, dangerous sldo-hi-

route. To lengthen theso locks nnd irn- -

tho levels between thein will cost $1,800,-00- .
An exceptionally advantageous oFfcrnn-tiv- o

route 1b offcicd at this point, which. If
adopted, would effect n saving in construction
of (1100,000 and an annual saving in operation
of 40,000. In closing, tho report says:

"It has been sorely disappointing to those
charged with tho conduct of this great work
that it has been found Impossible to confine its
cost to thn limits of tho first appropriation.
Tho fact thsr. only those fow contractors vrho
wem equlpucl with tbo best plant and organiza-
tion havo been ahlo to glean any profit from
their work nnd that most of the others are
poorer when their contracts uro Unlshed than
when they wcro begun should be sufficient evi-
dence that tho Stato Is not being robbed.

"Of tho 454 inllea ot work involved. 307 are
now unaer contract. Of this amount 250 miles
Is on tho Krio, 22 miles on the Oswego and 2U
miles nn tho Champlaln Canal. Tho whole
work has been divided into 125 contracts, for
which tho engineer's estimates call for14,-448,10-

which Is divided between tbo three
canals as follows: Erin Canal. $11,031,125;
Chnmplsin Canal, 91,(199,071: Oswego Canal,
$1,4.18,203. Sovnnty-thre- o of these eontracts
havo boon awarded for 97.ltif.blJ. Eloven of
theso rontracts uro completed nnd havo cost
9701,001, which is $110,181 In excess of tho
engineer's estimates,

"Iho contracts nlreadylct cover what are
hollered to bo tho most ditlleiilt iiortlons ot tho
proposed improvement, which will rcqulro
97,000,000 to complete. With thnt sum avail-abl-

wo uullora tho entlro improvement can
probably bo completed at tho opening of navi-
gation in IBOO, What steps shall bo taken to
comploto the work must, ot course, bo deter-
mined by the Lcglslatuie, but that its prompt
completion on the linos on which it has been
begun U a necessnry, wise, and expedient un-
dertaking cannot ba gainsaid,"

II USOEH AMID PLENTY.

A Man Fauna Dying In Troy or Starvation
and Consumption on Cbrlairaaa Day.

TnoT, Deo. 26. A woman rushed excitedly
Into the Jail last evening and told Jailor Loomls
that a man was dying In Read's alley. Loomls
ran around Into tbo alley and found lying on a
squalid bed a man apparently in the agony of
death. Tbero was nclthor light nor lira In tho
baro room. As soon as light and fire bad been
obtained City Physician Dickson was sum-
moned.

"I don't think there's any hope for him,
Loomls," said Dr. Dickson, as bo bent over the
unfortunate man and administered n strong
stimulant.

Presently the action of the stimulant was
felt, and tho man was able to talk, lio said that
his name was John Waldron, aud that ho was
30 years old.

"I have bcon In this room for two weeks," he
said with much effort, "and during that tlmo I
have had but little or no attention from any
ono I am dying ot hunger aud consumption.
Two weeks ago I becarao too 111 to go about, and
I laid dovrii on this bed. I havo been here ever
since. Somo of the neighbors, and Ood knows
they aro ns poor as I am, havo corns In here now
and then wilh a crust or two of bread, I havo
not had uny doctor, and I'm dying,"

When tbo ambulancu arrived to take Wal-
dron to tho hospital it was apparent tbut death
would soon release him fiom his woes, Waldron
Is n Herman, who has alwavs been highly
thought uf by thojo who knew him, Ho was u
man oi superior idiicntlon mat much refine-
ment. Ills prldu kept him from muklnj known
his condition aud appealing to the authorities
for aid.

The First Reformed' rretbrtarinn Charcfc CU
atimtea It Centennial.

Tho First ttefornied Presbyterian Church was
lOOyoirsold yesterday, a vonorablcrago In this
country, nud consequently there was an elabo-
rate cclobratlon ot tho event. Tho Intorlof of
the edifice, on Twelfth street, near Sixth ave-
nue, was decorated with flags, palms, and pottod
plants. Prof. David Stoolc, D. 1)., of Philadel-
phia, fatbor of tbo pastor, preached tho morning
ermon. Tn tho evening tho ltov. James Dallas

Steele, Ph. J)., who has been pastorof the church
since 1801, mado an Interesting address.

