THE SECRET AERVICE.

wWasnmoton, Jan, 8.~The cleverest specl-
men of counterfelt pAper money ever sesn at
the Treasury Department was brought (n to-
day by Goorge Cremor, an official of the United
Biates BubTreasiry in Philadelphia, It Is a
$100 blll, wo perfectly execttsd that the experts
of the Becrst Service Divislon, after a thorough
examinntion, were divided In opinion on the
queation of its genulness, Chlef Hazen nt last
demonstrated that the note was s counterfelt.
Five spocimons of the dangerons counterfelt are
now In his hands,

Mr, Cromer rooelved the frst counterfelt at
the Philadelphin Bob-Troasury last Wednosday
from the Merchants' National Bank of that
city. The habitual oare with which notes of
Jarge dencininntion are scrutinized by the
Treasury officials led Mr, Cromer to examine
the $100 note closely. The color of the seal
arouned his susplcion, for It was lighler than
the shade of carmine used on the Government
potes of that denomination, He accepled the
note under protest. On Thursday three $100
bills were ttirned In at the same Sub-Treasury
by the cashier of the Philadelphia Custom
House, Thess also caused suspicion on acoount
of the color of the seal, and were ncospted under
proteat.

Mr, Cremer brought the four noles to Waah-
tngton this morning, and soon after his arrival
it was found that a hundred-dollar note, having
the same apparent defect as the othoers, had
been recolved In the cashier's division of the
Trensury in Washington. The five notes were
serutinized by every expert in the Beeret Bervice
Divislon, including the women experts, some
of whom are remarkably clever in Jdetecting
the work of counterfelters, Nearly every one
in the ofMce pranounoced the notes genulne, Mr.
Cremer, deapite his twenty yoars' experience In
hondling money in the Sub-Treasury, was about
to own that he was mistaken, when the hills
were submitted to Chiet Hazen. Mr. Haren sub-
mwitted one of h to a processof ateaming,
wiich showed t the note conalsted of two
shoets pasted together, lucloslng Lhe bits of sllk
fibro used In all Government and bank notes. A
genuine bill fs made from asingle plece of paper.

Upon the most eareful comparison of the sup-

department found several amall defects and ls-
sued this statement:

This is the most dangerous counterfelt note
known to tnis service, Tho most notlceable de-
fects aro to be found In the numbering and
senl, The former, which In all the notes
po 1ar mseen begin elther with * E345
br ** i ¥46,"” are differont In formation from
the genuine, especially the figures Band 4. In
the 8 the lower joop does not extend as far
toun d toward the centre of the figure as in the
genuine, Ain the 4 the dingonal line meets the
croes line in a sharp point, whereas In the genu-
ine it is blunt, Also the space butween the base
of the figure and the cross line in the counter-
felt s much narrower than in the genuine. The
seal is a shade lighter thun the genuine,

“The formatlion of the lotters in the word
*James,' under the portrait, is poor, The cross
line of the 'T' in Wrsbington, lower rignt cen-
ter face of note, only whows on the right hand
side of the upright, while in the genuine it is
pinimiy to be s¢en on both sides, In the genuine
portrait, between the buttons on the roll of the
coal, the shading Is made up of crossed diagonal
lines, forming small blocks; in the counterfelt
the lines only run one way, Tho parellel ruled
lines in the panels containing the number
are jn many places broken and disconnected,

MEXIOAN TELEGRAPH CHANGES.

An Arrmngement for Connectlions with the
Weatorn Union Lines Exclusively.

An arrangement has been made between the
Mexican Government and the Western Unlon
Toalegraph Company by which all telegraph busl-
nesn between Mexico and the rest of the world
shnll bo handled by the Mexiean federnl tele-
graph linea and thoso of the Woalern Unlon
Company, to the excluslon of all other lines, By
the terms of this arrangement nll despatches
are to be transipftted by the Western Unlon at
Laredo and El Paso, Tex., and from the Mexicin
fedoral linea to the cable at Galveston, The
Postal Telegraph Company is, by thls arrange-
ment, of course, prevented from dolng business
in Mexico,

The reason that led the Moxican Govern-
ment to make such an arrangement with the
Western Union was because the telegraph Hnoos
owned by tho Mexican rallroad companles have
been for some time violating their coneeasions,
It soems thint each railroad compnny in Mexico
has n telegraph line which it owns, By the
termy of the concesiionn frown the Mexiean Gov-
ernmont these lines are permitted to transmit
rallromd  business ouly, The rallroad  com-
panles, it ts snbil, have repeatedly violated their
agreement with the Government. Some of
theso lines have connections with the Mostal
Telegraph Cotmpany and others with the West-
ern nion.

