Tho (lovornraent
would be required only to maintain Just
the samo neutrality that it now maintains, and
to vote bolllgoroney would not aid tho revolu-
tionists. As bo looked at the progress of events,
Cuba was lost to Spain, nnd lost Irrevocably,
nnd In his opinion ft was not worth whllo for
the United States to hasten unnecessarily Into
a war with Spain to bring about tho Inevitable.

At tho conclusion of his remarks Mr. Hltt
movod to closo debate.

THE POST OFFICE OUT.

nepreseatallveQalgcTrrlav ta Delay tba Sew
Yarfa Itedurtlea Till tba Hoose Can Act.

Wariiinotok. Jan. 18. Postmaster Van Cott
returned to Now York Representative
Qulgg was at tho Post Ofllco Dopartmont and
had a long talk with the officials on tbo subject
of tho proposed cut in tho appropriations for tho
lottor carrier service. Mr. Qulgg
said:

"I called at the department y In the ef-

fort to Induce Gen. Heath not to tako hasty ac-

tion. There Is no doubt In my mind that If tho
department will wait beforo It docs things that
tend to crlpplo tho postal service until Congress
has the uubjoct of tho Post Ofllce appropria-
tions regulnrly before It the fact will be shown
that Congress has every disposition to glvo tbo
department all the money it needs for tho prop-
er maintenance ofUho service. It seems that
Mr. Loud, tho Chairman of thrf House Post Office
Commltteo, in preparing tho Post Ofllce bill last
year granted for tho freo delivery service a
smaller sum than tho estimates called for, al-
though tho estimates wero based on tho busi-
ness of tbe preceding year. Thero has been a
small excess of expenditure, and it appears
that Mr. Loud says that he will oppose any
mcaauro that, socks to make up this deficiency,
and that ho will not give to the department nextyear the sums for tho freo delivery service
which Gen Heath and his advisers believe to
bo absolutely necessary.
" "Tho department has nctcd as though Mr.
Loud wore tho entire American Congress and
has proceeded to dismiss carriers and to reduce
tho number of city deliveries hero and there in
an effort to hold down the deficiency, although
every ono of tho Post OIIlco officials, from Gen.
Heath down, declares that the result of this ef-
fort will bo uofortunuto If not disastrous to tbo
service. Ud to this timo New York and Brook-
lyn havo not been touched, and I am trj Ing to
get a promise from the department that it will
not issue its orders as to New York and Brook-
lyn until after the Post Olllce bill tins been acted
upon by tbo Houso of ltepreaentatlvos. if it
then appears that tho House will not appro-
priate as the department advises, of course wo
must accept the consequences in New York and
everywhere elso, but 1 have not the slightest
doubt that tho House will accept tbo Judgment
of the department and will give to Gen. Heath
whatever sum ho certifies to bo neecuary for
tho proper maintenance ot tho free delivery ser-
vice, whether Mr. Ixjud agrees with Gen. Heath
or not. I have not succeeded as yot In obtain-
ing a definite promise from the department, but
Its evident disposition is to net prudently. Tho
business interests of New York might wisely
express themselves on this subject. Postmaster
VanlCott says that It Is impossible for blm to

tho deliveries and clear tho offlco day by
day of its receipts of mail matter. Gen. Heath
told mo y that ho believed that this was
vriic. If it is truo, the business men of New
York can eaBilv appreciate tho effect upon their
affairs of an attempt to carry out the Loud
policy of cheese-parin- g economy."

NATT YARDS WILL IIVM AOAI1T.

Work on Hblps Under Ettpalr Will Da Pushed
far tbe Kext Three Meutbs.

WasiIINOTon, Jan. 18. With the passage of
the Urgent Deficiency bill active work
will be resumed on tbo wnrehlps which have
been tied up for months owing to a lack of
money to complete necessnry repairs. Tho
bill contains nn appropriation of $600,000
for this purpose, and a large portion
of this will be used to place ships on the home
stnlion in readiness for work In Southern waters
tn tbo next three months. Hundreds of addi-
tional workmen will bo taken on nt navy yards,
nnd tbcro will he nn activity which has not pre-
vailed for nearly a year.

