Wastixoron, Jan, 22.<~Mr, Hailey of Texas,
jendor of the Domocratio forees in'tho Honse of
Represchitativos, Appoars to be posasscd of o
short wemory, which must ba held responul.
ple, an Dir. Everolt would say, for “Injecting
bl Into n cavity.” In the conrse of the pro-
eandings on Thursday last when the Honse came
to volo on tho Diplomatic and Consular hill,
Mr, Hadloy mado a motion to recommit the bill,
with Instetictions to Insert the Senate rosolu-
tlon recognizing tho belllgerency of Cubn, The
motlen waa antagonized by Mr, Hitt (Rep,,
11,1 in charge of the bitl, on tho gronnd that it
was out of onler, and tho objection was sus-
fained by the Chalr. Then Mr. Balloy charged
padd faith and violatlon of an aereomaont, which
po claimod had been made batween himself
and Epenkor Tteed, to permit this motion to be
yoted on.  This led to an fssue of veracity be-
tween the two gentlemon, the Speaker deny-
g that uny such agreomoent haa been made,
snd the Houso sustained him. Mr. Balley ad-
mitted on that occnalon that he had no under-
standing with Mr, Hitt, in charge of the bill,
and the point of order made by the latter wan
puntnined, '

To-day, rising to a question of pernonal privi-
Jege, Mr. Balley invoked the'torms of an agroe-
ment which he now assertod had been made
with him by Mr, Hitt. Mr. Balley recited the
making of the motion on Thursday, and con-
tnned:

“To my motlon the gentleman from Illinols,
Mr. Hitt, mnde the point of order. 1 protested
that Il ought not to be made, and masorted that
thera had boon an agreament with the House
to,take & vots upon the direet proposition to
pocommit the bill with instruetions. The gen-
tleman from 1llinols controverted my state-
ment. Then the matter waa laft. I would not
now revive It for the purpose of getting outside
tha record, or for tho purpose of confirming
my own statement or contradicting his, but I
find a statement now a part of the Congres-
slona! “Record, so distinot and (expliclt that I
teel It due to myself that I should eall it to the
attention of the House and of tho country,"

Mr, Dalley read from the record the colloquy
botween Mr, Hitt and Mr, Qulgg and several
Demooratlo membors regarding the close of the
debate and the propoeal to vole on the motion
to recommit tho bill, cloalng with this state-
ment by Mr, Hitt: "And It s understood, Mr.
Chalrman, that there will be but one yea and
pay, vole, that on a motion to recommit.'

Continuing, Mr. Balley said he had no desire
to insinunte falsehood or unfalr dealing agalnst
any man, but there had been either a misune
derstanding or n misstatoment,

familiar with the ruls, what would be the gen.
tleman's construction of that statement of the
gentleman from Illinols?

Now he
Is aronnd again working the same game which
bo tound profitable boefore, Members of the
firm of D, Appleton & Co. woro the sufferors
thia time,

Abont two weeks ago this young man called
at the Apploton publish ng house and asked to
#eo one of the membaors of the firm,

“Which ono did you wish to nes )" asked the
man at tho desk,

“Oh, any ono will do,” replied the visilor,

Thereupon Mr. Epps was shown in and warm-
Iy received by ono of the firm.  In conversation
he showed an apparent famillarity with the

Ilturnr‘{ and artlstie people of London, and ox-
prossed pleasure and surprise that the Ameri-

can should bo so well informed on the subjeot,
“But, of conrse, you would bo likely to know
my people,” he added, ' You publish some of
Edmund's works I bellave."
His new-found friend invited Mr. Epps to

Inncheon with him, and ns thoy ate and drank
tho conversation turned upon the young Eng-
lshmuon's visit to this country,

“Porhaps yon write,” sugeosted the host,
* and nre on w tour of vbservition. Don't troat
us too harshly in your notes."

“*Noi I'm not over hore for that purpose v
all,"” sald tho othbr. * Quite different, I assure
you, My father, as you know, {8 very wealthy;

Anason of Canon Farrar ho hind ot
money from Chorles Dudley Warner, In Bir
mingham, Aln,, ho had ropreseniod himsell aa
tho son of a_millionaire lron manufacturer in
England, nnd in Pitteburg, Pa., o reward was
uffered for his arrest on charges of swindllog.
