wandered about. It Is about a foot squaro and
Is covered with poetry. First you will read
these lines by Wordsworth.

Or irovellng thought to Beck a refute here!
Anil throuijh the aisles of Westminster to roami
Where hubbies burst and folly's dancing foam

the next poem by an American:

William Wragg, Esq., used to live In North
Carolina, This was somo time ago, as you may
see by the tablet on the wall over your hoad
and the bas relief of a ship in distress and
wreck. In fact, William was in America whon
the Boston tea party was held, and about that
time concluded It was a bettor thing for'him to
do to seek a place of safety in England. At
least. It would seem that ho was in search of a
place where Yankeo bullets didn't whistle, but
the marble slab that has been placed to his
memory doesn't say anything about it. It does,
however, set forth tho following In big. plain
letters.

Mr. Wragg may not have been a coward,
though it seems rather thoughtless of him to
huvo gono off and left his "dlstrest" family in
the wilds of Carolina, but his surviving iiffllctod
sister In England who caused tho monumont to
be erected In Westminster, says also on tho
tablet that "in him strong natural parta and
the love of Justico and humanity, improved by
education, formed the valuablo character of a
good man," and surely she should have known
him better than wo.

Along down through tho noble aUlo you
walk, after you havo sulllclentiy rested your-
self, Impressed and softened as you well limy bo
by the solcninlt) and the history and tho ro-
mancestrangely dissimilar elements, yet all
merged and mixed to bring you into a recep-
tive mood until ou come to a tablet set in
tho wall just below the medallions of John nnd
Charles Wcsloj . These two men weren't Amer-
icans, but to an Immense American denomina-
tion they seem, no doubt, almost as though they
had licen born on the American side of the
Atlantic, and the words whlih accompany
their bas reliefs are of interest. "The best of all
is, (lod Is with us," and those other sentiments:

desk, right over there tn plain sight of this me-
morial. He was a noblo man, sir. and ono of
the most eloquent that over spokohere."

This recognition of tho great American
preacher, Phillips 11 rooks, is ono of tho most ale-- n

ill cant and Interesting In all Westminsters
memorials In which America bears part,

Thero Is a faded bunch of American golden
rod lying in the dust upon ono tomb in West-
minster, it tomb that has a peculiar and sod In-
terest to Atnorlcans, becauso tho life of tho ono
who Is butlol thero was so cloiolv interwoven
in tho warp and woof of tho great fabrlo which
tlio roslstless shuttle of war wore In the days
of the Itovolr.tlon. The golden roil has a card
attached to it and on It aro tho words:

At tho bottom of tho card aro the words, in a
delicate hand: "From an Englishwoman in
Delaware, U. 8. A."

A f upon tho monumont tells the
story of Ocn. Washington receiving tho petition
of the ill fatod young ofllcor aftor his capture
telling how ho wanted death to conic. There Is
tho customary tablet, and on It you may read
tho English estimate of ono of tho n

rhnrnctcrs of the war of tho Hovolutlon. It tells
of bis being rnlsod by his own merit at an early
period of his llfo to tho rank of Adjutnnt-Qen-cru- l

of tho llrltihh forces in Amorlca, of his em-
ployment "in an Important and hazardous en-
terprise. In which ho fell, a sacrlflco to his zeal
for his King nnd his country;" of how unlvcr-Hall- y

he was beloved nnd esteemed by the army
In w hlch hn Bcr eel, and lamented even by his
foes, and how his gracious sovereign King
Ucorgo III. caused tho monumont to bo crocted.
Andre was executed on the 2d day of October,
1780, and his remains wore taken from their
resting place at Tanpan by James Buchanan,
English Consul at Now York, and removed to
England. Andrb lies a few feet from tho monu-
ment in Westminster. HN body wns taken up
on tho 10th of August, 1821, and, under tho
Blow son tlino Bulling of thno days, did not
reach its Inst resting place tn England until tho
28th of November.

Through arches, along n dim
Gothic cloister, the Btone celling stained with
tho grlmo and smoko of the centuries, over a
pavement deep worn by the feet of world faring
pilgrims, you como to tlio cntranco of tho Chap-
ter House, tho work of King Henry III., tho first
homo of tho Parliament of England. In n ruthcr
dark place, just lufbro oii enter the Chapter
Houso proper, your cyo will catch sight of a
liAlf bushel or morn of Btiinll cards vlsltlntr
cards. They aro resting on a tray. Iho

guardian of tho Chapter Houso, a gonial
and policeman, sa) a as you look at
tho heap of d cards, with herw and
there one untouched by dust, which has evi-
dently Just been placed on tho tra) :

"Somo of them, sir, put n card thero, and
some of them don't. It's Just owing to tho way
thev look at It, But you will sco a good many

Tho travload of cards was lying at tho base of

tho mcmorlul to James Kusscll Lowell, cards
placed thero by American tourists In tho years
since the memorial was put in place, to show
their appreciation of one who stood among tho
foromost English speaking poets of bis day.
The inscription on tho tablet bolow tho f

mcdnlllon of tho poet notes that the tablet
nnd the windows abo o woro plncod thoro "in
memory to Jnmos Russoll Lowell, IT. S. Min-
ister to tho Court of Ht, James from 1880 to
188(. by his English frionds." It was first in-

tended that the memorial should occupy a
lace In the Poet's Corner, noar the buBt of
ougfellow, but it wns not xssiblu to placo any

stained glacis at that point, so tho hall or clois-
ter leAdlngup to tho Chapter House, nnd, In fact,
a pnrt of the Chapter Houso ltsolf, was selected.

