nnd tho following cast: Etna, Mme. Pappen-helm- ;

Urtnid, Miss Slmmonson (tho sister of
Mme. Salllo); Lohengrin, Hcrr Young;

Herr Mullor, nnd others, with a
chorus of fifty and an orchestra of forty. I
worked my very best to fill tho houso from Dar-nu-

to roof, nnd, In fact, the receipts were
&I.010 on the first night. Hilt tho Bnn Fran-
cisco publlo then having not much love for
Wagner's muslo drama, whloh lasted that
night until nearly 1 o'clock, left tho houso
much annoyed and rather dlsgus'ed, novor to
come baok again. The second houBO was about
81,200. We had to abandon "Lohengrin" as a
financial failure, which cost the manage-
ment over 81,000. Tho second .week wo
nroducod "Norma" nnd "LaJuive" with

Bticcess, but owing to somo dissensions
among the stockholders of the enterprise tho
season ended'on the third wook, nnd all on ac-

count of "Lohengrin." Tho money ralsod for
Its production was Bpent and the financial suc-cos- s

of tho season depended upon tho succes of
this opera. If the season had begun as 1 sug,;
posted to tho interested party, with "LaJuio,
"Norma" or "11 Trovatore.1' In which ojicras
Mme. Pappenhclm and tho tenor llnldnnxn
wcro most successful, tho result would navo
bcn different nnd Hot disastrous.

According to my past oxnerlenco nil tho im- -

who produced tho Wagnor operas
firesarlos and In tho elghtlos. Invariably
lost a great deal of money, and everybody
knows that during the memorable sea-
sons of Gorman opera under Mr. btanton s
management, with celebrated Wagnerian stars,
as Lehmunn, Materna, Niomann, AKnrv and
others, tho Btock lolders of the Metropolitan
Opera House lost over ?0OO,OO0, according to
statements published In tho papers, and only
in lata cars hav o tho managers of tho aimor
operas had a margin :of .profit. Hlght after
the disaster I accompanied Mme. Pappenhclm
and other artists overland, giving concerts
In Salt Lako City nnd .Denver, bho came
back to Now York nnd in 1888 retired entirely
from the stage, and ever Blnco has beon one
of the best teachers of tho old Italian method.

George Augustus Sala. to ocrcrowdcd
houses. 1 was also manager there of tho great
artiste, Mme. Fursch-Mad- l, a member of Col.
Mapleson's Italian ojiern company, with la
dira Pattl as star. I nlso managed tho Inst
Illstori seoson nt the California lhcatro, and
In the United States, which was tho leubt re-

munerate o in her most brilliant career ull o cr
the world. At that time 1 hoard that ahe wns
(17 yenra old, and bad mastered tho Knglish
languago, in which sho played various of bcr
great characters. Surely sho was tho most
wonderful woman and tho greatest actress or
bcr time that I hovo eer known. Sho Is still
lUing in her sumptuous palace in Homo, with
her daughter nnd son.

Nothing bettor, that I remember, had been
produced at tho Academy of Music since tho
first representation of "Alda." The perform-
ance of tnls i pectacular ly rlo work could not bo
improtod after having been rehearsed over
twcho times. Each artist had sung the
opera several times in Europo. especially Mme.
Palnilcrl, who was considered probably the
greatest Elttabctta dl Valots.Bxia had Bung this
rolo over fifty tiroes. She made a great hit.
She had a noblo volco. a mothod of rare perfec-
tion, and that old broad school of vocallsm,
which has so fow exponents now. The grand
sccno nnd duet between Ellsabetta and Filtppo,
"Vcngo a domandar grazle alia mlu Itegtna,'
received a storm of applauso. Hut tho great
hit of the evening was the grand finale In tho
second act. beginning "Spuntato ccco II ill
d'csultanza Onore'al plu grande del Ite, which
wus received with tremendous applauso and

oclforously encored. Tho aria flnnlo. "Tu cho
la vanjtn conoscestl del mondo of h.llnabetta
and the duet flnalo of tho ojiera with Dan Car-
los ended the ojiern with the dclat of a decided
success. Hut. ulaBl wo wero all disappointed
for tho second performance, which was ghen
to a half-empt-y house. 'Ibis unaccountable
financial failure of "Don Carlos," which has
had a run of success In Europe and South Amer-
ica, so artistically produced hero at great
expenso, so discouraged tho directors, Pul
mlcrl and Alhltos, that thoy decided at oneo to
closo tho seoson with tho loss of ovorlO (KK).

