Chairman Albert Mott of tbe L. A. W. Racing
Board Is opposed tq the idea of the head of tho
Leogne racing interests locating in this city.
He does not approvo of malting the otllco of
Chairman of tho llacing Board an elective one.
Discussing theso two questions, ho says:

"I can seo many reasons why tho Baclng
Bonrd Chairman should not llvo In Greater New
York. In the first place it he bad an office tboro
he could never find time to do any work. He
would bo overrun with promoters and racing
mon. Instead of being nn advantage to bim to
bo right in tho centre of tho raclne field. It
would boa distlnctdlsndvantHgo. Thedutlcsot
tbo Chairman are largely judicial, and it is just
as sonelblo to say that a Judgo ought to bo
present at every crime In order to do justice to
the accused. As often as possible members of
the ltacing Board attend blcyclo meets. I was
in Philadelphia somo tlmo ago at a tournament
and I was besieged by any number of men talk-
ing und arguing to mo about casos pending be-
fore tlie board.

"Regarding the board keeping up with all tho
Innovations and now- - tricks In racing, tho Na-
tional Board has the division racing hoards to
consult with, and tho handlcappers appointed
by the board are the eyes and ears of tho Na
tionnl Board, and theao keep It posted. Tho
fnct Is, the best placo of all for a racing board
Chairman to live is in a quiet little town,

"As to tno proposition to elect tho Chairman
by popular vote there aro some arguments in
favor of that plan. It Is a fact that a Preslden tot
the L. A. W. might bestow tho ofllcoon a friend
out of gratitudo for the halp, and it is true that
the office might bo promised by a candidate for
President In exchange for votes. I am qulto
sure that the office was never bestowed for
these reasons. At the L. A. W. Assembly In
'DO Howard E. Raymond, then Chairman of tho
Racing Board, recommended that tbe Chairman
of tho Racing Board be elected and that ho
recolvo a salary of $'J.0OO a year. I
opposed this motion at that tlmo. and it
was never adoptod. My arguments against such
a plan were that electing tho Racing Board
Chairman by popular vote bad nil the objections
that electing the Justices of the highest courts
by popular vote bad. I argued that the Chair-
man, who is, In cycle racing, chief jusllco of tho
highest court, should be so placod that bo would
bo ubovo tfio danger of popular clamor, just as n
Judge should be. The President of tbe L. A. W.
Is anxious for tho cuccess of his administration
nnd responsible for tho efficiency of tbe Racing
Board, nnd naturally will try to get tho most
capable men for the board.

"If the office was elcctlvo nnd hnd a good
salary attached tbero would be an unseemly
snramblo and rnnvnss for the place by a host of
candidates. These candidates would buvc to
Bpend money freely, and every ono would,
doubtless, havo friends among tho promoters
who would furnish this cash, and when tho can-
didate was elected tho-s- who furnished tbo
financial backing would expect special favors
In return. Every h!g corporation promoting
racing would bnvo its apodal canuldato for
Chairman and would like to seo him win. My
objections advanced agnlnst the Idoa of making
tbo office electlvo in '00 aro Just as strong to-
day."

Good blcyclo tracks In tho metropolitan dis-
trict and noted foreign racing men are held at
a premium this year. Somo of tbo raclnir pro-
moters hereabouts havo found, upon submitting
applications to tho RaclngBoard cf theL.A. W.
for sanctions, that they must specify their
tracks boforo applications will socure considera-
tion. As a result there Is a wild scramble for
tracks. It soems likely that u great many of
the new trackB will not bo built, and that
about threo tracks, viz., Borkely Oval, Man-
hattan Beach, and Ambrose Park, will di-
vide the racing hereabouts. In order to show
what big profits aro derived from pro-
moting middle distance match races, it Is
reported that a racing association has guar-
anteed Tom Linton $7,000 to ride three match
races while In this country. This offor to Linton,
estimating what his adversary would havo lu
receive, shows that tho profits In blcyclo races
are large. Alluring offers aro being tnndo by
American promoters to all the big foreign riders
to visit America to raco this year,

FBEE XRAINISO TABLE FOB COL-EB-

ATHLETES DOOMED.

Vital Change Pre Beted In tk Laws er Ike In
lertrhalaslle Athtttlo Asseelallaa A Valee
In Advisory Afntlra illven to Graduate
Method ut Rearing Will Ha Broadlntd.

Tho changes proposed In the constitution and
s of the Intorcolleglato Association of

Amateur Athletes of America wero mado publlo
last night at tho Fifth Avenuo Hotel. They aim
nt some vital points which bnvo been tho subjoct
of frequent controversy, and every alteration
outlined Is based on logical grounds. Tho Chair-
man of the committee, Oustarus T. Klrby of
Columbia University, In voicing tho sentiment
of his associates last night, seemed confident
that tho revisions would bo adopted at the next
annual meeting of tho association.

