The trouble between Dr, Kelsoy and Dr,
Roosa began last December, when the Post-
Gradunte Hownlital prossnted Its claims to the
old Board of Estimate for $30,000 for the care
of indigent patlents and $6,000 for the gra
tultous trealment of bables. Dr. Kelscy, who
is Beoretary of the Board of Directors and See-
relary of the faculty, and under whoss name the
annual reports of the hospital work were sul-
mitted to the Board of Estimate, demanded that
the reports be amended so as to eorrectly rep-
resont the charitable work of the insiftution.
At mestings of the Board of Directors held
prior™to the time of the olalm belng presented
to the Board of Estimate, Dr. Kelsoy called at-
tention to the fact that all reports had been
complled and printad by Dr. Roosa; that ns
Becretary he had not Beon allowed Lo assint;
