Oapt. Mahan on Hawail

1t would he strange Indeed If the letter
from Capt. Avenen T. MAuAN, which Ben-
ator KvLE read to the Benate In executive
gesslon the other day, should not have due
welght In the discussion of the Hawallan
guestion,

In England Capt. Mamax in looked upon
.8 the foremosat llving authorlty on naval
strategy, while in Germany and other coun-
tries of Europe his reputation is also of the
higheat. It would be a lamentable instance
of a prophet not without honor save in
hin own country and in his own house, It
the SBenate shonld Ignore or decry his warn-
"ingn in regard to the annexation of Hawall.
He tells Congresa that this group of Ial-
ands {8 not only moat valuable as a atation
in the Paoiflo highway, but that it hasa
peculiar relation to our shores as an ont-
post. An enemy that bad no naval base on
our alde of the Pacifio Ocean would be pre-

‘wented from making attacks on us thers,

unless ho conld sscure such a station as
Hawall. Those ialands have never under-
‘taken the expense of fortifieation, which
wonld be considerable for them, although
a minor matter for a great nation llke onrs.
Hence, whila left in thelr present condi-
tion, they would be exposed to seizxure by
any nation that contemplated operations
upon our Pacific seaboard.

This Is only one of the elements that
enter into the question of annexation, but
it is one upon which an American expert of
the highent ability has spoken without the
plighteat uncertainty asto the soundneas
of his opinions,

Any Road That Leads to Annexation!

The joint resolution concerning Hawall,
introduced by Senator WmiTR of Califor-
nia as an avowed opponent of annexation,
declares the absoluts truth in unnecessary
language:

“That of right It balongs wholly to the people of
lands to

the Hawallan I bilah and matntaln tholr
own form of g and d tio polity; thay
the United States ought in nowise to Interfere there-
with; and that any Intervention with politioal affalrs
of thesa lalands by any other Government will be re-
garded as an act uafriendly to the Unlted Atates.”

We assume, of course, that Mr. WaITE's
firat proposition means that the existing
Government of Hawali, the Government to
which our Minister is aceredited and whose
Minister at Washington Is received and
recognized by the United States, was es-
tablished and is maintained by the people
of Hawall In the exercise of their sov-
ereign right. If anything else is meant by
Mr, WHITE, it can only be that the re.

public is not the legltimats Government

of Hawall, but that the legitimate Govern-
ment Is a monarchy, with a Queen in the
pérson of Mre, DoMmiNis, otherwise styled
IaLwokALAN], the semi-savage woman
who sent word to the Hon. GRoveERr CLEVE-
LAND, through Mr, WirLs, that if he could
manage to put her back on the throne
agnin she would promptly behead Preaident
DoLg and his associates and conflscate their
property. That can bhardly be what Mr,

“WHITE'S resolution is Intended to assert,

If he meant IILIvOKALANT he would have
sald LivivoxAarawi, and thus have made
honestly a square issue in the United
Btates Senate as to what Government In
Hawalii is the legitimate Government and
the right Government for the United States
to recognize.

The second proposition s equally true
and equally unnecessary. The United
Btates has not in any way attempted to in-
terfere with the Hawallan Constitution or
with Hawailan domestic polity. The little
republic is recognized as the peer of our
great republic. Its independence of actlon,
its sovereign power to control its own
affairs and determine Its own destiny, are

‘undisputed, we think, anywhere upon this

continent,

There Is nothing wrong about the third
declaration of Mr. WHITE'S resolution,
namely, that any Intervention in the politl-
cal affairs of those Islands by any other
Government will be regarded as an act un-
friendly to the United States, This merely
states a principle and a fact which the
whole world already knows,

Therefore, true as it is, there Is no reason
for the adoption of Senator Wirre's resolu-
tion, stuting what it states and stopping
where it stops, The amendment offered on
Monday by Mr, Moroax of Alabama re-
places Mr, WiHiTe's insufiicient and unneo-
essary form of stutement without traver-
sing it. It bringsjit down to date and makes
It mean something, The Morgan amend-
ment is as follows :

“That the Republlo of Hawall, eatablished in and
bascd upon Its prescut Constitution, i s rightful Gov-
ernnient, aud has been and still is recognized as suoh
by the United States of America, and by other greas
powers, without any question by any oatlon of its
wghtrul and soverelgn independence; and sald Con-
stitutlon s the trus and recognieed suthority that
fixes the messure apd the distribution of the rights
aud powers of government in that repubillo while satd
Constitution remains in foree.

#Thai, Inconfarmity with the existing Constiiution
of the Hepubile of Hawall, and 00 long asthe same is
tn toroe, the powers of government reside ju, and are
0 be exerelsed by, the jncumbents of the depart
maents, tribunale, and officen credated by sald Copsid-
tutlon and filed o pursuance of law; and the lawful
aleotors unider sald Constitution, who qualify as such
by taliing the oath of allogisnce prescribed therein,
are dititled to thelr share io the goveroment of
Hawall, aecording to the rights sscured to them In
sald Coustitution, and o the extent and (o the man.

