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WAS AT THE ALAMO MASSACRE.
Stary of Mme. Candelarin of San Antonlo, One
of the Oldest Pereons In the Woerld,

BAN AwrTONIO, Tex., Feb. 8.— Dofia Andrea
Onstanon de Villanueva, familinrly known as
Mme, Candelaria, Is o notable wonian in two re-
speets. Hhe is the sole survivor of the massacre
of the Alamo, which occurred In this eity on
March 6, 1836, and ahe s one of the oldest per-
sons in the world, Her ago, na shown by Span-
ish records, Is 114 years,

Mme, Candelaria lives In s 1iitle Mexican hut
In the Moxican gquarter of the olty. She was
born at Rio Grands, State of Coahuils, Mexico,
Her parents were Don Antonlo Castanon, chief
tallor to the Mexican Viceroy, and Dofia Fran.
clsca Martinez, At the age of 15 yeurs she was
married tp Sehor Slivero Flores, and the young
couple immediately came to San Antonle. That
was Just & century ago, and San Antonio has
been the home of Mme, Candelaria ever slnece.
In 1815 her husband died, and she was married
to Don Candelaria Villanueva,

Although of groat age and feehle in body

o, Oandelsria has & wonderful memory of
evenis of hor earller ysarn. She remem
vividly the storming of the Alamo by the Mexis
can troops nnd Lhe massacre that ensued,

“1u 18538, she says, ™ 1 was living In a little
house about flve hundred yards east of the
Alamo fort. I was well acquainted with Davy
Crockett and had nursed him h an {llnoes,
It was about the Arstday of M. A36,when a
massenger came to my house from the Almo
with a note from Crockett asking me to como to
the fort and nuree James e, who
taken 11l with typhold faver, 1 anawered the
summons and found Howie lying on a cot in the
little north room of the main bullding of the
fort,which 1s still standing and Is now known as
the Alamo . _Bowle was nrf il and I
stayod by hisslde almost day and night. The
gnrrison were greatly excited over the advance
of Banta Anna and bis army and the brave
Americans knew perfectly well thst thoy were
all to be xilled, but they resolved to die fighting
likeo noble, patriotic men.

“What's the mattsr with the Secretaries of
Btate of the yarious Btates and the State pride
of he samel” inanired n Washington newspaper
man at an uplown hotel last night.

NOTES OF LEGAL KEVENTS,

In additlon to the bills which we have al®)
ready montioned providing for the appolntment
of additlonal Clreult Jodges of the United
Htates in saveral of the Federal ciroults into
which the Unlon is divided for judicial pur-
poses, thare s a proposition before Congress
to organize a tenth clroult, which shall have
three new Clrouit Judges and a Cirovit Court
of Appeals of Ite own. Four Btates will con-
stitute the new ciroult, Colarado, Utah, and
Wyotning being taken out of the existing
olghth circuit and Montana out of the existing
ninth, Salt Lake City s spocified in the bill
ns the place at which the Clreult Court of Ap-
ponls for the tenth cirouit must sft, but the
Judgos are empowersd to hold the court else-
where alao, if they deem it proper to do so.
The bill was Introduced in the House of Rep-
rosontatives by Mr, Willlam H, King, the
member from Utah, Nodoubt the qlghth oir
oult as now made up s too large for the judieial
foroo asalgnod to it, comprising as it does tea
States and Lhrees Territories, and it’ can.wall
spare threo of the Btates to help In making up
the proposed tenth elrcult, The transfer of
Montans would probably be agreeable to the
peopls of that Btate, for it would be more con-
venlont to thet to have their Federal avpeals
hoard at Salt LakeZCity than at Ban Frane
claco, whore they now have to be taken under
tho present organization of the cirouita

By tho death of Judge Jasper W. Gilbart
Brooklyn has lost & prominent figure in the
life of that clty., After a long ‘and distin-
guisbed carcer on the bench of the Bupreme
Court he retired on mocount of having at-
tained the constitutional Umit of age sixteen
years ago. Whatever may be suld in support
of the provision of our State Constitution
which enforces the retirement of Judges at the
age of 70, no argument to sustain ita wisdom
ctin be found In the oase of Judge Gilbert, From
the dny of hls retirement to the day of his
death be remalned the same able lawyer in
whom time in no wise lessened his capacity to
discharge the duties of the judicial office. In-
deed, there was ono rospoot in which perhaps
his fitness for the bench becames more manifest
ai the yoars passed on. The kindly side of nls
nature shone out !n his demeanor and in his
cheery intercourse with his numerous friends,
no that the sunny qualities of his charaoter had
long sinee done away with the impression which
once prevailed that Judge Gllbert was a man
of natural severity at heart. His judicial opin-
fons were written In an excellent style, sud afs
ford good examples to the Judges of the pres-
ent day, not only on account of their clear and
exprussive English, but by resson of thelr sen-
slble length., Judge Gilbert dealt with the
cases before him adequately, but without any
such appalling waste of words as we find In
t?o many Appellato Divislon opinlons in thess
times,

A caso of conslderable Intereat and Importance
to modical men in England was decided in Jane
uary by his Honor, John E. W. Addison, one of
the County Court Judges for Cambridgeshire,
A doctor sued a laborer to recover fifteen shil-
lings for professional services rendered In
pursuance of an engagement to attend the las
borer's wife durlng her conflnement, Be’ore
tho child was born, tho wife enguged another
medical mnn.

first doctor’s sorvices in holdiog himself ready
to respond to the summons, come when It
might, which should cull him to the bedside of
the pationt.
