cans of ashes and escaped with a scalp wound.
The other two men were burled under the ash
cans. Many employees of the hotel ran to
their help. When Foley was taken out ho
was unconscious, and Dcirman was dead. Am
balances took Looney and Foley to IScllevue.

Foley was reported to be dying at tho hospital
at 1:30 o'clock this morning. A priest administ-
ered the last rites of the Church to him late
lattnlght. .

The elevator which broke was put In by
the Spragne Elcctrlo Company, which also
uolpped the Astoria with its passenger eleva
tors. This company sent an expert at once to
try to Sad out what had caused the accident.
There axe two theories by which the accident
was accounted for. One is that ono of the ash
cans may have projected over tho edgo of tho
platform far enough to catch against the odge
or us well hole at the street lovel. Had this
happened, the hoisting machinery would have
continued to act with its full force, unless the
man at the operating chain had checked It

would havo pulled the split links
open. The other theory is tbat a new 'appli-
ance which tho hotel people had recently bad
tut upon the elevators caused the accident.
As the elevators open right into the open court,
protected only by Iron bars to Keep persons
from falling into them when the platforms are
down, an unpleasant cold draught of air went
down into the lower regions of the hotel when
the platforms did not nil the well holes. To
remedy this wooden trap doors wero put over
the wells. These were hinged at the back near
the wall of the hotel. To savo having to send a
tun outside to open these doors or having soma
ens go up onthe platform to do this, an auto-
mata arrangement had been contrived. This
consisted of a framework of wood stood up
atone end of each platform, which carried a
wooden cam tbat Dressed the door up at ono
end and threw it back. On tho platform of tho
elevator which fell this arrangement was on
the end where the links drew out. It is possi-
ble, therefore, that the cover pushed up by this
arrangement at that end stuck or Jamemd. and
that the strain thus produced proved too muchr the links and had strained them open so
that they could givo way under the load ofsues and men.

week, tho oietfutlvo committees of most of the
labor unions of tho city will have anted upon
tho reports of tho delcgatos who represented
them at tho meeting of tho New England Tex-
tile Union yesterday. At this meet-
ing thore wcro prosent forty-ftv- o delegates from
the leading jnanufacturing towns of Now Eng-

land, and It was voted to recommend a, general
strike. It was pointed out that wbon a reduc-
tion Is general good result oannot bo obtalnod
by fighting it In ono city. In no city ln this
section will tho action of the mooting find mora
favor than In Fall Hlver. It la just what the
unions in this city contemplated when they
voted to accept ths reduction. Tho d

ones realised that the poorly paid operatives
:ould offer little reslstanco In winter when every
cent they can mako ls required to pay their ac-
tual living expenses. In warm woatherlt oosU
them little to lira and they can go along Tory
well on small amounts. When tbo rcduotton
was accepted operatives gave their condition
tbat anothor voto would be takon In the spring.
It is their desire to resist lator if tho old scale ls
not restored. Consequently the action at Bos-
ton is no more than a request to do Just what
thoy decided upon nearly two months ago. The
situation ls becoming grave onco more, and It
is bellovod by all that the strike Is coming and
that ln this city, at least, it will boa hard light.
The unions have boon preparing for It. For
more than threo months not n union ln the city
had expended more than strike and lockout
pay. All other benefits iroro suspended.

Tho operatives still tfilnk that curtailment
is tho only proper mothod for the relief of the
glnttod uiarkot, and thoy say that whether the
curtailment ls brought about by u strike or

closing of tho mills by tho manufactur-
ers, tho result will bo tho samo. namely, a bet-
ter market and a good chance of having wages
restored. Tho first of April or May Is named
as tho tlmo for tho beginning of tho strike.

Tito manufacturers appear to take no inter-
est in the matter. They do not look upon it as
serious. Tnry Bay that It is impossible to bring
the 147.000 operatives in New England into n
(.trlke, and that tho Rhodo Island men could
not bo hlrod to enter a movo of this kind. Union
members might come out ln full, but others
would not, is tho way thoy regard It Tbey
agrco that the goneral curtailment would be a
good thing, especially If caused by a strike,
which would frco them of some contracts.

Nnw Bkdfohd, Mass., Fob. 14. Tho legisla-
tive committee on labor arrived here this even-
ing, nnd will begin Ub Inquiry into the condi-
tion of the textllo Industry Tho de-
cision of tho Boston conferenco to call for a
general strlko has resulted ln a growing feeling
of unrest among the operatives. There is much
bttternoss against Secretaries Boss of the spin-
ners and Hart of the weavers.

