Floating Dereolicts,

Although the exact cause of the Veen-

" dam's disaster may never be positively
known, vet it was due to having a hole
stove in her stern either by her own shaft

= or by striking submerged wreckage of some

sort. The latter, in the opinion of her Cap-
tain, woas the primary cause, the wedging of
. ber propeller heing followed by the snap-
' ping of the shaft and perhaps its breaking
~ through the hull, The steamer had passed
flonting wreckage not long before, When,
therefore, it was certain that she must go
down, the Captain, after all hands were out,
met ber afire so that nothing should be left
to injure other vessels,

The nccident occurred In the regular
steamship lane, but so far onut on the ocean
a5 to be beyond the jurlsdiction of any
country. The wreckage was, porhaps, that
of somo eraft abandoned and lLroken up,
and the pilot charts of the North Atlantle
sometimes contain the records of many
such ernft, Our Government looks after
floating hulks, dangerous to navigation,
near [ts own shores, sending vessels Lo blow
them up; and presumably European couns
trles police thelr territorial waters In the
samie way., Huat there is nobody to clear
the great ocean highway of such derellets,

« and they remain o mennce to travel and

traffic for months, or even years,

What is specially striking in the case of
the ill-fated steamship of the Holland-
Ameriea line Is that, If she really struck
a submerged wreek, the aceldent was one
that no precaution could possibly have
avoided, It often happens that these
treacherous hulks are just awash, and can-
not be seen on o dark nlght, Some of them
are vessels laden with Jumber, from our
own sbores, aud the Gulf Stream scts di-
rectly across the steamship path, so that
they slowly float up to it. No one can say
bow many of the vessols that hnve perished

'+ im some unknown way may have met their
fate by crashing into one of these low-
lying, waterlogged derelicts, ns fatal as
any rocky reef,

Again and again preliminary steps have
been taken for International cobiperation in
cleariog the high seas, or at least the regu.
lar steamship lane, of all such obstructions
and perlls. It Is to the credit of our coun-
try that, although its avallable force of
Government vessels Is 8o winall, yet it has
long been anxious to do itapart in the po-
lice work. Great Britain has anenormously

~ larger interest than any other country in
the matter, and yel it finds constant reason
to delay taking the initiative in it.

Another Infldel Theologian.

Tha denial of any sacramental charac-
ter and of any mystery In the Holy Sup-
per, made by the Rev. Dr, McGrrrenTr of
Union Theologleal Seminary, Introduces
iuto the Presbyterlan Church heresy not
lons flagrant than that with which Dr,
Briaues of the same school stirred the
whole world of Protestant orthodoxy. If
the natural and selentlflc method adopted
by Dr. McGIerERT In treating this particu-
Iar tenet of Christian falth is applied to
the syatem of Christian theology generally,
the whole muat fall to the ground.

According to the book of Dr. MoGirrenT,
containing this indubitable heresy, the
Lord's Supper, or the Sacrament of the
Ioly Communion, was in Ita origin simply
asooinl meal, and in the mind of Jesus,
apparently, was not even the institution
of & memorial feaat, but was a method
chosen by Him to announce symbolically
Hin *impending death,” and to assure his
disciplea that *‘it would result not in evll
but In good” to them. * To read Into this
slmple and touching act, unpremeditated,
yet summing up in iteelf the whole story
of His life of service and of sacrifice,

‘| subtle and ahstruse doctrines, is,” says

Dr. McGrerent, “a great Injustice, for
it takes from the scene all Ita beautiful
naturalness, which Ia so charncteristic of
Him and so perfectly in keeping with His
direct and unaffected thought and speech.”
The circumatance that after the actual
death of Jesus, His dlsciples preserved tho
supper as a ' memorlal feast, in which they
looked back to His death as He had looked
forward to It," Is regurded by Dr. MoGry-
¥ERT as simply a natural procesding ex-
pressive of their of berea t.

It eannot be denied that this explana-
tion of the initiation of the Last Supper,
with Its development Into a memorial
feast and a sacramental Communion of
the deepest and holleat mynstery, Is en-
tirely reasonable, If the clrcumstances
are conaldered and measured without
any theologlcal blas, or without regard
to the authority of the Church. A hls.
torian who entered upon the examination
of the subject without any religlous pre-
conceptions as to It or any religious spirit
whatever, would treat the Supper In the
same way, or as 6 historical event occur-
ring among simple people, and without any
occult significance.

Suchamethod of treatment, however, does
violenoe to all Christian theology from the
carliest ages of the Church, and it conflicts
directly with the Westminster Confession,
the standard of doctrine of the Presby-
terlan Church. It is the critical and not
the religions method, and If applied to
Christianity as a whols would leave noth-
ing of it except a body of ethlcal teachings,
from which all supernatural character had
been excluded. The Last Supper would
have no more sacramental quality than
the last words of SBocrATES to his dlis-
ciplea when he took the hemlock, or a
natural proceeding, which, however im-
pressive [t might have been, had nothing
of the character of ndeep religious myatery.

