Thoy
found a faro tablo and a roulette tnblo nnd a let
ot chips and playing cards. Hallenbcck was
then arrentod.

Counsel said that there was no doubt that tho
polico had found n gambling layout, but there
was no ovldenco that It had been used. Ho
contonded that many drug stores whero cards
are sold nnd every other place wheregambllng
Implements might bo found could bo raided in
the samo way. Possession of them, he urged,
did not constitute an offence.

Justlco Blschoft asked Assistant District At-
torney Gray, who opposed the writ:

"If you or 1 were arrested for having In our
possession a pack of cards would you hold that
we wcro liable to be held as common gamblers!"

Mr. Gray said that thoy would technically be
gamblers, but that the evldenoo In the ease went
much further.

"Well." said the Judre, "I should not like to
violate the law, but on your Interpretation of
tho law I should, as I am very fond ot a game of
whist."

Tho Judge ther&llscharsrcd Tlallenbeck, saying
that he could not be held merely for the posses-
sion ot gambling apparatus It looki as if the
polico would havo to give baok to Hallenbcck
his faro and roulette tables. If Hallenbcck
had been tried and convicted the District Attor-
ney would have caused tho tables to bo de-
stroyed.

BUhop Grunt Says tbe Motalo Ifaro Champions

In Coacress TVbere Unman l,tfB E!c Sfonr.
New Brunswick, N. J Feb. 14. Bishop

Abraham Grant of tho African Methodist Church
preached in tho Mount Zlon African Methodist
Episcopal Church of this city yosterday. Ho at-
tacked Congress, saying: " Tbe Congress ot the
present day is far Inferior to that of thirty years
ago. I ask you to name a man who stands in
Congress y as tho champion of human llfo.
You And champions of silver and gold, but nono
of human llfo.

Tbe Bishop spoke of tho provalencoof lynch-
ing, and said: "England, with Ireland and
Wales, has thirty colonial Governments, and
you havo nothing to show that the life of a
single man has been tnken without due process
of law within tho last twclvo months, while in
tbts country 103 human beings havo been
burned or lynched In the last year."

Bishop Grant mado a pica for good legislation
and urged tho strong to stoop and raise the
weak. Ho said that the disfranchisement ot
120.000 voters in South Carolina was legalizing
crime.
