Equipped with a note-
book. a bit of rabber tubing, and several small
tools, Hansen on Tuesday mornine weont to
the Hurden house and told the mervant who
answered hin ring at tho banoment door that'he
came from the gas company lo Inzpeat the
meter and pipon.

Tho butler took him fnto the cellar, where ha
looked over the mater, suiffed about, and ap.
parently tested the jolnls of plpes unill satis-
flod that overything was O, IT. Gathering up
his things, ho boamed on the servant and sald
pleasantly:

Cemmissioner Dallion and Depnty Moffett Differ
as to Mis Miatus,

The contraversy betwoeen Commissioner of
Water Supply Dalton and Deputy Commis-
sionor Moffott in the borough of Brooklyn over
the ** nasignment "’ of Peter Milue by Mr. Dalton
to the head of the extension department in
Brooklyn was resumed yesterday, and will prob-
ably reach some settlement to-day.
