TESTINONY A0 YO THE TERROR
CAUSED BY LATTIMER RIOTERS.

Witness After Witness Pilen Up (he Reidenes
Agnlnsl (he Men Aheri® Mariin and Wi
Neputies Had (s Mert—They Naew Abowt
ihe Rist Act and € ed to BDo ¥ v

WiLksnanne, Pa, Feh, 23 —After baving
proved by a score of witnesses yesterday that
Lhe striking miners In Harwood, before they
startsd on Lthelr march to Lattlmer, were rlotous
and disorderly, Lhat they terrorized the commu.
nity, compelled men who did nol want to par
ticipate In the strike to Jjoln them, entered
houses and took men out of them, chased men
through the brush, firing revolvers and stones
after themn, and that they had committed nu-
merous  other ountrages, the defence in the
trisl of Sheriff Martin and his deputles to-day
followod the strikers In thair line of march, and
showed that they had been gullty of similar
acts of violence at other places they went
through., The defence also proved that at least
the leaders of the strikers were well aware of
the conlents of the Bherifl's proclamations and
thie provisions of the riot act, and that between
all the several rlotous demonstrations there
was a connecting link, awakoning the susplelon
of vrec tod arr ent,

The testitnony of the first fow witnosses called
for the aefence had referrad mainly to the oe-
currences at Cranberry, which lles midway be-
tweun Harwood and Crystal Ridge and whiere the
colliery and breaker operated by A. Pardes &
Co. Is situated, A few dayn prior to the shoot-
ing at Lattimer a gang of strikers from McAdoo
bad swooped down upon the works and driven
out the men employed there and compelled a
cessation of work. On the following and other
wmoernings the employees thers who had not
struck and who were satisfied with thelr wages
found the approaches gusrded by gangs of
#irikers who would not allow them to proceed.
Michael Brennan, Ludwlg Laubs, August
Winters, Robert Hillhouse, George Ermold, and
obert Melugh told of these sxperiences,

Hillhouse, a middle aged, Intelligent man,
whose pronounced burr proclaimed the Seoteh-
man, said that on the morning fn question he
hod arison at an early hour nnd gone on the
highway toward the Cranberry breaxer. When
within sight of the place he was stopped by two
of the sirikers. One grasped him roughly by
the cont and sald that e must go back, On his
rofusal the man picked up a large stone, shoved
it Into his face and sald that If he did not go
back bhe would kill him,

“1 did not wish to be killed,” said the witness,
*s0 I went back.”

Lawrence Ermold, the 15-yearold son of a
preceding witness, anid that while on his way
1o work at Cranberry he met a gang of strikers,
Some of them grabbed him and bont him se-
verely, leaving black and blue marks on his
body and legs. Robert McHugl, while on his
way to work, saw men cutting bludgeous in the

woods. They threatened him and would not let
him go to hin work. Jobn Shevella, a watch-
man at Crystal Ridge, sald that he had seen the
strikers come down to the broakers, Thers wers
of them and nearly nll had eclubs. On the
tth of Sepiember, when he wanted lo go to
work, he was stopped by a erowd of about fifty
orsixty with clubs, and he bad to turn back,
Mrs, Avpna Krecht, who Hives at Cranberry
sald thaton the day of the shooting a band of
strikers, armed wilh clubs, came to her fence,
She told her husband to hide In the brush, The
strikers came and asked her if hier husband was
at home. The strikers, on being told that o was
not at home, turned nway, Soon after ahs hoard
uehot. EmmaStake of Cranberry saw the strik-
ers coming on the morning of Sept. 10, Sho paw
them enter houses and clinse tmen out, and saw
thew running Into the brush. Then she heard

Al the trial yesterday the miajority of the
witnessea for the prosecution werelthe compan:

They
bhad grown to womauhood, The first of Lthemn
to testify wan Annte Huglies, 10 years old. Bhe
sald that with Fanny Gallagher and several
other girls sle had gone to the foot of West
Twantleth street on the evening of Juno 20,
The girls played games juplng on and off the
lumbor barge, Finally n man on the barge
called & deog and set it upon tho girls,

“The dog ran after us,” sald the witness,
“and caught held'of my dress, Then he elinsed
Fauny Gallsgher and she disappeared, 1 did
not sce what becamn of her, but T was told that
alie had besn chased by the dog into the river."”

William J, Mooney, a firernan on the tugboat
Auston, sald that on the night Fanny Gallagher
was drowned hls boat was tiod] up near the
lumber barge., He saw the dog chass Fanny
Gallagher along the dock and saw the dog
grosp her dress In hin teeth. A minute later
whe disappeared between the wharf and the
lumber barge.

James W. Gallagher of 417 East Elghty-sixth
strect, the father of the glirl drowned, sald that
nt the time of the drowning he lived in West
Twenty-fifth streot. Shortly before 9 o'clock
