war; that our Itcprcscntativo in Congress, tho
Hon. Wnlter Evans, be rcq uested to convey tboso
resolutions to tho President of Hie United
States, to the Senate and Housoof Representa-
tives, and that ho urge linmedlato and favorablo
action on the same.

Thsntho tug, whoso orders were to attend
tho cruiser down ths bay, sot out after her.
Shortly after tho Nina got under wsy tho pollbe
boat Patrol, Capt, Elbert O. Smith of the steam-
boat squad in command, camo along. Ths
Spaniard was just In sight then and the best
attendance the Nina and the police boat could
givo her was a poor stern chase. At tho cruiser
passed out ot tho Narrows the small boats gave
It up and turned back.

Jtmry Department Feared She. Mtcbt Attack tke
Vlsenya Orders to Admiral Runea.

Wabiiinotom. Feb. 25. Tbo presence of the
submarine torpedo boat Holland In New York
harbor has given the Navy Department a great
deal of worn , which was relieved by tho
Information In a telegram from Admiral Dunce,
commandant of tho Brooklyn Navy Yard, that
tho Spanish armored cruiser Vlzcaya bad sailed
fo: Havana. Tho exchange of telograms yester-da- y

afternoon between Secretary Long and
Admiral Dunco was due to ths suspicion
attached to the movements of tho submarine
craft. Admiral Dunce roported to tho depart-
ment yesterday that tho Holland was In the
harbor. He did not know who controlled her,
but In view of the precautions taken to protect
the Vlzcaya from harm, thought It well to let
the department know of her presence The Ad-

miral's report crontod quite a flurry among
thoso to whom It wns known, and brought
about a hastily called conference of those in
authority.

Ever since the Vlzcaya has been at New York,
and for several days bofore that time, tho naval
officials havo been anxious about her. They
wcro afraid that somo hot heads would attempt
to injuro the magnificent nrmorclad in rovengo
for tho loss of tho Maine. Whntevor tho opin-
ions of tho officials might havo been nt the timo
about thu cata6tropho at Havana, they realized
that It would bo u tcrrlblu stain on the reputa-
tion of the United States for fair play If any-
thing happened to tho Spaniard in an
American port nt a time when dlolomatio
rolutlons. much strained. It is true, existed be-
tween this country and Himln. Theso wero the
reasons for tho extreme precautions taken by
the Government tn guard the Vlzcaya and her
officers, and caused tho Navy Department to
send Llout. Alexander Shurp, Jr., naval airto to
Assistant Sccietary ltoosovclt. In hasto to Now
York to consult Admiral lluuce about arrange-
ments for proventing any possibility of arepotl-Ho- n

of tho Maino affair.
When Admiral Dunce's telegram was receh ed

yesterday tbero wns a feeling among the naval
officials that their worst fears might he realized,
dospite their precautionary efforts. The Sunreporter learned that Admiral Uunco was
Instructed by tho department tokeepacloso
watch on tho Holland and not to let her got out
of sight of one of t ho Go ernmonl tugs whllo the
Vi7caya icmalncd at Now York. Admiral Dunce
was also instructod tn direct tho seizure of the
Holland and the arrest ot all on board if sho
mono any suspicious movement In proximity to
tho Vlzcaya. Telegrams from Admiral Dunce

showed that the Instructions of tho de-
partment wcro being carried our.

The N.ivj Department is not satisfied that
tho Vlscaia has sailed for Havana direct.
Despite reports In the newsnapers. tho depart-
ment has adhered to tho belief that tho Spaniard
will drop Into Hampton Itoada.

Another fact which in my mind
Impels us to exercise discretion Is that tbo
official investigation ot the explosion Is
now being made. Tho United States cannot af-
ford to bo too hasty in this matter. Interna-
tional questions are Involved, and it would be a
sad compliment to our Government wero we
openly and maliciously to bring about strainedrelations by our anxioty to locate tho responsi-
bility of tho Mulno disaster.

"The proper pollcv In my mind is for tho
United States Government to investigate tho
disaster carefully, and If the evidence tends to
attach tho responsibility where the people assertIt properly belongs Is found, then will it be timo
for such action to bo taken. Politically or oth-
erwise, tho patriotism of tho American people
has never been appealed to In vain, but unduohaste at this time might involve us In a disas-
trous conflict for which there would be no suffi-
cient cause,

The committee appointed by the Now York
Presbytery to Investigate the charges made
agnlnst the Itov. John T. Wilds, pastor of tho
Seventh Presbyterian Church, Broom street,
held Its final hcarlne on Thursday evening;.

Tho hearing was conducted In the chapel of
tho Park Presbyterian Church, Eighty-sixt-

stroot and Amsterdam avenue, and nearly a
hundred members of tho congregation ot tho
Boventh Church noro proscnt and testified In
defence of their pastor.

Tho Rov. Mr. Wilds was attacked by tho Jan-
itor of tho church, rlio, it Is alleged, accused
tho pastor of allowing card playing and oven
tho singing ot college songs. The complainant
In the case petitioned tho Presbytery to dlssolvo
the relations between tho pastor nnd tho con-
gregation on tho ground that tho Rev. Air. Wilds
was not the proper person to remain in tho
paetornto.

Almost all of thoso wbu testified declared that
the removal of thu Itov. Mr. Wilds nt this timo
would result in tho breaking up nf tho church.
They further as&ortcd that, for tho wclfaro of
the church, the accusers should he dismissed.

Several of the witnesses testified to seeing the
janitor wink at tho Hev. Mr. Wilds when
tho latter was proachlng In tho pulpit.
Others testified that tho janitor declared tho
pastor a prevaricator when ho preached
doctrines that woro not in accordance with
his. Tho commlttoo will report tho results
ot Its Investigation at the next mooting of
the I'l esbytery. to beheld Marrb It. It is re-
ported that In addition to dismissing tho caBo
and exonerating tho pastor nn effort will bo
mado to expel from the church tho persons who,
It Is alleged, have brought tbc chnrges against
the It. Mr. Wilds. This committee has no
jurisdiction in tlin matter, but will report only
the situation to tho Presbytery.
