Charles Mayer, a New Yorker horn and bred, has
been engaged for the Iast few years In hunting,
trapplog, and ooliscting wild animals, snnkes, and
Birds in the outlying parts of the world for soblopl-
ol gardens and oircuses, He bas bean I Siam and
the Stralts Battiements for two and & half years now,
wmorking 18 connection with B, Lambert, dealer In
stich wares At Singavore. Last year he distingtiished
Bimwelf by capturing a herd of fftesn elephants and
breaking snn taming them in what he thinks was
mocord-breaking time, He considers his schivvement
evpecially notewaorthy, an be worked on foot with no

port to travel through Rinm for the purpose of
bunting, trapping, and teading in wild ank
minle, 1 'left Singaporelnbont the middle of Mny,
18987, for a Btato called Tringganu, in Lower
Biam, 300 milen northeast of Singapore and M0
‘from Hanghkok, the capital of Siam. Tring-
ganu, being a tributary of Slam, musl pay every
three years a poculiar tribute. This consista
of two small trees, one of solld wold and one of
solld silver—no plated ware, hut the real metnl,
Each stands about three feet high, with iis
branches and leaves. It takes the native work-
mon nearly three years to completo the task, so
‘that as soon na they finlsh two trees they must
start afresh on two more. I was fortunnie
enough to be present as the guest of the Suitan
of Tringgnnu at the time whon the ceremony
wae porformed by the priests of blessing tho
tribute, and when it was went under escort
through the town to bo taken to Bangkok.

The natives of Tringganu are balf Malay and
half Biamese, and the language 18 vory diMionlt
to understand nnturally, baing half and Lalf,
They are in religion Mohammedans and are i
very Inzy people, not ambitions, caslly satisfled,
never troubling about the morrow. The aver-
nge pay for a man for a day i two copans,
eyual In our country to about six cents, All

e money Is mado by the Sultan and s of lond,

tie principal occppation of the natives is entuh-
fnifish and planting and radeing rice, which s
the malnstay of thelr lives. Every male from
10 yoars up alwaya carries a short sword vary-
‘;lg in length from ten inches to two feet,  Somo

Indes are stralght, others have the edges
g:mkad or 2lgzag. They are never brightened,

ut are allowed to rust, and all aro posioned,
»o that a cut or seratch Is futal, The Sultan ls
an absolute raler, having the power of life and
denth over bis subjocts,

Having got togethier and pleked out my prio-
elpad hunters, nnd this was their first nttempt
at entchin (‘Iﬂilhnnil by the herd, as they had
always killed them befure or caught them in

ita, under :he protection of the Sultan and the
g;rlme Minister, 1 started for o thu called

arang, forty-fve miles farther inland, whorn
1 wns told elophants wero wont to truvel, and
where the Iay of the country wus, favorablesto
the construction of o corral or trap. 1 learned
Iater that a herd of elephants had been heand of
some thirty or thirty-five miles further inland,

d north of the place where I had decided 1o
miild o trap. By guestioning the natives | dis-
covered turther that the herd had been in thus
nuighborhood some four months, and had done
considerable damnge to  the rico felds and
sugsr plontations.  As had no European
with me, und as this was the first time that
any of the oatives had ever done nnything of
the kind, 1 had to direct everything, and could
eave nothing to them. The nephew of the Sul-
tan waa with me with an order from bis uncle to
call out and collect as many men as I might
require to nsslst me In tho enterprise. A wo
gnaod thfuuzh each villge each chiof, or, as

e {a ealled, pougala, hod to recelve us,
pay his mpeotl,\:t-u.. and see to our comfort,
snd send on to Marang ten men, who hiwl to
E“'" their time and work to us for three woeeks,

hey were then allowed to go back to their vil-
lage, after the chief nad sent ton more men in
thelr place. In thils way 1 had no trouble as
far as men were concerned. Heing the frest
white man that had over been seen in that part
of the country, I was looked upon ns n person
of greal importance, and Jbeing in the coun-
try of the sacrod white el8phant, 1 wus supposed
to be sacred

