Chlncso funeral fromThere was an elaborate
18 tott irfctcstcrdnr. Unit 8lo, a, merchant,
..many years known and respected In tho Chl-L- s

colony, died on Wednesday night, and
Chinatown paid all honor to his memory yes- -

tarday.
First In the funeral procession cams the Her-lijllc-

or Italian Infantry band. They wore

rfd coats and plum-colore- trousers, emblaz-

oned with Rllt braid. They attracted hearers
on tho run clear from lUvlneton street, threo
blocVs away. They wcro playing tho "Kterno
plsnto,' or "Kndless Lamentntlon" march.
Three cnrrlases bohlnd the band camo the
hearie. It as drawn by four black horses,
heavily draped with black ropo netting. On Uio

ieat beside the drlvor sat a younc Chinaman
with a white cloth tied about his head. Tho

loose ends fell down over his Bray coat. The
eloth bound casket was covered with flowors.

Just behind tho hearso camo a carriage con-

taining a woman, two clrls. and a boy. The
bar hu a white mourning bandage about his
bead. The woman had the slant eyes and stab
nose'of the Chinese, but her lips and general ex-

pression were those of the negro. She was
Ung Slc's wife.

There noro fifty carriages In all. Pasted on

the window of each one was a bit of white pa-

per as bis as a man's hand, with Chinese cha-
rters written on It In hlacK. These wcro tho
Dames of tho head of tho family whloh occupied
the enrrmse.

I.nst of all camo tho Chlneso band In an open

carrlaKC There wcro four In this company.
One tooted a dolorous horn, another made a
reedv fluto squank most plteously, another
awed on an fiddle, and yet an-

other banged a great brsss gong. A great mob
of curious white folks followed.

It took two ferryboats to carry the procession
our therier. Tho Italian band was left on
this side. Tho procession had started at noon.
Jt was after a o'clock when It renched the Chi-
nese plot at tho back oCEorereens Cemetery.
Out of tho first carrlcb enmu six mon.in e

rotics with vtblto sashes and black satin
caps. Out of tho other carriages came mora
Chinese. Somo were dressed In tho familiar
dull blue coat's with rahblt-ski- collars and
lirnad brimmed black felt hats. Others woro
ilabernicly embroidered satin coats and

caps. "Ihey ranged In double rank
ind mareheit to the gato of tho Iron fenco in-
closing the Chinese craves. Then, while one or
two planted red candles and Joss sticks boforo
the bic stone In tho centro of tho inclosure, they
all rlaspcd their hands in front of their chins
and boned in short. Jerky bows.

Unir Pie'? grave is .tho first ono outside of
the Inclosure. Tho six blue-robe- d pallbearers
took the coQln on their shoulders and carried it
to the trravo. It was lowered into tho grave,
ihlle, with a great bustlo, bunches of 1osn
sticks were set to burning all about the foot of

grave and?a forest of led candles In long
standards were planted among Uhero.

mourners marched down from tho gate(the stood solemnly viewing tho tilling of.tho
The horn player nnd fluto player
a pile of stone twenty paces away and

plared a wailing, monotonous duet. When
the grave was ailed and the mound heaped up
the Joss sticks and candles wero planted on the
mound. At thr head of tho graTO were placed
the floral pieces. One of thorn was a pillow
with the inscription "At Host." Around tho
foot, among the Joss sticks and the candles, a
down tiny bowls of boiled rice wero Bet out.
Thin there were two platters on which were
chickens boiled with their heads on, a bottle
ot wine, and twenty or more cups, each holdi-
ng a thimbleful of sakt, the terrl&o Chineao
Intoxicant.

While the others brothers of the dead man
were busy with these' Dlous tasks, Ung Wnh.
the chief brother, took the wrappings, and
baskets in which the viands were brought,
and, heaping them together, set Are to them.
Packages of coarso brown paper, each ono
with a bit ot silver foil gummed to its centre.
were opened and scattered into tho fire. They
were very light and many of them, flaming,
rose in the air and floated away among tha
trees.

Two hy two Chinamen in the procession ad-
vanced to the bonfire, clasped their hands, and
bowed and backed away, still bowleg. Then
tiry hurried to their carriages. - Iait ot all
came Ung Wah. leading Ung gifi's little son.
TVah bowed, and the little one, watching him
closely. Imitated tho action. The widow,
with a number of Chlneso women, most of
whom wero dresed In American garb, stood
at one side quietly watching everything, but
took no part In the ceremonies. Ung Wall
Uopeo. the mourning bandage from his head.

