In a
chapler eatitled “In Gay Pares"” Mr, Stetson
records his fires Impressions of that naughty
but delightful city and incidentally correcta a
wrong lmpression which he thinks may have
been conveyed by a young woman who, In the
pages of tho Ladies’ tHome Journul wrote of
Parla as “this curlous elly of contradictions,
where you might eat your breaklust frow the
strocts—ihey are so clean—but where you must
close yours eyes (o the spectacles of the
curbstones; thls beauliful whited sepulehre
where exists tho unwritten law, ‘commit any
offence you will, provided you submorge it in
poetry and flowers," &o," Mr, Stetson very amn-
phatically states that the young woman who
wrote theso lines may oat her brenkfast off
the Paris streols if sho wants to; “1" he sayn,
“ahould hate to undertake the contract.” And
ho Is undoubtedly right, though it may be nu-
ticed, In panssing, that the young womnn says
“from,” and not *off" the streets—which loaves
her meaning pleassutly obscure—whlle it ia
probable that she Intendod the exnresslon as o
plonsing and effective figure of apesch rather
than as & statementof faol to be tuken, as the
French say, st tho fool of the letter.

The young woinan s further
wurned to baeware of the respectable looklng
stranger who offers to Infisto & tre for ber, and
the sad story Is told of o young American girl
who was taking un early mornlog ride
in the Bols when an afable young
man o cycling costume informied her that
hier hind tire was deflated avd politely offered
o blow it wp for ber. "OF course she very
naturally suspecied nothing, aud, when the wan
had Bnlshed pumplog in the alr, he put on the
cap, and, rising to his feet, sald: * I think that’ll
do, 11l just see,” Whercupon he Jumived lghtly
luto tho saddle and rode off, snd it may bo added
thnt bt basn't got back yel."
