A ourlously {ntaresting matinks was given by
(he Academy of the Deamatio Arin yosterday at
the Empire Theatrs, The sloment of uncom-
mon novelty did not lis In "A Dual In Wall
Bireol,"” by Richas A, Farrelly, ns that short
plece hind hesn acted bafore, and (s reprosanta-
tion of a mtrugels to the dea'h by opposed stook
brokers had besn pronounced meritorious. The
dramatio oddities of the oocasion ware the per-
formance of a part of a Hhakespsarean play
somewhat In the moethod of the stage In the
time of the great bard, and of a “miracle," or
"mystery,” In the manner of the fourtesulh
century, The first and socond acts of “The
Winter's Tals" were given without scenery or
costuming In a tapestried room. The tables,
chalrs and other properties wers brought In and
taken out by attondants in view of the audi-
snoe. The players wors the ordinary garb of
Englich ladles and gentlemon of the Ellzabsthan
period, Instoad of those belonging to the sup-
posed pince and time of the play. Bul the Imi-
tatlon of Bhakeapearean theatricals was not
carried to the polnt of having boys assume the
feminine rbles,

The second strange performance was that of
“Secunda Pastorum,” one of the early ex-
amples of English drama, It s written in the
ronghly rhymed old English of Chaucor's day,
and those who spoke It yesterday adhered to
the pronuncintions taught by the sthools
students of the crude Ilterature of that era, 1t
s & clumey combination of joviallty and solem-
nity. It bogins with a farcical showing of how
a thief stols & shesp frow some shephords, hid

Pantomime {s n part of the theatre's art which
has never made a strong appeal to publio taste
in this country when divorced from Humpty
Dumuvty, Harlequin, and Columbine. Those
are the only figures who epeak in the lan-
guage of slgos and can yot clulm to have held a
place in the interest of the public, They bave
disappeared of late, and lmported pantomime
has not prospered. BSuch an exquisite work as
“L'Enfant Prodigue” mnade a sensstional sucs
cess in Kurope, but it was not secepted here,
Its failure loft Pilar-Morin bebind, nnd panto-
mimea bave since grown up around hor, Only
u fow of thom wero ever offered to the public,
They wore usunlly kept for the Jlmited thoa-
tres In which the andiences wero fairly cere
tuin to take an interest in such a precious formn
of thoatrical art. Most of them were written
hy Vanes Thompson, and hie was responsible for
“Lady Floripne's Droaw,' performed yester-
day afternoon at the Carnogie Lyceum. Kthel-
biert Nevin has written the score for this, and
it was io his custowary fnlehed and dainty
style, and about as much lacklog In force and
charavter.
