St. John's, N. F., March 07. The tealor Qreen
land arrived tbla afternoon with detail of the
disaster which coat the lire of forty-eigh- t men.
The condition of the men who escaped death,
but were frostbitten, 1 not a bad a wa at first
reported, although about twenty of them will
lose their hand or feet.

Tha disaster occurred on last Monday morn-
ing. A gal arose, the ship wst caught In an
Ice floe, and many of the men who were out'on
the loe after teal drifted away from theahln.
The gale Increased, and tha men became d

owing to the blinding tnowitorzu. Two
quartermaster, however, kept their parties
well in hand. They built anowhousea, made a
Are of rope, cooked aaal, (pent the night In
comparative comfort, and next day reached the
hip without loaa.
Tbo others, unfortunately, wandered abont

aimlessly, and tome tell through flaaurea In the
Ice and were drowned. Their cap were found
floating on the anrfaoe next day. On Tuesday
afternoon ono man became insane and shouted
that the steamer was In light. The whole party
stampeded In the direction where the ship was
believed to be. Many of them never nppearod
again and others became deranged. On Tues-
day night all were aboard tho ship except fifty-fou- r,

ot whom all except six perished. The
cases of heroism were many. One man refused
to leave a dying comrade, and perished with
bim. Another party, numbering fifteen, carried
two boys with them the whole day, who would
Inevitably havo perished but for this klndneaa.

Tho officers ot the rescue party loft nothing
undone to save all tho lives possible. They started
out on Tuesday afternoon to find and carry
tho helpless sufferer to tho ship. The steam-
ers Iceland aud Diana, which were taking seals
in the same body of loe, ceased work for two
days to assist in seeking the dead and helpless.
Ono boy, 18 yoara old, la alive utter being

for forty-eig- hours without food. Ills
escape la almost miraculous, but he la fright
fully frostbitten.

The Greenland was In another serious plight
laat night. A big galo was raging and It drove
her ashore In the Bay de Vcrda, whoro she re-

mained aground five hour and loat eomo of her
keel. All aboard were In danger of doath and
were ready to leavo her at any moment.

To-da- while coming here, her compaaaei
being disarranged owing to last night's trouble,
he almost drove ashore threo mile north of

tha port in a denso fog. This afternoon, when
she arrived, a man fell from tho rigging ot the
veasel. whore he waa watching her course, and
sustained injuries so serious that ho died while
being conveyed to the hospital.

The Greenland brought 13,300 seals, and re-

ports the Aurora 18.000, the Iceland 11.000,
and the Diana 12,000, all good fares. Another
sealer, believed to be the Kite, 1 harbored at St.

This will ulti-
mately do awny with the boxer,
who claims high honors at a weight which he
cannot very well scale. Catch weights will be a
thing ol the past. Nomoro than three seconds
will be tolerated, and coaching will bo tabooed.
Altogether the reform will be sweeping, and a
fighter, in order to bo recognised, must livestrictly up to tho now rules or quit tbo butinete.

A reporter from Tne Bvx yesterday bad a
talk with Bob Fltzslmmons and John U Sulli-
van concerning the new rules. Both were ot
the opinion that aomethlng abould be done to
modernize tho old regulations. Flteelmmonssaid;

"ThoMarqulaotQiieeniberryruleaarenllrlght
Inn woy, but Ihey have outllvod their usefulnoie.
In this era of port something must
be done to put boxing on a proper plane and
standing. The Marquis of Qusensborry rulewere quite nn Improvement over tbo London

It iawrong to atand over a man when bo is knocked
down. It is alwnys tho duty of a boxer to retireto his corner when ho floors his opponent. I

John L. had thia to aay: "I agree that theMarqula of Qucensberry code needs revision and
touching up. and very quickly nt that. In my
days I lived up to it to the letter, but boxing
has Improved a great deal In tha paat decade.
There was no fancy boxing In my time. All yon
had to do was to fight, and take on any guy that
meant to fight you. It was a case of going In
and scrap and do your level beat to win. I
