Col. Davalos is now the most intrepld and pop-
ular Cuban leador in Havana province. After
the doath of Gen. Nestor Arangurema has
took his place, and hns proved to be a
worthy succossor of that dashing command-
or., Davalos s & great fighler and o
notable strategivt. The Spanish columns in
Havana provinee fear him as much as they did
Aranguren, and the Spanish gnerrillaros, who
when Aranguren was killed again dared to
leave the main body, have now returned to their
columna for safety, in view of Davaloa’s terrible
war on them,

Gen, Alcjandro Rodrigues, Commander-ln-
Chief of the Cuban army in Havana province,
sald rooently about Davalos in s ocommunica-
tion addressed to Gen. Gomen:

*He isan llostration of the fact that whan-
ever a Cuban falls In this stroggle agalnst
Bpanieh oppression there is another ready to
replace him., Whon Arango was wonnded nnd
Aranguren kilicd it secmed as though we had
been deprived of two great pillars of the revolu.
tion in Havann, Buthereis Davalos doing what
they both did, The 500 horses ho has at presont
wero wll taken from the enemy. Hin detach-
ment is splendidly provided with rifies and am.
munition, all taken from the Spaniards, He
harasses them constantly around Havana city,
and has carrlied out with the grentest success
my orders for stoppiug, deralling, and blowing
up the military trains from Havana, I havethe
nonor of commending him to your attention.”

It was hard to belleve, before the death of
Aranguren, that Davalos was golng to roplace
him a0 succesafully. He was Aranguren's sec-
ond in command, and, though extremely conr
ageous, his great modesty and taclturnity al
ways kopt bim in the background. Aranguren
loft him in commwand of his forces the cay be
went to the hut at Campo Florido, In which, ne-
eompunled only by his sweetheart, two aged
persons and two chilldron, he was butchered by
& force of 1,500 Bpanlsh Infantry and 400 cav-
alry. Davalos heard the news next morning,
wont Lo tho hutl with his soldiers, and saw avi-
dences of the dire truth. He reported tho case
to Gen, Rodriguesz in Lhis slmple message:

I bave to communicate the ead news that
Gen. Neslor Aranguren was assassinated by the
Spanlards yestordsy morning whils absent
from his foroem, T awalt your orders mnd
meanwhilo I keep on fighting." @

Davalos (s about 38 years old, of middle sles,
atrong, erecl, and of 8 modest as woll us a mill-
tary appearance, Ie haslived in the rural dis-
tricts of Havanas province, Tre Scx's corro-
spondent, knowing of the concentration of
Cuban forees In Havana province, went to see
Davalos to learn, if he could, If that moeveimesnt
was & preparation for an attack upon Havana
elty in case of wer between Spaln and the
United States, which the revolutionists are ex-
peciiog.

Col. Davalos refused at first to talk, giving
the exonse that he was merely a soldier and
that hecould not speak.

But ths Indications at the time of adjourn-
ment Lhis afternoon were that the day Lad
tended only to intensify the Indlgnation aroused
yoaterday by the publication of the report of the
Maine Board of Inquiry. This wos aggravated
If anything by the ptudy of tho evidence ad-
dueced before the board, which had been printed
aver night and published with the photogranhs
and cuts of the wrock noccompanyine the report
of the board, which was in the hands of nearly
every Heprasentative,

What will be the developments to-morrow,
should the House go on with the Naval bill, it is
impossiblo to say, There was talk In the course
of the day that 4 combination had been formed
Lo support an amendment to the bill of the eMect
desoribed. But the head of this combination
could_not be fixed definitely, so Lhat whether the
Jurpose of the ombination will be necomplisliod
eannol be said. If the amendment be proposed,
there can be no doubt that a great majority of
tho House will give it thelr enthusiastic sup-
purt, even to the point of overrullng a declsion
