Testimony That a Bribe Mas Offered slim In

the Brooklyn ODJelal flcaadal.
Coroner Dorger held an Inquest last night ln

the caso of H. V. Olson, tho patent medicine
manufacturer, who was found dead on the floor
of bis office at 331 Adams street, Brooklyn, early
on Monday morning, with a bullot wound In
tho heart. Mr. Olson was a member of the Grand
Jury that found indlctmonts against Police
Commissioner Philips, formor City Works Com-
missioner Willis, and seven other in
Brooklyn. Mrs. Alfred M. HIM, tho daughter
of Mr. Olson, and her husband testified that for
two weeks before bis death Mr. Olsen had been
acting queorly. This, they surmised, was due
to his worrying over some letters ho had re-
ceived from unknown persons. These letters,
which wcro read at tho Inquest, wero aa follows:

M Kindly advise uswben wecan see you." "Pleased
to see you at tbo Clarendon Hotel." "Come to New-
ark Sunday night. We will meet you."

Mrs. Hild said that ber fathor had told her
that these letters referred to n bribe of $10,000
which bad been offered to him in connection
with tho Orand Jury investigation. Sho said
she asked him if ho Intended to accept the
bribe, and ho said ho did not. Mr. Hlld said Mr.
Olson occomDonlod him as far as tba Montauk
Theatre on Sunday night, and that when bo d

home ho found a letter1 ln bis pocket
which bad been written by Mr. Olson and
slipped ln bis pocket. Tbe letter Intimated Mr.
Olson's purposo to kill himself. Ho then went
to Mr. Olson's ofUco and made the discovery.

Charles Parker, wbo was employed by Mr,
Olsen, teatlflod that a strango man about 5 feet
11 inches in height, thick set, and with a dark
mustache had called at tho olilco an Saturday to
see Mr. Olsen. Tho witness said bo had fre-
quently soon this man about tho publlo build-
ings In Brooklyn.

Assistant District Attorney Clarke, who con-
ducted tha Orand Jury Investigation, testified
that be was unable to learn anything about tba
letters or the tall, d stranger.

Undertaker Goorgo II. Henderson teatlflod
that Mr. Olsen bad called at bis placo about ten
days ago. and said ho was in trouble and was
going to commit suicide.

Detective Sergeant Mccormick testlued that
thrco shots had been fired from the revolver,
one lodging ln the rang of a chair, another ln
the floor undor tho desk, and the third ln Mr.
Olscn's heart. Tho revolver was old and rusty,
and tbe police theory wns that Mr. Olsen bad
fired the first two shots so as to make sure that
tbo weapon was In working order.

Ravetme flratllxlng xtvldenrr r at Bright
Fntsr related Oat In Convincing Terms.

Aujaht, .March 30. Tho Stalo Racing Asso-

ciation has submitted to tho Legislature It re-

port for tho yoar 1807. The document 1 signed
by, August Belmont, E. D, Morgan and John
Sanford, and Is brimfol of interesting data re-
lating to the progress of horse racing in the
State under the present system. The commis-
sion points to tha gratifying fact that each year
show a distinct advancement orer that which
preceded it) and that this improremont wns par-
ticularly noticeable last year. Going Into de-

tails, tho report states:
"Tho decision of the Court of Appoals ren-

dered during the past year In tho oaso of Charles
R.Grannan against the stewards of theJookoy
Club and the Westchester Racing Association,
referred to at moro length elsowhoro, forms o
fitting end to tho series of litigations all
decided in favor of honest practices and
of the permanent establishment of racing
upon secure and enduring foundation. That
decision will onablo the Jookey Club to promul-
gate and enforce, under th supervision of your
commission, such reasonable rules and regula-
tion as, in it opinion, are necessary for the
maintenance of the sport up to the standard
contemplated by the Legislature of 1805 ln the
enactment of the Racing Codo.

"During the year your commission Issued li-

censes to tbo Wostchester Racing Association,
tha Coney Island Jockey Club, the Brooklyn
Jockey Club, tho Brighton Beach Racing Asso-
ciation, tho Saratoga Racing Association, and
tho Queens County Jockey Club to bold race
meetings and steoplechase mooting for such
period a they reqnestod, within tbe statutory
limitations. The whole number of days raced
by the six associations named wns 141, one day
having been devoted to charity by tho West-
chester Raolng Association, to whose gift was
addod tho contribution by officials of their salar-
ies for tho day.

"During the year tho raelng associations hold-
ing licenses front your commission garo in prize
and stakes tha sum of $010,080. This sum la
SlOO.fJOi in advance of that compoted for In
1800. and 6123.027 in excess of that offered ln
180S. Tho Saratoga Racing Association, which
ln 1800 did not feel Justtflod in holding a meet-
ing booauto of conditions almost exclusively
local in character, reopened it gates lost year
and had a successful mooting. Your commis-
sion Is informed It will giro another meeting
during the coming soason.

