CUBANS HERE F.XOERTO GOTO XTAlt.

TTI1I Proffer ba Service or a I.lttl Array or
Their Own to tlie ITnltea Slates.

While the Cubans in the field are already
waging fierce war upon the Spanish army, and
the Spanish Generals Luquc.Bornal, Hernandez
do Volazco, nud Pando aro penned in their forti-
fied strongholds of Santiago and Puerto Prin-
cipe, the Cubans In this country are eaa-erl-

waiting for an opening ot hostilities between the
United Statos and Spain to join in the contest.

Five thousand d Cubans are ready
to join the Americans In an invasion of tho
Island. Those in New York now who can bear
arms number about 1,000. The rest are scat-
tered through the country and a large number
are in the South, especially at Tampa and Koy
West. The Juntas in all the cities and towns ot
tho United States have their names registered,
and tho men iiro ready to start at tho first
notice. They are only waiting for tho ordors of
tbe Cuban Delegate, Scfloi- - Estrada Palma, who I

with a word will put in movement tbe little but
very effective army of patriots.

At present SeCor Estrada Palms, Is .waiting
for developments in Washington. Ho is a wise
diplomatist and a man ot calm courage nnd
serenity. During tho last three years ha has
managed with much ability the atTnirs of the
Cuban exiles, and for nlno years in the last war
ho fought for Cuba's freedom In the field, reach-
ing the rank of Major General and tho Presi-
dency at tbut timo of the struggling republic.
But Senor Palma does not want in the least to
take uny step that should be Interpreted aa a
desire to Involve- this country In a war withSpain. Ho works for Cuba's rights, for Itsrecognition by this Government as anew and
free nutton. To that end only all his efforts
have tended until now. But If tbe war comes,
then be will giro tbe order to tbe Cubans to do
their duty.

It Is likely that the commander of the detach-
ment of Cubans who will place themselves at the
order of the American commanding General
will bo Gen. Joaquin del Castillo, or Dr. Castillo,
as everybody knowa him. He has a brilliant
record, mode In tbe first yenr of this war, and
slnco his appointment as of the
republic in this country, early In 16D0, his ser-
vices havo been of the utmost importance to thecause of his country. Ho has landed success-
fully In Cubu more than twelve expeditions at
froqucnt risk of his life. Ho is now at the head
of tho expedition department of tho Junta with
Gen. Emilio Nunez, who has landed about an
equal number of expeditions, and who. Incase
of Cuba's recognition as an Independent State,
will probably load Its naval forces.

Gen. Morrltt, knowing of some of the plans of
the Cubans, said a few days ago that in case of
war tboir services would be Invaluable.

their habituation to Urn cllinntc, avcry
Cuban Boldlcr will have a thorough knowledge
of the country and Its resources. The Cubans,
from the most aristocratic families of tbe islund
to the humblest peasants, aro oilhersugarestate
owners and sugar pliiters or email farmers nnd
country laborers. They know every Inch of
their land, and that is tho great ndvantago they
hnve now over the Spaniards. While tho Span-
ish columns have to rely on guides, every Cuban
knows ilia wuy.

A landing forco of Cubans carrying war sup-
plies for tnuirbrethern tn the field, wbo number
now 30,000 veteraDS all over tlio Island, can in
a short time gather around Havana a formi-
dable forco, agninst which the Spaniards, If tbey
are at tho same timo invested by sea, will hardly
bo able to stand.

"Another Important element," said Potior
Eduardo Yoro. editor of Putria. nlllclnl orcan
of tho Junta, yesterday, "will be the large
population of the Snnuish cities and towns of
Cubn. from tho vacillating autonomist to the
hapless rsconcontrado, ail of whom, when things
ahull como to such a state as to compel thorn to
take sides, will undoubtedly join theAmerican
uruiy that comes to mako tbum frco forever of
the most wicked Government on o.irth."

CoLuxinus, O,, April l.-- The Ohio Legis-
lature went on record y in favor of tho
Independence of tho Island of Cuba whether
secured by poaecfnl means or force of arms, tho
House concurring In tho adoption of tbo Burke
resolution, which has already beon adopted by
tho Senate. Tho resolution Indorses tho ono
offered by Mr. Foraker in tho United States
Senate a few days ago recognizing the Inde-
pendence of Cuba, but Its adoption was not se-
cured untlfaftcr a display of factional feeling
between the Foraker Republicans, assisted by
the Democrats, onitho ono hand, and tho loyal
McKlnloy Republicans on tho other. An
amendmont was offered by n McKlnler Re- -

puMlcnn commending tbo course of the Presi-
dent, but It wns voted down. Tho Burke res-
olution, among other tilings, declares:

'Tho pcoplo, without regard to party or fac-
tion, boliovo that the hour for intervention and
tho Independence of Cuba is at hand."

