auxiliaries has been fortunate for the service. In
view of the difficulty experienced In making
prompt purchases abroad qf these guns and the
Impracticability of turning out rapidly any
guns except tho and machine

There are non on band guns to meet
any demand the navy may make, and within a
short time at least 200 six and one pounders
will bo ready for any additional small craft
and yachts of the typa lately purchased that
may ho Impressed by tho navy. Requisitions
'made on th Ordnanco Bureau fqr guns to place
on the rovenue cu'ltors and lighthouse tendors
and tugs nnd yachts have been promptly met,
and without drawing upon tho supply of four,

ifivo, and six Inch rifles stored away at the New
York yard for Installation on tho largo mer-
chant slilps, should any of these vessels be
press od into war service. Where tho guns hare
all come from the experts will not say, except
that not ono has been purchnaod abroad, and
that there Is on hand now sufficient to siipply
an equally largo auxiliary fleet as that g

for action at the Urookyn Navy Yard.
Each revonue cutter Is to havo a rapid-Or- e gun
of four or six Inch calibre mounted on hor fore-emti-

in addition to tho secondary batteries
now carried. Theso guns are on their Vfay to
the Norfok yard, nhere tho ships aro preparing
for son ice. Yachts of thn Kaglo class Will, In
addition, carry a rapid-Or- e gun on tho forward
deck.

At tha gun factory here workmen aro now en-

gaged chiefly upon a large number of
which tho Government Is anxious to secure

for whatever now vessels may bo put In ser-
vice from tho merchant floots. While there
ore an abundance of guns to arm the ships now
undergoing transformation, thero would bo
few left after the largo merchant vessels aro
fitted out for reservo purposes. For this rea
son tho navy is hastening work on overy gun at
tho factory here, small or largc.'nd tho prlvnte
firm having a contract for fifteen rifles
bas beon urged to expodlto Its work. At least
throo months' tlino is necessary to turn out
guns of the typo which would bo most required,
and but for the fact that Congress two years
ago authorlzod (1500,000 for manufacturing
Just this varloty. thoro would not be a singlo
gup now available for too vessel lately pur-
chased or the ships of the American line class,
that will bo put into service Immediately on It
becoming apparent that war Is not to bo avoid-
ed. The Naval Ordnance Bureau Is now satis-
fied with Its work. It has all tho ammunition
and guns to meet present requirements and with
200 small pounders to be ready soon, the defi-
ciency In this class will also have been met.

AUXILIARY NAVY LISTED.

About All the Ship Tkat the Ratal Doara
Hill necommend Seleoted.

The Board on Auxiliary Cruisers were all in
town again yesterday. The three members of
the board who went to Doston on Thursday to
inspect the steamer Shawmut reported that
tho vessel would not do. Lleutenaut-Oom-mand-

Rooder, who, with Passod Assistant
Engineer Danforth, went to Philadelphia to in-

spect the Bteamer Lebanon, reported that she
was admirably adapted for service as a collior.
Sne was so recommended.

These reportB having been made, the board
be?an the preparation of a tabulated list of all
the vessels recommended to the Navy Depart-
ment up to date. This list inoluded tho names,
description, and cost of purchase. When an
adjournment was taken at 4 o'clock yesterday
afternoon al1 vessels recommended up to the be-

ginning of this wcok had boen put on the list.
A blueprint of the list was forwarded to the
Secretary of the Navy last night. When this
work Is dnno, the work of the board will be
practically completed. While they would like
to pick up three or four coal boats, a couple of
repair ships, and two or three water boats, the
board are not kept here for that purpose. They
are really kep there to oversea the fitting out and
manning of the vessels whoso purchase will bo
ordered Immediately in case of war.

Senate Porelvn RelatUn Committee Will Make
It Part srTlielr EUpsrt.

WAsniNOTOir, April 1. The Senate Commit-
tee on Foreign Relations y spent almost
the entire tlnio in again going over the report in
tho Maine caBO and in digesting tha testimony
taken by the court and comparing it in certain
particulars with the statements made before
the committee by Capt, Slgsbeo, Capt. Barcer,
and others.

There Is ground for the belief that the
Malno disaster Is to be made the subject
of the President's forthcoming message
quits as much as the general situation
In Cuba, but whether the President does or
not. it appears to be tbe intention of tbo o

to deal with that subject fully and make
recommendations to tbe Senato that will startle
tho country.

