I can't tell
a plagued thing about what Is coming, but I be-
lieve that In twcntv-flv-e years from now
there won't be one-hal- t the marriages that
there are and far fower children
will be born. Why ! Because women nro
learning to take care of themselves. You may
bo married and you may not be. but I say this:
You aro better off If you ain't than you would
be taking care of a house full of children and
maybe a man Into the bargain. Mind you, I be-
lieve In marriage and children and home, but
I'm not one of the kind that think that God
made woman to do nothing but sit nt home In
the ashes and tend to babies. He made her to
be as good as man, and he made hor better, too.

"Every year, overy month, yes, evory day,
sees new fields opening up to women, and it does
me good. I like to see 'ep get out and hustlo.
These fellows wbo prate about the women tak-
ing thetr places make me laugh. If the women
can get 'em let 'om have 'em. They descrvo
what tbey get. Iet the fellows get up and get
something else to do. If a woman can do tho
same work that a man can do and do It just ns
well she should have the same pay. 1 pay the
women In my show just aa much osl do the mon
and a little mite more, tone sure tbat I do thesquare thing by them."

"Do you believe that women should have
the same liberty and privileges that mon havo I"

"Most assuredly I do. I've already said they
ahould be allowed to vote. Why. of course, if a
woman is out earning her lit Ing sho keeps up
with what is going on in the world anil she
knows the best man to vote for. Men have their
clubs, and I say let tho women have theirs, loo.
Women are so much hotter thnnweare thatthey don't take to our kind of clubs, but if they
want to meet and discuss financial questions,
Sol II lea or any other subject let 'em do It andlaugh nt 'em for doing it. Thoy discuss
things just as sensibly as the mon do, 1 in euro,
and I reckon know just as much about tho
topics of the day, Ono thing gots me. You take
a single woman earning her living In this city,
and the average man looks at hor suspli'lousty
If he hears that she lives alone. Thut makes mo
tired. A woman who is capable of financiering
for herself is capable of taking care of her
morals, and ifshewnnts totakonn npirtment
and llvo alone where sho can do her work moro
quietly or have things her own way when she
comes from buslnoss sue has Just as much right
to do so as a bachelor. If a woman Is a good
woman ebewlll remain good nlono: if she Is bad.
being surrounded and overlooked and watched
and guarded and chaperoned by a hundred old
women in a boarding homo won't mako her good.
This applies to society women as woll as toworking women. There are bad women In every
walk of life, but most women are good. What
we want to do Is to give our women even moro
liberty than thoy huve. Let thorn do any kind
of work that they seo fit, and, if thoy do Has
well as men. give them the samo pny. Grant
tbem the samo privileges In their homo life and
club life that men havo and wo will seo thorn
grow and expand into far more beautiful andwomanly creatures than they aro already."

" You must bellevo In dress reform for wo-
men." suggested the reporter. " Don't you dis-
approve of tbe tight corsets and shoos our wo-
men wear!"

"Nona of this Indinn squaw buslnoss for me,"
and It was Buffalo Bill who spoke, "I like to
see women lacod up onough to look trim, and I
like to see them wearing these plain, closo-fittin- g

dresses without any frills. I hate those
flounced skirts. I don't think

they nro at nil suitable) for tho American woman
of bhe has too much to do and tbey nre
In her way. The new skirt looks to mo ns if It
pointed to tho return of the houpskltt. I won-
der what the bicycle glrlB will do if hoops como
back. For my life I don't seo how a woman In a
hoopskirt can ride a wheel or play golf
or take part in any of tho outdoor
sports that havo done so much toward her
physical development In tho last few years.
These big bats the onion wear aro very ugly,
too. When two ladles urrajeit in these new
flounced skirts and mammoth hats come float-
ing down the avenue, I have to mavo out of the
way with my sombrero; they require the whole
pavoment.

