ft waa the Intention to inaugurate nuch use of
the reservalion during the coming season, The

Adjutant-tienoral of the army was consldering

what shoulid be done in this direction, and the

troops of several States were looking forward to
pimmer or Autumn camplog at the park. Bud-
danly the practical uses of actual war have set

‘thesn plans aside, and replaced them by others

which involve the concentration of armies and

thelr preparation for bhattle.

No other nation owns such s fleld for manmu-
yres. Fleven square miles of the tract are now
Brted for regulntion camps, Elght of thess are
In open forest, carefully cleared of underbrush,
sod three nauare miles are in fields. Thore nre
four wouare miles within the legal limits of tho
tract not yet purchased. T'his section is largely
forest, and is avallable for manceuyres by which
ftmight be desired to instruct troops in move-
wents through virgin forest.

The entiee area within the present limits of
the park is clear of fences, and teams can drive
over the tlelds and through the woods In every
partofat. When the forests were cleared out
the future use of the park for a camp of Instrue-
tlon was kept in mind, and orders were given
that room should be made for teams to be
driven through it in any diroction, The forest
portion of the tract was thus made practicabls
for wrtillery movements na well as for cavalry
and Infantry.

‘Ibere are no swamp grounds in the park, and
the soll in all sections is excellent for camps.
The natural drainage ls good, the whole tract
risinge gradually trom the Chickamauga River,
which bounds it on the enst for several miles, to
the spurs of Misslonary Ridge on its weatern
toundary, Aside from the riveritis a well-wa-
tered tract. Several small streams fed by
sbundant springs traverse it. There are never-
falling ponds, mesting all requirements for the
animals of Infantry, cavalry, and artillery
eamps, Looking forward Lo the ocoupation of
the park as a camp of instruction, the Commin-
sloners have providea eight arteslan wellsin
order that It might not Lo necessary for the
troops (o use surface water fordrinking pur-
poses. Upon recent nolification Lthal troops
would probably be assembvled at the park, the

,commission ordered work to begin on four addi-

tlonn) artesian wells, and these will bo ready
bofore It will be necessury to use the grounds
about them for camping purposes. Dams will
be thrown ncross two considerablo stroams to
farm pools for bathing.

'The natural featuresof the park present every
element of topography likely to be wet with in
sctual campaigning, There are fields and for-
eatn, ench of great extent, low ridges and pre-
cipitons elevatlons, some clear of woods and
pome o timber. The Chickamauga River, with
ita steep banks, affords every needed facility for

~ Instruction in bridge bullding. The roads of tho
park system extend along the crest of Mission-
. ary Rldge for clght miles and cross Lookout
Mountaln through the fleld of the ' Battile Above
the Clouds,” All the roads by which the Union
und the Confederate armies appronched and left
the warlous flelds within the limits of
the park have been highly jmproved, and
glve ensy mccess to every portion of the
woven battleflelds about Chattanooga which are
reached by the milesged system of the park,
Thess nre Chlckamaugs, Wauhatchie and
Brown's Ferry, Orcbard Knob, Lookout Moun-
taln, Missloonry Ridge, Tunnel Hill, and Ring-
goll. Practice marches ovor Lhess roads will
