An the |ast sonsignment of her onrgo lands on
the pler vory aarly this morning, the St Paul,
steamship of the Amerioan llne, which reached
hers at 7:80 lnst evening, becomes the 8t. Paul,
suxiliury eruiser of the Amerioan Government
and tho tempotary property by charter of your
Unecle Bum, Nothing that will be left upon her
will retaln any connsotion with the lins excep
the oMcers and maen, and It Is more than likely
that before many hours most of them will uiso
hava passsd over to the Navy Department,
That will be settled when shs gots to the
Crampa’ shipyard In Philadelphia, whither she
will be navignted by her present crow,

Capt, Oharles D, Signbes, Iate of the Maine, will
bo In command of her, They expecied him on
board early this morning, word having heen
recelved Inst night at the ofMoss of the American
line that he hud laft Washington for thia city,
No osremonies will mark the transfer of the
vewmsol. All the arrangements have been mads,
and ahs will simply pass Into possession of the
Government as poon ae the last bit of private
property Is out of her hold, whether or not her
now Caplain 18 on hand, The oMoeras thought
last night that the unloading would be finialied
by 4 o'clock A. M, or thereabouts. Every avall-
able man was at work with all bis avallable
enorgy to the end that the Job might be finished
at the earliost moment.

For the first time In many years emergenocy
orders wero lssied to the Custom House ofMolale
In order to rush the work on the St. Paul
through am guickly ns posaible. The orders pro-
vided that nor only the baggage, but the frelght,
should be examined at once. An extra force
was put on with orders to work all night.

Evorytbing pointa to ths probability of the
navy acquiring many new men along with the
ship. Tt Is no secret that the Navy Dopart-
mont wanta the .8t Paul's men, all of them
that It can got. The offective force of the
vessel—thone who really do the work of run-
ning her—numbers about 250 men. These nre
the onginearn, ablo senmen, stokers, oilers, and
conl pansers, They undorstand thelr vessel
thorougnly. They can run her belter than any
new ¢row, no matter how efMclent, could pos.
sihly do. That is why the Government needs
them, And they arn Just as eager to go as
the Governmeont Is to hnve them, but they want
to keop thelr grade and pay, The Navy Depart-
mont has Informally notifiod the Amerioan line
that Ita men will bo Laken over with equal grade
and vay. Many of the petty oMcers will be
takon over alio, As to the executive staff of the
ship, there Is some doubt, and the oMcers re-
fusod Lo suy last night whether thoy would vol.
unteer or not.
