In spite ottho
statements by President Kreedman

that his players iicror Indulged in rowdyism.
uJ In the faco of tho "magnates' agreement,"

which wna signed willingly by the local club's
President, UapU Joyce and hit followers be-

haved In tbo most disgraceful manner at the
Polo Grounds yesterday, and thereby in-

cited a crowd of 15,000 persons to deeds
of grrut disorder. Never before in tho his-

tory of professional baseball In this city havo
spectators so far forgotten the principles of fair
play nod docency. And the fact that the worst
outbreak occurred in the grand stand, the
patrons of which oro supposed to set an ex-

ample to spectators who occupy the bloachers,
makes the affair all the moro deplorable.

Wbethor tho rulings of tho umpires were
rljluor wrong, thero was no excuse for the
rowdy actions of the New York players, who in
the faco or defeat, seemed to lose their heads.
tnd possibl) tried to blame the umpires for their
own shortcomings. If Umpire Snyder had en-

forced the rules to tho letter, ho would hare put
at least Uo of tho local players off tho Held in-

stead of ono offender, lie was clearly Intimi-
dated by tho mob, however, and when ho was
orirnl) assaulted by grand stand patrons, who
threw cushions at his bend and called him Tile
names 1 the hearing of women, he evidently
realized that he was helpless. When he singled
out one man and called upon the
police to eject him. as Is his right under the rules,
he was unsupported and had to back: down. The
New York Club did nothing to assist him in his
commendable effort to establish order, except
to pro ido a few policemen who escorted him off
the field, whllo the mob throw dust In his eyes
and tried to strike him from behind.

All of this wits duo to tbo fact that the New
Yorks ncre outplayed at every point, and wero
beaten by tho Boston champions,
A close doclslon at third base in the eighth in-

ning created such a roar of disapproval from the
New Yorks that (he big crowd, blind to the fact

m that tho locale were really being outpointed.

J titans when Joyce received a base on balls in the
seventh Inning, although many thought ho
should havo been declared out on strikes, and
ultimately srorcd. Unpardonable errors by Van
Ilaltrcn and Davis, which were dlreotly respon-
sible (or one of Boston's runs, were also
forgotten, as were blunders by Ilartman and
Warner In tbe eighth inning, which materially
helped the visitors to win the game. Had there
been no kicking by the New York players there
would have been no disorder in the crowd.
Consequently there is nobody to blame but
the members of the local team for this mem-
orable breach of the peace. The old evil of
yelling at tbe visiting players in order to rattle
them was revived, but there was no attempt to
suppmslt. Nearly 100 policemen were on the
Hold during tbe came.

tened as if In awe. Duffy sent a ball to Qettlgana tho latter, threw to the plate to stop
Hamilton. Tho latter slid under Warner lustns the latter put the ball on him. At firstSnyder said the man was out, but as Warner
had dropped tho ball the ruling was rightly
reversed and tho New York catcher got theerror. Uleason, who had been on the bench, andwas supposedly out ot the game, rushed at the

But the remark was drowned by a howl of

.crowd broko out agalu with shamoful abuse
of Snyder. An the Bostons were coming to the
bat for tbe ninth Inning another man in
the front row ot the grand stand threw n seat
cushion at tbe umpire, and It came wlihin a few
Inches of striking him on the head. In a Jiffy
Snyder turned and, olothed with the authority
afforded to him by the rules, he pointed to the
follow and called tor tho police toputhlmeut,
Beforo the ofllcors made any movo tho man
Jumped up and fled. Then other persons In
the grand stand began to throw seat
cushions nt tbo umpire until he had to dodge or
bo knocked down. There were at least fifty
cushions on the ground In front of tho New
Yorks' bench, nnd more were flying through the
air when Police Captain Kirchner and ono of
President Froedman'e employees remonstrated
mildly w 1th the grandstand patrons.

When order was partially restored the Bos-
tons wero put out, and then the crowd got up
fur a final effort to rattle tho visitor to defeat.
Joyce. Instead of making n safo hit, went out on
a weak little grounder to IjOwo. Davis singled,
but Urady. who butted for Qettlg. struck out.
WoOreory made a bit and put Davis on second,
but Ilartman could not sol to Nichols, and sent
up a poo fly to Collins. That ended
the gamo, but It did not end the disorder. Sev-
eral thousand ot the most turbulent of the
crowd U.isbmt up to Umpire Snyder. Tbe latter
was surrounded by police nnd wa escorted to-

ward the further end of tho field. Tho crowd
Rurged around the bunch and several men threw
dust ln Snyder's faco. Other Individuals tried
to punch him ln the back ot the head, while
more called him filthy names. The police finally
got him to a dressing room and then dispersed
the toughs. Such Is the way Leaguo baseball
was played under theausplces of the Now York
Club, which, according to President Freedman,
hns always been in lavor of cloau ball. Tho
score:
