COAST SIGNAL OXBTBtr.

rive Districts the Atlaatle and Two en tbe
Onlr Coast.

WAsniNOTOK, April 17. Capt. Casper F.
Goodrich, who has been slated to command the
St. Louis, has perfected all arrangements for
the new signal system by which quick and ac-
curate communication can be carried on be-

tween vessels and shore stations. The entire
coast line, from Maine south, has been divided
into signal districts, nesrly corresponding to
tbe present lighthouse districts, with head-
quarters of the General Superintendent in New
York city.

The first district comprises the entire New
England coast and Includes these light stations:
Monhegan Island, Maine;CapeEIlzabetb,Maine;
Anpledoro Island, New Hampshire; Cape Ann,
Cope Cod, Gar Head and Block Island. The sec-

ond district, with headquarters on the receiving
ship New Hampshire, In New York city, in-

cludes the light stations at Montauk Point and
Iquoque, Long Island ; Fire Island, Barnegat, N.
J and Cape Henlopen, Del. Tho third district
will have headquarters at Norfolk, from which
orders will be given for tbe conduct of
tho stations, which aro at tho lighthouses
at Cape Henry. Point Lookout and Cape
Fear. The fourth district will have headquar-
ters at Charleston, S. C, and includes these sta-
tions: Charleston, Hilton Head, Tyboe Island,
and South Simons Island. The fifth district will
have headquarters at Jacksonville, Fla., the
first station being at tbe mouth ot the St. John'e
III ver, tbe next at Cape Carnavaral. then Jupltor
Inlet and Miami. Tbe sixth district will beat
Tampa, and will include stations all around the
southern Florida coast. From Florida to Louisi-
ana will be another district. Tbe semaphores
and signal equipment have all been secured and
are roady for distribution.

Capt, Charles D. 81gsbee, U, 8, N who com-
manded the battleship Maine when sho was
blown np In the harbor of Havana, boarded the
American liner St, Paul at 8 o'clock yesterday
morning at her pier in this elty to take her to
Philadelphia, where sho will be mado over Into
a United States auxiliary cruiser. There was
no ceremony about it Capt. Blgsbeo went
aboard accompanied br Clement A. Grlscom,
Jr., manager ot the American line in this city;
Capt, Brower, the superintendent of tho pier,
and Wright, shook hands with
Capt. John C. Jamison, who ba commanded
tho St, Paul since sho joined the American
line fleet, and said that ho was ready to start
for Philadelphia whenever the ship was.

The St. Paul hod been ready for three hours,
and no time was lost In getting her out into the
channel and starting her down stream. Capt.
Jamison said that he would hurry to Philadel-
phia as speedily as the St. Paul's engines could
carry her.

The St. Paul waa manned by her own crew,
260 strong, comprising engineers, able seamen,
firemen, and stokers, who will decldo attor tbey
reach Philadelphia wheUier or not they wish to
become members of tub United States naval
force. Her silver and crockery and all the
other property ot tho International Navigation
Company on'.board of ber will bo taken off and
stored away In warehouses to await her return
to the American line fleet.

In Philadelphia Capt. BIgsbee will be met by
Lieutenant-Commande- r Drlggs, U. S. N., and
Ensign Wat Tyler Cluverlus, who wero with
him on the Maine. They aro the only officers,

a

Capt. Slgsboe said, who served on the Maine
who have beon assigned to tbe SuTaul. The
assignment of other regular naval officers to
the ship would depend wholly on tho success be
bad in persuading the St. Paul's regular officers
to accept billets under him. "1 want all ot them
I can got," Capt, Slgsbee sold, "and shall do my
best to lnduco them to Btay by mo. The Navy
Department knows that they are all competent
men, and thoy posiesa tbe additional advantago
of knowing the ship. I have not hod a talk
with any ot them as yet, but we will discuss the
matter on our way to Philadelphia."

Blesbeo Bald that the Nhvr DeDortmcnt
wanted tho crew of the St. Paul as well anther
officers, and that a proposition would be mado
to them when they arrived in Philadelphia. He
would not say what tho terms of that prooost-tlo- n

would be. MostTof the men are anxious to
servo under Capt. Slgsbee, and one of the St.
Paul's officers said yesterday that ho expected to
sec every ono ot tbem enlist at once. The
only thing they wanted was tbo samo grade and
the same pay theylhave been getting from'the
International Navigation Company, and it Is
said by persons who are In a position to know
that tho Navy Department Is willing to accedo
to their desire.

The news that tbn St. Paul had been Im-
pressed into the United States naval nervice
reached her officers end crew on Saturday
whn she passed Quarantine, and the work of
unloading her was hurried as It had norcr been
hurried before. She was empty before S o'clock
yesterday mornlngandan hour later had boen
cleaned as bright as a new dollar for Capt.
Slgsbeo's reception. Tho American line officers
received word from Washington that Capt.
Slgsbee would orrivo on the early Pennsylvania
tlirouph.train, andthey expected him beforo )
o'clock. Mr. Grlscom, Manager Wright, and
Capt. Brewer were at the pier to recefvo him.
The officers and crew all rigged themselves out
In their best clothes and waited Impatiently for
his .'arrival. Wbon It was learned that he had
not come In on the 0 o'clock train ho was ex-
pected on the noxtone, which was due nt 0:33.
This train was late, and Capt. Brewer woro a
smooth path over the cobble stoncs.betwecn
tbo American line pier and the Pennsylvania
depot In making trips backward and forward
for Information.

