, Henry Btagg was picked tup. rerr badly frost-
bitten. He and eight others became detached
from tbelr watch, owing to the blinding snow-
drifts. They were about three miles from tbelr
ship, but tbe Ice was too much seamed with
water to enable them to reach her. He describes
the surroundings as appalling. Tho Icy breath
of tho elements seemed pregnant with death to
the crowd exposed to Its malignant fury. Ha
remembers two men exerting themselves to sup-
port animation when suddenly they dropped as
If shot, and when their comrades exsmlnrd they
found theso bad passed the portals of eternity.
Ho saw another rail into the water, but tbey
helped htm out, and the bravo fellow battlod
against his fa to for tw o hours, when bo becamo
exhausted and dropped down and perished.

l'hlnons Stokes and ten others were drifting
about all Monday night on a pan of Ice. and
only by keeping on the more Incessantly did
any of thorn escape alive. As It was Ave per-
ished, two falling through fissures In
the ice, while tbe others fell victims
to the cold. On Tuesday forenoon tbey killed a
seal, which thcr devoured warm and raw. Goorge
Tuff was with about thirty men. and tbey
gathered under tbo lee of some Ice pin-
nacles, where they were partly sheltered
from the fierce gale and could exercise
and keep the blood circulating with less ex-
posure and pain, than otherwise Whon a
roan lay down tbey kicked nnd beat him

he got on his feet again, as tbey knewHll to lie on the floe meant death. Tuesday
at daylight they had Ave doad. As tbe day wore
on others succumbed. He himself became men-il- l

imhunnetd. Strance fancies ran thronorh
his mind. He saw houses, treeB, gardens, and
pleasant sights, but on trying to roach them
would fall prostrato on the ice. Only
sheer grit Drought him through. Ho
saw seme die, raving that the steamer
was near: others called on absent friends and
passed away peacefully; others, in their efforts
to saro the lives of comrades, lot their
own, whllo others again fell victims to
the stupor that scaled their lids with
tbe everlasting sleep. George Piley and
about twenty others made a shelter
Monday nlgbt, and Tuesday forenoon he and
two others Mortimore and Pynn strayed
away from Ihe rest of tho watch. Bonn after
the latter two fell Into the water, and were so
exhausted after getting out that tbey lay
down on the ice and soon died, leaving the
survivor to face almost certain death. He
crawled along to a large, "pan," but lost
his mittens In the "slob" or broken
Ice. While he was breaking the Ice off his hat a
gust of wind swept It away from blm. He
then took off bis oilskin trousers to wrap
around bis head, but these he also lost.
Tbsn he got snowbltnd and was crawl
lng about bait demented until 4 P. M.
on Tuesday, when he was found by one of tho
resoue party. When given food his laws were
so stiff that be could not eat It, and whllo going
to the ship with his rescuer he fell Into the
water three times and was got out on each occa-
sion by his rescuer.

Alfred Gallon had the most astonlshmgeacapo.
He was only 20 years old, and waa exposed on
the floe for forty-eig- hours, without food or
shelter. On Tuesday forenoon he lay down to
die, and wishing him to have as pain-
less a death as possible, his friends cov-
ered him with snow. Bat this helped to
retain tbe natural warmth of tbe body
and after a few hours he revived sufficiently to
make another struggle for life. He arose and
wandered about for a couple of hours, when an-
other weakness overcame him and he lay down
on tbe floe again. But where he reclined
was very much exposed and the wind on
Tuesday night blew him some distance,buffeting about over the rough Ice and
sanding lbs blood circulating through his be-
numbed volns. On Wedr.esaay morning bo was
found, more dead than alive, and carried to the
ship a mass of frostbitten flesh. He will prob-
ably be In hospital some months and lose both
fingers.

