Ottawa, April 18. Three thousand pounds of
dynamite exploded nt midnight last night at tho
Ottawa Powder Company's factory, six miles
from this city, blowing the factory and fire
other fnctory buildings to atoms. Tho explosion
torokholo in the earth twenty feet dsop and
o rty foot wide, and treos for hundreds ot yards
around wore torn to pieces. Eight tons of
dynamlto were stored In a magnxlne soveral
hundred yards away, but, being situated on soft
ground, the concussion woe not sovcro enough
to cause it to oxnlode.

The city was lighted up by tho groat flamo ot
tho explosion, nnd tho crashing of thousands ot
windows could bo hoard all over tho principal
business streets ot Ottawa, causing great de-
struction to storo fronts. Tho company's supor-Intonde-

said ho believed tbo explosion wns
caused by tramps. Throo men had called at his
office nnd wnntodn quart of e or
somo dynamlto, but It was not given thorn. IIo
thinks those men broke Into the fnctory to got

nnd tho explosion resulted.
This makes the third tlmo tho company's

works have bocu blown up. No ono was seri-
ously lnJl'oJ. although many houses not far
away wcro shattered. Uut their occupants es-

caped.
This morning tho pollco found a bottlo of nitro-

glycerine on tho Parliament grounds, near tho
wont departmental block. Tbcro was enough
of tho explosive to wrock tho wholo block. Sus-
picious looking strangers havo rocontly boon
noticed about the Parliament buildings. Tho
pollco patrol will bo doubled.

Jersey City, lho
injured aro William Dovlo of Now York, back
broken, wrist broken, skull fractured, nnd cut
about face and body; a Swodo, supposed to bo
Joo Pcno, nrm bruken. faco and body cut, skull
probably fractured, nnd yot unconscious;
James McCarcy, married, laborer, of 711 Broad-
way, this city, splno Injured nnd crushed from
hips down; Karl Anderson of 111 East ll!0th
strcot. New Yurk, scalp wounds and bruised
andcutnbout tbo body; Robert W. MuMnhon,
blacksmith, ot 311 Ann street, this city, skull
fractured, ribs brokon, and othcrwlso Injured.

Not being obliged to wait for action
by Congress, It has recognized tho independence
of lho Art Studonts' League and has trained Its
batteries on tbo elect whose masterploces are
reposing in tho seclusion nnd peaceful halt
light of tho exhibition ot the Society ot Amort-ca-n

Artists.
"Tho Art League and Cuba both llbro,"

ought to bo tho motto ot tho Fakir oxhlbltlon.
Wcylcr shares tho brunt of battlo with Sar-ge-

and Aloxander, and from tho moment one
begins to climb tho stairs toward tho Fakir
room tho war spirit Is in oldonco. On the
first Btnir landing ono Is confronted by the In-

scription, "Gen. Woyler After tho Ball Ills
Beer." and beneath lios an cfllgy of Gen. Woy
lor, with candles burning In boor bottles at his
head and foot. His feet are not mates and
nolther aro his hands; for the casts for drawing
classes woro not soloctod with n vlow to efll-gle-

but tho effect Is gruesome and startling.
Tho musical programme Is full of h

jokes, nnd thocatalo,ruos,whlch havo nothing to
Jo with tho pictures, hivo war squibs exploding
nmong tho harmless lenguo witticisms which
aro Grcok to outsiders.

Tho Fakirs always And plenty of Inspiration
for burlesque In tho Associated Artists' pic-
tures, but tho story goes that wbon the S. A. A.
oxhlbltlon opened this year tho Fakirs simply
chortled in their glco for tbcro wero a tow pic-
tures that would have stirred a senso ot humor
In n hickory log and that fairly courted

Morootor, thoso very pictures wero of
great prominence and tho general public would
study thorn enough to appreciate the Una points
of tho Fakir reproductions. Ono unlucky result
of tho situation Is that tbcro Is less variety than
usual In tho Fakir work. Too many of tbo
bright lights havo used tho snmo subject.

Thu
Phelps Stokoscs really ougnt to buy In that col-
lection of caricatures, at tho Taklr auction. It
would bo n cheerful thing to have In tho fam-
ily. Tho "Shuro" first prizo was glen to
Lewis Buddy, Jr., for a "decomposition" of the
Phelps Stokes portrait painted in distorted
lankinoss upon a com ox sheet of zinc, and la-
belled As In a Convex Glass."