In 1780 tho Ror. James Held, Commissioner
from tho Haformcd Presbytery of Scotland,
camo to this country and proachod in the houso
ot John Agnnvv nt 0 Peck slip. Thcro Mr. 's

two children, William and Mnry Ann
(attorward tho wlfo of tho ltov. Alexander lie-Loo-

tho tlrst pastor of tho church), wcro bap-
tized. Agnow was nn Irish covenanter, who
had been driven from his homo tn Belfast

ot bis sympathy with tho struggling col-
onics In America, Ho was n moving spirit
in tho socloty which was formed nt
Ills house in 1700. Other recruits from
Ireland and Scotland arrived, and on Dae.
20, 1707, the First Reformed Presbyterian
Church was organized with ilfteou members.
Tho first communion was celebrated In August,
1708. lu a schoolroom on Cedar street. Tho ltov.
Alexander McLcod, D. D was Installed as tho
first pastor on July 0, 1801. Ho hesitated about
accepting tbo call ot tho church bocnuso there
were slaveholders among tho members. Tho
church considered tho matter nnd doctded to
purge tbo rolls of thososlavoholders alroady

to membership, and forever after to.cx-clud- o

others from tho congregation. This was a
radical movement nt such nn early period of tho

movement.
Tho meetings of tho new church were first held

in Cedar street, but later nframo building was
erected on Chambers Btrcet on tho slto now oc-
cupied by tbo American News Compnny's build-
ing. In 1818 a larger and moro commodious
brick structuro was built on tho same slto. Dur-
ing thewnrot 1812 Pastor McLcod. who was a
truo patriot and nn eloquent preacher, ad-
dressed largo audiences on the necessity of
maintaining tho independence and dig-
nity of tho Union. In Juno, 1830,
n second congregation for uptown mem-
bers was established, but there came a
division In tho church in 1833 over tho civil
government ot tho organization. Thoro was
eonsidct ablo litigation ns to tho ownership of
tho Chambers street edifice. During this
trouble tho Union Presbyterian Church build-
ing, nt Prlnco nnd Marlon streets, was pur-
chased and used by tho members of tho original
congregation.

On Jan. 14. 1833, tho Rev. John Nell MoLeod
was called to the pnstorato after the death of
his father. Ho continued In this relation until
1874. Sinco then the church has bad tno pas-
tors, tho Ilnr. William Wylio. 1874-188- 5, nnd
tbo Rev. John M. Stephens, 1887-188- 0, besides
tho Rev, Mr. Steole, tho prosent Incumbent.
Tho removal to tho Twelfth street building took
plnce in 1840 to meet the demands of tho up-to- n

n members, and the church Is contemplating
another move still further north. Tho largest
membership has .been between four and Tlvo
hundred.

The centennial celebration will bo continued
on each evening this week until Thursday, and
will Includo a "guests' night," a missionary
meeting, and on entertainment by tbo young
people of tho society.

THE WORK or TEE CHUXC1I.

The Her. Mr. IVIck Given Ilia Idea ar It and
Introduces n Ioem.

Tho Rev. Robert K. Wick, pastor of the
Wuyne Street Reformed Church, in Jersey City,
preached last night the fifth of his series of ser-
mons on " What Peoplo Think." Some woeks
ago Mr. Wick sent out six questions to 200 men,
nnd ho is taking the answers as tho text for his
sermons. The sermon last night was based on
tbo answers to the question, " What can the
churchos do to lessen tbo amount of vice nnd
crlmo I" In tho courso of bis sermon Mr. Wick
said:

"It Is tho Christian's duty to Insure tho elec-
tion of good men as lawmakers and executive
officers. This can only bo done by bis bolng
loyal to Christ and conscience at the primary
and the ballot box. Principle must always
como beforo party. It Is to ba feared that such
Is not always tho case. One of my advisers evi-
dently thought so, as be sent mo a littlo ditty,
which runs In this way:
Along In November, when chill was the weather,
Tvro ballots wcro cast In nbox togetber.
They nestleil up close. Ilko brother to brother,
xou couldn't tell ono of the votes from the other.

"Thepoot then deelnres that they were both
rum votes, and that they 'sanctioned tho license
plan.' Ho continues:
The one was cast by a Jolly old brewer.
And one by a Sunday school man.
The Sunday school man, no man coald be tmsr,
Kent buy all summer denocnolnt; tbo brewer.
But his fervor cooled on with tha change of the

weather.
And late In tbo autumn they voted togetber.
The Sunday sebool ninn had always been noted
for lighting saloons except wben be voted.
IIo piled up bis prayers with a holy perfection.
But knocked them all down on the day ot election.
The foxy old brewer was cheerful aud mellowt
Bald he. "I ailntlro that Hunday school fellow.
He's true to bis Church, to his party ho'e truer;
lie talks for tho 1 ord but lie votes for th brower."