When General Manager Chandlor of the Pos-
tal Telegraph Company was asked by n ro-

rier of Tux SN yesterday afternoon what

o know nbout this nreangement, he snid:

“I know that same thut ago sn arrangement
was mwade botween the Western Union Telo-

aph Company and the Mexican Telegraph
“ompany, which is controlled by the Mexi-
ean Government, for an exchange of busl-
nesda. I have not heard that the result of this
nrrangement would exclude all other telegraph
companies from doing business in Moxico, If
euch were the case I think I should have heard
of it. 1 know that there has been somo con-
troversy between the Mexican Govornment and
the rilllway telegraph lines over the interpreta-
tlon of the language of the concesslons made
by the Government Lo these lines, know also
thnt some legal urguments on the question have
boen mode. I have repd the articles of conces-
slon and, if the English language means any-
thinf‘ it scems to me that the articles of con-
cesslon glve the rallway telegraphs perfect
right to handle commercinl business. How-
ever, this Is & guestion that must be settled be-
twoen the Mexican Government nnd the rail-
road companles and one In which the Postal
'rn"l:‘rrnuh Company is not particularly inter-
eated.”

THE ADIUTANT-GENERAL'S REFPORT.

e Mecommonds Twe New Armories and in-
creascd Appropriations fer Uniforms.,

ALnaxy, Jan, 3,—Adjt-Gen. Tillloghnst has
mibmitted to Gov, Black his annual revort for
the last year. The strength of the National
Guard is 13,407 offlcers and enlisted men, The
strength of the Naval Militin 1s 25 officers and
483 enlisted men., The Adjutant-General says
that under the law of the State the Natlonal
Guard s limited asa maximum to 15,000 en-
listed men. If recruiting should be unusunlly
brisk, the organizations now In existonce could
readily bring the number of enlisted men up to
the maximum, and disbandment of organizn-
tions or discontinuance of recrulting would be-
come necessary, Under these conditions the
formatlon of new organizations Is not wise,

The Ninth Separate Company at Whitehall,
and the Twenty-ninth Separate Company at
Modino, are In need of armories. If the State
desires Lo retnin the services of theso organins-
tions, says the report, proper accommodations
should ba provided. All other orgaunlzations
either have nrmories or they are in the course
of construction, but there are several which
require remodelling or rebullding. Many of the
nrmoriea are provided with Indoor rifle ranges,
but quite a number have not this accommoda-
tion, and it should be provided as early as prao-
ticable, Conieal wall tents have been {ssued to
organientions as the quantity on hand permit
ted, and the issue will be continued as fast ns
meansare avallable, the plan being to supply
each organization with everything needed to
tnke the fleld, thoroughtly equipped, at a mo-
mernt's notlve.

Permission has been granted to regiments and
battalions which have heretoforo received the
State uniform in full to provide at their ownex-
pense a dress uniform different from that fur
nished by the State. In such cases the State
does not furnish a dross coat nor a dress hat.
The rule has boen established that no deviation
of any kind from Lhe uniform as prescribed In
regulntions will be suthorized. On this subject
tho Adjutant-Genoral says:

* Under the law but one State uniform is is-
sited to a soldler during his five yeara' term of
enlistment, Thisls nnfnrinulir Iuldo«l]ulle, but
the appropriation madoe by the Legia
the support of the National Guard will not pers
mit exira issues, and » lnmﬁr appropriation is
necessary to enable the soldlere of the Sinte to
appear properly and suitably dressed on all poca-
ah‘mn. Ine pair of trousers, one blouse, and one
enmipalgn hat cannot Iest five years and the
State should not expect men whuﬁlvatheir time
voluntirily to the State to provide themselves
with parts of uniforms.”

Rifle and pisiol practice was encouraged Inst
neason as much as practieable, For the first timo
officers have been required to practice firing
with revolvoers, and the Lroops arm with re-
volvers will hereafter be required to practice
with them.