At tho New 'iork and Mare Island yards theactivity will bo specially noticcnble. At Now
York tho Chicago and Atlanta are awaiting
money to enable tho authorities to carry out
the projects for modernizing these vessels.
Sprclal appropriation was mado for the Chicago,
but this bus been all expended and another largo
sum is demanded so that the vessel may bocome
serviceable to the navy ngaln. The Atlanta re-
quires a large amount of attention also, and
when ngaln put In commission will be a far more
formidable vessel than when she last sailed thn
seas.

At tbe Mare Island Navy Yard quite a squad-
ron of vessols are walling to be overhauled andput In condition. Among them aro the Phila-
delphia, lately returned from Hawaii; theCharleston, which served her last cruise
on tho China station; the Yorhtown, re-
cently back from the aame fleet, and
the Ranger and tho Adams require thorough
overhauling. The Paneacola and Hartford are
also to be repaired. Tho latter Hill be practical-
ly rebuilt and the former fitted for special ser-vlc-o.

Both tho Charleston and Philadelphia
havo len found to require nn expenditure of
about $11)0.000 each to put them in condition.
The orktonn nnd Ranger need $100,000 be-
tween them, nnd the Hartford will rail for about
$200,000 before sho ran ngaln tako her place
among tho cruising ships of tho navy.

At tho Norfolk Yard is tho Newark, which asurvey board rinds needs at least $100,000 to
mako her serviceable

All of this $000,000 will bo devoted by Chief
Constructor Hichtuirn to beginning work on thesovessels, although fully as much again will he re-
quired to complete it. Mr. Hi eh Corn says thatnearly $250.001 will havo boon exnonded alone
by his bureau during the prosent fiscal year inkeeping bIiIds of tho navy In repair. This enor-
mous sum, bo ears, Is due to tho purpose of theauthorities to maintain the lighting efficiency oftbe vessels In tbo highest state. Of the totalamount expended, threo-fourlh- s has boon de-
voted to tbe ships on tho North Atlantlostation.

It was also resolved unanimously that tho Ex-
ecutive Commltteo be empowored to give the
Chancellor full financial support In tho libel suit
for $20,000 brought by W. D. Rockwell.

In hla annual report to tbe trustees Chancel-
lor Day made by far the most satisfactory state-
ment of tho Peck case that has been glvon to the
public, and nt the samo time took occasion to
roltoratu many of hla charges against Mr. Rock-
well, and to charge ccrtuln Syracuse politicians
with stirring up and continuing the trouble. In
the course of his report the Chancellor said:

"Slnco tho death of Mrs. Porsls Pcclf, tho
widow of Bishop Jesse T. Peck, n most
virulent and relentless attack has beon mado
upon tho university and tho Chancellor. That
attack has been mado by the Rov, William D.
Rockwoll. who had lived with Mrs. Peck,
and been a Bort of factotum in her houso,
nnd bus been encouraged and inspired to
extreme bitterness by certain politicians of
tbo baser sort well known in the city, nnd by
one or two persons unfriendly to the Chancellor.
It has been 11 sort ot envo of Adullam, In which
havo centred congenial malignities. The first
inspiration of tbo assault was resentment
upon the part of Mr. Rockwell ot tho re-

fusal of tbo Chancellor to pay ruonoys
to Mrs. Peck from a fund which had
beon cxbaustod, nnd paymant of which
would hive been in violation of law. Tho pay-
ments were not stopped, howavor, by tbe Chan-
cellor until after consultation with and ap-
proval of Dean John R. French, Dean J. B.
Brooks of tbo School or the attorney of tho
university, nnd by the unanimous instruction of
tho Executivo Committee. At a meeting of your
honorable body Immediately after tbo stopping
of these payments tho action taken was ap-
proved by the trusteos.

"Tho fact that theso monoys were discon-
tinued in no way incommoded or discomforted
Mrs. Pock. She expressed no dissent, nelthcrdld
any ono represent in any way or glvo an Intima-
tion that she was in need.

Peak that no
complaint was ever even whispered In secret to
them and that sho had all ot the moneys sho
needed nnd moro than she wished to use for her
personal comfort.

" Gentlemen, tbe case Ii one of the most spite- - I

ful, vindictive, and malignant I havo over
known in a public life of twenty-fiv-e years. It
has nothing to support It but malice. Any man
wbosaysthat Mrs. Peck was discomforted by
n moagre Income statos wnat he knows nothing
about without regard to themischlovous effect of
that statement upon tbo university, or be states
what ha knows is false and therefore defames
and maligns the administration ot tbe uni-
versity. All that you need to know nnd
all that tho public requires to determine
this matter is tbnt thn man.. Mr. Rockwoll,
was o related to Mrs. Pecic that ho hud a per-
sonal Interest in tho moneys that camo to her.
It Is known that ho is remembered in her will
and generally understood that ho Is her residu-
ary legatee.