Tho light comes in but dimly on n dull Ixm-do- n

day, through the beautiful windows of the
memorial, but it is a tender and sympathetic
light, and it falls lovingly on a dry and seared
wreath of evergreen plucked in tho garden of
tho dead poet at Cambridge, and coming across
tho sen to rest beforo this momorial.

The windowNBhow from the w ork of tho poot
scenes from "rho Vision of Sir Launfcl." St.
Ambrose." and "Tho Blgelow Papers." whllo
tho shield of the United Mates, tho shield of
llarwtrd L'nUcrsit), that of Oront Britain, and
that of Westminster Abbey illuminate tho bor-
ders. Though it is an out-o- f tho-wn- y corner of
the abbey. It Ib one of tho best known places to
tbe tourists from America, as tho hoap of visit-
ing enrds shows.

Ont need not descrino tho memorial of Long-follo-

conspicuous among tho memorials of
tho Poets' Corner. It is too well known, but it
should not ho overlooked In bringing to notico
America's place in Westminster. It Btands In
the cry heart of Engllih song. Drjden tn tho
loft, SuakcsDcaro's tomb at elbow's touch, Chau-
cer, Browning, and Tennyson at iho base of tho
bust, beneath t elr slabs of stono, this rrcogni
tlon of the gifted poet la surrounded by the
memorials of tlio greatest, men of tho land that
has delighted to honor him. Cut in tho base of
tho bust nro these words, typical of tbo feeling
which raoro than wo sometimes realize, exists
between tho unprejudiced musses of tho two
nations:

With but ono oxecptlon. nnd that in the
InBtanco of tho miniclm Iltndcl. mora than
half nn Engllshtnin, no othir nation in the
world but America is rccoguizod rmong the
noblo memorials of England's great abbey.

CANADA'S A'Eir OOl.D FIELDS.

Tbe Vaat Rrclon Tbat I Abeut to lie Opened
In orthera Drltlsh Columbia.

Lying between tho Yukon Basin and Cariboo
Is a vast, untrodden region, which offers ton pt-lo-g

reward for thorough exploration. Tho ter-

ritory is a continuation of that groat gold bear-

ing belt of which California, Colorado, Nevada,
Kootonay, Cariboo, and tho Yukon aro sections.
Tho riches of Cariboo were long ago unlocked to
tho world, and soon prospectors will hae over-

run every part of the famous Yukon; but the
wild mountain fastnesses of this unoxplorod
territory havo bo far rcsistod tho white man's
entrance, nnd tho grot urea strotchlng between
latitudes 54 and 58' nnd extending from tho
Itocky MountninB on tho oast to 128" W. long.,
remains a terra incognita. That stroams tribu-
tary to tho Yukon, Ponco River, and the Liard,
known to bo rich In plncor gold, and rivers flow-in- g

through Cariboo and Casslar. noted for their
gold beds many years ago, all take their riso on
tho outskirts of thlB vast territory, would indi-

cate the prosence of mineral wealth in tho un-

known field.
ThlB supposition Is supported by more than

mere probability. Sinco 1885 Indians and
s havo vaguely talked of gold "up in

tho interior" and taciturn Chinamen In ragged
clothes have como down to tho coast with bags
contuinlng largo and small quantities of the
proelous uiotal. As tbo Industrious celestial
bas boon washing gold in old placor beds for
years, earning n pittance) which thewblto man
would not consider worth his lubor, theappoar-anc- o

of theso uncommunicative, mysterious
fellows at Paclflo ports excited little interest
until Klondike discoveries aroused ovory one.
Then prospci tor began to suspect the existence
of now gold Holds south of tho Yukon and last
summer minors ventured along the margin of
the unknown region.

Two men who had been washing gold along
streams of this outlying district brought out
S48.000 worth of tho jellun dust. During the
summcrnne prospector found a nugget worth

70, and in October a largo nuggot worth $300
was sent from tho southern part of the ter-
ritory. Within tho past fow woeks the y

of extensile bodies of fine milling gold
nuart. was roportod to tho British Columbia
Minister of Mines by prospectors who left last
summer tooxplore the southern outskirts. Win-
ter hart prevented more thorough exploration,
but Iho volns wore suid to Lout uxtmordlnary
width and were exposed for milts across tho
countr). Samples of quartz, rich In gold, ac-
companied tho report ; but so w lid and Inaccessi-
ble Is t ho region t heso doposlts cannot bo w orked
until tho'ltslin u Croek Uullwuy
or Iho CusslurCeut'iil has been built.

Tho unoiiouod territory is ariously desig-
nated by tho names of its different sections, as
theOmlnctn. tho Pcaco Illvor. tho Llard coun-
try, ltouahly speaking, it Is bouuded on tho
east bv tho ltocl.) .Mnunluius, on tho west by
tho Yukon and the Paclllo slope, and on tho
(oiith byOirlhoo. Tlio nearest point nn tho
Canadian Piiolllc llnllroad Is almost 000 miles
from Its southern limits, hut tho Oiulnoca can bo
roiched by way of tho coast, going up the
Hkrena lliicr and following afalilyclear trail
for inn miles.

the high temperatures In bolters, ot thectilorldctor
lime, msgnesla and sodium, and ot aulphatrsot lime
and magnesia, tho former sometimes developing
hydrochlorlo and th latter sulphurlo add. If, there-
fore, these acid are not neutralised by Introduc-
ing some substance for which thsy have greater
affinity than the material ot the boilers, the latter
become pitted or wasted.