Thus ended tho musical season of 1870, which,
according to m exporlonco, was full of disap-
pointments for wnut of public patronage such
as I havo not experienced since

Oror his temples and in tbo back there
is the samo luxurlanco of hair that grows liko n
vine In Its unrestrained naturalness. How
much a good harbor could accon plish for that
young manl William Courtlelgh bad got nearer
to the New York standard than any of the
others.

Ills nnmo
IsErnest Mott, andlf hollves until no t March
he will be 14 j oars old. Until last October ho
was a fairly bright and very actha lad. While
ha nnd bis playmates were skylarking nmong
tho wood teams on the morning of Oct. Ill, a
horse kicked him In tho head. Inflicting a soicro
wound above tho loft car. His rlghtsulowas
paralyzed by tho blow. Iho musclos of his

RESOUilCEFUL TOM IIINES.

STinnisa vtae tat.es of a man
lrno rouaiiT irtru morgan.

Tunnelling rrora the Colnmbm Penitentiary
with 'nto Knives A Chicago Mallrrte and

Itrlek Wall nt Cincinnati When
Savr Revolver Froved Themselves l'rul.

Louihvu.lb, Jan.28.-Cnn- U Tom Hlncs. who
died In tbls city Inst Sunday, was, perhaps, the
host know n Confederate sotdlor In Kentucky nt
tbo tlmo of his doath, except Gen. Basil W.
Duke, who was Gen, John Morgan's right bower.
Certainly fow men In the South find n more ex-

citing career as a soldier, raider, nnd liberator of
Confederate prisoners than he

Gen. Basil W. Duko. who was intimately as-

sociated with Crtpt. Hlncs during tbo war, until
nflor the escape of Hlnos and Morgan and their
associates from tbo penitentiary In Columbus,
O., In spcnklng of Copt, Hlnos lastnlght, related
tho following story ot thatcscapo as ono of tbo
events that mado tho Captain famous. Ho said:

"For porsonal courage, skill In planning, nnd
daring In oxccutlon, Capt. Hlnos had fow equals.
He nover scorned In n hurry, nover gave evi-

dences of oxcltomcnt; but ho struck tho light-
ning, and, bad tho war lasted much longer, ho
would havo taken high rank ns n commander.

"The cscapo from Columbus was planned and
In a groat moasuro oxecuted by Capt, Hlnos nnd
by Capt. Jnnics Hockcrsmlth of Mudlsonvllle,
Ky. Hlncs had heard In someway that an air
chamber oxtendod under tho lowor range of
colls, and ho thought this tho mora probnblo, ns
In no othor way could hn account for tho dry-
ness of, his coll. Subsoqucnt Investigations
proved this to bo correct, nnd nttcr consulta-
tion w Ith Gcu. Morgan It was determined to cut
into this chamber from Hlncs'a coll and dig a
tunnel Into tho prison yard. A number of men
wero taken Into the plot. Thoy began digging
through tho eighteen Inches of stone, cement and
brick that composed the floor of tho coll, using
caso knlros that had been abstracted from tho
dining room. Tbo dirt wns concealed in hand-
kerchiefs and under beds until it could be dis-
posed of. Hlnes swept anil cleaned his room
every day nnd throw an old sack over the open-
ing that was being made. Tho guards would
look In and, seeing tho cell so neat nnd tidy,
would pass on. Finally tho air chamber wns
reachod, and, after much labor, the tunnel was
finished, extending to tho point In tho yard
wbenco it was intended to mnko tho exit.

"The men solectod to attempt tho escape
with Gon. Morgan wcro Copts. Thomas II.
Hlncs, Italph Sheldon, Sam Taylor. Jacob Ben-
nett, James Hockcrsmlth, and Gustavus Mc-Ge- e

They ull occupied cells on tho ground
floor except Gen. Morgan, and It was arranged
that on tho night of tho cscapo Gen. Morgan
was to exchnngo plaeos with his brother, Col.
Hichnrd Morgan, who occupied ono of tho
ground-floo- r colls, and between whom and tbo
Goncral thoro was a striking resemblance Men
working from tho air chamber bad cut nway tho
stono nnd concrete beneath tho floors of tho flvo
cells, fiom which other occupants besides Capt.
Hlnos wero to escape. Only a thin shell was
left, so that it was only necessary for the occu-
pant of the coll to stamp on tbo floor and break
through. It wus a little after midnight when
tho men entored tho air chamber, leaving
stuffed dummies in their hods.

" Tbey made their way, each armed with a
stout knife as n weapon of defence, through tho
tunnel and cut away tho sod that closutl the
aperture leading Into the aril. It was rainy nnd
cloudy, nnd tho passed to tho outer wall, tho
bad weather having driven tho sentries nnd tho
dogs that guarded tho yard nt night In shelter.
B) the holp of a ropo and nn improvised book
thoy scaled the wall, and separating into pairs
took their departure

"Tho escape wns not discovered until tho next
morning, when tho ropo wns found hanging
from tho wall, and there wns hubbub and con-
fusion among tbo guards and rojolciug among
theprisonors.