Tho various point involved havo been under
consideration for eomo tlmo. The subject was
broached last November by the Executlvo Com-mttte- o

of tho association Oliver Sutras, Cor-
nell; Henry W. IIowo, Harvnrd; W. It. Foarlng,
Columbia; S. K. Gerard, Yale, and J.D.Wind-
sor, University of Pennsylvania. It waa then
decidod to intrust tho proposed readjustment of
tho laws to GustavuB T. Klrby, Columbia; Mur-doc- k

Kendrick, University of Pennsylvania;
Henry W, IIowo, Harvard, and Oliver Shlras,
Cornell, Theso oxperts have been en-

gaged Industriously on tho subjoct over since.
The first proposed change that catches tho eye

in the rovlsed draft of tho constitution is In arti-
cle 7, on tho question of management. It marks
a radical depnrturo from custom and provides
for tbe Introduction of graduates on advisory
matters. Tho Interpolated clause reads:

The Pretldent of the sttoolatlon Immediately after
hit elactlon shall appoint a committee of three gradu-
ate! from amoug the members of former Executive
Committee. Thlt committee that! meet with and
advlte the Executive Committee, but have no power
of vote.

Alterations nre suggested In artlclo 11. which
governs tho annual Hold meeting, so that the
wheeling section of the programmo may be held
"on a dato and suitable bicycle track fixed by
the Executive Committee." The significance of
this change Is basod on the tact that tbo loca-
tion of the blcyclo meet Is not Bpcclfied, and that
it may bo hold nnywhere. This amendment
opens a wldo field to enterprising track promot-
ers.

Article 17. which cover tho important ques-
tion of eligibility for competition. 1 amended to
deal with tho training tablo ovlL The Interpo-
lated clause are:

No on thai I represent any college or university as
a competitor at an lntervolleglata meeting who la not
an amateur as set forth In article is ot this con-
stitution.

No one shall represent any oollege or university as
a competitor at an Intercollegiate meeting who anal!
at any time after Feb. Sfl, 1H08, attend any training
tablt without paying for his board at that training
table an amount equal to that which hit board
would have cott him had he not been at
such training table. In case a competitor's qualifica-
tions at to tbe payment or tuch expenttt are quet
tloued. he thall furultb to tho Kxecuttve Committee
an arddai It frem hlmtelr. stating ha baa oomplted In
letter and spirit with clauto B of Artlclo XVII. of thlt
constitution, and thall ttato In tuch affidavit the or-
dinary co4t or his board and tbe amount paid, at
board, for hit training table. He thall also f urnlth
from theperaonor penont to whom ha has paid said
board an affidavit tatting forth the amount paid to
and received by him (or them) as board from tho
protested competitor.

A subsequent article dealing with ponaltles is
broadened so that a violation of even the (spirit
of tbe rules will entail dlsclpllno and that an
individual competitor as well as a college shall
be liable to suspension or expulsion. Hitherto
t he significant words " spiri t" and competitor"
wero not included in tho constitution.

In overhauling tho by-la- tbo committee
suggests that a three-mil- e run should be substi-
tuted for the onc-mll- walk either noxt season
or thereafter. It also recommends tho abolition
of pacemnklng In blcyclo events. The most im-
portant innovation aimed at In this section of
the book, however, deals with tho question of
scoring points. Hitherto tho championship was
decided on a basis of 0, 2, and 1 points for first,
second, and third places, respectively. It is
now proposed to allow the fourth man In each
event to score, so that the placlngs would rep-
resent 0, 3. 2, nnd 1 points. Tho object, as ex-
plained by Chairman Klrby of tbo Rovlslntr
Committee, Is to discourage specialists or small
combinations of specialists and to get back to
the keystono of tho constitution, which Boys:

The object of tbtt aatoclatlon thall be the protec-
tion ot the mutual lnterettt ot tho different college!
which comprise the association, and the advance-
ment and Improvement ot amateur athletla sports
among colleges.

" We cannot llvo up to this fundamental prin-
ciple." Bald Klrby. if a college having just a
couplo of cracks in each ovent can waltz off
with tho majority of points. Such a combina-
tion ot specialists should not bo allowed to havo
a monopoly of tbo championship to tbe exclu-
sion of colleges developing ten or twenty tlmos
as muny athletes and thereby serving tho
primary object tor which wo aro orgnntzod. By
all means let tho cluss ot man who Is shut out
every year recolvo a chance of scoring ono point
occasionally aud tho effect cannot bo otber than
beneficial when regnrdod from a moral and
broad-minde- aspect."

Tho revised handbook will be formally laid
before a meeting of tho Executive Commlttco
on Feb. 20, and will then come up for final ac-
tion at tbe annual meotlng of the association on
Feb. 20 at the Fifth Avenue Hotel.