* And sald Govermment of the Republio of Hawall
Bavioyg fn due foren slgnifed its oconsent in the man-
war provided in fta Constitution that the Hawatian
Inlwnde, with all the territory appurtensnt |bersto,
orver which sald Governuvient now elalma to exerolss
exciusive jurisdietion, shall be annexed (o and be-
eoine port of the territory of the Unlted States of
Amor.ca, sod sball be subjeot 1o the natlooal powar
aud soverslgu Jurisdiction thereof, It s bereby en:

The resolution of Seuntor WHITE Is thus
rounded out and made not only complete,
but also impregnable, And it in this form
It should pass the Sepate and the House
and become law by the President's signa-
ture, tho annexation of Hawall would be
accoriplished as perfeotly and satisfac-
Iarll;‘r if by treaty or by any other method

of tive ure, The people of
ﬁhm Hmn Titkls about the
technique of annexation. They eare even
less, perhaps, whether this stalesman or
that statesman shall connect his name
historically with the
Hawall by securing the adoption of his
particular plan for effecting it, They
do care Intensely that Hawall shall be
annexed, and annexed at ones, while the
opportunity ls ours, as it Is to-day. The
apeedy consummation of this affair Ia closs
indoed to the heart of the American peo-
ple.

What Was Done on Teller Day.

The defenos of Senator Munrurv's vote
for the Teller resolution, put forward by so-
oalled *honest money Democrats™ allled
with Tammany Hall, collapsea when the
complete record of TELLER'S day Is shown.
Bix resolutions were voted down by the
Democratic foroces before the Teller resolu-
tion came up, Read them and wonder that
any politiclan pretending to be other than
nconfeased Bryanite could venture to justify
Benntor MurPHY's vobe,

The ante-Teller resolutions originated
with the friends of the 8t. Louis platform,
and were designed to make theline between
honest money and Repudiation visible to
any eye, however dull, and through any vell
of sophistry. The Hon, EnwArDp MURPHY
dodged none of them and left his party on
none of them. Posslbly the firat was the
mont deciaive, It wasoffered by NurLson of
Minnesota:

“That It athe duty of the Government of the
Unlted States under exiating Isws (o malntain the
parity tn value of ita gold and sllver momey, so
that a dollar of the one motal shall for all monstary
parposes always be equal In value to a dollar of the
other metal.*

The opposite of this was Repudiation
so bare that CLARE, PRITORARD, and
WARREN, allver Republicans; LiNDsAY,
Palmer and Bucknerite, and Gray, Cuckoo,
voted with the Republicans, MURPHY
voted against maintaining * the parity in
value of gold and sllver money.”

The attack was resumed by Lopam of
Massachusetta, In this form:

*That all the bonds of the United Gtates lssued or
suthorized to be isued under sald wots of Congress
are payable in gold coln or {ts equivalent, and that
any other payment without the consent of the ered-
ftor would be in violation of the public faith and in
derogation of his rights."

Murphy was one of 68 to send thins to the
Congreasional waste basket.

Quay of Pennsylvania next advanced ;

*That all bonds and other obligations of the United
Biates lssued or anthorized to be issned under sald
acts of Cong: b t » recited ahould be pald
principal and interest n the money that ls the highest
money of the world."

Merprry's was one of the 47 votes that
brought this to naught,

This proposition then came from Hoain
of Massachusetis:

“Under no clreumatances shiall the priscipal or in-
torest of the public debt be pald in deprocinbed curs
rency, or in any money othor thas the best money of
the world."

Through paira the vote against this reso-
lution sank to 42 ; MURPEY'S was one,

Next Foraker of Ohlo tried his hand:

It ts declared to be the financial polloy of the
Upited States that, until there shall have besn ob-
talned an Inter 1 ag the falth, honor
and eredit of the United States are solemuly pladged
to preserve the exlsting gold standard, and all obliga-
tlons of the United Btates ahall be malntained in-
violable at the p ¢ ntandard."

Monpuy's was included in the vote of
44 which squelched ForRAKER,

Forty-four votes agaln defeated Hoanr's
effort to have the Quay amendment adopt-
ed in 8 somewhat different form, and
Munpny was stendfast,

The last effort in behalf of honestmoney
was led by CAY¥FuRY of Louisiana :

*If at the tims of payment the principal and In-
terest on the bomds berein mentioned the market
walue of allver s not on & par with gold at the ratlo
of 168 to 1, the principal of said bonds shall be paid in
gold or allver at the option of the creditor,"

This was laid on the table without the
yeas and nays. Doubtless MURPHY'S aye
swelled the succesaful chorus.