At no tlmo since tho strlko opened havo tho
operntiveslnoved away from tho city aa rapidly
as they aro leaving now. and many are prepar-
ing to go within the next few days. For the
most port thoy aro skilled hands, as competent

naturally have been tho most success-u- l
ln finding employment elsewhere Nineteen

Lancashire weavers and their families have
made arrangomonts to sail for tholr former
homes. Tho French Canadians ore leaving tne
ctt faster than over, and a single train y

carriod away twenty-tw- o families, who shipped
their household cfTocts a day or two ago.

An agent of a Now Jersey silk mill has made
application at the headquarters of tho weavers
for sovoral hundred hands, cromlslng $0 a week
to them while they are learnlngthe work.

Providence. It, I.. Feb. 14. Tho action of tho
Boston conference was a surprise to tho opera-
tives ln this 8tate. Asido from the spinners there
ls no organisation nmon - the cotton mill opera-
tives ln tho State, nnd oven the spinners aro not
thoroughly organized. It is believed, however,
that if the spinners ln somo mills should decide
to go out, other operatives would follow. The
operatives are dissatisfied, but they realize tbat
they hava little to gain nnd much to loso by
striking.

The recent reduction was resisted in only two
mills In the State. Ono of theso mills ls run-
ning, and tho strike s realize that they aro
beaten, and will probably return to work this
week.

BBPHIBB AT TUB ALUMXI DIXlfBR
TO BBCB1TT ATTAOBB.

Th Btbatlag Team and "ttaall Xlavra Taara
t Shan the Kind r Hen Turned Ont by
tha University flneaehas by Prar. Hndley
and Otntre Dafnac af the Tale "Lire.

About 400 alumni and undergraduates, dis-

tributed In small and Jolly groups, ate, drank,
and wero merry at tho Vale alumni dinner at
Bherry's last night. As ono1 ot the speakers re-
marked, tho dinner w as not conducted upon tho
precise principles which tbo Now Jersoy
Woman's Christian Temperance Union lays
down for the male part ot tbo universe
to follow, hut then, the bluo ribbons
which fluttered last night did not conceal be-

hind their folds any ot the members ot that
organization; so it didn't make much difference.
Representatives ot tho debaters who didn't win
from Princeton but did from Harvard, nnd of
the football team who didn't win from Harvard
but did from Princeton wore present as guests
of honor, Tho football men appeared to got a
trifle more of tho honor than the debaters, al-

though tbelr speechmakor didn't make solong a
speeob.

George Adee presided, and after making a few
remarks. In which he expressed his firm

that Yale ts still tho greatest place
going, and to bo an alumnus thereof ls to bo
counted among tho specially elect, he Intro-
duced Prof. Arthur T. Iladley ot the faculty.
Prof, lladley said:

"I am glad to be ablo to speak ot the rising
literary spirit of Yale. If tho undergraduates
make as much progress In this respect In the
next flvo years as they have In tho last Ave
years, the fact ot being a Yale man will he a
true literary stimulus, and wo shall have a Yale
literary stylo and Yale llterar productions.
Applause.
" In spite ot what somo persons

who do not go there say, Yale Is still a first-rat- e

placo morally. Take ono illustration out of
many, tho matter ot torapornnce. Cheers.)
Ths boy coming from tho restrictions ot school
to the freedom of college will find many
temptations everywhere, bnt nowhero will
he And stronger Incentives to bo manly
and upright than at Yalo. Thero ho will find
an honest sentiment against any excess in
drink. As an underclass man rccontly said to
me: 'There ls nothing that queers a man so
badly for tbe best societies as drinking too
much.'

Inspector In his place Both tho now ofllcors
wore sworn ln at onco. They hod expected
their promotion and wcro In tho building await-
ing tho announcement. Chief McCullngh de-
tailed Deputy Chief Devory to tho old city. He
will share tho work of superintondenco In tho
boroughs of Manhattan nnd tbo Bronx with
Deputy Chlof Cortrlght. Inspector Grant was
sent over to Brooklyn, whoro Devery had boen
slnco his promotion to tho rank ot Inspector a
month ago.

Tho promotion ot Devery was no surprise. It
was well known that tho board wanted him In
tho high place. Ho ls a porsonal frlond ot Rich-
ard Croker and suffered suspension and anx-
iety during the Lexow days which entitle him
to reward under the present rdglmo.