Thus one by one, Presbyterian theolo-
ginns of distinction and wide influence In
shaping the opinions of the Preshyterian
minietry, are knocking down the pillars of
the Christian faith. They are reducing
Christlanity to a purely natural level, and
subjecting it to the requirements of scien-
tifle demonstration like the veriest Infidel,
They are eliminating faith wholly and dis-
carding all Church authority. They de-
mand that there shall be neientific proof ;
and that means practieally the rejection of
supernaturallam. They will have no mys-
teries. They must see and know or they
will not believe; and what ia that except
pure agnosticism ¥

The spirit of skepticiam in the past vent-
ed itself in roproaches against the Chureh
made by outslde infidelity; but the skepti-
clsm of the present is in the Church itself,
It I8 not now VoLNEY and Toum Paixe who
are asualling the stronghold of religlous
orthodoxy ; It Ia Dr, Briaas and Dr, Me-
GIFFERT, ita nppointed defenders, who are
surrendering the citadel to Infdelity.

The League and Ita Clubs.

To lift the game of professional baseball
out of [ta state of dlsreputable chaos up to
the level of wholesomo and well-ordernd
sport will be easler if the magnates think
carefully over the real eause of trouble,
That exists, not because players are row-
dies and ungovernable rebels ngalnat the
wnpire, but because the managers of the
clubs have been disloyal to the League,

The League is a foderation, Its mem-
bers have established a central Govern-
ment possessed of certain powers over
them all jointly and severally., Because
certain of them have not lived up to
this compact and have undertaken to as-
sert their own individual authority against
‘that of the League, the entire organization
has become demoralized, with the result
that the spirit of disorder has actually over-
whelmed the ball-fleld, turning the play-
ers Into a rabble at once violent, inde-
cent, unsportsmanlike, and unbearable,

The members of the League originally
agreed that the funetion of appointing um-
plres to govern the general contest should
belong to the League as a body, To fortify
the umpire in his intended Indepond of
the various clubs, be was declared to be
“the sole and absolute judge of play."
None but a captaln could address him, or
question his decislon, and then only s to
the legal lnterpretation of the rules. So
thorough was the determination to make
this representative of the League supreme
forall questions of play, that the ** manager
or any other officlal,” of ** either club,” Ia
forbidden to enter the fleld at play-time or
even to address the umpire, under penalty
of forfeiting the game,

Instead of standing by the rules, first one
mansgerand then another began the policy
of supplementing the umpire chosen by the
League with one chosen by himself. The
*elub umpire” who argues with the League
umplire varies from the captain to the solld
mass of his players. It makes no differ-
ence who the first traltor was, or whether
the idea of defying League rales originated
with the manager himself or with & head-
strong captain born to rowdiness. Grado-
ally the habit of rebellion spread through all

the clubs, until the results becamie plainly

intolerable and the wisd
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the Leagus ross up in protest.
To restore uz to. the ball-fisld 1t will
be necessary to provide for enforcing
League rules, For the enforesment of fta
rules the authority of the League as a cen-
trally governed federation must be ralsed
above the power of any aly and disloyal
member to disputs. It ls needlesa ta say
that treachery of that sort must be sup-
pressed under an overwhelming welght of
loyalty and good faith befors the League
can regain (ta proper strength as a League.
It must abolish rigorously the * eclub um-
pire,” and restore the League umpire to hia
rightful place as arbiter bayond guestion
of the ball-ground. And to restore the
League umplre It will be necessary to as-
sure to him not only the respect and obed|-
ence of the players, but bona fide support
on the part of all the managers of cluba,
That belng so, it may be necensary for the
Teague to consider not only penalties for
players presuming to make rules for them-
selves on the fleld, but penalties for clubs
that promote or countenancs infractions of
thelr agreement with their fellow mem-
bers. United the League will stand, DI-
vided It will fall.

De Lome's Service to Cnba.

Mr. CLEVELAND'S Inst annual message to
Congress, aubmitted In December, 1800,
postponed declalve action with regard to
the war In Cuba until such time as he him-
#elf should be comfortably out of office.
After a misty discussion of the situation in
the Island and a suggestion of the possi-
bility of peace through a scheme of au-
tonomy guaranteed by the United States,
Mr, CLEVELAND pronounced this somewhat
nebulous warning, which served its main
purpose, however, Inasmuch as It practi-
cally unloaded the responsibility upon the
shoulders of his successor, Mr. MceKINLEY:

“1¢ should bte added that it cannot be reasonably
ssaumed that the hitherto sxpectant attitude of tho
United States will be indefinitely maintained. While
wo are anxions to sccord all dus respect to the
soveraignty of Bpain, we oannot view the pending
econfiles In all e features, and properly apprebend
our tnevitabily close relations to it and i1s possible
reatilts, without conaldering that by the counre of
events wo may be drawn Into such sn unoenal and
unpr A A ail an will fix & Jimit to our
patient walttng for Spailn to end the contest, sither
alone and in her own way, or with our friendly oo
operation.'’