80,
I started fifty men out to locate and track
the elephants, with sirlct orders not to loso
slght of them, and to send me dally reports us
o their movements, When the elephants had
n located 1 sent up 100 more wen to sur-
round them. The herd was reporied to e thirty
strong, including cight tuskers or bnlls, anil
some amall onut Then came the construction
af the trap. Those who have never scen one
can form bul lttle ddea of the labor involved in
pettingup witrap to withstand not the impuctiof
one or two of these huge anlmals, hut the shock
of thirty at once, if necessary. Trees voarving
from a fool Lo thicty invhes in diameter havo to
be cut down to supply logs elghicen or twenty
feet long. These are sunk inte: the ground fivie
to aix feet deewand ot intervals of o fool apart.
Tho logs at the top, centro, and bottom are
braced together, and the fenee s buttressed
m the outsdde. A platform s bullt all aroumd
o trap proper, upon which men ean run aml
with long poles ‘haviog sharp splkes ats the onid
oan frusirate nu{ attempt of the animals to
or pull down the.palisnde, 1t took me nenr-
¥ one month to got toe trap constructed. Tho
trap wae clreular In shape, with n slogle en-
rom cach slde of the entrance a
foot lurui extended, Every post

with no smnll pride thot 1 sny that from the
night of their capture, July 12, 1o the mididle
of October, 1 broke in these elephants so thut
they conll be handled and wonld got down on
nll fours to allow a pack eadile to be fustened
on their backs,

Of the tifteen that were caucht ten were
shipped awny, two died, and the remalning
three 1 have hroken in, as 1 intend to ues them
in my next hunt,

* For two mortnl yoars, In the prime of his
Hee, Bill the Bunk was out of the awindling
business,” sald Hidowalk Jack, * He wasa dis-
gusted man, and he declared Lthiat so long as he
lived be'd nover follow a cireus or a country falr
troupe again, e awore that all the suckers he
or anybody else had éver workoed, pul together,
wouldn't make balf as blg a sucker as ho was,
that hie wasn't At to talk to the humhlest oapper
he had ever amployed, that be was the ehamplon
all-pround idlot of the universe, and that he'd
bo dinged If he'd evor prosimo to play horse
with A connlryman aghing no, not if ho was
starvini.

“DI you know Bill the Bunk! Nol Well,
you wonldn't ba apt to By thut name. Ho was a
Noston man and bis namo was Johnson, 1le
ured to ba ealled Boston Bill, but ho ot to be
known on the falr elrenits as Bill the Bunk, He
wis o nervous little wan, with a jorky way of
talking, He had eyos Lhat took in everything
unid a convineing way with bim that used to
work havoeoin country lowns. lle was really
ono of tho best sbhnrpers that ever took to
awindling nan trade, He piled up a consider-
ablo fortune by his operations, and although he
was shot at sevaral times and once came near
belne the contral Agure in a lynching bee, never
quit his haznrdous business until he made the
mistake that disgusted him and converted him
into n private citizen for two wholo years,

“1 was working for Bill then, He had a con-
tract with n comipany of fair boomers, allowing
him the exclurive privilege for games of chance
on fafr grounds whero they had charge. 'The
company used to arrange with the farmers of
places ahout (fty miles apart for an annual
falr, The farmers supplied the grounds and
most of the exhibits, The company bad n lot of
old plug race horses, a portable merry-go-round,
o shooting gallery, n glnsa blowing outfit, n fow
nerobats and a menagoerie of inoth-caten animals,
They carried this from place to place, and every-
where wo went, wo were tho event of the year.

“Bill the Bunk bad shell men, three-carda-
monte men, and pocketbook men out all over
the gronnds working the farmera for all they
wors worth, In the larger places we struck the
#hell and card men wers the t sourcea of
revenuwe, but in the small places the pochet-
book game was the winner. The countrymen
were gluttons for the pockotbooks, and I have
taken inover #200 in an aftornoon at the game,

““HIll, by the way, was the Inventor of the
pocketbook swindle, Ho had afirm in Boston
that usel to turn out the pockethooks for ten
centa aplece. They wore made of paper, but
looked like fine loather. They wore gaudy af-
falra with tin trimmings, which wore make to
look like silver. Ahout fifty of these packed
tightly in a box, like a lot of envelopes, would
constitite an outflt for one oporator. Tho
crowi which congregated around the man with
the box would be informed that two-thirds of
the pocketbooks contained sums ranging from
00 conts Lo $20, It was 50 cents or $1 a chance,
according to the apparent prosperity of the
crowd, and, win orlose, the speculatorcould
keep the pocketbook.