The child did likewise. The pallbearers took
off their blue robes and rolled them up and
scuttled; for to carriages. iTho funeral of
Ung Sic "as over. IJefore half the carriages
had started away three laborers advanced on
the grave with a big hamnor and piled chick-
ens, rice, cups, wine, and all else ruthlessly to-
gether to curt it avtav.

At the cemetery gate Foo Ki. tho partner of
the doad man. with two of tho brothers, stopped
each carriage In turn. Naugnton, the tinder-take- r,

stood by to open tho carriage doors for
One of thcTbrothors handed a cigar to

occupant of tho carriage and to the driver.Bthem. handed in an opened package of maple
and the mourners helped tbcmsclvos.

had a hatful of bits of folded rod paper.
He handed one to each person in the carriages,
and it was observed that while each ono
munched his maple BUgar and lighted his cigar

t once, tho little paper was carefully tuckedwy. Tno of the brother climbed Into thelutcarriage and drove to the head of the proc-
ession. Thej stopped It at tho first saloon on
Mjrtle aenuo and every man mourner was
summoned in to take a drink. But Foo and
Lng Wah had yet ono more duty. They went
to the nearest tombstone cutter and ordered
h m to cut and chisel a shaft which should
fUtlnglT mark and glorify the grave of Ung SIo,
learned llauon, honest merchant, devout wor-
shipper of IiIh ancestors. May his posterity
anal him in piety!

Crt Decide That Installment riaa Ha! Caa't

Bold Them tn Their Centract.
The Appollato Division of tho Supreme Court

has decided that a minor who has entered Into
a contract for the purchaso of n bicycle on the
Installment plan may return the btcycloatany
tlmo nnd take back the full amount he has paid
to tho dealer. A number of lawyors who hare
read tho full toxt of this decision say that It is
a strictly Just one, although tboy wero greatly
surprised whon tbey first hoard ot It, as the
same point has come tip several times during
tho past few yaars and has always been decided
tho other wot.

The caso In question Is that ot Mary Rica
against William Allen Ilutlor, a member of a
Syracuse bicycle. Arm, known as the lleubon
Woods Sons' Company. The plaintiff was 17
years old on Juno 18, 1800, w hen she purchased
tho bicycle. It was to cost SIS, and tho girl,
who was employed as a servant, paid $15 down,
and, in n written executory contract, agreed to
pay $1,23 a wcok In Installments until tho
bicyclo was paid for. The title to tho w heel was
to remain with thecompany until all tho Install-
ments were paid up, and tho company also
retained tho right to take tho machtna away
It it was not kept in good repair or the pay-
ments wcro not mado regularly. On Sept. SO,
following tlio delivery of the wheel. Miss Rice
returned It to the company, saying that she had
been defrauded. Sho demanded her money back.
It was refused on the ground that the use she
had mado of tho w hool was worth more than sho
had paid in installments, and that the wheel had
been dnmnged by uso to tho extent ot $15, tho
amount paid In.

Miss Itico brought action in Syracuse and lost.
On appeal to tho County Court of Onondaga
county tho verdict of tho lowor court was up-
held. Miss Ittro then carried tho caso to tno
Appclloto Division, nnd it was argued before
Justices Hnrdln, Follctt, Adam, Green nnd
Ward. Tho opinion was written by Justice
Follott nnd concurred In by Justices Hardin and
Green, Justices Adams and Ward dissenting.
Following are tho important points In tho

"An infant not undor guardianship may
enter into a valid contract for a necessary
article, but a blcjclo is not an artlclo of
necessity for a girl of seventeen working
as a domestic. An infant under guar-
dianship cannot bind himself for necessaries
to the snmo extent as an infant having no
guardian. It docs not nppoar that tho plain-
tiff has a general guardian, nnd the caso Is
governed by tho rules npplicnblo to executory
contracts, by Infants not under guardianship,
for tho purchaso of unnecessary articles. For-
merly It was doubted whether an infant could
rescind his contract, and It was held by some or
tho reported cases that ho could not. because by
reason of his Infancy bo could no mora annul
than execute a contract; that be could not elect
to rescind until ho reached his majority.

" It Is now- - settled In this Stato that an Infant
may rescind an executory contract for personal
servires, one relating to personalty or ono for
the payment ot money. The blcrclo not being a
necessity, tho contract upder which it was pur-
chased being oxocutory. the wheel having been
returned to the vendor and tho contract re-
scinded before the period fixed for tho perform-
ance ot the contract, the Question arises n bet her
the infant may recover the amount which
she paid on the contract without dimi-
nution for the uo of the machine, or
for damagos tbarcto, occasioned by its
use. It is apparent thnt unuor the nuthor-it'e- s

the vender could not havo maintained
an action against the infant vendee for tho pur-
chaso prlco of tho wheel, or for tho uso thereof,
or for damages not wilfully Inflicted, but occa-
sioned by tho use of tho wheel. It Is difficult to
Bee that the vendor Is any more entitled to

by way of counter claims on such ncauso
of action than he would have been had ho
brought an action. Experience has shown it
nece9snryto enforce theso rules for tho protec-
tion of infants and incompetents, in order to
protect them from being defrauded of tholr es-
tates, and, whilo tboy work occasional Injustice
they are necessary for tho protoctlon of such
persons.