" All tho other associations namod hare issued
notices of thoir stake features, and thone ln
many notable Instances Indicate a conviction
on the part of the associations that tho futuro
is bright ln promise One of tbo assuring tests
of returnlngprosperlty on tho turf is found ln
the largely increased number of nominations
mado to these stakes. Not only is tho number
of borscs engaged the largeat since 1801. but
thoro Is an Increase ln tbe number of dliforont
interests represented. The associations not
only furnish tha opportunity for tho develop-
ment of tbo race borso, but, by tho liboralityin
tbo stakes offered, mako it possible for tho
breeder to seek the best blood.

"There Is a gratifying increase ln tho amount
of tho State tax lovied upon tho gross receipts of
tbo soreral racing aasoclatlons. It is n ploasure
to tbo commission to report this, as it roco2nlr.es
tho great benefit conferred upon our rural com-
munities by tbo county and town fair asso-
ciations which nro the beneficiaries of tho
monoys thus raised. Tbls Increase ln tho
tax necessarily follows an incrcosod reve-
nue to tho racing associations, and wbllo
nn Increase ln revenuo does not necessarily
Imply any Increase of net profit, it is most sat-
isfactory ln that it makes it possible for these
associations to offer greater prizes for the con-
tests, and thus not only mako tbo horso moro
profitable In tho market, but encourages liberal
and intelligent expenditure on breeding farms.
It Is an Indication, too, of tbo confidence of the

utile, for it is only through such confldonco?hat patronage comes.
"In connection with tho subject of this tax,

howover. your commission respectfully notes,
not as a mattor of contention with tho Stato
Department having chargo of tbo assess-
ment and collection of this tax, but as
one of Justice, . tbat tbero aro differ-
ences between that department and tbo
raelng associations which ought not to exist.
It would suggest that where receipts are only
technically receipts, where by no possibility
could tney inuro to mo nnancini benent or an as-
sociation, they are not taxable. In cases in
which thoy do form part of tho revenues of an
association, or where, a ln soma purso races,
the entranco fees do not add to tho total raluo
of the purse, it is conceded that they aro receipts
and, properly, aro taxable." It is scarcely necessary here to say that your
commission bos not failed to impress upon ull
concerned ln tbo sport that to retain tho con-
fidence of tho publlo and to recognize that tbo
real aim of racing Is to Improve the breed of
horses nro essentials that must never be lost
sight of. It Is not amiss, therefore, to refer to
an organization formed last year by some own-
ers, trainers, and Jockevs, and known as tho
Horsemen's Protecltvo Association. Originally,
it professed to bo an organization formed largo-l- y

for social purposes, and tbore wero assur-
ances tbat It would work harmoniously with
tbe Jockey Club. So long as tbe organization
adhered to Its professed purposes it was not

or objected to by tho Jockoy Club. It had
not, bowover, long been ln existence before the
conduct of certain of its members mode it evi-
dent that so far as posslblo thoy intended that
its social end should not be pursued at all, but
that it should arrogate to Itself povt ers of gov-
ernment, even to tbe extent of boycotting such
racing associations as did not frame tbelr pro-
grammes according to a plan advocated by them.

"Apart from Its it was apparent In
more ways than one that it was about to work
in n munnor not only independent of. but antag-
onistic to, tbe Jockoy Club. Suoh a courso
would, of nocesslty, bo subversive of all author-
ity and opposed to tbe best interests of the turf.

In speaking thus of tho Horsemon's Protec-
tive Association your commission doems it but
Just to somo men who entered into it early to
say that they did not appreciate what were the
secrot purposes of certain of Its members. So
long as the association continued in its attltudo
and organization your commission had to bo
opposed to It. and must recommend to the
Jockey Club such steps a will ln this and simi-
lar cases rendor Inoporatlro any act which
might fairly be Interpreted as hostile to the host
lntorcsts of racing."

A False Alarm or an Escape zads to the Kill-
ing oris Horse.

TnKt ton, N. J., March 30. There was a com-
motion in tbe State prison t. At 0 o'clock
a small boy shouted that a roan had Just Jumped
orer tho prison wall, A carriage was being
driven up and down tbe strosl at this
time, and wbon tbo alarm waa taken up
Doputy Keeper Goorgo Smith ran out
of tbe prison gnte and shouted to the
driver to stop. Instead of stopping tho drlvor
whipped up his horso to escape. Deputy Smith
fired, killing the horse. Tbo two men In tho
carrlngo Jumped out and ran, and Smith fired
four sbota at them. They escaped, leaving their
hats behind,

A general alarm was sounded in tho prison,
and orders wero given by Kooper Moore that tba
prisoners should bo counted in ordor to loam
wbo were missing, as no ono within tho prison
had any knonloage of an attempt to escape.
Tho count showed that there wore 1,216 men In
tbe cells, and tbat nono waa missing. Tho small
boy who gavo the alarm bad lied and the prison
deputies would llko to learn his identity.

The horse that was killed belonged to a Tren-
ton liveryman, who failed to Identify tho hat
as belonging to tbo men to whom ho hired tho
animal. It Is supposed tbe men had stolen tho
horso from tbe men who hired it. Hence thoir
failure tosurrendor.

The young man's father's namo was Moses
Knapp. Both he and his wife died when their
son waa rery young. Shoppard Knapn was
mado his guardian, and until tho boy's majority
controlled his foituno, which Is said to have
been considerable. Moses Knapp was for a
time a salesman in his uncle' Sixth avenue car-p-