Nothing was said during tho discussion par-
ticularly reflecting upon tho national Admin-
istration. Whou the voto was taken only two
moTibcrs had tho courage to go on record In
opposition to a resolution dcclnrlng In favor ot
tho recognition and Independent of tho Cuban
patriots. Ono of theso was Representative
Droste of Hamilton county, who was elected
as a silver Republican on a fusion ticket, and
tho other Representative Norrls, the economlo
membor from Wood county, who voted nay
from force of habit.

Quito a number of MoKlnley Republicans
to respond to their names, but they did

not havo tbe courage to voto against the reso-
lution. The McKlnley amendmont which was
voted down was subsequently Introduced aa a
Joint resolution, but went over under the rules.

In tho Senatu a bill was introduced by Mr.
Riley appropriating fl.OOO.OOO for war pur-
poses, which Is to bo used in dofraying tbo ex-
penses of tne Ohio National Guard. Tho bill
directs that $450,000 shall bo used in tho pur-
chase of arms and equipment of the guards;
$000,000 Is to bo used In carrying Into effect
any requisition of the President to protect tho
Federal Government, tho remaining (50,000
being placed under tho control of the Governor
for extraordinary contingencies. An attempt
to have the bill passed under a suspension ot
tho rules failed. A similar bill was introduced
in the House.

The Governor Is authorized to Increase the
National Guard to 10,000 men, to be held in
readiness for call by the President. In order
thnt the financial features of tho bill may be
carried out, tho State Sinking Fund Commis-
sion is empowered to borrow tho money, a rate
of not to excoed 4 per cent. Iieilnfr the nttnnlnf.,,
inlerost to bo paid. To enable the Commis-
sioner to fulfil the directions of tho bill in the
matter of raising the money, tbe act makes an
tmmedlato appropriation of $5,000.

IOWA PUTS UP $S0O,OOO.

Bt a Vote In Her Leaiilnture Asalnst an Ap-
propriation for National Defence.

Des Moines. la., April 1. Tho Legislature,
which adjournodat G o'clock placed a
fund ot half a million dollars In the hands of
Gov. Shaw, with which to prepare for war if
need be. Not a vote was cast in either house
against the bill, which was Introduced only this
morning.

Senator James H. Trowin, one of the Repub-
lican leaders, startod the movement this morn-
ing by introducing the following resolution:

" Whereat. A crisis appears to be upon this
country in Its relations with Spain, thsrefore,
bolt

" IU solved. By tho General Assembly of tho
Stato of Iowa, that wo fully Indorse the course
and action of the President, the Congress of the
United States, and Consul-Genera- l Lee in deal-
ing with the lntrlcato and. perplexing questions
crowing out of the wnrfor Cuban independence.

"Resolved, Further, that while we sincerely
deplnra war, yet. If it becomes necessary in or-
der to maintain tbe dignity of the nation and to
put on end to tho most cruol and relentless war
of modern times waged by Spain against the
Cubans, we plodge to the President nnd the na-
tion the most earnest support ot tbe State of
Iowa."

The resolution was speedily passod In the
House and was telegraphed to President Mo-

Klnley. Further consultation with Gov.
Shaw led Senator Trewln to Introduce an
amendment to the general appropriation
act giving tbe Governor half a million
dollar to uso for tho defence of the State
and the nation in case of war. As the war news
became more threatening during tho day tbe ad-

visability of such action became more plain. No
opposition was offered In the Senate, but some
members of the Houso wore opposed to hasty
action. They wnntcd to adjourn the Legislature
till next Tuesday and await further develop-
ments at Washington.

Democrats wero quite generally opposed to tho
appropriation. When the Appropriations Com-
mittee took up tho bill only eleven members
wero present, and six of them opposed the ap-
propriation. Whilo tho minority waa preparing
Its report moro menibors of tho committee
came In, and the tenor of the roport was
changed. On the floor two speeches wero made
by Republicans favoring delay till next
week, and sovernl Democrats offered oppo-
sition. Ono Democrat, Pcnlck, offered
an amendment reducing the amount of
the appropriation to $."50. Motions to
postpone were defeated and tho bill waa passed,
receiving soventy-thre- e votes, while not one
vote was cast against it. Tho prospect of op-

position In tbe House brought Gov. Sbaw per-
sonally on tho floor, and ho urged members to
mako tho appropriation.