Some little time was given y to tho con-
sideration of the resolutions pending before the
committee, and, as has been heretofore said. It
Is thought tbe resolution of Mr. Foraker will bo
the one forming tho basis of that portion of the
report to the Senate.

Tho committee has not yet formally taken a
poll on tbe subject, but Informally it Is known
that It Is ready to report a resolution recogniz-
ing the Independence of Cuba and directing the
Presldont to forcibly Intervene and stop the
war. Tbe committee will endeavor to put this
resolution through without debate.

SPANZStt HOPES RAISED BX FAIltT
TAt.ES VROtI XtADRID.

Colonels or Volunteers Assure Gen. Olanco ar
Their steadiness ta richl Able-Bodl- Men
Between 10 and S Called Out A military
Train Was Blown Up While tke 8pc
eeoa or Autaoomj Was Being Proclaimed.

Havana, April 1. Havana has boon In th
greatest excitemont since last night. Nor even
whon the riots of January last took placowos
this city in such a Btato of effervescence. Tbo
tinmedlato cause of (ho cxcltomont Is n desdatch
from Mndrld received yesterday at 9 V. M. say-
ing that all the negotiations betweon Hefior
Sagata and Qcn. Woodford had endod and that
there was no more hope of posce.

To-da-y another despatch from Madrid has
kindled even more tho popular war spirit. It
says that the European powers nro ready to In-

tervene to prevent a rupture of dlplomatlo ro-

tations between tbo United States and Spain;
that Spain will neither accopt an Indemnity for
abandoning Cuba nor give to tho United States
tho least hone that such a proposal vt HI bo

and that Spain will not under any con-
ditions withdraw her trooos from tho Island of
Cuba.

Tho mooting at tho palaco last night of tho
Colonels of volunteors, presided ovor by Ocn.
Dlanco, Is conslderod by tho Spanish press to-

day as most Important. '1 ho Colonels said that
they wcro at the Captain-General'- s orders, ready
to defend Havana city, and that they had given
up all tliolr political differences In tho presence
of an Insultlncrforelgn power. Gen. Blanco said
to them :

"I am glad and proud of being a Spaniard to-

night, rcclnc that uhon tho caso requires it all
the sons of our great motherland nro worthy
of tbolr namo and the glories of their fore-
fathers."

La Lucha this afternoon prints a fierce edito-
rial saying that tho honor of Spain will be
defended no matter how much blood may be
shed. "In case of defeat," La Lucha adds,
"Spain will only loso Cuba nnd Porto Rico,
but if tho United States are defeated their
national credit will receive a blow from which
it will be hard to recover in many yoars. But
triumphant or not, Spain will fight with glory.
Her army and navy nro formed of Spanish
patriots, and not of greody foreigners and ad-
venturers like thoso of tho United States.
Whllo tho Spanish soldier will fight for Spain
the American wilt fight for his salary."

NAFT DESERTERS WELCOMED BACK.

Capable Snmra rind Uncle Ram Willing to Over-
look Their Sometimes Involuntary OCfenoe.

WABnrxarojj, April 2. The Navy Department
has authorized tbe state ment that desorters
from tho United States Navy whoso records
for good conduct and efficiency up to the time
of tbclr taking French leave were excel-
lent may not only expect great lonloncy If
they surrender tbomsclvos at this very critical
period, but stand a fair show of being restored
to duty. The department's announcoinent'reads
a bit narrower than UiIb; but tbo truth of
tho matter is that no nunlshment whatever
awaits capable men, who, for
some reason or other best known to themselves,
havo "jumped ship," and who shall present
themselves on board receiving ships ready for
another bag and hammock. Such men may bo
taken below and brlgged for a day or so while
an "investigation" is in progress,but the chances
aro about a hundred to;one that thoy will thon
skip ud the berth deck ladder and aft to the
paymaster's storeroom for a fit out of blue-Jack-

clothes and gear. The navy has never
stood In such need of trained men
as it does at this time. Any number of now
men are being shipped throughout the country,
but even by tho most careful manipulation of
transfers the department finds that it will bo
dit'Jcult to get enough aboard each
ship to lick into efficient shapo the green young
fellows now donning the bluejacket uniform
for tbe first tlmo-a- nd It would be difficult to
over describe the complete, almost ludicrous
uselessnets of a new man man; tho
rawest army rocrult is a teteran compared to
the d natal tar.