"The women seem to bo about ns much In-

ven It they can't, or, mora accurately. If they

nren t allowed, to shoulder n gun and shoot. But
let ma toll you one thing: If war does come be-
tween tho United States and Spain, tho women
of Bpnln will do Just a much as tho women of
our own country. As poor as they are, the
women and children, as woll as the men, will
glvo tholr last cent to their country, and you
can bet your boats and socks, ton, that the
Bpanlards nln't afraid of us, I sdmlro their grit,
It I havo got n personal grudge against them.

"Whntdo 1 think nro the prospects of war!
Tboy soem pretty good Just now, but this la tho
way I fcol about It. Wo ought to lie dead cer-
tain that the Mntno was blown up by the Span-
ish Government boforowo light Spain for that
cause You remember, some Italians wero
killed down In Now Orleans a few years back;
but Italy didn't go to war with us about that.
Our Govommont had nothing to do with tho
killing anil disapproved af It. Ho tho nation
wns not hold reijionsllilo for tho act nf individ-
uals. So It ought to bo In our unso with Spnln.
America certainly ought to recounlx t Cuba, and
Cub i should anil will bo freo, but if n Spanish
crank blow up tho Malno w'o shouldn't hold
Spnln responsible and wo shouldn't tight her
for that, llut If that battleship was destroyed
by tho Spanish Government wo uught to glvo It
to hor and glvo It to hor rough.

"As I said, I have n littlo grudgo against
Spain. Tho biillflghtiirs tried to kill me once. I
was in Barcelona with my show. One ovonlng

rlrd, Ther Could Vote.
From the Baiton Trantcrlpt.

Kentucky, which In 1845 made voters of
widows and spinsters who were holders of real
estate, only followed the footsteps of Maryland,
which hnd done tbe samo thing thirty years be-

fore. I have not tho authorities at hand which
would enable mo to glvo exact dates, but about
tho year 1820 unmarried women who wero
holders of real cstatoto a given amount wero
entitled to vote, and did very generally exercise
tho right of franchise.

In colonial days tbo States of tho South gener-
ally made the ownership of property a requisite
to the exercise of tho right of franchise, while
tho New Englandcnloitlcs generally made church
membership a necessary qualification of the
voter, rollowlng tho idea that only property
holders should vote, ft was a natural stop to
conclude that all property holders should vote.
Maryland, therefore, decided that whero tho
ownership of property was vested in a woman
who hnd not n husband to represcut her sho
should bo u voter.

I havo muny times hoard my grandmother toll
of voting during the ilayH of her w Idowhood and
describe tho manner of oxorclslng tho franchise
in thoso days. There wis but one voting place
in tho count), and all electors were required to

to the county town to cast their votes. Shef;o In tho county of Talbot, und tho voting
placo for the entire county wns En b ton. tho
countv sonr. Thore was no casting of a billot,
nor was tho system lfko tho viva voco vote
which prevailed in Kentucky until a s

ago. But tho candidates for ofllco sal In tho
election room, nnd each votor was expected to
look them over and select tho one for whom ho
or sho desired to voto, and tho clorks
made a record of tho decision. Candidates for
State offices wcrooxpected to bavo representa-
tives in each county. Those were loading peoplo
of tho party to which tho candidate belonged,
and euch one was expected to be woll qualiflod
to discuss the mcrltsof the candidate ho repre-
sented. In thoso dais thn elections lastod four
days in order to glvo nmplo time for every
one to gut to tho voting place. Somo time
late In tho '10'stho spirit of progress required
u sweeping away of tho barriers which the
property qualification had set up. and a
constitutional comention docidod In favor
of giving tbo ballot to every white male otor
wbo had readied thongoof 21 years. As the
right of n woman to votu was basod on tho idoa
of property aunllllcatlon, when that was swept
awuy the lost tho ballot.

I merely recall this fnct to show that Mary-
land, which wns tho first colony to guarantoo
religious liberty to all her peoplo. and which
look the first steps toward securing tho presont
Constitution of tho I'nltod Stalos, was also the
first to glvo tho ballot to woman.