"I'll go right
on board. I would prefer to get started at once.
We haven't any time to lose'

"The ship's been ready for more than an hour,
sir." said Mr. Grlscom.

"Yes, I know, and I'm sorry I kept you wait-
ing, but I really could not get hero any earlier."

Mr. Wright led the v. ay to tbe upper pier and
on to tbe ship. Capt. Slgsboe followed, chatting
with half a dozen newspaper men.

"What do you think ot the prospects of warl"
be was asked.

"I don't see how we can avoid It now," Capt
Slgsbee replied; and ho added: "Oopo a dec!-slo- n

will be reached soon. This suspense is try-
ing."

Capt. Slgsbee was asked what kind of a
crulsor he thought the St. Paul would make,
and his reply was: "A very good one." Ho said
that ho would Inspect her thoroughly on the trip
to Philadelphia and send a report as to ber con-
dition in to the Navy Department without
delay. He said that the workmen assigned to
the task of dismantling and arming her would
ba walling at the Cramps' yards when she ar-
rived and that tho nork would be pushed for-
ward with the greatest expedition. It was
suggested to Capt. Slgsbee that tho big target
tho St. Paul mado might Impair her usefulness
as a warship. He said that her speod would
tend largely to offset that disadvantage.

"Besides," he added, "she won't be such a big
target when we get through with her."

Every man of tho St. Paul's crow who could
be away from bis post of duty was out where ho
could see when Capt. Slgsbee appeared at tho
gangplank. Tbe officers, with Capt. Jamison
at their bead, were waiting on tho main deck.
As Capt. Slgsbee stepped aboard Capt. Jamison
saluted. Mr. Gilscom presented him, and irarCaptain and peace Captain shook hands.

'I am under your orders," said Capt. Jamison
with a bow.

"Not at all.'not at all," hastily returned Capt.
Slgsbee. "This boat Is yours until we arrive atPhiladelphia. Kitn then I hope you won't
leavo it. Tho Navy Department wants jou
and all of the St. Paul's officers It can sot to re-
main."

"Wo will talk about that on our way to Phila-
delphia," replied Capt. Jamison.

As soon as Capt. Slgsbee was aboard Capt.
Brower hurried ashore every one who was not

to Philadelphia, and the St. Paul was cutfrolng from her moorings. Assisted by two tugs
she backed sluggishly out of her Blip, turned her

stream with tbn house flag of tho International
Navigation Company fluttering from her main-
mast and the Stars and Stripes fluttering aft.
As she moved away from the pier Capt. Brewer
dipped tbe pier flag to her. and she acknowl-
edged the salute. A crowd of Custom House
officers, pier workmen, and Immigrants choered
Capt. Slgsbee, who was leaning over the roll of
the main deck talking to Capt. Jamison, and be
acknowledged tbe compliment by ralilnc his bat
and bowing. As the St. Paul steamed down
the North ftlver she was saluted by the whistle
of every ferryboat and tug stirring.

The officers of the St. Paul said that they
hadn't tbe slightest doubt that tbe big steam-
ship would prove a valuable addition to the
United States fleot of commerce destroyers.

"When they not through witbherat Cramp's,"
one ot tbem said, "she will bo nblo to make
twenty-tw- o knots an hour and show a clean
pair ot heels to anything there Is In the Spanish
navy. If war should brink out we
would not have the I oast fear for the safety of
the St Louis, which Is on the way across ths
Atlantic now.

91,000,000 EIRE XX BOBTOX.

000,000 Dnsbsls or Wheat and Oraln Ele-
vator Darned.

Boston, April 17. The grain elevator of the
Fltchburg Railroad Company, on Water street,
Cbarlestown, was destroyed by fire early this
morning, and almost the whole ot shed 4, which
extends from tbe Charles River nearly td the
navy yard, was also consumed. The elevator
contained about 000,000 bushels of whoat. most
of which is a total loss, the estlre damage
amounting to almost $1,000,000.

The fire Btartod at 3:30 A. M. with a tremen-
dous explosion, which lifted the entire roof
from the structure, and was followed by an

burst ot flame shooting high In a column
of flro abovo tho surrounding buildings. The
shock was terrific, and was heard and felt all
over the city proper, as well as in Charlestown
and the adjacent territory, giving rise to ap-
prehension of a disaster at the navy yard or
on board some vessel there. Other buildings
near by wero unroofed, and great damage re-
sulted in all directions. The whole mass of In-

flammable grain was soon Ignited, and the long
chutes which carry the grain from the elevator
to vessels at the dock conveyed the flames to the
freight sheds, nnd the entire system. Including
tho Wilson & Furnoss-Leylan- d line piers seemed
doomed.