ivory survivor tells some such thrilling story
of suffering, tbe particulars sufficiently npoal-lin- g

and terrible to wring the heart of the
most indifferent. The gale did not abate
until Tuesday afternoon, but when it did
all on board the Greenland wero organ-
ised into search parties, and soon tbe wretched
survivors were brought on board. Their
condition was most pitiable, nearly every man
being more or less frostbitten, and tho snip re-
sembled a hospital. On Wednesday morning at
daybreak the search was resumed, but
only six more were saved, the total num-
ber who perished being forty-elgb- t, or nearly
one out ot every three who were cast away
on tbe floe. Of that number twenty-fiv- e bodies
were recovered and brought on hero for burial,
while the other twenty-thre- e found a grave in
the ocean depths. Some of tbo dead passed
away almost at the moment of rescue.
When they bw the ship approaching
and tbe rescue party swarming over
the side, tbe poor d beings
tried to drag tholr helpless limbs to
the ship, only to drop and expire almost as the
rescuers' bands were outslretobed to grasp
them. The ley plain was not unlike a battlefield
with Its score or more of corpses lying in
full view, while the wounded and maimed suf-
fered as If the fight had been against
numan rocs anu anus, uut luoir ngnc nas oesn
against a more powerful foe. They died in
battle against the dark forces of nature, for
bread for their wives and children. They died
with their harness on their backs, in the pursuit
of the most dangerous vocation known to our
Industries.

Wednesday and Thursday were devoted to
the search for tbe dead, and on Friday, with his
dead piled high in the waist ot his ship and bis
sixty suffering, frost-bitte- n seamen down be-
low, Capt. Barbour bore up for home.
The condition of the sufferers was pit-abl- o

In the extreme. These ships carry nosurgeons and tbo Injured had to make tho best
of tbe rough though kindly treatment they re-
ceived. The berths where tbe sick lay were
miserable, and Seal
oil and coal dust lay everywhere, and the rough
weather Intensified the misery of the surround-
ings. On Saturday evening, March 20, Iho
elements again threatened a severe storm, and
the Greenland was driven to sect shelter In

a harbor forty miles north of here,
whence the firm message was sent to tbo city
ttjiu uo lorrjuia uowa.

The news sent a thrill of horror through the
communlty.fortbero were scores In the town who
had friends aboard, and tbelr feelings can be
better imagined tbau described as tbey waited
in vain for the names of tbe dead and injured. On
Sunday afternoon the Greenland reachod here
after narrowly escaping shipwreck the previous
nlgbt In harbor. Her anchorsgave way and she drifted ashore, where sbo lay
for five hours pounding In the surf. All hercrew mustered ou deck, fearing every moment
that sho would go to pieces. But, being a
wooden ship, she escaped with slight damage,
and reached her destination safely.

Such a spectacle was never before witnessed
in St. John's as that of tbe Greenland, as she
steamed up to her owner's pier with her bul-
warks lined with the survivors of this dreadfulcatastrophe, nearly erory man bearing upon
him, in his bandaged face or bands, marks of
the conflict that bod been waged against
the Arctic blasts. Many a heart-rendin- g

scene was witnessed as the friends of the crew
boarded her, and tbe joy of those whose loved
ones were saved was forgotten in tbe misery ot
those whose bread winners bad fallen in tbeunequal fight. Fully 10,000 peoplo with
white and anxious faces crowded the
wharvos and sorrow was In overy counte-
nance. Piled tier upon tier in the waist of tbosblp. packed in with Ice and snow, lay tbe bodies
ot tbe victims. When the injured had been
sent to hospital those were romored to be
coftlnod. As the Ice and snow were sweptaway many ghastly reminders of what thoheap contained met the harrowed vision
Here could be seen tbe blackened lingers ofa seared and froien hand, there a rigid, nakedleg and foot were visible, while In the next mo-
ment a swollen nnd distorted fsoo would horrify
the beholder. Tbe bodies were almost nude, theonly olothlng on each being a shirt and drawers,
aad in many cases these were so badly tornthat the limbs and trunks were visible.
The outer clothing of these poor fellows
had been stripped oft their dead bodies as tbeylay on tbe floe by their living comrades, whohoped the Increased covering would help to keen
them alive until rescued. Only ono or two of
tho faoes were covered, and the agonized
features and distorted limbs toliT only
too plainly tbo harrowing tale of hard-ship anil suffering. On Tuesday, March 20, tho
victims had a public funeral,. and a subscription
in aid of their families has already reached
812,000. Most of tho men were married, and280 widows snd orphans will have bitter cause
to mourn for years this most direful page in thecolonial history ot misfortune, suffering, anddeath.