After lho Sargent portrait, John W. Alexan-
der's "Pot of Basil was the picture that had"
nppoalcd to tho greatest number of Fakirs, and
they had had all sorts of fun with Mr. Alexander.
A romarkably clo cr sketch of nn cast side Isa-
bella with a beer can substitute for tho pot of
basil won tho socond prl7o for Miss Alice 'Sar-
gent, and tbo third prire went to Miss Con-
stance Curtis for a portrait drawn from Car-
roll Bockwith's belligerent "180(1." A girl
also captured tho Mllhau consolation prize,
which consists of $.", 3 cents, and a minco pio,
and is awardod lor the poorest" attempt at
humor. Miss Milhnu, tho donor of tho fund,
gets the picture, but tho vr.e winner is
obligod to Cut the plo. nnd the $5 and 3 cents go
to tbe doctor and coroner.

Tho young women who hars Yblirotecred for
tho Bed Cross relief work In Cuba b!et at lbs
Bed Cro is IIospIUl in West 100th strebi yes-

terday afternoon to hoar Dr. Geotgo F. Shrilly
speak on the subject of their proposed work.
As soon as tbe present issue beforo lho United
Stales Government Is decided, whatever tho
outcome, whether for war or peace, the Rod
Cross workers will resume their Interrupted
ministrations in Cuba, and these novitiates,
when accepted into full sisterhood, will go with
thorn. A sorlos of lectures has been arrangod
for the benefit of thoso who hare hod no regu-
lar training as nurses.

Tho lecture ynsterday was on surgery. There
will be others on medicine, praotlcal nnrso
work, rudimentary bandaging, binding, and
tho uso ot simple restoratives, things thnt aro
as plain as A, It, O to the trained nurse, but
tl at must bo oxplnlnod nnd practically illus-
trated for hor nmatotir sister. Theso Idcturcs
will bo given every day or two' now, as the
time tor preparation Is short and marching or-

ders may como soon.
Tho first part ot Dr. Shrady's talk was de-

voted to the nurso's peculiar place and func-
tion In cmorgenclos that roqulro surgical aid.
Tbo doctor snoko of the various slashings and
fractures like! to oeour on a battlefield or in
tho ovent of accident, nnd told what aid the
Rud Cross sister might render on tho spot that
would icrvo to mitlgato suffering until thu
surgeon should arrive He wont an to por-
tray lho voontlou of tha untrained woman

with tho spirit of tho Red Cross and
bringing only native, womanly tact and adapta-
bility to her task in the Held.

"Try to dlvort tho pationt's attontton from
his plight," lho dootor advised. ".Endeavor to
give him somotbing lo look forward to, some
gleam of hopo that will tldo htm over present
wiotcbednoss. Almost tho boat equipment a
Rod Cross sister can havo Is n bright presence
nnd cheery voice Under all oircumstanoos,
look on the bright side, and lot thnt tendoncy
show in your word3 nnd manner. IVomsn
have tho nameless magnetli quality that makes
tlieui peculiarly llttod for attendance on tho
sick, 'lho Jted Cross needs trained nurses,
skilled in omcrgency and ublo to endure tha
Bight of Buffering without outward token, kut
the ordor needs housekeepers und matrons as
well, capable, alert, bright-face- women, who
will holp to promote cleanliness and order."

William T. Ward .vol!. President of tho Red
Cross training school, spoke to tho volunteers
on the subject of humanity and neutrality so
much insisted upon in the order. Mr. Wnrd-Wu- ll

especially enjoined upon his listeners that
ono sic-- soldier must bo nursed as carefully ns
another, no matter what relation tho wounded
ono might bear to Ihu country they called home.
Ho said that, ow lng to the accepted idea of tho
brutality nnd inhumanity of the present war-
fare as conducted in Cubi and owing to othor
circumstances. It was most natural that theso
Red Cross recruits going to Cuba from tho
Unltod States would havo some prejudices, or.
nt nny rnto, preconceived opinions regarding
certain of tho soldiery whom thoy might bo
callod upon to attend. Ho explained that If
they alluwol theso porsonal feelings to havo
sway they would s Inlalc the most fundamental
prluclplps of tho Red Cross order, namely, tho
promlso to act as a truo slstor to evory human
boing, regardless of nationality, croed, or sex.