"Inconsistency like this will never bring the
new Jerusalem down out of hoaven and estab-
lish it on tho earth.

"A banker udvlsca, 'Koep the churches open
seven daain tho week and offer counter at-
tractions to tho saloon,' and nn unknown frlond
counsels Iho establishment of an Institution
similar to tho Peonlo's Pnlnco connected with
the Jersey City Tabernacle. A minister says,
'Kxpel the ovil by crowding in tbo good.'

" This Is all very well as for as it goes. Every
church should havo a roof garden, a gymna-
sium, nn assembly hall, and all the other

nn Institutional church If possible, but
It Isn't enough to bo even tbo d

Institutional church only. lis liicmhershtD
must bo so imbued with tho spirit of God that
they will bo aggressive onough to carry Chris-tlanlt-

nnd Its hoallng and influ-
ences out into society and oven into tho lowest
haunts ot sin."

For tho first tlmo this season Winter sot tho
seal ot his royal presenco on this city yesterday.
Thcro has been snow earlier in tho season,
but It wns of an ovnncscont sort, nnd moiled as
soon as it reached the earth. This snow was
tho real thing, howovcr, Iho kind you can make
snowballs ot or coast on with a sled If you are
young enough; tho klud that you pay tohnvo
shovelled off tho sldowalk if you aro older and
have responsibilities. It was oven thick
enough for sleighing, and the Jlnglo of bells
was hoard on other turnouts than those of tho
fow erring horsemen who scrnpo tholr sleighs
over miles ot all hut bnro cobblostoncs from n
misbegotten ambition to be "tho first cutter on
tho road" each year.

Sunday morning slumbering Now Y'ork hnd
not waked up when thn snow began tu fall nt
half past 7 o'clock. In great, soft, wet flakes it
came, not perpendicularly, but taking slanting
lines under tho Impulsion of a modorato brcer.o,
nnd tho wholo prospect wns a whirling tlazzlo ot
white. Whcro it fell it lay, not melting, but
forming u basio layer for tho many other layers
of flakes to come. By church tlmo It was still
coming thick nnd fast, nnd umbrellas wcro tho
ordor of tho dny for churchgoers, but beforo
noon lhcro wai a consldernblo let-u- nnd when
It stopped, dying nwny In a final Hurry at hnlf
past 1, thero was n three-Inc- h thickness on tho
rrouiid lo show for tho six hours' downfall.

So heavy and sticky was the snow that It
banked up solidly when pressed by a ploush,
forming eventually nn awkward barrier. Ono
Third avenue cable car wai derailed and so
battered that it was removed from tho track.
Then tho company Bont out ono of Its big rotat-
ing sweepers. All thu lines whcro enr horses
nro used were behind tholr schedules, and
thero was moro or loss I rouble on c ery line.

On the much-travelle- streets walking was by
no mo ms on unalloyed joy. Trampled by
many feet, tho snow eoon degenerated Into
Bluli and water. Turned-ti- trousers wcio
much In voguo for tho itiulu populace, nnd in
feminine nltlro skirts wcro worn high and cau-
tiously. To the small boy tho snow was a boon
direct from Santa Claus, a sort of s

cxtru. thrown in qulto unexpectedly, nnd
tho youngster who had got a Bled In his stock-
ing exulted loudly over him whoso mainstay
was n drum. Brand-no- sleds of various de-
sign and mako wcro to be found ovcrywhero
vhero thcio was tho Brightest suspicion of n hill.
That other sport of urchlndom, snowballing,
was also much In evidence, wherefore it be-
hooved the man wilh n sill: lint to kecpnn ojo
out when approaching n corner and hold him-su-

In readiness to dodge. On tbo whole, thcro
is nothing else qulto to satisfactory lo lhrov
enowbalis nt as a allk hut, bceniiso, even it tbo
bat is missed, it is likeiy to fall olf when tho
mnn dodges. TheTO was a roynl enow light in
City linll placo, tho Park fatreet gang versus
thu Fivo Pointers, which was dually terminated
by tbo police nftcr several of tbo combatants
bud been so rudo as to inclose stones In their
snowhnlls.

Tho Bowery lodging
housos were full last night of those ono-da- la-
borers, who Blojit with bunched of quni'ern
clasped in their blistered hands Jess peacefully
than had they not been oppressed with that
fear of robbery which la one of Iho drawbacks of
wealth. What with a free dinner on tho day
beforo and remunerative jobs yesterday, tbo
great army of Intermittent tollers was playing
in distinguished luck.