London, Jan. IS. Mr. Joseph Chamberlain,

Secretory of Stato for tho Colonics, made n
speech beforo the Liverpool Chamber
of Commerce, In which bo made declarations
regarding tho Government's attitude in con-
nection with foreign nnd colonial trade.

Ho said that In view of the megalomania
with which ecino European powers had been
seized. Great Britain was liable to be excluded
by tariffs from any h country. He
dwelt upon tho oxtenstvo dono with
China, and declared tbat Great Britain would
do everything to maintain her commercial po-

sition in that part ot tho world. His languago
in connection with this subjoct was similar to
tbat used by Mr. Balfour and Sir Michael
Hirks-Ueach- , the latter of whom, speaking last
night at Swansea, said tint tho Govornmcnt
was determined, even at tho cost of war, that
tbo door to China's trado should not be closed
against Brltl:b merchants.

Mr. Chamberlain declared that Great Brit-
ain must ceck In her colonies Bupport which
eh ivould never rocc!o from foreign powers.
It was tho policy of tho Governmont to bind tho
colonics closer to thn mother country, thus pav-
ing tho way to a moro intimate union than was
now practicable. It was not contemplated to
attempt to bring presnnro to bear on the colo-
nies to attain this cud, but the Government
was willing to moet them more than half way
on any proposals they might make.

Tho position lu tho British West Indies, Mr.
Chamberlain addod, was causing gravo anxiety
to tho Governmcnt.whlch folt it to he Its duty to
try to find a remedy that would savo them from
destruction. Ho discouraged tho idea of coun-
tervailing dutios, but expressed the hope that
some of the recommendations made by tho
West India Royal Commission in its recent re-
port would be adopted. These, ho wo v jr. did
not fully meet tho case, nnd the Government
intended, therefore, to propose (o Parliament u
very largo t'rant that would enable the snrnr
industry and tho population of tbe Wast Indies
to tide over tho crisis until tho Continental na-
tions recognUel tho impolicy of the bounty
system.

MUIWER OYER A WOMAN.

AX ITALIA SHOT THnOUOB THE
ItEABT BY BIB RIVAL.

The Aoaaaatn. Wba Was an OSIeer la Ihe
Italian Araiy, Was Forced ta t)at Italy
Because He Had Killed Maa There an n
Woman's Acreant He Makes Ilia Escape,

Lulgl Btnga was shot through the heart as he
sat beside a table In Rafaollo QutU's room with
Guttaandhls wife. In Little Italy, yesterday
afternoon, by Pasqualo Catlllo, who for several
months has had an application pending to get
on tho Now York police force. Blnga died in-

stantly.
Catlllo had already killed his man In Italy, a

clrcumstanco which had somowhat to do with
his coming to this country. He was an officor
in the Italian Army, and it was because of a
woman that ho commlttod murder In Italy and
thon came over horo to kcop a saloon. It was
over a woman that his quarrel with Blnganrose,
and he had threatened somo tlmo ago to kill both
tho woman and Blnga.

Tho woman, I'aollna Slcllla, dosertod Blnga
for Catlllo, and Blnga then had the two arrested
on n charge of keeping n disorderly house.
Aftor that Catlllo threatened to shoot Blnga
nnd tho woman If ho ever caught them together.
Blnga and the woman wero both 30 yoars
old, Catlllo 20. Somebody told Catlllo that they
wero togothcr nt Guttn's nt 3 o'clock yesterday,
and, although thu woman wits not there, he
dollheratcly shot lllngn as Boon ns ho saw him.
It was at 400 K 1st 11 3th street that.tho murder
was committed. Catlllo'a saloon Is at tho cor-
ner of 113th stroetand First avenue. He lived
nt 425 Kast 113th street, and Blnga kept a Junkshop at 323.

Catlllo went lo his saloon aftor tho shooting,
took nil tho money in tho till, and hurried away.

Nobody said anything about tho murder in
Llttlo Itnly, but Policeman Pfolff got wind of
something wrong In tho rear tenement whore
Gutta lived, nntf went thore.