"Ucn. Morgan nnd Capt. Hlncs, immediately
on their escape, took the train tor Cincinnati.
In the suburbs of Cincinnati Gon. Morgan pulled
tbo boll cord nnd ho at ono end of tho car nnd
Capt. Hlncs at tho other put on the brakes,
causing tho train tn slacken speed so that they
could jump off. Thoy then went to tho river
nnd paid n boy $2 to row them across to tho
Kentucky shore, and wont through Kentucky
ami Tennessee, reaching tho Confederate lines
after many advonturns. Capt. Hlnes was sep-
arated from Gen. Morgan In Tcnne'-sc- nnd
again captured. Ho was guarded in n cabin
that night bv a few soldiers. He was a fine
story teller, nnd succeeded in so interesting his
captors in his yarns thnt for a moment thev left
tho door unguarded. Ho nt onco jumped out
into the darkness, and. diving Into a thicket,
escaped and joined his command.

"It wns soon after this that Capt. Hlncs was
detailed to servo under Jacob Thompson in
Canada and never again joined the command."

The noxt adv cntura of Capt. Mines worth not-
ing wns a narrow cscapo from tho Fcdcrnls
while ho was in Chicago planning to Uoeruto the
Confederate prisoners held there. Ho was liv-
ing In the houso of Dr. Edwards, who favored
tho Confederate cause, hut tho authorities
learned the facts and surrounded tbo house.
Going to a bed Capt. Hlnes slit open tbo bottom
of a canvas covered spring mattress, crawled
lnsldo, nnd then had the bed rearranged as
usual. Tho soldiers searched the houso care-full- ),

looked under that bed repcatcdlv, but
novir into the mattress. However, although
bullied, tho) were not altogether disheartened
and malntnlnod a careful guard.

The excitement, fortunately for Hlncs, mado
Mrs. EdwardB sick, and in conBequenco a doctor
was employed, and numbers of friends called
from tlmo to tlmo to express their s)inputhy.
Thereat Hlnos wnlkod boldly to tho door with
one of tbo parties of caller's, stopped out
with them, expressing, as they did, his hopn (or
tbospcodj recovery of tbo Invalid and walked
away unmolested by tbo Innocent guard.

In Cincinnati, where he remained for a time in
the homo of Mr. and Mrs. Sam Thomas, ho had
n chamber prepared In the jamb of an old fash-
ioned chimney behind a cupboard full of dlslus.
When the Federal soldiers enmo, as ho knew
they would do, he was In the hole in tbo wall
that was unsuspected by the sonrchcrs.

But probably tho most oxclting ot his escapes
was whon ho was at Detroit, just after the mur-
der of President Lincoln. Hlnes looked very
much like Booth, and was followed by mon who
thought be was Booth. As ho related the story
himself it was as follows:

"As soon as I heard of tho assassination I
know thoro would bo trouble nnd stnrted for
Detroit to cross tbo rlror into Canada. At De-
troit I found I was bolng followed bj dctectlv s,
and I walked into a saloon with my grip In mj
hand and in) overcouton my arm. Tho detec-
tives follow od. I ordered n drink and Invited
all present to join me. I then placed my grip
nnd overcoat on tho countornnd went out the
back door. I did not return, but wenttu the
river and stopped on tho llrst ho it, JustiiBwe
wore leaving Iho wharf the detectives gut on
boaid. Tho Captain told mc, tomy dismnv. that
In accordance with orders tho boat would not
cross tho river thnt night, but would go
up a few miles and land on the same
side. Iho authorities ware afraid Booth
might cscapo that war, nnd no boats were al-
lowed to cross. Iho detectives thought thoy
had mo, and played with mo llko a cat would
with n mouse, 'lhc) loft mo unmolested, ex-
pecting to arrest me whon the boat landed. I
walked around nvvhlln and then wont Into the
pilot house. I told tho pilot I wanted him to
land moon tho Canada sldo. Ho said It was Im-
possible, ns ho hnd his orders. 1 told hint I
thought ho might accommodate me, and pulled
outtwonavv pistols, 'lr )ou do not stierfor
the Canudu shore I will blow jour brains nut,'
said I. 'nnd If Jon glvna signal jou will be n
dead man before assistance cnu reach) on.' Ho
was n sensible iiinn, and steered for Canada,
nnd when tho boat touched I thanked him and
itinipod off before tho Captain Und the detec-
tives realized what hid happened."