Btanding alone, the Teller resolution s,
to any dispassionate judgment, a declara-
tion of friendliness to free silver colnage.
Put with it the six other resolutions which
wont to make up the memorable transac-
tions of the Senate on Jan, 28, and the
men who took part In defeating every one
of these, as did Senator Murruy, will be
sesn to have voted as unmistakably for free
silver colnage as though they had reaflirmed
the Chicago plank, declaring for free silver
colnnge at 16 to 1, without the aid or con-
sent of any other nation,

The fact about Senator Munpry Is that
he Is a member of the Democratic party.
He stands by hisparty every time, He must
cherish a rather contemptuous opinion of
any so-cnlled Democrat who In New York
undertakes to misrepresent his recent ac-
tion, or to palliate it as of uncertalin par-
tisanship toward the Chicago platform.

Good Faith Toward Public Bequests,

A question that involves the keeping of
faith with the founder of a public charity
has come up In Baltlmore, Many years ago
Mosks SUEPPFARD of that city, by gifts and
legacy, provided more than a million dol.
lars for establishing and malintaining there
an institution for the insane, incorporated
as the Sheppard Asylum. It was o magnifl.
cent foundation for thoss times, and the
asylum continues to this day as his monu.
ment. Recently Exoc Prarr, another
rich and public-spirited citizen, left by will
n large suin to this iostitution, condi-
tloned, however, on a change of ita name to
the Sheppard and Enoch Pratt Hospitsl,
while Indleating also alterations to be
made in the scope and character of itas
work, The trustees, with one exception,
asked the Maryland Iegislature for such a
chunge of nume ; but Mr. PERINE, a son of
the man who drew Moses Sueprann's will
and knew well his views and purposes, dis-
sented from the plan and resigned his office
of trusice ratbher than be & party to It,
The Senate rushed throngh the desired bill
within twenty-four hours from its Intro-
duetion, but it was halted in the House,

The question of public policy thus in-
volved s n wide one and may have grave
consequenves.  Milllons upon millions are
given to found institutions that shall bear
the names of the donors. And there is
nothing base or sordid in the desire of o
man to perpstuate his memory in this way.
It Is & worthy ambition, which may be
cherished through a lifetime of toil and

: public Interest to encournge ; and the most
essentlal of encouragements Is to hold the
purposes of stich founders of public monu-
ments sacred in lstter and In spirit,

The dosire of the trustees of the Sheppard
anylum to have a larger fund for their work
Is natural, and perhaps they did not fesl
at liberty to reject it without referring the
matter to the Legislature. But the proposed
change of name, which Is causing much
discussion In Baltimore, not only doea
Injuntice to the original benefactor in this
particular case, but might, as a precedent,
work harm to the present disposition of
men to found publie institutions,

In the Baltimote eass & double Injustice
would be done, because the proposed
“Sheppard and Enoch Pratt Asylum™
might In time seem like the Pratt Asylum,
founded by two brothers, Sheppard being a
familiar Christian name, Even could that
result be avoided by substituting * Moses
SBheppard and Enoch Pratt Asylum,” which
Mr., Pratt's condition doea not permlt, the
name might still suggest In time a joint
foundation of two donors with common
Ideas. But Mr. Surgprann’s Iidea was an
asylum for the more humane and sclentiflo
troatment of the insane, the studies and
methods of which would necessarily limit
the number of patlenta, His purpose, as
he sald, was *"to earry forward and Im-
prove the amollorated system of treatment
of the Insane, Irrespective of expense.”
Exoon PRATT'S, on the other hand, was to
bring In * the indigent insans,” providing
for a great many patlents, to be received
free or at very low rates. Even conceding
that, as the trustees say, the two purposes
could be earried out without conflict, Moses
SHEPPARD presumably never imagined that
an ordinary charity hospital would be add-
od to the distinctive institutlon devoted to
syatemas of treatment to which he had dedi-
cated his fortune, and that upon his monu-
ment another philanthropist would be al-
lowed to Insoribe another name.

It Is falr to say that local publie senti-
ment seems to be divided, and that there
in a strong feeling against allowing the
money to go out of the public charity re-
sources, and out of the Stats, to Mr.
PrAT'S relatives, But the consideration
of what is due to Mr. SHEPPARD'S memory
should come first, and In that way, too,
lles the broader consideration of the gen-
eral public Interest. As to Mr. PraTT'Ss
public memorial, he had already secured
it by founding the * Enoch Pratt Free LI
brary” in Baltimore, and It may be hoped
that he may never have to share that honor
with Joaxn SmiTH, ABSALOM JONES, or any
other philanthropist of the future,

From Protection’s Primer,

In jeering somewhat at the American
manufacturers with whom certaln new
French and German textlle companles, to
bo planted In the United States, are ex-
pected to compete, our estesmed contem-
porary, the Providence Journal, Invires
information about the tariff as though it
knew nothing of it. The tariff {s pro-
nounced a failure because, although check-
ing the Importations of products, it cannot
check the bpdlly importation of industries,
*‘Nor can the home manufacturer,” says
the Journal, *solace his feelings with the
thought that when the new factorles have
been, as it were, Imported, this country
would be better off than formerly."”