It was equally woll understood, however,
that tho board did not know how to bring his
elevation about. It found him a Captain and
mado him an Inspector. The charter seemed
plainly to provide tbat the Deputy Chiefs must
bo chosen from among tho deputies already In
ofllco and the Inspectors transferred from tho
old force.

Health Baard Entars a Protest and Will Re-
inforce It at Albany.

The Board ot Hoalth held a'speclal meeting
yesterday to plan a campaign to defeat the Sen-at- o

bill known as the Brush bill. Commis-
sioner Cosby and President Straus ot the board
were appointed a cemmitteo to aro to Albany to
fight tho bill. They will tako with them a
set of resolutions paBsod yesterday, together
with several petitions, which they will present
to tho Sonato Commlttco on Cities.

Tho resolutions say that tho bill, If enacted,
would lnterforo with tho continued progress and
tbe successful administration! tho department
by doprlvlng tbo Board of Health of the services
of the President of tho Board of Pollco Commis-
sioners; by prohibiting tho production of vaccine
virus by tho department, and tho production of
diphtheria antitoxin and other antitoxins; and
by restricting scientific research; by limiting
tho work of prevention of infectious diseases'
especially of tuberculosis, diphtheria, the sep-
tic diseases, and tetanus in human beings, glan-

ders In horses, and tuberculosis In tho bovine
species, and prospectively of nil other infec-
tious diseases for whicn antitoxins may bo ul-
timately produced: by excluding from tbo list of
"infectious, contagious, and pestilential diseases"
tuberculosis, relapsing fe er, plague, puerperal
fovcr, contagious Influenza (grip), and epidem-
ic dyscntory "tbo group of diseases excluded
from tho list causing on an acrago throughout
tbo civilized world far more deaths than those
Included, and concerning tbe Infectious charac-
ter of which thcrcis now no reasonable doubt:"
and by diminishing or removing safeguards
against diphtheria, smallpox, and tuberculosis,
vhlch havo resulted in the practical extinction
of Bmallpox, ln a diminution of nearly one-ha- lt

In the death rate from diphtheria within four
yoars, and ln a diminution ln tho death rate by
tuberculosis ot moro than ono-thlr- d since 1800.
Tbo Department of Hoalth under existing laws
has brought about ln ten yoars a reduction of
the death rats from preventable diseases to
about ono-thlr- of tho previous rate, giving ln
181)7 the lowest genoral death rate in tbe his-
tory of tho city, and it declares that In Its opin-
ion the provisions of this bill ln tho particulars
named arc Inexpedient, unscientific, and Inhu-
mane, and arc calculated to deprlvo the clttrens
of Now York ot such protection against serious
forms of Infectious diseases as tbe department
was created to secure.

IJAHLE3I BITER DRIVEWAY CLOSED.

Tba Order r tbe Old Park Donrd 0nlng It
Ttrrobrd by Mr. Clausen.

Tbe old Park Board Issued orders fr the
opening or tho Harlem River Driveway, and
President McMillan claimed tho credit of hav-
ing completed tbo work under tho Strong ad-

ministration. Yesterday Gcorgo C. Clausen,
Park Commissioner for the boroughs of Man-
hattan and Richmond, revoked these orders and
directed tbe driveway to bo closed. In a let-
ter to William II. Burr, consulting engineer in
cbargo of the work, ho says:

"Tne condition of tho work on section 1,
which affords scccsb from tho south to tho com-
pleted section (No. 2), tbo said work being still
in tho hands of tho contractor, renders it Im-
practicable In consider the drhe ready for
public use. It Ib not, and never bos been, as a
matter of fact, open to the public, except as a
matter of oQlclal declaration, and this declara-
tion was premature.

"A further objection to the driveway's be-
ing considered as open is found in tbo fact tbat
tbe contractors for tho erection of tho railing
havo just boon notified to begin the work. With-
out a railing, tho uro of the driveway is danger-
ous, and during the progress of Its erection tho
tires ot the forges and tno noise of hammering
necessary to tbe work certainly make driving
upon it an unnecessary risk.

"You will please glvo the necessary orders for
tho formal closing of tho driveway for the pres-
ent.

"Tho specifications of tho contract for the
railing and tho report upon tbe progress of the
work upon tho flrst section make It probable
that tho formal opening of tho completed drive-
way will bo posslblo ln the early spring."