And he dismissed the subject with an-
other vague reference to the posaibllity of
intervention:

“I have deemed 1t nol amiss to remind the Con-
gross that a time may arcive when a correct policy
and care for our iotersets, as well s a regard for
the totereats of other natlons and thelr cltizens,
jolned by 14 of h Ity and a deslre to
see B rich and fertlle conntry, Intimntaly related to
us, saved from complste devastation, will eonstrain
our Government to such actlon aa will subserve the
Interesta thus luvolved, and at the same time promise
to Cuba and Ita Inhabltanta an opportunity to enjoy
the blesainge of peace.™

President McEixney's attitude in hia
first annual o ge, In D ber last,
was much manlier and more satisfactory,
Mr. McKINLEY spoke of the recall of Wev-
LER, the modifieation of the horrible order
of concentration, and the proposal of the
comprehensive scheme of autonomy. The
subatance of Mr. McKINLEY'S understand-
Ing of the situation was thia: There has
been a change of Government at Madrid,
and the new Ministry profess a desire and
an intention to do justice to Cuba, Letus
walt a reasonable time and see.

The sincerity of Scflor SAGASTA'S profes-
slons and promises was taken for granted
by our President :

*That the Government of Bacasta has sutersd
upon a course from which recesslon with honor is
impossibla can Bardly bte gquestioned; that In the
few weeks it has existed it han made earneat of the
sincerity of its professions is undeniable. [ sball not
impugn Its slncerity, nor should impaticnce be suf-
fared to embarrass it in tha task 1t bas undertaken.
1t Is hogestly due to Spaln and to our friendly reln
tions with Spain that she should be given a resson-
able chance to realles her expoctatlons and to prove
the asserted eMcacy of the new order of things to
which she stands {rrevocably commitied."

It will be observed that bhoth Mr. CLEVE:
LAND'S proposed delay for an indeflnite
time and Mr. McKINLEY'S postponement
of action on our part long enough to give
Spain " a reasonable chance” were based
on the possibility of peace through au-
tonomy : while Mr, MeK1xLEY'S appeal to
the American people to streteh their
patience yet a little further directly ns-
sumed the good faith of Spain's declared
Intentions,

That is where the double-faced diplomat
who recently represented the Spanish Gov-
ernment at Washington has rendered to
this country and to the cause of free Cuba
o service of Inestimable value, In his note
to CANALEJAS, Seflor neg LoMmEe tears the
mask from the project of autonomy :

1 agres entirely with you; withow! a military sue-
cean, mothing will be aoc Hahed there, and without
military and political success there 1s hore always
danger that $he lnsorgents will be encouraged, If not
by the Government, at least by part of the publie
opinlon.*™

And he likewise strips naked that pre-
tence of sincerity In Madrid's dealings with
Washington which Mr. McKINLEY s0 mag-
nanimously assumed to be *"undeniahle o

«'It would be most Important that you should agh
tals the q of il relatd even
thowgh (8 would be only for effect, and that you ahould
send here & man of Imporiancs fa order that I might
use bim to make & propagands amopg the Senstors
and others in opposition to the Junta aud B0 win over
exlles.”

Mr. McKINLEY'S present attitude, now
that he has the benefit of Sefior vE LoME's
valuable revelations, lacks neither dignity
nor firmness, He Is capable of attending
to the affair, He In sirong enough, and he
knows enough, to take care not only of the
honor of his Administration, but also of
the larger natlonal interesta involved In
the questlon of Spain's sincerity or du-
plicity In the whole proffer of autonomy,
But events are hastening the period that
shall mark the limit of delay.
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In wanting to get into politics again Mr.
Mavrnuwa is llke olher gentlemen who have
beon there hofore, But if his profession that
he I8 & gold Democrat s slncers, ho must
abandon all thougbt of vminence or reward
while fAgurlog as a Demecrat, and go to work as

4 PLEAFOR THE CIVIL ENGINEERS.

Thelr Relation to the Brookisn Dry Dock and
Oiher Naval Waork.

In dlscussing tho bad work done on dry dock
No. 8, at Brooklyn, the Engineering Record
mnakes some iuteresting statements nbout the
corps of civil engineers of the navy, one of
whom had the supervision of its construction,

It holds that better results would be nssured
for the service if a member of this corps of civil
englneors, instesd of a line officer, ns now,
should bo made chief of the Bureau of Yards
and Docks. The dutics of that bureau have
come to bo thoso of civil engincering, and you
ita control is *in the hands of a line ofMcer
who is not even expected to have any tochinieal
knowledge of the works under his charge, Also,
nt each mavy yard, ihe ropresontative of the
Bureau of Yards and Docks is u line officer, the
executive officer of the yard, nnd under him the
work of the departient is divided between two
other officors, ono another line officor, who Is
practically supposed to have chargo of the main-
tenance of existing structures, and tho other the
clvil engineer of the yard, who is supposed to
have charge of tho construction of new work."
Tho result Is o conflict botween Ltwo sets of offi-
ceri,

hin recommendailons, when they have resched the