"If It shall be held thnt Infants or incom-
petents must mnke restitution before actions
can bo maintained for tho recovery of their
property, their estates will be exposed to

by unprincipled persons. A vender who
soils, on the installment plan, a bicycle to a girl
17 yenrs of age, employed as a domestic, should
bo content to stand on his strict legrl rights."

The opinion closes with the citation of a num-
ber of precedents and an order reversing the
decision of the lower courts.

His symptoms suggested arsenical
poisoning to Drs. Morgan and Shipper. When
the physicians again visited tho house in the
afternoon they found that tho housekeeper had
gone away, having told neighbors that she was
going to Greenwood Lake to visit relatives.
Rodner died toward evening.

Tho autopsy made by the County Physician
revealed nothing to show tho cause of death. A
chemical analysis of the stomach will be mad.

home and died in Ilellevue Hospital yesterday
morning. Whilo Kuelager was removing his
wares into his home a crowd of roughs ran up
and began to steal from his push c art.

When he attempted to defend his possessions,
one of tho gang struck him on tbn head with a
bottle and fractured his skull. Tho polico ar-
rested Dunn on suspicion of having assaulted
tho peddler. The Coroner committed Dunn to
the Tombs without ball pending tho inquest.
Dunn says that ho knows nothing about tho
case.

Auunv, March 11. Early next week, proba-
bly on Tuosday, Mr. Nixon, tho Republican
loader, will Introduce in the Assembly tho usual
concurrent resolution providing for tho final ad-
journment of the legislature on March S3.

Nixon says tho Senato Is desirous of ndjournlng
on that date, and that tho consideration of the
Primary Election bill would bo tho only ques-
tion thnt might delay Anal adjournment Sena-
tor Higglns, Chairman ot tho Senato Financo
Committee, said this afternoon that tho Repub-
lican leaders would like to have an adjournment
by March 20, and that It the Legislature did not
ndjourn on that date the Assembly resolution
would bo amended to provida for an adjourn-
ment slno die on March 31 at the latest.

Assemblyman E. C. Uronnan Introduced a bill
prepared by tho State Comptroller, tax-

ing the dividends of a foreign corporation doing
business in tho Stato the saraoas those of domes-tl- o

corporations. The bill Is designed to meet a
rcctrt decision of the Court of Appeals favoring
foreign corporations In this regard.

Senator Htgble's Good Roads bill was reported
favorably In the Assembly y and was made
a special order on final passage for next
Wednesdny.

" Young" Tim Sullivan's bill empowering the
State Comptroller to appoint an agent, at a
salary ot $3,000, to tako proceedings to revoko
auctioneers' liconses where they violate the
auctioneer laws, was reported favorably In the
Assembly y nnd restored to Its place on
third reading.

Lynch first mado bis appearance on Park row
about threo years ago. Ho immediately corral-
led all tho smnll boys tn tho neighborhood and
Invited them to a restaurant ot the hennery
typo, whore ha gnvo orders to feed them with
anything they wanted. For nearly two hours
the regular patrons of tho restaurant were o

to got insido of tho doorB. Tho waltors
wore kept busy filling orders for ham nndboans,
boiled eggs, plo, and about everything else on
tho bill of fare. Every boy that enme along was
fed gratis, and when tho collation was over
Lynch paid tho bill with a Binllc, shook hands
with all tho boys, and returned tu Itrookljn.

After that. Undo Jimmy's tippenrnnco on
Park row was tho signal fo'-- nil tho newsboys
nnd bootblacks to quit work. If it didn't happen
to bo at a meal tlmo Lynch would tako them all
Into a drug Btoro and treat them to sotH water.
Ha would buy cigars for tho men at tba soda
fountain, nnd lio generally wound up tho func-
tion by getting n 5 bill chnmrcd into nickels
nnd dimes and then throwing tho change among
his guests. Tho boys always applauded Ljuch
when ho wont away, but, sad to relate, somo of
them took ndvantngo of his good nature to pick
his pockets. Lynch told n reporter onco that ho
had lost tlvo watches in this wnj. On ono occa-
sion ho caught a boy in tho act of picking his
pocket. Ho turned him over to tho othcrbojs
for punishment, and they administered it with
a cngeanco.