The Navy Department Is aware that not alone
hundreds but thousands 0' men are kicking
around tho Unltod States, most of them at
work at their trades, who during the past fif-
teen years or so havo deserted from tho United

They
now want to reduce them to the old rate.

TUB FOREIGN RELATIONS OOUUZT.
TEE'S Rill, ABANDONED.

It Was Considered la secret Session ar tha
Senate, and the Opposition to It Was So
strong That It Was Derided to Withdraw It

Democrats and Itepnblleans Opposed It,
WABniKOTOH, April 1. In accordance with

tho notlco given yesterday by Senator Lodge,
tho Senato spent tbo greater part of this after-
noon In a secret legislative session discussing tho
report of tho Committee on Foreign Relations
advocating tbo purchaso of tbo Danish Island of
BU Thomas, oast of Porto Hlco, for a coaling
station. Tho committee, by a majority report,
favored tho purchaso of thcso islands nnd re-
ported a bill appropriating $5,000,000 for that
purpose.

Tho bill was considered in secret session for
fear something should bo said relating to tbo
national defences which it would bo inadvisable
to reach tho Spanish authorities. Nothing of
this sort, howovor, was divulged.

Thoso who favorod the purchaso of iho islands
In speeches nioro or less brief wcro Senators
Lodgo, Fryo, Mason, Hnwloy, Morgun, and Pot-tu-s.

Tho opponents of tho proposition woro
Senators Gorman, Perkins, Pettlgrow, GalTcry,
Cockrcll, Bacon, nnd Eiklns.

Tho discussion was begun lu a gen oral spooch
by Mr. Lodgo, who reported tho 1)111. showing
tho advantages to tho United States In possess-
ing this Island for a coaling station for our
commcrco In times of pence

Both Senators Lodgo and Fryo laid much stress
upon tho strategic Itnportanco of tho Island,
and maintained that if tho war with
Spain continued for nny length of tlmo tho
storm ccnlro would bo In tho vicinity
of Porto Itlco nnd not about Havana and the
western end of Cuba, ns had boon suggostod by
many. Thnt being truo, tho United Statos
would bo sevoral hundred miles nwny from its
baso at Dry Tortugas, nnd this acquisition was
as essential to tho spoedy termination of tho
war as wore fighting ships.

Mr. Gorman opposed tho schome on tho
ground that It was not noeded as a war
moasure and that undor tho gulso of a war
measuro It was sought to acqulro terri-
tory. Ho called attention to tho fact that
Congress had expressed its perfect confidence
in the President by voting an emergency appro-
priation in a mannor that had not beon paralleled
slnco the days of Washington. Tho Democratlo
pary would continue to gh o him that confidence
and if war came would uphold his hands as
loyally as nny one. but for ono, ho, Mr. Gorman,
did not think this a proper thing to bring before
tbo Senate at this tlmo.

Mr. Perkins also opposed it bocauso of tho ter-
ritorial acquisition scheme that was behind it,
Thoso vt ho antagonized tho roport of the o

also took tho ground thnt It would re-
quire too long a tlmo for this Govern-
ment to socuro possession and fortify the place
to make It avallablo In tho Impending conflict.
Besides, Porto Rico would not bo dlflloult to
capture, and wo could la that way socuro a coal-
ing station for nothing.

During tho dlsous3lon Mr. Morgan made somo
severe strictures against Spain, and asserted his
belief that tho Maine whb blown up by tho Span-
iards. Senator Tillman broko Into tbe spocch of
Mr. Morgan to ask who did It, and intimated
that the commlttoe had somo Information
which It was keeping back from the Sen-
ato. If tho commlttco had any Information
on that subject Mr. Tillman said It should glvo
the Sennto tbo ndaningo of the Information
and not secrete it as the commlttoe was In tbo
habit of doing.

Mr. Tlllnnn wis sevens In his denunciation of
the committee, nnd was finally commanded to
stop by Mr. Morgan, who rofusod to longerylcld
tho floor.