Fho alarms In all were sent nut nnd the
of the firemen were hampered by the diff-

iculty of access on tbe water side of the elevator,
tbe engines being nble to work only on the
street side. Tho flroboats, however, were able
after a time to get streams on tbe waterside,
and from then all dangerofspreadlngwasdone
away with. After four hours hard fighting tho
blare was under control.

Tbe Warren line steamer Cambromon was at
the docks when the fire started, but was towed
out into the stream before tbe flames hsd
reached her. Tho marines at the navy yard were
called out to protect tbe Government property,
but wero ordered back when It was seen that no
danger was imminent Tbe two watchmen In
the elevator wore badly injured, and people In
the neighborhood were struck by flying missiles
and broken glass.

Tho elevator building was worth $000,000, and
the grntn destroyed $250,000. Damage to tbe
amount of thousands of dollars was done toad
Jacent property. Lelter of Chicago Is said to
own a quantity ot the grain.

PARSON JONES TO RESIGN.

COXOBBOAXION BBPCBBB TO AP-PBO-

BIB nBVOUXC BOttBBBB.

Be Asks Bis rinrU to Adot n nesslallon or Con-
fidence and Tntjr Tote It Down by at Big
Hajorlly, Hneh to ni Surprise Re's a Ore
Silver Han na Well no a Social Reformer,

The Rev. F. C. A. Jones, who has boon tbe
pastor of tho Mount Ploasant Baptist Church on
Belleville avenue, Nowark, since its foundation
twelve or fltteen years ago, is to resign. After
a stormy meeting with tho members of the con-
gregation last Thursday night the pastor
grabbed his bat and left the church, saying as
he went that he would novcr darken Its doors
again.

Five or six years ago Mr. Jones became Men
titled with the Christian Citizenship movement
which was organized for the purposo ot secur-
ing a better obsertanco of the Sabbath. Ho
took an active part, with tho Rov. 8. Edward
Young, recently called to Pittsburg, and tho I

Rev. Oldknow Mllltnglon, who left Newark a I

year ago, In obtaining evidence against saloons
and disorderly houses. When the treo silver
nr&rn aftlvtwl llnnn n nnrtlnn nl thn MtnmiltlttV
Mr. Jones became Imbued with its principles
and proclaimed himself a Bryanlto. His con-
gregation has always admired him for his sin-
cerity, but for upward ot thrco years tbtte has
boon more or less dissatisfaction over the meth-
ods which tho pistor took to promulgate bis
doctrines of reform.

Two weeks ago, nt tho weekly prayer meeting.
Pastor Jones produced a set ot resolutions which
ho said bo wanted tho congregation to Indorse.
Thoso resolutions set forth that tho congrega-
tion believed that thero was work In tho church
for tho pastor to do; that that work was still un-
finished, and that Its completion would redound
to the spiritual benefit of tbo church. Tho reso-
lutions also mado any ono who voted for them
say that it would be unwise for the pastor to
leavo until the spirit of the Lord should clearly
direct that it was ineot and fitting that he should
go.

Tho pastor hnd been cognizant that thcro was
sn opposition spirit at work against liltn, and he
wlsbod, evidently, to put an end to It It Is to
bo presumed from tho tenor of tbe resolutions
that bo expected tbey would bo indorsed, and
that the element that wna in arms against him
would be easily vanquished. After the resolu-
tions had been gono over by the congregation at
tbe prayer meeting, the pastor asked that tbey
be voted on at once. Such officers of the church
as wero present advised, bowevor. that raoro
time bo taken to consider the matter. It was
therefore decided to put tho voting off until last
Thursday evening, when a largo gathering was
present. To the surprlso ot Pastor Jones, when
tbe resolutions were voted on the vote was very
large against tbem, and when tbe result was an-
nounced Mr. Jones left the building In manifest
displeasure.

The officers of tho church followod the pastor
to his homo across the street, hoping that thoy
might get htm to reconsider his determination to
leave the church. He declined to see them, how-
ever, and testerday the pulpit of Mount Pleas-
ant church was occupied by tbe Rev. Dr. Fisher.
Since last Thursday the feeling against Mr.
Jones bos grown, and members of tbo church
say that the pastor's action in trying to force
them to vote for resolutions commending bim
was very Inopportune, slnco It had served rather
to crystalllzo the opposition to him that has been
growing for two or throe years. Mr. Jones made
matters much worse than Ihoy might havo been
by speaking In strong terms of condemnation
against members of his congregation Just before
the vote was taken on his resolutions last
Thursday night. Ho accused these members of
conduct highly unbecoming to churchgoers.

Mr. Jones declines to talk about tho situation.
Ho said, when questioned, that tho proceedings
of the church wero sccrot, and that it would not
be proper tor him to discloso thorn. A meeting
is to bo held next Thursday night, however,
when It will be definitely determined whether
the pastor Is to go or stay. At thnt meeting the
pastor will formally present his resignation,
and. Judging from prom present Indications, it
is very probable that it will bo accepted.