Mexico Cur, April 10. Allot Mexico's beauty
gathered at Ihe Indianiila placa, near this city,
this afternoon, and witnessed one of tbe most
cruel and bloody spectacles ever seen In Mex-
ico. For many weeks this city has been
literally ntlamo with posters and pic-
tures announcing the first tight in
Moxlco City betweon an African lion and a
Msxloaa bull. The fight waa given with the
permission ot the authorities, and the pro-

moters hold a concession for three more to be
given at Intervals during the next two months.

By 8 o'clock the crowd began to gather. The
streets In front of tbe plaza were Oiled with tbe
carriages ot the spectators going to the tight.
The crowd Included nearly tbe entire American
colony, besldos many tourists who are now vis-
iting the republic. It must be confessed that
while there wore some Mexican ladles present,
there wero many more of tbelr American sisters.

To-da-y is Easter Sunday, and tho whole crowd
is decked In the gayest of attires. The love of
brllllantcolorsls a characteristic of
Mexloan women, and their attire to-d- la no
exception to the rule. Looking upward at tho
great tiers ot seats filled with excited peoplo
tho sight is a beautiful ono. The decorations of
American and Mexican flags, the bright colors
of the dresses, and the gay sombreros with tholr
trimmings ot gilt add to the general effect.

Many ot the ladies brought their children
with them. Just below mo a lady, undoubtedly
an American, had her two children sitting

When theflghtwasat its height and
tho bull, covered with blood, was tossing the lion,
one of the children, a littlo girl with laughing
eyes and brown curls, turned away and
commenced crying. The mother caught tho
child by the arm and exclaimed: "You little
goose, why don't you watch the lion bite the
bull I" And on all sides the Indulgent mammas
held up the little cherubs that they might see
the bull bathe his horns in the lion's bloodt

The Indianiila plaza is a great lnclosure,
about a mile from tho heart ot the city. The
seats wero arrangod In tiers and were capable of
accommodating 10.000 porsons. Far down in
the centre was tbe arena, elevated about ten feet
above the floor. It was built of iron bars four
Inches apart and solidly constructed, with a
diameter of forty feet. A canvas concealed the
arena from the sight ot the crowd and it was
known that the bull was already there. A
cordon of gendarmes surrounded the cage and
Lopt the curious from approaching.

Far down on tbe side of the ring a band com-

mences to play and tho crowd shouts their ap-

proval. Tho nolso gradually dies away, but
does so only to commenco again louder than
ever, and for a few seconds absoluto pandemo-
nium reigns. Gov. Rebollar ot the Federal dis
trict, accompanied by his staff of officers, is en-

tering the box of honor, and as be is a great fa-

vorite the audienco sreots him with cheers.
It is time to begirt to fight, but as yet thero

seems to be no preparation. The crowd begins
to grow Impatient, yell after yell goes forth and
continual stamping shakes tho great stand. The
master of ceremonies, in obedience to the
wishes of the Governor, enters his box. A
gong is rung. It la the signal for the
arrival ot the lion. There is a shout of
approval, as tbe canvas hiding the cage falls
away and tbe bull Is seen standing in the centre.
A Dno animal is this which Is soon to be pitted
against tbe king ot beasts. Jet black, with
sblalng eyes, he stands there pawing tbe
ground, fearing neither man nor beast. He
Is of the Santln breed, famed for its
ferocity and endurance Only the more
skilful bull fighters, of the Mazzantlnl stamp,
dare to meet him In tbe ring. He has had a
long training in preparation for this occasion.
Since his birth he has been allowed to roam the
woods on one of the great haciendas, unfettered
and kept from tbe sight of man. He doss not
know what It is to fear, and, therefore, standing
there, admirably posed, he makes a picture
never to bo .forgotten. I

A second gong rings, and tl lion, closed In a
dark cage; Is wheeled to the Ude ot the arena.
A dozen risons nro busily entraged in adjusting
tbe doors of the two rsges. and soon everything
is in preparation. A husb falls over the entire
crowd, waiting for tho attack that they know
will como soon.