It is true that the silk manufacturers
threatened with this new competition can-
not hope to prevent it. Once within our
national borders the new sllk companies
will enjoy, boyond the power of rivals to
prevent, the blessinga of the greatest free
trade organization In polities, tho United
States, No tariff exists between the States,
But the theory of protection is that
It is for the benefit of the countryas a
whole, and not for any particular portion
of it. The tariff on sllk, for Instance, is
not designed to confer a monopoly of man-
ufacture on companies that nsk for it, but
to make the industry possible in this coun-
try. That is thought to be advantageous to
the community in general, whether the silk
makers' profits are high or low.

'T'is not well to forget first principles,

The Boers Expect to Have to Fight
England for Thelr Independence,

About a month ago one of the London
newapapers made the startling announce-
ment that but for the rinderpest, which
had played havoe with the cattle in the
Transvaal, the Boers would have invaded
British territory., Circumstantial details
of the plan of thelir operations were given,
Four columns were to be formed at certain
convenlent points on the frontler; and
these, on the order belng Issued, were to be
launched ncross the border to oceupy four
of the most Important strategle points on
British territory. In this way the Boers,
according to the Globe of London, would at
the very outsct of the campaign secure Im.
portant advantages,

It is now evident that the story which
was communicated to the London paper
was a myth, and merely intended to stir up
British feeling against the Boers, whom |t
Is known Mr, Joseria CHAMBPERLAIN would
be only too glad of an opportunity to at-
tack, if the preoccupations of the British
Government in other directions did not
Interfere with his plans,

We have seen a private letter from the
Transvaal dated Jan, 9, written by a Boer
holding aw lmportant post In the South
African Republie, This letter does not In
any way bear out the story referred to. The
writer, who, when writing, appears to have
been unconsclous of the alarming reports
in eirculation in London, says:

“In reply to your question as to what the relations
betwoen us and England are, all 1 oan say is that £ng
laud s watcling us s & cat walches s mouse. Sho has
hor sples anyd ngnpts bore, bulk we takeoare (o shadow
them. The lmperlal Npanciers have caused grost de
pr by stopplng the gold ¢ and throw-
ipg thousands out of work. Hutin apite of this the
gold output s bigher evory month. The gold la bere,
but they are not satlifled with that, sod wani (ho
ruling of ourcounbry as well, The so-called grievancos
are bogus, They talk about high prices for dynamite,
but while nine years ago we had to pay sight pounds
ten shilllings sjerllug for it, at the present time It costs
ouly four pounds tom sbillings. Dut they want somes-
thing to grumble sbout. Mr. J. CHamperLan's policy
toward us continues liritating. A few days sgo we
had s despatch from blm In whish be rather torolbly
puinte out that Englasd has rights of suzorainty over
the Travevaal. We do not sdmit that, snd will sagaln
toll him so. Belog & nnall Biete wa are acting ou Lhe
defeusive, snd will lot them commense. Our forces
are now better armed than ever before, and wo can
eanlly put 40,000 men ta the feld with s strong force
of well-served artillory,

For a Useless Commission,

The House Commlittes on Labor haa re-
ported favorably a bill for & eommlinaion to
Investigate the conditions of labor and
ngrionlture, :

This blll pever should have been born
and deserves todle, Presumably it will be
made to die. The Government cannot yet
pay its expenscs, It has no money to waste
on a fool commisasion. There in a depart-
ment of labor, There Is a division of
atatisties In the agricultural department.
There are the various State bureaus of labor
and statistien. There I plenty of informa-
tion about labor and agriculture for any in-
quiring minds In Congress or out of it. If
the proposed commission were appointed,
it could do no more than hear the miscel-
laneous cranks who like to alr themselves,

The work of the great Hrxay W, Brar's
Senate Commlttes on Education and Labor
is a specimen of the Immense uselessness
of such an Inquiry as is proposed. There
would be a majority report and a minority
report, neither of them read by anybody
but the signars. There would be a big job
for the Government printing office. There
would be tons of junk as the final result of
the commission.

Labor and agriculturs would be no better
and no wome off, The Commissioners
would be better off to the extent of their
salariea.

This is no time, if ever there Is a time,
for the creation of usecleas offices,

We have received a large number of re.
plies to the ocorrespondent who kod for
the agnoatio view of thequesiion of m future
life for man, but the few of them which
we have published oxplain sufliciently the
attitude toward it of those who reject
supornnturalism.