Lvnch'8 father was a wheelwright, nnd left
his son a fortune. Lynch said that he had put
$35,000 of tbisnsldo nnd meant to spend It on
tho poor bojsof Now York. Ho wnB getting rid
of tho appropriation fast whon ho disappeared.

When last heard of Lynch wob living at 70(1
Lafnj ctto avenue. Urooklyn. He left there over
njenragn. Miss Taylor could not bo found nt
l?l! Jefferson avcnuo yestordny. A neighbor
said she had loft ton n for a week. All she knew
about the case was that an estato could not be
settlod until Lynch was found.

About 4:30 P. M. on the
day of tho murder two men boarded a trolloy
enr for Winnlpauk, tho terminus of the lino,
nnd about two miles from Wilton. Tho noxt
day Joseph Uuckmnn, tho conductor on the car,
heard of tho crlmo and at once went to the po-

lico with bis suspicions. I.nler ha positively
identified the pictures of llrockhnus and Willis.
From Wlnnlpnuk tho men were traced along
back roads to Wilton, the scene of tbo crime.

Wilton peoplo tnj- - that Willis had n bad repu-
tation when at bchool nnd was llnnllv ctpelled
by Mr. Lambert. He camo back to Wilton once
In a whilo after ho was expelled from tbo school
up to Inst summer. Ho usually called at tho
l.ambcrt3 and they received him nlwavs, ask-
ing him to Rtny tn tea, and It Is thought Mrs.
Lambert rather liked him In spile of his wild
ways.

A bUN reporter drovo up to Wilton this after-
noon and found Mrs. Lambert nt tho homo of
her brother, (icorgo W. Ogdcn. Just abovo the
old homestead where tho tragedy occurred.

The news of Willis's capture hid not been
received. Mrs. Lambert nearly fainted when
sho heard of Willis's capture. M10 soon calmed
herself and then Toald she recognized Willis's
voice several times on the night of the assault
through a peculiar onth and pronunciation
thnt he used when exed. The authorities hnvo
strong evident 0 to prove that two different
revolvers were fired on the night of the mur-
der, which strengthens the belief that both
men wcro concerned.

It wns lenrned this evening that Willis was
wilting tncomn East without requisition papers.
When arrested ho denied his identity, but nfter-vvar- d

ndmlttcd it. Sheriff Hnwleyhns decided
to have the Pln'corton men bring him East.
Deputy Sheriff Lyon of Norwnlk, who went to
Chicago after llrockhnus, has telegraphed that
ho expects to arrive home with his rrl inner on
Sunday. Doth men will bo taken to Bridge-
port on bench wnrants. If indicted they will
be tried before the May term of tho Superior
Court.

FELL Iff A FIT JJV TUB JVRT ROOM
ASD FOROOT TUB EVIDENCE.

Conrt Officer Snr Thnt the Panhandler Who
nra on Trial llyanatlarrt Hint Millie lie
ITa In the Bx Jnry "niaagreed" nnd
Culprit Pleaded fJullly or m I.raaer Crime.

In Part I. of tho Court ot General Sessions yes-
terday a Juryman who hnd a caso under consid-
eration fell In a fit nnd forgot all about the testi-
mony. Some ot tho court ofllcors said that tho
man on trial had hypnotizod tho Juror. Tho
prlBonor was Walter Lamb, 33 years old, of 4
Morris street. Ho was tried for stabbing Gcnrgo
Miihldootor, proprietor of a restaurant at U03
Chrystio strcot, who had put htm out for beg-
ging from customers. Tho third Juror was
Charles K. Fltschcn, who lives nt 331 West
Fiftieth streot, and who is ongagea In tho
iron railing business at A Illcccker street
All during tho trial ho seemed to havo his eyes
fixed upon Lamb, nnd Lamb stared at him con-
tinuously. According to tho story told by ono
of tbo court attaches, Lnmb opened his eves as
far as ho could opon them and worked tho mus-scle- s

ot his face so that ho caused his eyebrows
to go up half an Inch higher than they wore
normally.

Tho Jury retired to consider the verdict nt 11
o'clock. They were sitting about a tablo in an
nnteroom discussing tho caso. when Juror Fits-che- n

throw up his hands and fell on tbo floor
face down In what wns apparently an eplleptlo
seizure The other Jurors succeeded In bringing
him around after sovcral mlnutos. They got
him upon a chair nnd ono ot the jurors asked
him if ha felt all right. Ho answorcd that he
did. Thou this com orsatlon ensued :

Juror Do you fool nil right I Are you sure you

Juror -- Do jou know where you are I