At the third ringing of tho gong tbo doors
separating tbe two cages were thrown apart.
Straight as an arrow, nnd with wonderful quick-
ness, the Hon threw himself on the neck of
tho bull, who, with lowered horns, was await-in-c

the charge. As the Hon reached
him he caught bun with ono ot bis horns under
the foreleg, and lifting him high In the alr
dasbed blm against the bars of tbe cage, which,
though strong, were bent outward, so tremen-
dous was the impact-Her- e

the fight may be said to hare been begun
and flulsbed. For, injured by the terrible thrust
and thoroughly cowed and frightened, the king
of beasts baa bad enough of the encounter.Placing Itself in an abject posture with its fore-paw- s

resting against the crossbars, tbe sight
was a pitiful one. There he sat panting and
every now and and then looking abjectly toward
tbo bull, which stood pawing the ground, waiting
for another attack. Tho Mexicans present arose
and shouted their approval, for naturally there
was great enthusiasm nmong the publlo at the
victory of their noble representative over the
vaunted monarch of tbe African deserts.

Honover pleased the Mexicans wero at the
victory of the bull, they wore far from being
satisfied. Thero bad been no great quantity of
blood shod, and until thoy saw either one of the
animals taken dying from tho ring or tho
sand of the arena stained with blood, tbey
would not be satisfied. Tbo murmurs be-
gan to grow loud, nnd. fearing a riot, the man-
agement tried to dovlae some moans of making
the animals tight. Iho lion's tail wna twisted.
Tbo animal gave intermittent growls,
which sounded more like plaintive walls
than tbe roaring which is said to strike
terror Into the hearts of the traveller
on tho Sahara. An attendant also tried to push
the Hon away from the side of tbe ring, but In
this he was not successful. A red cloth tied to
a pole was used to enrage the bull, but(the latter
did not seem to see the necessity ot attacking
an entirely passive foe.

It was clear that neither of the animals would
fight, and the crowd broke out In yells and
cheers onco more. There wero renewed cries
for another lion, and the Mexican manager
knew too well that If tholr demands wero not
heeded a riot would be precipitated that would
result in tbe ruin of his bulldlnir. Such a
scene occurred at tho PJaza do Toros some
months ago, when the enraged populace threw
tbe chairs and benches into the ring and toreaway boards from the side of the building.
Urged by the cries for another lion andseeing that there was no prospect of
tbo first one fighting, tbe rasster ot cere-
monies gave the signal for another animal.Prince, ihe conquered king, was lassoed anddragged from the ring, not so badly Injured as
he was frightened. The bull was without a
mark of tho contest.

The second Hon was a larger ono than the
first, and had n great shaggy mane. Imme-
diately tbe door was thrown open he sprang
Into the ring, hut was repulsed with con-
summate ease by the bull, wblcb, with
scarcely an effort, tossed him Into theair. The Hon was not badly hurt, and
did not seem to have lost much of bis courage.

Waiting hla opportunity, be sprang ut the
bull again, but was met with the terrible
horns. This time he was severely gored. Withhardly any light left In him bo crawled to theside of the cage and lay down, but he was notallowed to rest in nrace.

The people had paid their money and must seea fight, A spear was fixed to the end of a
stick and with this tbe bull was pricked un-
til, becoming thoroughly enraged, be rushedat tbe Hon, striking him full in theface. One of his horns pierced tbe beast,making tho blood flow plentifully. TheHon by this time was a pitiful sight, bleeding
from a doion wounds, but still tborowas somefight left In him. As tbe bull rushed at him athird time the lion struck him with his paw Intho eye, knocking It from the socket.The fight was now furious, and blood wasflowing in sufficient quantities to satisfy tbemost fastidious matador. At this juncture theaudience rose in a body and shouted its approval
of the disgusting spectacle. Many of theAmerican women present loft the ringside,
but there were others who remained, seemingly
fascinated by tbe sight of tbe blood. With theexecution of the blow In the eye, tbe bull wasuninjured, while the Hon was covered withwounds from head, to tall, and his tawny hidewas crimson with blood.

The Governor now decided that the fight badgone far enough as tbe lion waa plainly hor de
combat. As the curtain fell upon tbe aoene. bewas lassoed and, unable to walk, was dragged,to the cage.

It Is a sad commentary on Mexican civilisa-
tion that such brutal epeotacles are allowed.but It la even more to be regretted that anAmerican should be tbe impresario and thattbe contest should have been witnessed brsomany representatives ot the United States.

Schema er Western Yeteraae to Erect a Mono,
meat That Can Be Electrically IJshted.

From tht Atlanta Corutitutlon.
The Colossus of Rhodes, Washington Monu-

ment, Statue of Liberty, and the great pyramld-o- f
Cheops or Corfu are to be surpassed In mag

nltude by a military monument ono-tbir- of a
mile high to be erected in plain viow of At-
lanta.

Tbe scheme also contemplates tbe greatest
military national park in the world on and
around Kennesaw Mountain. It is proposed to
introduce in tbo park some novel fcaturos,
chlof among them a statueof whllo glass, eighty
feet high, on top of Kennesaw, tbe statue to bo
Illuminated at nlgnt by u dazzling light
from within. To cite strength to tbe statue
which will typify American valor in tbe form
of an American soldier, the glass will hare an
Interior framework of steel, and when lighted
up It will be visible so far that the Inhabitants

f other planets will think tbo earth has a new
moon located about twenty miles west of At-
lanta. I

Tbe originator of this scheme has not been
discovered by the public down this way, but the
leading movant Is A. B. Lseper, Major-Gencr-

commanding tbe department of
Illinois "Comrades or the Battlefield,
Adjutant-Genera- l " Grand Army of Ameri-
can Veterans," Vloe-Gran- Counsellor "Or-
der of American Patriots." Tbe military
Cork and battle monument project la not backed

ot these organizations, but Is being
promoted by a now order, known as Ibe Boolety
of tbe Atlanta Campaign. This society proposes
to hold a meeting at Kennesaw about June 27
to prepare plans for the campaign.

Secretary Long was askod to save the Maine's
hull, if it is to be raised, and send it to Tampa
or Key West, so that It could be brought to At-
lanta and used for the framework of the glass
statue. What the Secretary said to this Is not
stated. In the course of the letter to Secretary
Long Adjutant Leepersald:

"It Is tbe Intention to make this the largest
and best society ot its kind, and the park the
grandest in the nation. Many valuable features
will be Introduced that are not found in any
other organisation or society.

'Washington was mada what he was by
American valor, no did not make tho Ameri-
can valor. Ho has a tower OSS feet high to
commemorate his virtues and achievements,
and. as valor made blm what he was, Amorloan
valor should have a higher, grander tower.

"To commemorate American valor It Is tbe
intention to ereot on the top of Kennesaw
Mountain, which is more than 1,800 feet
high, a monument so high that It may be
seen as tar as the eye con reach: this to
be surmounted by the statue of an Ameri-
can soldier. The statue will bo no less than
eighty feet high, of white translucent glass,
strengthened on the inside with a steel frame to
be lighted from wltbin br electricity, so that
the form can be distinguished as far as tbe eye
can distinguish form.

"In this monument every American veteran
would have an Interest, and as the achievements
of the United States Navyyiro as worlhy of

as are those of tbe United States
Army, and as tbo proposed monument or tower
will probably be constructed practically of steel, I

Ray was sent In July lsst as special commis-
sioner by Secretary Alger to establish military
stations and to acquire Information regarding
tho country. He says!

" In January some Indians came in from the
head of tho Koynknk Hirer and reported that
on Mahlmute Creek they had found gold. To
crave their assertions they brought In (800
worth of coarse gold and sold It to tho traders.
They said that they obtained It from the bed of
tho creek, before It rose lost fall, with tholr
shovels. When I loft they were piloting hun-
dreds of prospectors from tho Munook country
across to the Koyukuk by way of tho Russian
portage.

"I look for good results this year from the
Tana as well as from Birch Creek. All the gold
that camo out Inst year was credited to the
Klondike but some camo from the American
side. Tho claims abandoned when the Klondike
excitement began have been relocated and will
be thoroughly worked. Wo havo better and
more oxtenslve mining sections in Alaska than
thero are in tho Northwest Territory.

"Outside ot Kldorado, Bonanza, Hunker nnd
Dominion Creeks, It is not known that there are
any which aro paying as well as those In the
Birch Creek district. The country aboutDawson
has been staked In all directions. Fully 1.000
claims have boon entered there, most of them In
tbe past two months."

He estimates the output of the Klondlko dis-
trict nt from P3.000.000 to $7,000,000. WhileCapt, Ray baa tbo utmost faith in tbo wealth ot
Alaska, he depredates the ruBh peoplo are now
making toward that country. lie thinks It will
result in suffering and hardships. He says:" Uno of the most pitiful sights I ever saw was
the crowds of men I met going In. Knowing
what I do of the conditions tbey are rushing
Into and ot tholr utter helplessness, I cannot do
else than pity these Ignorant, helpless men.
There neod be no hurry to get, gold. It will be
there twenty-fiv-e years from now. It is lockedup so securely that It will wait."

Since the storm of
two weeks ago good vt eatber has prevailed In
the Interior, and thousands are starting down
tbo lake hoping to reach tho Lewis River, at
tbe foot of Lake La Barge, before the Ice breaks
up. Their sleds are fitted with sails, and when
the south wind is blowing hundreds of outfits
and men may bo seen gliding over tbe smooth
lake Ice toward tbe Bold land.

All reports from Dawson are encouraging ex-
cept aa regards scurvy and pneumonia, which
has prevailed there since February- - J. E. Ray
of Detroit, who arrived last night, says the
Dan son hosnltal waa full onMarch7whnn Ha
left, and Dr. Leblack said there waa not room
for another cot,

Tho scurvy is caused by uncooked food and
uncleanllness. Rayays the victim is himself to
blonio In nearly every instance. Tho pneumo-
nia cases are renerally men who have become
exhausted while searching for claims.

Important gold finds have been made on Bar-
ney Creek, a tributary of Seventy Mile Creek,
which empties Into the Yukon on the American
side 130 miles below Dawson. The dlsrginarsnre
fifty mllcH above Soventy Milo Creek s mouth.
The gold is very pure, being worth $2 an ounce
more than the Klondike product. A hundred
men from Dawson have staked claims.

lIAllBBlIlrS OF THE rUKOX.

Forty Hen Who Went north Pull or Hope
nrousbt naek In Coffins.

Ottawa, April 17. The following is an ex-

tract from a letter received by Mr. David Hen-
derson, a lawyor of Hamilton, Ont, from a
friend in Victoria, B. C. who says: " We aro be-

ginning to see the true horrors of the Klondike.
A Seattle steamer brought down forty corpses
lost week, nnd on Saturday last a Victorian
camo from Dawson City bringing tbo sad news
of tbe death of L. B. Hamlin, C. E., and his com-
panion, from exposure. He left homo In Octo-
ber upon Government work. Dr. Richardson,
son ot Dr. Richardson of Toronto, has a small
hospital In Dawson City. He did all possible
for him, but without avail.

"It is fearful, this greed for gold. We see it
here in nil clssses going out to this cold region.
Many will never return; others will probably
come back to be a burden upon the coast cities.
Yon will say I hare not much faith In tbe
Yukon. I hovo not. Tbe merchants, con-
tractors, nnd hotel men will make their for-
tunes, and their will bo left to Canada a lot of
useless Inhabitants, although, it is said, after
the first wftrth-u- p there will not be less thantnentytons of gold brought down. The most
of it will go to the United Slates."

CUT KATES TO SKAGIT AY.

Thn Cold Keeker Now Pole Only OOB rrona
lanoouverto tbo Klondike ajind Route.

Vancouver, B. C., April 17. Passenger rates
to Alaska have dropped. The fare to Dyea and
Skagwayls now $25, and another cut of $10 is
anticipated. A combination to keep up rates
had been In foroe hero among steamboat agents,
but as the rush subsided and the number of
steamers increased tbe strain became too great
for some ot tho agents, who surreptitiously out
rates. When this was found out it was the sig-
nal for a general scramble for passengers ot any
rates that could be secured, and now tbe steam-
boat companies aro all at It, hammering prices
down in ruinous competition.

The cutting or rates Is considered regrettable
by overy one but the passengers. It Is reported
that freight rates will be cut proportionately.
